Both aldea in the dispute—rep­
resentatives of ali nine metropol­
itan daiUes and the striking print­
ers’ union—were called into ses­
sion at the behest of the Federal 
Mediation and Conciliation Serv­
ice.

Stephen I. Schlossberg, special 
assistant to the director of the 
service, said the publishers and 
unions were ' ‘pretty far apart.”  
He said “ we’re always hopeful,”  
but indicated he saw no signs of 
speedy. agreement.

“ We wlU do whatever we can,”  
he added. “ We’ll just have to see 
what develops.”  f

With the presses of all nine 
dailies Idle, a  sm all' community 
weekly, ’Town amd Village, vdiich 
serves a residential, section on 
Manhattan’s middle East Side, 
switched to daily publication for 
the strike’s duration.

Both sides to the dispute open­
ly predicted a  long newspaper 
famine.

New York ’Typographical U nl«i 
No. 6, AFLrCIO, struck- the New 
York Times, Dally News, Jour- 
nal-American and World-Tele-

rm Ic Sun at 2 a.m. Saturday 
a contract dispute.

The Herald ’Tribune, Daily Mir­
ror, Post, Long Island Star-Jour­
nal and the Long Island Press 
then suspended publication volim- 
tarily. The Press continued to 
print suburban editions for Nas­
sau and Suffolk counties on Long 
Island.

’The nine papers have a emn- 
bined circulation of 6.6 mlUien 
papers a day in the metropolitan 
area. 'The sMke has idled a total 
of 18,000 employes on the dallies.

The strike was tiie second in 
a  month at the N ^ s ,  the nation’s 
largest clrulatlon newspaper with 
two million copies a  day.

The New York unit of the 
American N ew spa]^  Guild—in a 
wage dispute with m e seven Man­
hattan dailies — struck the News 
last month and arrived at a con-

Guild-newspaper pacts here<
The other newspapers did not 

close down during that strike, be­
cause they have individual con­
tracts wiUi the AFLrCIO Guild, 
unlike their joint contracts with 
the .craft unions.

The Guild strike, settled with 
the help of Labor Secretary W. 
Willard Wirtx, ended with a  con­
tract that gave editorial and busi­
ness employes an average $8 
wage increase over two years. 
Few senior newsmen with top ex­
perience, the cmitract guaranteed 
a minimum wage of from $173 to 
$178.60 a  week.

’The publishers have offered 
this same $8 increase over two 
years to the printers, but they 
have rejected it and are seeking 
an $18.46 raise over the two-year 
term of the contract to boost the 
current day shift base rate from 
$141 to $169.46.

The printers also seek a 86-hour 
week Instead of the current 36H 
hours, a four-week vacation after 
a year of employment and vari­
ous holiday and sick benefits

’The typographical union says 
the publishers are using the Guild 
settlement as a “ fixed position”  
for the craft unions as well.

Rocky Campaign Aims 
At Kennedy, Not Rivals

WASHINGTON (AP) —When 

Gov. Nelson A. Rockefeller cranks 
up his campaign for the 1964 Re­
publican presidential nomination 
about five months from now, he 
intends to nm against President 
Kennedy rather than potential 
GOP rivals. ■

’This strategy' decision, reported 
by one of the New York gover­
nor’s closest associates, is based 
( »  what his advisers believe are 
the necessities of any effort to 
beat Kennedy, rather than over- 
confidence about obtaining the 
nomination.

Rockefeller’s associates know 
tiM governor isn’t going to get the 
party prize without fighting for it. 
Thty are well aware GOP con­
servatives will make a massive 
effevt to head him off.

But Rockefeller’s associates ob- 
ylausly tidnk the nominatian isn’t 
gedng to be worth much unless 
me m ^  who gets It has already 
laid the groundwork for the gen. 
eral election oampaign by estab­
lishing his poedtipn m opposition 
to tbe Democratic president on 
major issues.

RockefeUer’s decision also of­
fers the prospect of avoiding the 
kind of party splitting battle.

West Germany has had since it 
was established in 1949. West Ger­
many, like Britain when Churchill 
left, is enjoying its greatest pros­
perity.

In those 18 years Adenauer not 
only led West Germany into close 
alliance with its enemies of two 
world wars — the United States, 
Britain, France — but into a dem­
ocratic society away from its an­
cient authoritarianism.

Like Churchill, Adenauer has 
been reluctant to go. Like Chur­
chill, he still feels he has unfin­
ished business.

HARTFORD (A P )—  Con 
necticut’s famed cancer regis­
try is in trouble because o f 
lack of state funds.

This was pointed out today 
by Dr. Kenneth F. Brandon, 
chairman o f the State Medi­
cal Society's committee on 
state legislation.

TTie committee which is slated 
to meet thig week, is expected to 
recommend that more funds be 
alloted for the registry operation, 
rated by the medical profession as 
the best of its type in the world.

Dr. Brandcm said that the $60,000 
annually appropriated since 1941 is 
no longer sufficient to meet the 
expanding statistical job of the 
registry.

“ It's gotten to the point now,”  
he con sen ted , “ where the hospi­
tals in 'the state are paying two- 
thirds of the costs.”
I The registry was officially ap­

proved in 1935 after being urged by 
the medical society. In order to 
keep tabs on new and existing can­
cer cases iu Connecticut each of 
the 88 hospitals have registry sec­
retaries who collect and provide to 
the state registry the extensive 
data necessary.

Dr. Henry Eisenberg, chief of 
the state’s chronic disease control 
section Pf the Health Department, 
said that too much of the cost is 
now shifting to the hospitals.

Cancer accounted for 19 percent 
of all deaths in (jonnectlcut in 1960, 
with a death rate of 176.8 per 100,- 
000 pt^ulation. In helping physi­
cians and others in carrying out 
various research activities, the 
registry — officially called the 
tumor registry—foUows some 40,000 
cancer records. Specialists in medi­
cine are cooperating closely with 
the registry since cancer statis­
tics are now considered an lihpor- 
tant tool in early detection of the 
dread disM«e.

To Study Smog
HARTFORD (AJ*) —  The re­

U.S. Team 
Reports on 
Arms Need

NEW DELHI. India (AP) 
-Prime Minister Nehru said 

today Red China’s cease-fire 
and withdrawal maneuver 
may be only a trick and warn­
ed his front-line troops that 
fighting might flare up again 
in the Himalayas.

The Indian leader delivered his 
warning in a radio address after 
rejecting Peking’s terms (or set­
tlement of the border conflict.

Nehru offered to refer the fron­
tier dispute to the International 
Court of Justice if Oiina with­
draws from Indian territory. He 
made the offer in an appearance 
in Parliament. Later he made his 
radio address to Indian soldiers, 
.telling them to be prepared for a 
long struggle.

Nehru told parliament India 
continues to demand that the Chi­
nese withdraw to the positions 
held Sept. 8. CSiina has called this 
“ utterly unacceptable.”

Nehru warned “ this war may 
even last five years or more but 
I feel confident we shall win.”

He called on the In ijj^  people 
for “ determination to'̂  refuse to 
bow down to the imperialist tac­
tics of China whatever happens.”

