NEW DELHI, India (AP)—In.
diang aweited today Red China's
reaction to Prime Minister Neh.
ru's rejection of Peking's terms
for seftling their Himalayan bord-
er conflict.

In a broadcast today, the Chi-
nese sald they suspected *India
of ‘“deliberately sabotaging” Pe-
king's one-sided cease-fire “‘and
creating & tense situation on the
border.”

The broadcast charged that In-
dian military planes flew recon-
naissance missions Monday over
captive Tibet and over' Chinese-
held territory on the eastern end
of the disputed border.

Nehru told Indian soldiers in a
broadcast Monday night the war
might* be long and hard but India
would emerge victorious by free-
ing its territory of Chinese invad-
ers.

He said India had welcomed the
Chinese proclamation of a cease-
fire Nov. 22 after 32 days of war-
fare.

But the Chinese should with-
draw, completely from India, Neh-
ru sald, Instead of making pro-
posals that would leave them in
the Ladankh area of northwestern
India.

‘It appeared these pro
might be a cover for further at-
tacks,” Nehru said. ‘‘Therefore
we have to be fully prepared.”

Still Undecided

the teachers and the Vernon board
of Education over the teacher pay
schedule next year were indicated
last night in a board action which
approved only the starting salary
for teachers holding bachelor de
grees,

As explained by Edward
Masker, vice chairman of the
board, the board had approved a
starting salary of $4700—an in-
crease of 3200 over the present
slarting salary-—sao that Superin-
tendent of Schools Raymond E.
Ramsdell could begin hiring addi-
tional Lleachers for the 1963-84
school year.

Masker’'s announcement came
last night at the close of an hour-
long executive session held prior
to the public part of the board's
meeting.

Representatives from the Ver-
non Education Association and the
board's salary committee have
been meeting for the past month
in an attempt to arrive at a mu-
tually magreeable schedule for
teachers holding a bachelor's de-
gree.

It Is understood that the teach-
ers and the board's salary com-
mittee see eye to eye on the pay
schedule for teachers holding mas-
ter degrees or asixth-year cer-
tificates. Presently, teachers
with master's degrees receive
4 $400 increment, while those
holding a aixth-year certifi-
cate also receive a $400 incre-
ment. Thus, a teacher holding the
master's degree and the sixth year
certificate receives a total incre-
ment of $300.

The present schedule for teach-
ers with bachelor's degrees, start-
ing off at $4,500, reaches a maxi-
mum salary of $7650 after 15
years. Increases along the way to
the maximum provide a five per
cent rise each year over the start-
ing rate of $4,500. Thus, a teach-
er starting the second year in the
school system would be pald five
per cent of $4,500, or $4,725, while
a teacher starting a third year in
the school system would be paid &
10 per cent incresse over $4,500, or
$4,960.

Assuming that the board and
the town went along with the five
per cent rise for each year (fig-
ured from the starting point of $4,-
700), a teacher atarting a second
year in the Vernon school system
would realize a pay increase of
§435 during the 1963-84 school
year, This is figured on the basis
of the $200 received in advancing
the starting salary at $4,700, and
the five per cent or $235 increase
over new starting salary,

In continuing the use of the five
per cent increase over the $4,700
starting salary, the' maximum sal-
ary for teachers with a bachelor's
degree after 15 years would reach
around $7,980. '

Prior to the initiation of a flat
rate increase per year of five per-
cent, the achool board had arbi-
trarily fixed the Increases for each
step along the achedule, a practice
it could return it it feels con-
tinuation of the five per cent rate
would pose an excessive financial
burden. Or, on the other hand, it
could retain the fiat rate increase,
but lower it from five per cent.

In its deliberations with the
Vernon Education Association, the
board's salary committee reported-
ly turned down a recommenddtion
by the association for a pian which
would start off new teachers with
bachelors' degrees at a salary of
$5,000. Under this plan, a new
teacher would continue to receive
$5,000 for the second and third
years in the school system before
going on to an additional pay In-
crease,

In another action last night, the
board authorized Ramsdell to start
hiring new teachers for the 1963-1
64”achool year. To be hired for the
elementary schools will be 16 clnss-l
room teachers and one vocal musie
teacher (to be'shared with the jun-
ior high school); for the junior
high school, two English teachers,
one French teacher, one mathe-
matics "‘and sclence teacher; for
the senior high school, two English
teachers, two mathematics, science|
and history teachers; one industrial
arts teacher, and one musje instru-
mental téacher to be used 2% days
per week, Ramsdell also was au-
thorized to extend the teaching
time of the home economics teach-
er at the junior high achool by 1%
days per week.

