Way Cleared
For Collection

Of UN Costs

UNITED NATIONS, N.Y. (AP)
—Heartened by astrong support
for his appeal to U.N. members
to pay their share of the Congo
debt, Becretary-Geéneral U Thant
summoned his advisory commit-
tee today to conmider tough new
steps against Katanga.

The 110-nation budgetary com-
mittee voted 78-17 with 14 absten-
tions to accept a World Court
opinion that U.N. members are
:rgnlly bound to pay assessments

such special peacek op-
erations as the U.N. moe.

The committee's action assured
approval by the General Assem-
bly. That will provide a legal ba-
sis for moves to suspend
rights of nations that "are two
years behind in their assessments.
However, both the Soviet Union
and France have said they will
ignore the mem‘l‘:,l‘ikncm, and
it seemed most ely the as-
sembly would ever take the vote
away from two of the five per-
manent members of the organiza-
tion.

The committee vote was seen
as 8 victory for Thant, who de-
clared that the United Nations
cannot survive as an effective In-
strument unless members help
pay off the $130-milllon Congo
debt,

It was also a triumph for the
United B8tates and Britain, who
sponsored the resolution with 17
other  nations. Both  powers
warned that defeat of the
measure might force them to re-
consider their positions az major
financial contributors to the
United Nations.

The vote brought another blast
from the Soviet Union's Pavel M.
Tchernyshev who declared that
the resolution would harm the
United Nations' authority,

"“The Soviet Union will not pay
for these operations,"” he sald,
“Let the colonialists and aggres-
sors pay.'

The committee voted-81-28, with
14 members abstaining, to reject
an Arab move to water down the
resolution by having the United
Nations merely take note of the

Still Trouble Spot

EHYBER PASS, Pakistan (AP)
—The clang of ancient battle
seems to echo still from the lime-
stone cliffs of this historic inva-

sion route where Alexander the
Great's soldiers, marched into In-
dia and generations of Brit-
ish troops fought the Pathan
tribeamen.

But now you can drive com-
fortably through Khyber Pass in
a taxi and buy a porcelain bust
of Abraham Lincoln or a bag of
fresh popcorn on the way.

Silence hangs over the great
mud fort of Jamrud. The squat
stone picket forts
hilltops are empty of rifiemen,

Ribesmen, with guns' clutched
in their hands and chests lopped
with bandoliers of cariridges,
smile and pose for pictures. The
road that twists along 21 miles of
Khyber Pass is a tourist route.

Under the colorfully calm ex-
terior, however, tribal passions

boil and the pass is once
again a point of tension.

LOS ANGELES (AP)—Raobots,
with television eyea and sonar eara
and able to swim and dive, soon
will go to work where roustabouts
cannot tread — {3 underwater oil
fields. .

EAT ROUGHAGE ACCORDING
TO YOUR PERSONAL NEED

If you have frue constipation
you may need rellef not because
constipation cauises headache,
sluggishneas, or any other general
symptoms, an was once belleved,
but because it makes it difficult
or painful for you to pass your
stool. 2

You may choose to use a amall
enema. If so it {a best not to use
more than one cupful (8 ounces)
of plain warm water. Some peo-
ple can learn to give such an en-
ema to themselves. All that Is
needed is & colon tube and a fun-
nel rather than the clumsy enema
bag. The important part of this
frenatment is to hold the enema
after the tube has been removed
for at least five minutes,

It it in passed fmmediately after
it Is introduced, It may be re-
turned without emptying the rec-
tum. “n the other hand, too large
an enema will empty part of the
colon as well and, like a laxative,
bring away material not yet due
for evacuatlon,

Plain giycerin suppositories.
can be bought In Infant or adult
sizes., They must be kept in a
cool place. They are easy to In.
froduce Into the rectum and
should be held there for at least
12 minutes. With proper regula-
tion of the diet, it should be
necessary to use an enema or
suppository only very rarely.
Dependency on elther of these
mensures as a routine is to be
avoided.

This brings us to the matter of
roughage, the Indigestible celly.
lose found in fruit and vegetables.
It in. well to remember that these
foods should not be eaten accord-
ing to your appetite but according
to your ©personal need. The
amount you need you must learn
for yourself. Some persons can
eat elght or nine helpings of fruit
and vegetables daily. For others,
one skimpy helping in 24 hours
may be ton much.

In general, ounce for ounce, &
helping of raw frult or vegetable
has the natural laxative eifect of
two helpings of cooked foods. Thus
one raw apple equals roughly two
helpings of apple sauce. Remem-
ber too that a cupful of strained
orange juice contains little if any
roughage. For Its natural laxative
effect you must plot and* eat the
orange.

Having delermined how much
vegetable and fruit you need
daily in order to have a firm
bowel movement, it 1s Important
to takeqas nearly as possible the
same amount of roughage every
day, Only in this way can you
establish regular bowel habits,

I you ftind. the ptools becom-
Ing too hard you must make =
small increase In the amount of
roughage in your dict, not just
for today but for every day. If
the stools are a litlle looss you
must cut the amount of rough.
nge.