Nehru also had words for the 
six nonaligned nations nieeting in 
Ceylon in a search at a soli&on 
to the Indla-(jhina conflict.

“ The aggression must ba un­
done and the status quo re­
stored,”  Nehru said. "A t presept. - . 
there la no maeting ground b^r!~ ' 
tween us.”

Nehru replied in Parliament to 
Peking’s demand fM* a “ clear 
and definite”  answer to its. pack­
age proposals for a cease-fire; 
mutual withdrawal of forces 12.5 
miles behind what Peking calls 
the actual control line of Nov. 7,
1959, and meetings of Oiinese and 
Indian officials to form a  demil­
itarized zone, establish check- 
poets and return captured person­
nel.

Nehru said India cannot agree 
to the Caiinese-Cxsd border line 
which would leave them in In­
dian territory. -

The Cnilnese proposals, he said, 
“ give them the benefit of aggres­
sion and put them In a dominant 
position for further agnession.”

He pointed out that China has

U.S., Russia Plan 
Separate Speeches 

On Cuban Crises
UNITED NATIONS, N.Y. (AP) 

—The Soviet Union and the United 
States were reported today to 
have agreed to make sepeu'ate 
statements in the Security Coun­
cil to wind up the U.N. considera­
tion of the Cuban crisis.

Informed sources said the Rus  ̂
sians had given .up their idea that 
there should be a joint Soviet-U.S. 
declaration and were going along 
with the American • idea that 
there 'should be parallel state­
ments.

The sources said negotiators for 
the two countries are now talking 
about what each should say in the 
statements.

The informants said the United 
States is still demanding verifica­
tion that Soviet offensive weapons 

I have been removed from <5uba 
and guarantees that they will not 
be brought back, and the Soviet 
Union is demanding a U.S. pledge 
that Cuba will not be invaded.

President Kennedy and Soviet 
Premier Khrushchev agreed on 
such safeguards in letters Oct. 27 
and 28. They also agreed that the 
Soviet Union would pull out the 
offensive weapons it had sent to 
Cuba and the United States would 
lift the blockade it had imposed 
to keep more from coming in.

Since then, U.S. reconnaissance 
has observed 42 medium-range 
missiles and 42 bombers leaving 
Cuba aboard Soviet freighters, 
and Kennedy has lifted the' quar­
antine.

Opera and politics may seem^ 
strange bedfellowa to you, but the 
combination has caused some in­
teresting doings in the past. Mo­
zart’s "Marriage of BMgaro,”  ran 
afoul of the censors because the 
libretto (based on a Beaumarchais 
novel) hurled some barbed shafts 
at nobility, aristocracy, and estab­
lished governmental practices be­
fore the French Revolution.

In particular, the plot was quite 
specific about what is called “Le 
droit du seigneur,”  and the profli­
gate tendencies of the ruling class 
of the iperiod. The play was banned 
in Austria and the opera was al­
lowed nnly after da Ponte (Mo­
zart’s librettist) excised a large 
portion of BeaumarchMs’ satire.

Similarly,, 'Verdi’s "Ballo ■ In 
Maschera” had Its l o c a t i o n  
changed from a European city to 
Boston, of all places, because the 
characters were too similar to 
some unsavory Italian aristocracy. 
He got in trouble with "Rigoletto” 
too. This is based ' on Victor 
Hugo’s "Le rol s’amuse”  and the 
censors wouldn’t allow the king to 
be presented unfavorably, so the 
king became the Duke of Mantua.

All this was long in the past, o f 
course, and I  thought that tossI- 
ble political implications in opera 
were as dead as the dodo and as 
extinct as the auk. Not so, how­
ever; so there seems to be consid­
erable life left in an art form fre­
quently considered moribund.

Oddly enough, the opera caus­
ing the present flare-up is a cen- 
tury-EUid-a-half old, and none too 
popular at that! Last August the 
Btaatsoper in the eastern sector 
of Berlin, moimted a production 
of Beethoven’s only opera, ”F1- 
delio,”  and the trouble began.

To understand the furor which 
ensued, you have to know what 
Fldelio” is, so far as plot is con­

cerned. So briefly, here it is: 
Florestan, a noble Spaniard, 

mcule an enemy of Kzzaro, gov­
ernor of a prison for political o f­
fenders, who arbitrarily threw the 
hapless man into a dungeon. Then 
Pizzaro started the false rumor 
that Florestan was dead, so that 
nobody would concern himself any 
longer about this particular noble.

the opera, Leonora, Flor- 
estdn.’̂  wife, masquer8ides as ' a 
youth Iinder the name of Fldelio, 
and Anally manages to prevent 
her husband’s murder by Pizzaro, 
and in the end succeeds in freeing 
her husband. While the opera is 
based on a French book by Bouil- 
ly, the librettist (Sonqlelthner) in­
cluded a thought o f Schiller’s 
in the adaptation for the stage.

Florestan makes the statement, 
I  prize liberty more than my 

life!” which is actually Schiller, 
not RouiUy. Things had apparent­
ly been proceeding smoothly in 
the Berlin opera house until that 
speech, and then the trouble be­
gan. ’’Fidelto”  became a symixfl, 
and the present implications o f 
the plot dawned on the audience. 
Pizzaro was equated with Com­
munism, Florestan w(th the luck­
less Blast Germans themselves, 
and with democracy as an ideal, 
while BMdelio seem ^  the incarna­
tion of all those who refused to 
believe democracy was dead, and 
who must bend every effort to 
breaking the shackles which now 
bind freedom.

"Fldelio”  was withdrawn.
The damage had been done, 

however. It would seem that "Bl- 
delio” has become a catchword in 
Blast Berlin, and, in fact, in Hast 
Germany. ’Ilie name o f Verdi was 
once a catchword for a revolution, 
too. His initials stood for Vlttoi* 
Bknmanuel Re d’ltalia, and just 
how much the first Victor Blm- 
mantiel owed to that catcbsvord 
and Verdi’s tremendous popular­
ity, will be debated by historians 
to the end o f time.

Although "Fldelio" was with­
drawn in Blast Berlin, the opera is 
not a dead issue in Glermany. The 

Oper am Rhein,”  one of the most 
famous o f German opera compan­
ies, has j\i8t mounted a new "Bl- 
delio” in Duisburg, close to Dus- 
seldorf.

’The new production does not use 
a medieval prison, the scene on the 
stage is the "W all”  in Berlin, com­
plete with a topping of barbed 
wire, and ugly, sloppy work by the 
meisons. Costuming is modem and 
Pizzaro is played in a Vopo uni­
form. ('The Vopos are the Blast 
German security police.) Florestan 
wears broken shoes and patches on 
the knees of his trousers, the 
chorus is in rags, and ao on. ’

This production was the first, ef­
fort of a new stage directoa in this 
particular opera house, named 
Adolf Rott. ’The scenery leaves no 
doubt as to the locale, but not a 
word of the libretto nor a note of 
B e e t h o v e n ’ s music has been 
changed. The implications are 
there for all to see and hear, but it 
is practically, imposfrible for .any 
sort o f censorship to be imposed.