SALISBURY, Southern Rhode-
sia (AP)—Federal Prime Minis-
ter Sir Roy Welensky predicted
Monday night that the tish will
be forced out of Kenya and the
Arabian peninsula  within 18
months,

In an election speech, Welansky
sald, “Only the Rhodesian Feder-
ation will be able to provide a
Britlsh base in this part of the
world.”

He urged that his federation
should be held together despite
African nationalist attempts to
break Nyasaland and Northern
Rhodesia away from Southern
Rhodesia.

The Africans have made strong
gains and are in sight of power in
the first two territorlies but are
still far from their goals in South-
ern Rhodesia, which holds gener-
al elections Friday. .

Southern Rhodesia's prime ‘min-
ister, B8ir Edgar Whitead, de-
clared in & cam speech that
“if African nationalists took over
the government now, there would
be complete and final disorder for
both African and European.”

Whitehead has offered Africans
15 seats in the new 65-man Parlia-
ment, but African nationalist
leaders are urging the small per-
centage of qualified African vot-
era to boycott the election.

Leaders of the territory's As-
ians also have urged them to stay
‘away from the polls, asserting
that the election is unfair to all
nonwhites.

Ex-FBI Maw Disrupts Hearing
On Women’s Strike for Peace

By GEOFFREY GOULD
WASHINGTON (AP)—A former
FBI agent Interrupted a hearing

of the House subcommiites on
Un-American Activities today
with a shouted demand that it
discontinue its inquiry into the or-
ganization Women Strike for
Peace,

The formet-agent, Jack Levine,
who previously “gained attention
with criticisms of “¥BI methods,
was hustied from the crowded
hearing room by policemen,

Levine's interruption cameéaf-
ter Blunche Posner of Greenvillé;
in Westchester County, N.Y., had
given the subcommittee an emo-
tional lecture about stronfium 00
and nuclear war but pleaded the
Fifth Amendment in refusing to
answer all questions.

Committee counsel Alfred M.
Nittle sald the committee had in-
formation that Mrs. Posner was a
member of the Communist party
while texohing In New York City
public schéols between 1822 and
1052,

She declined to answer when
asked i{f she was an officer of
Women Strike for Peace.

As Mrs. Posner's testimony
neared its end, Levine strode
down the center aisle and shout-
ed:

“Mr, Congressman! I am a
triotic citizen and a former FBI|
agent. I petition you to discontin-|
ue these proceedings before you
heap disgrace on the American
people.”

The throng of women in the
room gave Levine thunderous ap-
plause.

Outside, speaking before televi-
slon cameras, Levine said he was
convinced the committee hearings
were "a very naked attempt to
smear the American peace move-
ment."”’

“I don't know for a fact if there
are any Communists or former
Communists in the peaceé organi-
zations, bul T am quite convinced
they have no significant control
over them,"” he sald. “If you-look
hard enough you might find a
Communist in the Boy Scouts."

He sald the hearings were ‘‘an
attempt to blanket the peace |
movement as Communist-inspired |
—it's simply not true.”

Asked if he was a Communist
he sald “No, I'm not. Of course
not."” .

At one point in the hearing
Chairman Clyde Doyle, D-Calif.,
sald that the third secretary. of
the Boviet Embassy here was in
the hearing room. Later a man
who left the hearing told~ photog-
raphers that he was the third sec-
retary, Gennadl Gavrikovsky.

TO REGULATE THE BOWEL

The human digestive tract has
been described as & short soft
fibe with a long hard life. We

often unwittingly add to the mis-
eries of this organ which has giv-
en mankind good service for
countless centuries.

This is especially true in the
case of self medication for con-
stipation. Constipation is best de-
fined as the passage of a stool
that is hard, dry, thicker than
two fingerbreadths, and difficult
to pass. It may come as a sur-
prise to some people to learn that
the mere fact of going without
a bowel movement for more than
24 hours does not mean that one
is constipated.

If, for example, you pass a
loose stool this is an Indication
that the food being digested in
your alimentary tract has been
swept along too fast and that the
bowel has been emptied today of
waste products not due until to-
morrow.

Here are the facts: Already pre-
pared meals that cost $6.70 for a
family of four for one day can be
fixed by the housewife, herself,
starting from scratch, for $1.80
less than the prepared meals.

But to do that, the housewife
would have to spend four extra
hours in the kitchen. That would
mean she could "“earn' 45 cents
for her labor In the kitchen.

If a housewife considers her
time is worth more than 45 eents
an hour, whether she spends that
time in community service, being
& companion to her husband and
children, or on an outside job
that is sure to pay a great deal
more, or just in developing her
own falents and interests through
study courses, ]thenm she has no
right to feel guilty in making use
of all the short cuts available to
her,

It is true that housewives have
never been en ed to place
much value on their own time.