It is ‘commonly believed that
certain  foods such as milk,
cheese, and toast are constipat-
ing and that they should be
avoided if you are bothered with
constipation. This is a fallacy that
has caused many people to Hmit
thelr selectlon of foods unneces-
sarily.

What I have sald about con-
stipation sounds 50 simple, many
persons probably will not believe
it, But it has been shown to work
for hundreds of patients I have
known.

NEW YORK (AEP)—&\:"M col-
imnist George E. olsky, - 69,
led Wednesday night in his Mar-
‘attan.  apartment. A leading
pokesman for American conser-
vatism, his writings appeared in
209 newspapers across the coun-

try

Plagued by heart trouble, dis-
betes and the cancer to which he
nad lost a kidney, Sokolsky suc-
cumbed. in the study of his home
while making a phone call. His
daughter, Mrs. Donald Feuerstein,
was with him when he waa strick-
en. His wife, Dorothy was n an-
other room.

A relentless foe of domestie and
international communism, th-
bush-haired Sokolsky drew from a
world of experience in his
six-day-a-week column and a
varied career that included stin'
as & radio commentstor and lec-
turer,

He had been in Russia during
the early les for politice®
power that ted in commu-
nism's victory there, and b~
worked for many years in China.

Graduating from Columbia Ur
versity in 1617, he went on a
globetrotting tour that took his
through revolution-racked Russin
and restless China, where he fi-
nally settled down in 1820 to a 10-
year stint as a . political co--
respondent of the North China
Daily News in Shanghai.

There he met and married his
first wife, Chinese-born, English-
educated Rosalind Phang. 8he
died in 1033 after bearing him ¢
son, Eric,

When he returned to the United
States, Bokolsky delivered a seriec
of lectures on what he had seen
in the Orient.

In the 1080s, Sokolsky wrote r
column for the New York Herald
Tribune, During this time, he also
wrote five books: “Tinderbox of
Asia," “Labor's Fight for Frec-
dom,"” “We Jews,"” “Labor Crisis
in the United States" and *“The
American Way of Life.' *

In 1940 he writing a na-
tionally syndicated column for the
New York Sun. Shortly after that
paper ceased publication in 1950,
his column, “These Days,'’ start-
ed in the New York Journal-
American.

His column had been distributed
by Hearst's King Features Syndi-
cate since 1844.

The columnist was chairman o’
the board of the American Jewis"
League Against Communism, ar

received numerous awards
from such organizstions as the
American Legion, the Catholic
War Veterans and the Freedoms

Foundation.

Sokolsky held homorary degreen
from Notre Dame University, St.

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‘Bald Eagle’ Tittle of Giants Close Second in Annual Balloting of Writers

Jim Taylor

NEW YORK (AP)—Jimj
Taylor, Green Bay's crashing
fulback who is noted for his
great second effort, was voted
player of the year in the Na-
tional Football League today
by an Associated Press committee
of sporta writers and broadcasters
from the 14 league cities,

Taylor, a 27-year-old former
Louisinna State ace in his fifth
year of pro ball, grabbed the award
won last year by Paul Hornung,
the Packers' glamorous triple
threat halfback who has been
crippled by a knee Injury this sea-
gon.

With one more game to play,
Taylor already has tied the NFL
record by scoring 18 touchdowns,
all on the ground. and leads the
Jeague in scoring with 108 points.

Packer fans have been insisting
that Tayvior deserved to be named
the all-star fullback over Cleve-
land's Jimmy Brown. They final-
ly got their wish this season.
Brown's fabulous five-year reign
as mushing champion is sure to
end and Taylor appears sure to
succeed him. Taylor has gained
"1,318 yards in 249 carries, 206

Johnson of Pititsburgh, his closests
competitor. Brown is fourth with
861 yards.

Y. A. Tittle, the old "Bald
Eagle” who has thrown 27 touch-
down passes for the New York
Glants, finished & strong second
to Taylor in the voting. Taylor
drew 10 ballots, Tittle had 13 and
Bobby Mitchell, Washington flank-
¢r back, had four. Roger Brown,
huge defensive tackle of the De-
troit Lions, had two votes and Joe
Schmidt, veteran Detroit lineback-
er, and Lou Michaeals, Pittsburgh
field goal kicker and- defensive
end, each had one. Two of the
42-man panel did not vote in this
category.

Head-on Meeting

A head-on meeting of the two
top vote getters appears to be in
the making for the Dec. 30 cham-
plonship game at Yankee Stadium,
Taylor, who was injured and play-
ed second fiddle to Hornung a year
ago against the Giants, will get
his chance unless Green Bay sur-
prises everybody and loses to Los
Angeles in g last game Sunday
and forces a tie play-off with De-
troit.