Feeling seems to be quite di­
vided in Germany over this pro­
duction. Many of the West Ger­
mans believe the production ■will 
injure relations with the Blast Ger­
man government. Their opponents 
decry them with the cry of "Col­
laborators.”  Press reaction seems 
to be divided as well. Some papers 
decry it for adding "even a straw 
to the inflammable and dangerous 
political situation in Berlin.”  Oth­
ers hail it as an artistic triumph 
and' a symbol for freedom.

’The safest comment on the pro- 
luction I have seen was voiced by 
Paul Muller in the Rhelnische 
Poet, who said: "It goes without 
sasrlng that there is tremmdous 
life in "Fidello”  yet, particularly 
in this Duisburg presentation."

retailer Cyril Magnin, president 
of Jos. Magnin Women’s Wear.

What we have now, says Blu- 
gene C. Zorn, vice president of 
Dallas’ RepubUc National Bank, 
is “ an unhurried economy.”

“ The ecmiomy is on a  firmer 
footing and the likelihood Is con­
siderably enhanced that we are 
moving away from the boom and 
recession pattern,”  Zorn says.

Several businessmen, however, 
joined in the doubts expressed) by 
R . G. FolUs, board chairman of 
Standard Oil o f CaUfomia.

“ I  Just wonder if we can con­
tinue very vigorous very long,”  
he said, “ if we keep p u t^ g  such 
a  small percentage into capital 
growth, “ it’s way below what the 
other industrial countries are do­
ing.”

Karl Brandt, who was on for­
mer President Dwight D-- Elsen­
hower's council of economic ad­
visers and who now heads the 
Food Research Institute at Stan­
ford University, says not going 
up means going down.

"Once an economy starts slid­
ing sideways,”  he says, “ what’s 
to prevent it from sagging? If we 
say we’ll let it drift, we’re forget­
ting our leadership.”

On the other end of the opinion 
spectrum from the gloomy ones 
are those who forecart of a,giant 
upsurge in the economy.

But like those predicting bad 
times, they seem to v.be in the 
minority. Their chief difference 
from the nmjority things-on-a- 
plateau^ opinion is in their esti­
mate how strong certain econom­
ic stimulants will be.

Bill Chartner of the Stanford 
Research Institute points to the 
maturity in the nert few yeanr 
Of the postwar baby boom.

“ This is a generation, that’s 
used to living pretty good, and 
Uiey’ll be buying a lot,”  he says, 
“ you can already see it in auto 
sales. These upper-age teen-agers 
want cars, and they’re getting 
them. Soon they’ll be starting 
families and we’ll have a strong 
generator for setting off a new 
durable goods boom.”

Still others see the growing eco­
nomic power of^ once-depressed 
minority groups as an important 
economic stimulant.

Lane cited the rising income of 
Negroes in his area and the 
heavy demand for goods and 
services this -will create as a fac­
tor for good.

And many view the future en- 
ttuslastlcally because of the pros­
pects of freer trade raised by the 
Trade .Expansion Act of 1962 and 
the European Common Market.

and abolishing rates above 50 or 
60 per cent entirely, with propo:v 
Uon cuts in between.

“ Similarly the corporate rate 
needs to be cut to .47 per cent

Paul Hei^zog, resesrch director 
of the Natioiuil A u t^ o b ile  Deal­
ers Association, told the session, 
” th » e  will not be a i-ecesslon in 
the coming year.”

The year 1962 almost certainly 
is the second Irart in automobile 
history, Herzog said, and 1963 
may be a little better—about 6.9 
million new cars sold, compared 
with 1962’s 6.86 million.

David K. GlUogly, associate 
economics director of the luiRan- 
al association of home builders, 
said he has revised downward Bis 
earlier forecast that 1963 would 
bring 1,450,000 housing starts, a 
3.6 per cent gain from this year. 
He now predicts a  4 per cent de­
cline.

The outlook has been clouded, 
Gillogly said, by President Ken­
nedy’s executive order barring 
discrmlnatioh in housing. Hie 
new element of risk vlU make 
home builders mote cautious, he 
predicted.

Gillogly’s estimate was chal­
lenged outside the meeting by 
Practical Builder, a construction 
magazine, which reported the 
President’s discrimination order 
has had no impact on prospects 
for Increased homebuilding in 
1968.

The magazine ^aid^the consen­
sus of a study rnsde among 1,600 
builders two weeks before the 
presidential order was that 1963 
starts would increase by 8.2 per 
cent. Another survey of the same 
builders last week produced a 
consensus for a 1968 increase of 
3.8 per cent. Practical Builder re­
ported.

The magazine said that geo­
graphically only southern builders 
v.'«re less optimistic in the later 
study.

Rome Council 
First to Have 
Positive Aims

only serve as a summons for an­
other Vatican Council.”  o

Pope John annoimced before the 
Worldwide gathering of bishops 
started work Oct. 11 that the 
council ‘ ‘will not deal in new doc­
trine or sensational formulas.”

But the tone the coimcil was to 
adopt for itself—pastoral or doc­
trinal—hung in the b^ance while 
a crucial debate raged midway 
through the initial stage that end­
ed Saturday.

The hard-fought thesis was on 
divine revelation. The Catholic 
Church teachea that scripture and 
tradition are the sources of God’s 
revealed word. Protestants be 
lieve in scripture alone.

Was the council to stress doc­
trine in the rigid, scholastic ter­
minology used in seminaries?

Or would it be better to find 
a new and different way to Ulus- 
trate the same doctrine, a clear­
er way designed to reach all the 
people in simple terms without 
reviving old reformation argu­
ments?

’The issue came to a vote, and 
most of the 2,200 bishops chose 
the latter course. Pope John thra 
pulled the revelation thesis out of 
the coimcil, creating a special com- 
missian heavily staffed by Chris­
tian unity experts. The Pope or­
dered a vlgoroua rewriting of the 
tfaesla.

For more than a year, the' word 
out of the Vatican had been that 
this would be the best prepared 
council in history.

As disagreement over the revel­
ation th e^  grew, some of the pre­
council advisers began to talk pt 
defects in the draf& g of some of 
the projects.

Priests and theologians said 
they had never seen the final- 
draft theses that their own com­
missions had prepared for the 
council.

But other council sources said 
all the documents had been well 
aired in the preparatory days.

The Pope now has ordered all 
the vast three years of advance 
work done over. He told the coun­
cil's 12 conunissims to condense 
and consolidate the proposals be­
fore the council resumes in Sep­
tember, trimming the 70 theses 
into 20 projects.

More -significantly, be said he 
vranted the projects rebuilt in 
such a way tiiat they would ex­
plain Catholic doctrine "through 
the methods of research and 
through the literary forms of mod­
em thought.”

Nevertheless, Life said, Bartlett 
and Alsop "planted the seeds of 
trouble, which could yet bring 
about Stevenson’s withdrawal 
from the government.”

"Bartlett Joined talents with 
Stewart Alsop, the Saturday Elven- 
Ing Post’s Washington editor.

"Thereafter, on White House or­
ders, the doors of the State De­
partment and the Central Intelli­
gence Agency were thrown open 
to the two reporters. Neither writ­
er talked wltti Stevenson,’ -

Stevenson later described the 
Post article as a "classic example 
of irresponsible , Journalism”  and 
said it was “ fallacious from be­
ginning to ehd, in every detail.”

^ e  dehisixm to Impose the Cu­
ban blockade was made at an ex­
ecutive committee meetlnf of the 
National Security Council, attend­
ed by Stevenson and Kennedy.

’There was no immediate ex­
planation of how the two Post 
writers could have erred in re­
porting Stevenson’s position, as 
Life maintained. If they had ac­
cess to the secret government 
files that Life said they had.

Pierre Salinger, White House 
press secretary, commented on 
the Life article at Palm Springs, 
Calif., where the President was 
relaxing.

"That story is absolutely and 
completely without foundation," 
Salinger said.

Baiftett, in Washington, said he 
would not comment on the Life 
article.

Stevensota, also asked for com­
ment on me Life article, said, 
"as far as 1 am concerned, the 
matter is closed. I saw and ap­
proved the first White House 
statement (denying the Post 
story) before it was Issued. I was 
most pleased and gratified with 
the President’s letter."

’The letter expressed "fullest 
confidence” in Stevenson and said 
his continued U.N. work “ will be 
of inestimable value in the days 
ahead.”

Oh a television program Sun­
day, Stevenson said of his rote in 
the CHiban affair; “ There has 
been too much talk, I' think, al­
ready, and much of it wholly un­
informed.'’

’The Bartlett-Alsop article had 
said Stevenson  ̂dissented frc»n the 
decision for a naval quarantine of 
Cuba and supported a trade of 
U.S. missile bfises in ’Turkey and 
Italy for Soviet missile bases in 
Cuba.

Life said, "Stevenson never did 
support any proposal to swap 
b a !^ .’ ’

Life said it'w as Stevenson who 
suggested that our government 
stipulate there would be no fur­
ther general disarmament talks 
until Soviet offensive weapons 
were out of Cuba.

"On this particular point,”  Life 
said, "Stevenson went further 
than the President himself ultim­
ately decided to go.

"Instead of the U.N. ambassa­
dor’s flat demand that the ' mis­
siles be ‘removed,’ Kennedy final­
ly asked only that they be ‘ren­
dered inoperable.’ ’ ’

He could find far 
more convenient vehicles than a 
writer who was known to be his 
friend.

"If on the other hand a reporter 
who was also a friend used the 
president as a source for a story 
that could embarrass him, he 
would not be sparkling with 
character for long around the 
White House.

"But if the president is not used 
as a source and newspaperman 
Is not used as a voice, each is 
left to perform his tasks and occa­
sionally to enjoy a relationship 
which had been enjoyable In the 
past.”

Bartlett said some have ques­
tioned whether a reporter who is 
a friend of a president can main­
tain bis integrity.. He said, -"Any 
tendency on the part of the writ­
ing friend to become an apologist 
would be quickly discerned and 
discounted.”

hmcheon of the National Associa- 
tiasi of Manufacturers last Friday, 
his hope being, of course, that he 
might convince some of his hear- 
«rs of thdr own particular reepon- 
sAllity for helping bring about 
eonditions they themselves fancy 
they admire.

The a îeaker lad his audience 
along with an unusual amount of 
guile, it seemed to us. He engaged 
the attention of these businessmen, 
these industrialists, these manufac­
turers, -while he depicted the hor­
rible end results of a continuing 
trend In which special groups, like 
farmers, snd all o f ua as indlvid 
uals, depend more and more on the 
favOT and the money of the federal 
government And, in this phase of 
his talk, Mr. Eiseidiower had his 
audience beaming at him.

__Then he shook them up. He shook
them up by turning, suddenly, and 
addressing this, point blank . ques 
tkm to them;

"How many of you that have 
prime and sub-contracts with the 
government could go to Washing­
ton and confidently say that you 
can get by nicely without continu­
ation of F e^ w l spending?"

"There wW,”  according to the 
Herald Tribune account of the 
meeting, "a deed silence in the 
ballroom as he paused as if waiting 
lor an answer."

"Thank you," said Mr. Elsen­
hower drily and returned to his 
prepared text

Later on, his audienoe got happy 
again. This was when he talked of 
the glories of free enterprise with­
out specifying what anybody might 
have to do to defend it, or when he 
talked as if the only thing wrong 
In the world might be the particu­
lar nature of the e-* ninistratlon in 
power down at Waahlngton at this 
particular moment.

But Mr. Eisenhower oooled his 
admirers off again when he revived 
what must seem to him perscsially 

^  the most vital theme of his post- 
presidency career, in the following 
pcbsage:

"When J50 billion, in the name of 
security, is found in our annual, 
bi 1get, It behooves us all to de­
mand explanations of how and why 
such sums are spent. Too much can, 
In some cases, be as bad as too

.. "There la the danger also ■ that 
we r-iy  encourage a false belief 
that military expenditiu-es acceler­
ate a healthy corporate, regional, 
even national prosperity. . . .

"The military-industrial complex 
—-an unavoidable phenomenon of 
our situation today—must never be 
allowed to exorcise a dominaUon 
over American life."

The silences Mr. Elisenhower 
gets, as ke retains his vigor in 
the role of elder statesman, are as 
Important as the applause, and one 
hopes that each reveals that the 
ptirticular audience' has been 
moved, at least to introqiection if 
BOt enthusiaam.

Good Commercials Don’t Sell?
The research boys have been at 

it again, and this time they come 
up with news which is not likely 
to add to the agreeable aspects of 
American evening life’  It is not 
really a new flndiAg, but merely a 
reiteration of something discovered 
to be imfortunately true scrnie 
time ago.

A television ccnnmerdal doesn’t 
have to be an agreeable, pleasing, 
entertaining thing in order to Sell. 
It doesn't have to be liked in order 
to be an effident salesman. In fact, 
the commercials which are most 
entertaining may be the least pow­
erful, so far as actually moving a 
product is concerned, while the 
commercials which are very irri­
tating may succeed in their mis­
sion, even while we of the public 
curse them.

This is the discovery, and it is, 
as we say, nothing new. The same 
law has previously been appli^ not 
only to the television comi)j|liibial, 
but to the entertainment pmrtlim of 
television as well. It has been sci- 
entiflcally proved that If entertain­
ment is tMO good, too absorbing, it 
dominates the mind of the viewer 
so completely that no commercial 
message of any kind has a chance 
of entering it. Prom the commer­
cial point of view, it has long been 
established, the ideal television en­
tertainment program is something 
dull .and routine and boring enough 
to leave the mind of a vioww in a 
lazy, def nselees state the commer­
cial can enter at will.

There are, of course, extremes, 
both of which should be avoided.

One extr«ne is the commercial 
which is so very wonderful it 
breeds viewer loyalty to itself 
which’ is so strong it transfers it­
self voluntarily to the product. 
There’s little sense in shooting f<  ̂
this eoctreme, because the diances 
of making It are so slim.

The other extreme can be reach­
ed more easily, and should be 
avoided ‘because its results are un­
friendly. "’nils is the extreme of 
the commercial which is so horri­
ble, so offmsive, so raucous, so in­
sistent, so lacking in taste, tlia^ it 
Inspires the viewer to swear to 
himself that he will never, never  ̂
under any circumstance, purc^be 
the product involved.

But, these two extremes aside, 
there is no particular pay-off in the 
decent, attractive, entertaining 
television commercial, and, to tell 
the sad truth, the repulsive thing 
we all say we dislike may do the 
more efficient selling job.
' If there is any one explanation 
whidh comee clqee to being valid, H 
is that we all fancy that, in any fi­
nal decision, we are seeking’ value 
rather than entertainmMt or art, 
while ^  cpmmercial which Is ob­
viously clever, so clever you notice 
it is clever, is delivering' its first 
message about itself rather than 
about its product.

gets better with every concert, and 
played the best I have heard them 
Saturday evening. It had been a 
year since I last heard them, not 
being able to attend the last con­
cert, and the improvement in that 
tune was very noticeable.

Tile tone of the strings is much 
fuller and artistic, aiM^the orches­
tra plays with more Security, and 
the whole thing sounds better, any 
way you want to i^rase it.

And for good measure Mr.

Miss Joyce Mangier proved to be 
an excellent harpist in Ravel’s “In- 
trodilction and Allegro.” This was 
played with a smaller group for 
accompaniment and in general the 
effeert was very good. It had a kind 
of a poor start, but once under 
way the piece went very well.

This is a very difficult work for 
the strings so it is not altogether 
surprising that they were some­
times a little off in pitch, but 
there was nice mood throughout, 
and Mias Mangler’s playing esur- 
rled the whole thing to a very suc­
cessful and pleasant conclusion 
that'gHlned her lots of applause.

credit for sponsoring the ondiMtra.

Hie other soloist was Oecar 
Hauser, a regular violinist with 
the group. He gave a very iwofes- 
Konal performance of Beethoven’s 
violin concerto, and the orchestra 
did an excellmt job with its part, 
too. The slow movement seemed a 
Uttle Insecure to me compared to 
die other two movements, but even 
it was very capably dOne, and Mr. 
Hauser received a great deal of 
applause for his efforts.

As I said before, the audience 
was very appreciative and ap­
plauded BO that the program had 
to be extended. Mt.- Gruber an­
nounced the IValta from "The 
Sleeping Beauty,”  by Tshaikow- 
sky, and this extra number ,was 
p la j^  just as well as anything on 
the program.

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Nehru Warns Troops, 
Rejects China Terms

(Gontlnned from Plage One)
rejected India's proposal for re­
storation of the control lines that 
prevailed on Sept. 8, before the 
Chinese launched their lightning 
and overwhelming attack.

The conference of six non- 
aligned nations opened in Colom­
bo today in an effort to find a 
solution of the Himalayan con­
flict.

The six nations are the .United 
Arab Republic. Ghsma, Indonesia. 
Cambodia. Burma, and Ceylon.

Tearn Reports Needs
WASHINGTON (AP) — Military 

members of a U.S. mission that 
surveyed India’s critical arms 
needs reportedly have recom­
mended a three-stage aid plan 
that could la.sl for years.

Beyond emergency patchup 
measures to bolster the outnum­
bered and outgunned Indians in 
their border dispute with Commu­
nist China, the U.S. experts were 
said to have proposed rebuilding 
steps for next year and funda­
mental modernization actions to 
continue perhaps for years ahead.

Dollar figures were kept secret, 
but there was informed specula­
tion that it might cost $1 billion 
to bring India's outdated arms 
and military organization up to 
standard.

Emergency help rushed to In­
dia by this country so far was 
said by qualified sources to total 
nearly $15 million.

Gen. Paul D. Adams, chief of 
the U.S. Strike Command and 
senior military officer of the U.S. 
mis.sion that returned recently 
from India, was said to have 
listed winter clothing as the first 
and most pressing need for In­
dia’s fighting men. Many were 
rushed into the mountainous north 
still wearing light dress suitable 
to the heat of the lowlands.

Adams was described as deeply 
Impressed with the caliber of the 
Indian troops and their officers.

It was considered significant, 
U.S. sources said, that the Indian 
soldiers who were forced to re­
treat before heavy Chinese at­
tacks often brought back their 
weapons. This indicated they 
were disciplined and not routed 
in panic.

The immediate need is to fur­
nish light weapons and gear that 

‘ can be carried on a soldier’s back 
at high altitd^'s and in mountain­
ous terrain.

U.S. military authorities were 
appalled to . find that Indian units 
were equipped with a jumbled 
collection of weapons — British, 
U.S. and Czech-made — with as 
many as three different calibers.

The battles have been fought as 
high as 18,000 feet in the moun­
tains and American authorities 
said it has taken about three- 
weeks for" the Indian troops to 
adjust.

Their Chinese foes, on the other 
hand, already weje used to fight­
ing high up where the air is thin.

India should have little trouble 
getting the pick of her manpower 
in expanding her 600.000-man ar­
my, U.S. sources said.

Because of the higher standard 
of living in India's armed forces 
than among the population as a 
whole, there are said to be about 
800 applicants for each opening 
in the ranks.

ter Krishna Menon was that it 
Weis incompetent.

In Election
The bank accoimts of both town 

committees are in the red, as the 
result of the state election Nov. 
6 .

The Democrats, who won, have 
a $1,062 deficit in their town com­
mittee account, plus a $122 deficit 
in a separate account for the two 
state representative candidates. ,

The Republicans, who lost, have 
ah $856 deficit in their town com­
mittee account, and broke even in 
a speejal account.

ExjJehee accounts filed with'the 
town clerk’s office show that the 
Republican^ were by far the big­
ger spenders. \

They spent $3t201 of their town 
committee money;. To defray this, 
they were able to ge|; 122 contribu­
tors to give $2,215. TJils amount, 
plus the $130 they had lb their ac­
count to begin with, lessened their 
deficit.

Among the contributions were 
$300 from the Manchester Wom­
en’s Repubuican Club; $250 ea^  
from William Thornton and Alex­
ander Jarvis: and $100 each from 
Atty. Paul R. Marte, Harold A. 
Turkington and Frank R. Simon.

The Democratic Town Commit­
tee spent $1,763. Sixteen contribu­
tors gave $595 to the committee. 
This amount, plus $105 already in 
the account, left the deficit of 
$1,062.

Among the contributions were 
$100 each from Edward Moriarty 
and R. Michael (juish, and $75 from 
Neil Ellis.

A special fund was established 
jointly by the Democratic .candi­
dates, Steve Cavagnaro and Paul 
Groobeit. Expenditures from this 
fund were $1,012, defrayed by $890 
of contributions, leaving a $122 
deficit. The highest oontribution 
to this fund was from Neil Ellis, 
of $100.

No personal expense accounts 
were filed by either Democratic 
candidate.

A special fund was established 
by Republicans to support the can­
didacy of John F. Shea Jr. The 
fund was given $550 by a number 
of persons, none of whom gave 
over $100, and spent exactly $550.

Shea gave $45 to the fund.
■ Republican candidate A. Law­

rence lUker gave $175 to support 
his own campaign, he reported in 
a separate expense account.

Many Manchester firms benefit­
ed from the political campaign.

The Herald was the firm to re­
ceive the most business, being 
paid $669 by the Democratic 
Town Committee, $798 by the Re­
publican Town Committee, and 
$154 by the Shea fund, a total of 
$1,621.

The Southern New England 
Telephone Co. received $826, in­
cluding $422 from the Democratic 
Town Committee and $4ff4 from 
the Republican Town Committee.

The hospital opened in 1920 as a 
50-bed unit, paid for by townspeo­
ple and businesses in resp<mBe to 
an influenza epidemic in lOlS. It 
was dedicated to those residents 
who had served in World War I.

Shortly afterward, the hospital 
received national accreditation.

Five years Ago, Administrator 
j Edward J. Thoms led the hospital' 
in initiating a progressive patients 

, care (PPC) plan, which provides 
levels of care determined by a pa­
tient’s individual needs and Irre­
spective of his social or economic 
standing.

The plan has proved successful, 
according to a U.S. Public Health 
research team erf 23 which studied 
its operation here for two years. 
Visitors from several foreign coun­
tries and throughout the United 

! States have since observed it.
I Because of the effectiveness of 
the system at MMH, a number of 
hospitals have incorporated all or 
part of the patient care' plan into 
their own operations.

About 70 physicians and sur­
geons are on the active staff of the 
hospital, and about the same fiiim- 
ber from Hartford are on the con­
sulting staff. In addition, about 500 
full or part-time persons are em­
ployed, and several hundred vol­
unteers provide ,such services as

or ward cleric service, gi'ving per­
sonal service to the elderly and 
manning a "Penny Savor” thrift 
shop.

The hospital offers to patients 
diagnostic X-ray studies. X-ray 
therapy treatments, i s o t o p e s  
studies, electroencephalograph ahd 
electrocudiograph studies, path­
ology laboratory work, diet con­
sultations, psysical therapy and 
exercise.

The hospital maintains a well- 
stocked pharmacy, two delivery 
rooms, four operating rooms, a re­
covery room, and an emergency 
room. It does all its own laun­
dry.

A board of trustees, chosen 
from citizens by Incorporators, di­
rects Manchester Memorial Hos­
pital, a non-profit corporation. 
Jacob Miller is president of the 
trustees, assisted by Atty. Robert 
Beach, vice president; ai^ Mrs. 
Robert W. Russell, secretary.

Last year, 78,964 patient days 
of care were given for newborn 
and other patients. Out patient 
figures were 15,216 referred cases, 
8,142 emergency room cases and 
1,342 clinic cases. A total of 
1,523 babies were born, while 275 
persons died.

X-ray examinations, 18,618; lab­

Q—Please give me the address 

of the organization that makes the 
medical tags or bracelets that 
warn of drug sensitivity.

A—If you are a diabetic, a 
bleeder, or have one of several 
other conditions that require spe­
cial treatment or precautions, and 
you are injured in an accident or 
suddenly lose consclou^ess, you 
need some sort of device to alert 
the first aid attendant or physi­
cian. This device, whether worn 
arour 1 your neck, wrist, or ankle, 
should be worn at all times In­
cluding when you are swimming 
or engaged in any other sport.

It must be waterproof and rust­
proof. It would not contain de­
tails, but it would authorize who­
ever was taking care of you to 
look in your handbag or wallet 
for vital Information.

At last count, at least 15 such 
devices, were available from dif­
ferent agencies. If you will write 
to the Bureau o f Health Educa-. 
tion of the American Medical 
Association, 535 N. Dearborn St., 
Chicago 10, m., they will send 
you the addresses of all these 
agencies.
Q—I have moles on my neck. 

They are just about the same col­
or as my skin. What causes them 
and how can I get rid of them?

A—The current view is- that this 
kind of mole or its determinant 
is present at birth but that the 
moles themselves do not crop out 
until many 'years later. New ones 
may appear from time to time. 
My best advice is to leave them 
alone and they will do you no 
harm.

Q—I am an, asthmatic and have 
been taking prednisone (Meticor- 
ten) for the past 10 years. The 
smallest dose I can take is two 
tablets a day buj: when niy asthma 
gets bad I ha'Ce to increase the 
dose. When I am not having any 
asthma I have to take the medi­
cine because if I don’t I get very 
puffy and break out in a rash. 
Why is this?

A — This letter illustrates the 
disadvantages of embarking on 
a prolonged period of treatment 
with adrenal hormones and re­
lated products for asthma or 
any allergic disease.
These hormones are life-saving 

in certain conditions. For other 
less serious conditions they give 
great relief when taken for a 
short period, but when taken ov ^  
a period of years the, function of 
the adrenal glands beedmes ‘weak­
ened.

Since the secretion bf the ad­
renals is essential for life, the 
supply must be kept up artificial­
ly. That is what the writer of this 
question is now being forced to 
do, Various means have been 
tried to restore the lost adrenal 
function but as yet without suc­
cess.

Q—How much milk should' an 
adult drink? The fellows that 
work with my husband tell him 
he will get sdl \kinds of diseases 
if he keeps on drinking as much 
milk as he does, about a quart 
a day.

A—  It would be Interesting 
to know how false assumptions 
like this get started. A few 
adults can’t drink milk because 
of an allergy, and others for 
one reason or another Just don’t 
like .It. But, aside from these, 
every adult should drink a pint 
of milk a day. There Is no evi-k 
dence that more would be harm­
ful. Milk Is a good source of 
calcium, needed by adults as 
well as children..

Dear Arthur: It’s about time 

that funerai directors spoke up in 
their o-wn behalf. I am the wife 
and partner of a funeral director. 
We have owned and operated our 
own establishment for the past 
37 years.

In understanding funeral costs 
there is one key fact. The amount 
of the fimeral director’s bill should 
be fully, understood at thA time 
arrangements for the funeral are 
made.

From the family’s point of view, 
this will save it from future finan­
cial embarrassment. From the fu­
neral director’s point of view, it is 
better to be paid for a modest 
funeral than go unpaid for, one too 
lavish for the family mitee.

But you’d be su rp^ ld  how dif­
ficult it is to perspade some fam­
ilies to be reasonable. When a re­
lative passes on, in some cases, 
thousands of dollars are spent on 
the fin^ arrangements trying to 
do for the dead in a symbolic wa;, 
what the family regrets not ha-v- 
Ing done for him in life.

So when funeral bills are con­
sidered too expensl-ve, it may be 
an unscrupulous funeral director 
— as you say it often is — but it 
might also be the fault of the 
family.

Business is business.
Dear Business is business: There 

seems to be no way to approach 
tee subject of funerals in a 
strsiightforward fashion. Just men­
tion the word and some people re­
act with a morbid curiosity. Oth­
ers refuse to talk about them.

I have no intention of arous­
ing or offending anyone by talk­
ing about funeral’s. Pn the con­
trary,' I hope to clear up some of 
tee mystique in which they are 
usually shrouded.

Funerals are to comemorate the 
life of the deceased, glorify (3od 
and comfort the bereaved. Emo­
tions are never more intense than 
during tee time funeral arrange­
ments are made.

This intensity often urges the 
family to give the dead all the 
appearances of love It may have 
denied him in life.

It’s better -'-done in life, my 
friends. It is better done in life.

NEW YORK (A P )— Red 
Hickey almost upset Green 
Bay ^ th  a lonesome quarter­
back formation Sunday but 
the Packers finally solved the 
49ers’ new offense and saved 
their one-game lead over-De­
troit in their fight for a berth 
in the Dec. 30 championship 
game of the National Football 
League.

The Packers, who were sup­
posed to have the Western Con­
ference all locked up a month 
ago. now must sweat It out 
through the last game of the 
regular season to make sure they 
get a chance to defend their NFL 
title against the New York Gi­
ants. Green Bay has clinched a 
tie for the Western Conference.

Vince Lombardi’s men adjusted 
in the second half and checked 
John Brodie's passing while rally­
ing for a 31-1 victory. Brodie hit 
13 of 16 passes for 168 yards in 
the first half, throwing key passes 
who lined up ith Brodie but 
drifted out. leaving the quarter­
back alone to throw at a host of 
receivers.

Tom Moore. Paul Homung's re­
placement, sparked the comeback 
with a 82-yart touchdown run and 
Jim Taylor scored his 18th touch­
down of the year, tying Uie league 
record. The 49ers led 1-10 at the 
half and still were out front until 
Taylor scored after almost 3 min­
utes of the final period. Homung 
carried only four times.

Detroit already had hung up a 
37-23 victory over Minnesota by 
intercepting five passes and re­
covering five Viking fumbles.

New York tuned up for Its Dec. 
30 opponent by edging Cleveland 
17-13 with Ralph Guglielmi at 
quarterback as 'a  replacement for 
y . A. TitUe after the first period.

Pittsburgh clinched a berth in 
the Playoff Bowl of runner.-up

NEW FORK (Al| )—T1h> ki- 
teresting deareiopinent h e r e  
this pMt week about the poa- 
alhtUty of putting the Natton- 
al Football League chamidon- 
ahlp game oa (doeed clroait 
theater television for New 
York area consumption Is not 
an indication that the league 
plans to abandon Its network 
policy.

League officials have reiter­
ated &elr stand that they do 
not Intend to take free tele- 
viaton away from the public 
which for So long has enjoyed 
It. Nor do they Intend to pe­
nalize the man who has paid 
his money to see the game in 
person.

If the New York plan to put 
the game on theater television 
goes through—and this won’t 
^  known for another week— 
H will be strictly an eocperi- 
ment. The NFL’s title game 
television contract comes up 
for bidding after Die Dec. 80 
game, and Its regular season 
teleiision pact sDll has anoth­
er year to run. .

Both carry the consistent 
policy of Die league that there 
will be no home television 
within a 76-mlle radius of the 
game site. In an ares as large 
as the New York Metropoli­
tan, this affects nearly 18 mil­
lion people tai New York, Con- 
necDcut and New Jersey. 
They are blacked out of free 
TV for all home games of the 
Giants, Including the t i t l e  
game.

Even so. the league has felt 
In the past that Its exposure to 
the general public Is such that 
anything other than home 
television, at this Dme, would 
take away something' which 
has proven so popular. ’This 
.means that clos^  circuit tele­
vision of the NFL’s games on 
a fuHDme basis Is sDU a Img 
way off, at least imDl there 
Is a breakthrough in the realm 
of home pay television.

The theater set-up Is not at 
all saDsfactory because of 
limited capaclDee. Theaters 
iibUze the line system of 
transmission and the cost to 
Install-cables on a permanent 
basis in staggering.

The government still hasn’t 
 ̂ ruled on the use of the air­
waves for pay t e l e v i s i o n ,  
which would be most feasible 
for home subscripDon.

Regardless of what the 
league does, it will be oriD- 
clzed. There are those in the 
New York area who want to 
nee the game and are opposed 
to the present policy. It would 
be the same' matter U the 
game was in any other league 
ritj’. But the rest of the coun­
try is not affected. Everyone 
else this year will see the tele­
cast.

Often, criDcs point to base­
ball's policy of presenting the 
world Series without black- 
mits, regardless of where it 
is played. But the policies of 
baseball and the NFL are 
both consistent In their owm 
right. Baseball allows the tele­
vising of home games during 
Its much longer season, and 
carries this over to the World 
Series, which sometimes Is not 
a sellout at the gate. /*

The NFL, of coum . rules 
against the televising of home 
games during its seven games 
per |!iub home season, and carr 
lies Dlls over to the 1111 •. 
However, It Is Die only league 
which does CAiry all of its 
teams away games.

At the present Dine, the­
atre televMon Is not enjoying 
mass ai^ieal because of the 
Sonny Uaton-Floyd Fattersim 
heavyweight flght In Septem­
ber which ended after two min­
utes, six seconds of the first ' 
round.

Steve Cavagnaro pre­
dicted today that the bill to per­
mit creation of a special Main St.

1 taxing district would not be pass­
ed by the General Assembly so 
easily as the bill two years ago to 
correct an error in the library 
construction bonds.

The earliest it would pass, he 
said, would be April or May.

The bill submitted to the Gen­
eral Assembly two years ago, to 
correct an error In the bonding 
procedure for the addition to Mary 
Cheney Library, was the first bill 
passed in the session, in, Janu­
ary.

There is a possibility the taxing 
district bill would become a bar­
tering point, said Cavagnaro.

He and the town’s other repre­
sentative, Atty. Paul Groobert, 
signed the bill last week and filed 
it, well before the Dec. 28 dead­
line for filing such bills.

The ease with" which the libra­
ry bill was passed was due in 
great part to the fact it had bi­
partisan support. Mancheiater’s 
two representatives in the Repub­
lican-controlled House of Repre­
sentatives were Republicans, and 
the representative in the Dem- 
ocratlc-controlled Senate was a 
Democrat.

President Kennedy has set up" 
a bipartisan committee to 
take a hard, new look at the 
$4-billion-a-year foreign aid 
program and see if it ’s filling 
the bill.

To head the blue-ribbon group 
Kennedy named retired Gen. L- 
cius D. Clay, who for eight critic­
al months was the I^esldent’s 
representative in West Berlin.

One obvious aim of the study 
was to shape a program which 
will gain congressional tmd public 
approval In 1963.

The White House said Monday 
the group—n^med the Committee 
to S tre n ^ e n  "the Security of the 
Free World—"will undertake an 
Immediate review of our military 
and economic assistance to deter­
mine whether the level and dis­
tribution of these programs is 
contributing materially to the 
security of the United States and 
Is directed to specific and attain­
able goals of economic and polit­
ical stability in the free world.”

Last month, Fowler Hamilton 
resigned as administrator of the 
foreign aid agency, the Agency 
for International Development, 
after only one year in the job.

Some officials had criticized 
him for shaking up the organiza­
tion.

When he stepped out, Hamilton 
advised the establishment of a 
permanent committee to examine 
the program’s content and ad­
ministration and recommend 
changes. A White House source 
said formation of the committee 
followed along the lines of Ham­
ilton’s suggestion.

To succeed Hamilton, Kennedy 
named Budget Director David E. 
Bell.

Indians Wait  
China Reaction 
To Nehru ^No’

NEW DELHI, India (AP)—In- 

dians awaited today Red China's 
reaction to Prime Minister Neh­
ru’s rejection of Peking’s terms 
for settling their Himalayan bord­
er conflict.

In a broadcast today, the Chi­
nese said they suspected ' India 
of “deliberately sabotag;ing” Pe­
king’s one-sided cease-fire "and 
creating a  tense situation on the 
border.”

Mine Search All Over; 
Last Body Recovered

CARMICHAELS, Pa. (AP)
The search is all over for 37 
miners entombed in a shattering 
explosion last Thursday in a soft- 
coal mine. Grim rescue crews, 
alter almost a five-day search, 
found the last of the Ix^les Mon­
day night.

State mine officials blamed the 
explosion on methane gas and 
coal dust.' All were ' killed in­
stantly.

The blast occurred at 1:15^ p.m. 
Thursday in U.S. Steel Corpora­
tion's Robena No. 8 mine, one of 
the world’s largest mechanized 
operations, 50 miles southwest of 
Pittsburgh.

U.S. Steel said the entire area— 
660 feet underground — had been 
explored and there were no signs 
of life.

M$ny bodies remained to be 
Identified.

Forty-four other miners work- 
kig in another paift of the mine 
abaft at the Umn of the blast 
eeeaped unhurt.

Joe S ^ e r  of Ronco, whose 
brother, cSiarles J . ,  67, was killed 
in the blast, vowed:

Six bodies were recov­
ered Sunday, and the rest were 
sighted Monday. •'ITiey • were 
strung out 4,(XX) feet from the 
working face of the mine to the 
face itself. Most were within 1,000 
feet of the face of the coal vein.

Prank Behm of Greene 
County said the force of the ex­
plosion caused the deaths.

One of the miners’ widows, Mrs. 
Paul Zvolenski,' |ndd she and her 
husband had laid away some 
Christmas presents for their sev­
en children.

“I  guess I ’ll still have to have 
some Christmas for the ch ild r^ ,” 
she said dejectedly. Her hus­
band's burial was today.

The fatal explosicoi, the second 
in the 16-year history of the entire 
Robena complex, occurred on the 
S5th anniversary of the worst 
mine disaster in the United 
States. A total of Sd-persons were 
killed Dec. t ,  1907 Mi Mooengab. 
W.Va .

Europeans, mostly British em­
ployes of the Shell Oil Co., were 
liberated in Seria, and at least 
six rebels were killed and more 
than a dozen captured. No British 
casualties were reported.

It was the first major counter­
attack since the revolt broke blit 
Saturday.

The rebels say they want to cre­
ate an independent country on the 
north coast of Borneo out of the 
Bnmei Sultanate and the neigh­
boring British colonies of North 
Borneo and Sarawak.

There were no reports of dam­
age to the oil fields at Seria. The 
rebels had threatened to sabotage 
them if they were attacked.

Kuala Belait, another oil field 
seven miles to the west, was still 
believed to be in rebel hands. 
Shell’s administrative center is 
there. A flight over the area 
showed no damage, and smoke 
curled peacefully from one indus­
trial plant.

The total killed in the four-day 
rebellion is believed to be more 
than 40, including 26 rebels.

The British assault on Seria be­
gan Monday when Gurkhas and the 
Queen’s Own Highlanders were 
airlifted to Anduki airport, on
the eastern outskirts, and to a 
swampy field west of the town.

Four rebels were killed in the 
recapture of the Penaga police 
station west of Seria.

All was reported quiet In Bru­
nei Town, the capital, except for 
sporadic sniping from surround­
ing hills. X

Estimates ol rebel strength 
ranged from a few hundred to
several thousand.

The rebel force fought mostly 
with shotguns, knives euid a few 
rifles and automatic weapons, 
captured-, from dverrim police 
posts.

Union Local 6.

The labor secretary, credited 
with settling another strike 
against the New York Daily News 
a few weeks ago, stepped into 
the work stoppage by 3,(XX) ITU 
printers Monday night, following 
futile peace talks during the day.

Both sides in the printers-pub- 
lishers dispute predicted a long 
strike, raising the memory of the 
IQ-day blackout of the same news­
papers at the sapie time of year 
in 1958 caused by a strike of de­
liverers.

The current strike began Sat­
urday morning jn a contract dis­
pute between the publishers and 
the ITU, an AFL^CIO union.

The ITU . struck against the 
New York T im es, Dcdly News, 
Joumal-American and the World- 
Telegram Sc Sun.

The city’s other five major 
dailies subsequently suspended 
publication. They are the Herald 
Tribune, Daily Mirror, Post, Long 
Islemd Press and Long Islw d 
Star-Journal.

Nearly 20,000 employes have 
been idled.

The one-week strike against the 
Daily News last month was by 
the American Newspaper Guild, 
the AFL-CIO union that repre­
sents editorial and business em­
ployes on the papers.

U. S. Might 
Insist Upon 
Faster Rate

WASfflNGTON (AP) — 
Soviet troops are being with­
drawn from Cuba at a  very 
slow rate, U.S. officials said 
today. And although the Unit­
ed States is not pressing Rus­
sia on the issue it is expected 
to do so if the withdrawals are 
not speeded up fairly soon.

Secretary of State Dean Rusk 
told a news conference Monday 
that ' the role of Soviet combat 
units in Cuba “is of great con­
cern to us and something we will 
follow very carefully.”

"Certainly we In this hemi­
sphere could not accept as a nor­
mal situation any Soviet military 
presence in Cuba.” he said.

The number of Soviet officers 
and men stationed on the Carib­
bean island is estimated at -B.OOO 
to possibly 15,000—some organ­
ized, Rusk said, "Into what ap­
peared to be Soviet conribat 
units.”

He described the scale of Soviet 
power in Cuba as “modest . . . 
but well armed.”

"Whether these (troops) were 
there for the protection of cer­
tain sites, missile sites or other­
wise, or for some other purpose 
is something that is being, of 
course, watched very carefully.’’ 

Rusk held his first regular 
news conference since last July 
a few hours before flying to Paris 
for the annual December Cabinet- 
level meeting of the 15-nation 
North Atlantic Council.

' Rusk planned individual meet­
ings there with Allied foreign 
ministers and said much of the 
discussion in the council sessions, 
opening Thursday, would be con­
cerned with "the world situa- 
Uon,” which includes Cuba, the 
India-Red China conflict and the 
crisis in relations between Red 
China and Russia.

In response to questions. Rusk 
appeared to take issue with for­
mer Secretary of State Dean 
Acheson, who said recently that 
Britain had ceased to be a world
