The Florida Citrus Commission 
scheduled a meeting to assess 
damage and consider regulations 
on use of frost-nipped ^ i t .  State 
Agriculture Commissioner Doyle 
E. Conner said ice had formed In 
76 to 100 per cent' of citrus In 
Florida except a$ Fort Pierce, 
Stuart and the lower East Coast.

Gov. Farris Bryant planned a 
flight to Lakeland to look into the 
citrus damage situation.

achieved Its planned orbit, mak- 
Ing one circuit of the earth every 
3 hours, 6.09 minutes. At it* low­
est point the satellite is within 
819.64 mllps of earth and swing* 
out to 4,612.18 miles at Its highest 
point.

Robert Gray, a ' NASA official, 
said the only interruption in the 
day-long countdown came in the 
early morning when workers at 
the* launch pad had to pause to 
knock ice off the gantry. Relay 
rose into the heavens in Uie midst 
of Florida’s worst cold spell in 
this century. The temperature at 
launch time was a windy 89 with 
the mercury falling.

Relay was launched at night so 
that it could speed over the hori­
zon into the stmlight for maximum 
exposure during its first four 
orbits. This was necessary to al 
low the 8,216 solar cells lining its 
outer surface to soak up energy 
from the sun and convert it into 
electrical energ^y to charge the 
spacecraft’s s to i^ e  batteries.

Relay’s power supply was d^  
signed to permit communications 
tests for 1 hour, 40 minutes each 
day. Its designers predicted it 
would operate at maocimum effl-' 
clency for the first 30 days in 
orbit, and render useful data for 
one year..

Radio signals beamed 36 million 
miles from the National Aeronau­
tics and Space Administration’* 
tracking station in Goldstone, 
Calif., did the trick, however.

Venus is now the morning star, 
with it* greatest brilliance on 
Dec. 18.

Scientist* who sweated out the 
hours before the radiometers 
switched on, drew some comfort 
from the fact four other experi­
ments aboard the spacecraft are 
working well, so that even if the 
radiometers had failed the mis­

IS BEST FOB GAME 
By ALFRED SHEINWOLO

When your side has game-going 
strength, you try to reach game 
in a major suit of S or -tnore 
cards if you have such a suit; 
otherwise you try for game in no- 
trump. When both posslbiUtles are 
baiTM you must consider less de­
sirable game contracts.

South dealer
North-South vulnerable
Opening lead — Ace at Dia­

monds.
When this hand was dealt in a 

recent Chicago tournament, the 
North hand was held at one table 
by Professor Ivar Stakgold, of 
Northwestern University, one of 
the country’s leading bridge stars 
when he can spare time from his 
mathematics.

Stakgold redoubled first to show 
his strength. In general, the re­
double inmcatea to the opening bid­
der that the hand belongs to them 
for a high part score, game, or 
perhaps a Juicy penalty.

When East bid diamonds, Stak­
gold could bid his weak fcw -eard 
spade suit. This was not dangar. 
oua since South would not pass one 
spade when he already knew that 
his side might well be able to 
make a game.

Free Bid
East courageously rebld the dia­

monds, and South quit properly 
put in a free bid of two hearts. 
If hearts, were ever going to be 
bid. South had to bid- them.

South clearly had only a four- 
card heart suit, since with five 
hearts he would have bid the 
suit earlier. North could tell that 
the partnership held only seven 
hearts, one short of the number 
of trumps needed for a sound 
giame contract.

Still, hearts was the best road 
to game. Notrump was out of the 
question since the opponents would 
surely run their diamonds. There 
was no fit in spades, and a con­
tract of five clube did not look 
appetizing.

Stakgold could tell that the dia­
monds would be no threat Even 
if South had three diamonds, he 
could ruff the third diamond in 
dummy and then draw trumps. 
South would not be forced to ruff 
a diamond in his won hand.

There was no problem in the 
play. ’The defenders took two dia­
monds and then had to switch. 
South drew four rounds of trumps 
and then ran five clubs and the 
ace of spades. Even if dummy had 
three diamonds and three clubs. 
South would have discarded a 
spade on a third round of dia­
monds, saving all of his trumps 
to draw those held by West.

He added that the board 
will file a petition after the refer­
endum and the town will have a 
chance ‘b’y January 4”  to vote on 
a building advocate by the board.

McCarrick aadi the board is hold­
ing in abeyance an ordinance he 
-was d irects  to have drawn up to 
establiah a Junior-senior nigh 
school pending the outcome of the 
referendum.

McCarrick, who tried to have a 
town meeting on the school mat­
ter declared illegal last 
night, said that he was “very hap­
py” -with the ruling by Atty. Har­
old Garrity that the m eeti^  -was 
le ^ lly  called.

The board objects to the 19 
teaching station school pressed  
by the public building commission 
on the grounds that it would be 
inadequate for its educational pro-
Sfim. The PBC recommends the 

station school to bring it -within 
the 3750,000 recommended by the 
board of finance. However, the 
PBC stated in a report Monday 
night that it -will ask bids for two 
and four addltkmal rooms as ad- 
tornate bids.

Tha board of finance recom­
mended limiting the expenditure 
to 3750,000 to prevent e :^ u stln g  
the town’s  borrowing power in 
-view of the fact that the town 
must build more elementary school 
farilities -within five years and al­
so ekQkand the secondary school 
building.

’ McCarrick issued this statem ^t 
today on his (^position to the 
school proposal on the voting ma­
chines;

“In all fairneas to the people of 
the town of Bolton, it shouM be 
made clear at this time thaK ^e 
Bolton Board of Education 
not, and canno^ under the circ 
stances, appro-ve for State aid 
10-room junior high school 
the Public Building Commissi 
smd the Board of Finance hi 
recommended. ’The basis for 
decision was primarily the Man- 
riiester Board of Education vote 
of Meo'ch 21, 1962, that they ‘can 
handle (Bolton) senior high school 
students for approximately three 
to five years’. Bolton’s n i n t h  
grade students will already have 
been excluded from Manchester by 
toy end of the present school year. 
Tm  Bolton Board of Education 
Has recommended that B o l t o n ’ 
build a junior-senior high school 
of 24 classrooms and that the 
program be implemented over a 
4-year period. This would mean 
that the present eighth girade at 
Bolton would be the first graduat­
ing class. This pish has been ap­
proved, In essence, by the State 
Board of Eklucation both in the 
area of academic prog;ram and 
eonatruotion. The building of a 
Junior-senior high school at this

crowded conditions of the elemen­
tary schools by making four more 
classrooms available . and thus 
eliminate double sessions entirely. 
This would also result In a con­
siderable amount of dollar sav­
ings over any period o f time. The 
board’s thinking is consistent with 
that of prior boards of education 
and citizens’ study committees."

T. Jack Crockett, chairman of 
toe Public Building Commlssidn 
issued this statement in favor of 
the proposed school up for vote:

“(5ur plans call for 19 teaching 
stations and possibly 23 at a price 
the toira can afford to pay. As 
usual, we have been misquoted by 
the Board of Education since no­
where in our report did we csJl 
this 19 teaching station school a 
Junior high school. Our represen­
tative to tjie Board of Elducation 
has heard the Board state that if 
necessary they could put their 
Jimiorrsenlor high school program 
in a 19 teaching station school. Hie 
overall cost o f the proposed school 
is very Important to the towns­
people. Our position is that the 
plan the Board of Education wants 
is economically Impossible for the 
town at this time. ’The vote Mon­
day -will give townspeople an op­
portunity to vote on a.very sen­
sible plan. TTie proposed building 
will ^ ve the town the school It 
needs now, and can be added to In 
three directions In the future. Ade­
quate core facilities have been in­
cluded for future needs. If the vote 
is favorable. It will enable us to 
get our bids out In early spring 
and that fact alone will represent 
a substantial sa-ving in construc­
tion costs. It will mean a school 
built and completed In 1963 or 
early 1964 and an end to double 
seaslons. ’The delay the board 
chairman has requested -will cause 
a minimum o f four to six weeks’ 
delay, resulting In plans being put 
out to bid in late spring when oth­
er projects have been available, 
anti could prove very expensive to

the town. Let’s build the setiool 
and tee Board can deckle on the 
program to put in i t ”  ”

The Board of Bducati(Mi has de­
cided to plan for double sessions 
for 1963-64 for 'the Avery St-Or- 
chard Hill Elementary Schools 
area as outlined by the administm- 
tion.

The decision was reached after 
consideration of a  study made by 
Supt. Merle Woodmansee, asuist- 
ant Supt. Bennetit Piotkin and 
Wapping Elementary School Prin- 
c lp^  William Perry.

With single sessions in all 
schools, using the present bound­
aries for pupil diaMbution, 26-29 
zooms 'would be needed in the 
Avery Street- School, 19-22 in the 
Pleasant Valley School, 28-29 in 
Wapping, and 17-20 in Unlon-Ells- 
worth. The difference in number 
of rooms per ecdiool would depend 
upon the Board’s poHcy reguiniing 
number of pupils per classroom 
The number of available rooms 
in each school is: Avery—24 plus a 
library. Pleasant Valley—17, Wap- 
plng—24, Union-EUsworth —  20 
plus a library in Ellsworth. This 
makes a total o f 87 rooms, plus 
four empty rooms in the high 
school which could be used, against 
a  needed 90-100 rooms. Theretfore, 
i f  it were decided to remain on sin­
gle sessions for next year, the 
Board felt that the quaUty o f edu­
cation would be affected by hav­
ing over-sized classes.

By going on double sessions, the 
Board felt that the quality of edu­
cation would be enhanced by hav­
ing the smaller classes and a more 
properly organized s(h(X)l as fa­
cilities outside the school build­
ings would not have to be utilized. 
There would also be less shifting 
o f pupils from school to school, as 
the same pupil distribution plan 
would be used during the double 
sessions as will be used when the 
Orchard Hill School Is completed. 
The Avery Street School pupils 
would be going to school In the 
morning, and the Orchard HIU 
School pupils In the afternoon ses­
sion. The only other shifting of 
students would be by housing the 
Pleasant Valley s e v e n t h  and 
•ighth graders in the high school.

The difference In the hours of 
the school day between single and 
double sessions is 6 hours includ­
ing lunch for single sessions, and 
4 hours without lunch for the 
double.

The administration pointed out 
that double sessions would be edu­
cationally sound, but there would 
be some financial consideratlo(na. 
Additional personnel would be 
needed for the double sessions, and 
there would be additional mileage 
and time Included in the bus con­
tracts.

■She completion of the Orchard 
Hill Elementary School is expected 
to be accomplished between March 
and June of 1964; and it is eeti- 
mated that fourteen months are 
required to build a school.

The board accepted the prelim­
inary plans dated October 25, 1962, 
for the Orchard Hill Elementary 
School.

In further action the board de­
cided that the administrative 
guide for homework should be m 
the realm of the administration 
and not poUcy of Its own. It  was 
felt that this guide would lose its 
flexibility If it became a board 
policy, and the board can approve 
it  anyhow.

school bus every morning, and the 
parents felt that, especially in in­
clement weather, this contributed 

„  to many illnesses. They also were 
concerned with the fact that the 
late bus left their two high school 
children on the corner of Avery 
St. and Dart Hill Rd., a distance 
of nine-tenths of a mile from 
their home, and the children had 
to walk Home along a hazardous 
main road.

The board decided that a haz­
ardous condition did exist an' Dart 
Hifl Rd. making a departure from, 
the one-mile walking rule desir­
able. The superintendent was au­
thorized to investigate the late bus 
situation so that the children could 
be brought to the comer of their 
street, if this could be done safely. 
The safety problem that was un­
der consideration here was that of 

. turlung the bus around so that it 
could proceed down Dart Hill Rd. 
to Avery. St.

Board 'did feel, however, that the 
regular bus leaving the children 
on the comer of Newmarker Rd. 
was completely covered by the 
one-mile board policy.

A  preliminary surv(»y o f public 
interetst in adult edu<».tlon showed 
that 258 quesUofmairee were re­
turned from 2,000 sent, home 
through the schools.

Both Syntax And Sanity
President Kennedy’s press con­

ference syntax, which started out 
with extraordinary polish, now 
pow s more and more like that 
whit* made the White House stay 
of Dwig-ht D. Eisenhower so mem- 
or.able a thing from the point of 
view of sentence structure.

But we forgive the new, young 
President so long as his press con­
ference performances continue to 
ho'"* another of the Eisenhower 
notable characteristics, which was 
that of sanity in face of invitation 
to join In the claptrap which seems 
so typical of our time."

P r ■ sldent Kennedy functioned 
this way, with sentences as poor as 
any Eisenhov—- ever produced, and 
with sentime-' Just as fine, too, 
when his press conference last 
Wednesday got around to the ques­
tion of a  certain kind of boycott 
vdilch had its brief fling at public 
attention a few^ weeks ago.

"Mr. "Yesid—* ” went the ques­
tion, "in some of our major cities, 
John Birch or right wing type 
groups have been organizing boy­
cotts against the stores which 
carr" Imports fror- Iron Curtain, 
so-called Iron Curtain countries, 
and in some cases intimidating the 
stores. The State Department sug­
gests that this is cont’-ary to our 
policy of encouraging non-strategic 
trade with those countries. I won­
der if you sh'”'<“ ^hat view about 
those boycotts?”

A”'’ t’-is is the way the Presi­
dent. and one-time winner of one 
of our Pulitzer prizes, responded:

"Yes. I don’t  really think that 
that—I think that it harasses mer­
chants and I  don’t  think it really 
carries on much of an effective 
fight against the spread 6< Com­
munism. If they really want to do 
Bome*’-'ng about the spread of 
Communism, they will assist the 
Alliance for Progress, for one 
thing, or they will ' loourage their 
chUdren to join M-" Peace Corps, or 
they will do a good many other 
things.

"They will be generous to stu­
dent- who come to the United 
States to study, and’ show them 
something of America. Those are 
the things that really make a dlf- 
fermce. Not going down, and be­
cause some merchant happens to 
have Polish ham in his shop, say­
ing he Is impatriotic, doesn’t  seem 
to mo to be a great contribution 
in the fight against Commimism.

Thus President Kennedy, with 
language, sanity and sentiment all 
reminiscent of his predecessor. I t 
thus seems established that w^ as 
a nation have been fortunate 
enough tb 'haye twq Presidents In 
a  row who wM^.big enough to take 
the view that an Iron Curtain la 
something to be breached and low­
ered and crossed by every civilized 
means giossible, not something to 
be reinforced and. built higher by a 
nation which conducts iUelf as the 
practitioner aind champion of free- 
dmn. What a source of pride that 
ought to be to us as a nation, and 
what a dismay to small minds!

On that date, it abolished the fees 
previously charged in Its paridng 
space, and ' nnounced free parking.

Since that date, the number of 
cars being parked in the area has 
doubled.

The next fact to be considered Is 
the far* which makes this experi­
ment such a neat, laboratory af­
fair. ’The location of the station Is 
such that there is no possible rea­
son for wanting to park there, un­
less it is to take a train.

In other words, the change from 
paid to free parking, around this' 
suburban railroad station, doubled 
the amoimt of patronage the rail­
road itself gets from this station.

’The free parking policy was, 
one might say, a double appeal to 
the railroad’s potential customers. 
First, it offered them a specific 
economy. Second, perhaps even 
more Important, it told them they 
were wanted and welcome.

How many people, in how many 
suburbs, in how many errands, in 
how many journeys, would choose 
to travel on the plush red carpet of 
the railroads, if it were clean and 
spread out for them ?

’The answer is that there are 
only a few basic things which sell 
transportation. ’They are conveni­
ence, comfort, safety, and economy. 
Whatever form of transportation 
provides the best combination of 
these things is never going to lack 
for customers. For proof, look at 
w hat, ju^t one touch of combined 
courtesy and economy has done for 
the New Haven’s Route 128 Station 
up outside Boston.

“College At Home”
If the necessary quest of the 

decade coming up is for some 
equivalent of a college education 
which can be obtained without try­
ing to get into colleges now exist­
ing it is quite possible that the an­
swer of answers may now bo ap­
pearing over in New York state.

’There the State Education De­
partment has just appointed a  spe­
cial advisory committee to help de­
velop a series of examinations 
which would be the basis for the 
granting of college credits to peo­
ple who just studied at home.

"College At Home” is the likely 
name for this proposed institution.

Anyone could enroll, for no tui­
tion fee at all. As many could en­
roll as pleased. The faculty could 
be of the very highest distinction, 
through use of the"̂  facilities of 
television. But the important point 
apparently would be that if one 
could pass the state examination, 
no matter what courses one lis­
tened to, one could receive college 
credits from the state—up to, ac­
counts say, as “much as two years 
of undergraduate credits.”

I t is conceded that, in order to 
make the “College At Home” a 
completely satisfactory institution, 
it will be necessary to persuade ex­
isting colleges to honor such cred­
its given merely on the basis of the 
proposed proficiency examinations.

But why shouldn’t  there be just 
as much honor and recognition and 
credit for real knowledge, proved 
out in an examination, as for more 
formal time-serving inside the 
walls of an established institution?

The side advantages of such an 
institution are obvious. "College 
At Home” would need no building, 
no administrative staff, no custodi' 
an, no campus police, no football 
team, no campus activities, no so­
ciety, no friendships, no travel 
back and forth, none of the dis­
tractions from the pure process of 
learning which so weaken existing 
colleges and universities.

Variation
There’s somethlng-a" bit differ 

ent and new about the latest spy 
story. This time, the Russians are 
implicating—and arresting—one of 
their own. Normally, any spying 
done inside Russia is strictly the 
activity and achievement of deceit 
ful Western capitalists, who ply 
their trades without benefit of any 
cooperation or assistance from the 
loyal adherents of the ideal Com­
munist society.

The normal picture of Western 
guile never being able to tempt 
Communist perfectimi h ^  been 
abandoned in the present Instance, 
and Russia now presents to the 
world the imparalleled spectacle of 
a rather high Russian scientific of­
ficial allegedly directly engaged in 
the business of selling informa­
tion to British and American intel­
ligence agenciea 

Whether this is the truth, or 
whether the Russian political and 
propaganda apparatus is merely 
dMperate to have its spy charges 
a ^ in s t  Western diplomats. taken 
more seriously than usual, who can 
say? Russia, imder Stalin or under 
Khrushchev, as under Ivan 
Peter, remains the unchallenged 
impresario of the charge, the ar­
rest, the evidence, the trial, the 
confession, and, occasionadly, the 
rehabilitation.

Halldor Laxness, winner of the 
Nobel Prize for literature in 1965, 
has written "Paradise Reclaimed,", 
This is a novel of Iceland, Den­
mark and the land of the Latter 
Day Saints se t. in the middle of 
the Nineteenth Century.

As In other stories about Ice­
land, the father of the f a m i l y  
leaves his farm and his family to 
travel to Denmark. Whether the 
family and the acres survive is a 
matter of little concern to the land 
owner, husband and father. Steln- 
ar Steinsson goes to the cere­
monies attendant upon the grant­
ing a freedom to Iceland by the 
King of Denmark. He presents the 
King with a rare white pony. The 
king graciously g r a n t s  him a 
journey to Denmark to visit the 
royal family. So- off Steinar goes. 
He meets Bishop Didrick, a travel­
ing Mormon preacher, is eventual­
ly' converted and immersed and 
goes to Utah.

’The abandoned family does not 
have the resources nor the intelli­
gence to survive. The farm is 
ruined by the livestock of a neigh­
bor; the too-innocent daughter has 
an illegitimate child, and by the 
time Bishop Didrick comes to 
transport them to America the 
family is on decline. Tbe mother 
d i e s  during the voyage. The 
daughter is too naive to look after 
herself on shipboard. A spirit of 
justice broods over the characters. 
No one receives any more from 
life than their behavior warrants. 
No special providence extends a 
rescuing hand.

Suddenly at the close of this 
tale, kb*. Laxness asks each read­
er to assess his own life. Steinar 
followed strange wlll-o-the-wi«ps 
—a fey pony, d royal court, an 
alien faith and a journey to a far 
land. Are we -wiser? In our de- 
-votion to cult boks, to psychologi­
cal tests, to visits to a psychiatrist 
—have we greater imderatandlng

ft
of our tvue worth and our rightful 
place in our society than poor Stei­
nar, the stone mason?

Mr. Laxness makes his perma­
nent home in Reykjavik, Iceland. 
He visited Spanish Forks, Utah, 
where there 1s a monument to the 
first permanent Icelandic settlers 
in America. You feel he enjoyed 
writing about the two cultures, 
and as a story teller he is happy 
entertaining a group of eager lis­
teners.

In time for Christmas giving Is 
-a collection of E. B. White’s New 
Yorker essays plus one that iy>- 
peared in  The Yale Review. E. B.-̂  
white owns a farm in Maine, h ^  a 
wife (also a son and now a.grand­
son and granddaugljtor) and is 
still a member of ’Tne New Yorker 
staff.

Mr. White envied the far-flung 
correspondents of this magazine. 
He worked out a scheme which ex­
plains the title, “Points of My 
Compass.” Ekist is the Maine 
base; West is his New York apart­
ment; South is represented by one 
contribution from Florida, and the 
North tells of a trip to Alaska 
when he was 23 years old. He 
adds a 1962 postscript when the 
subject warrants amplification.

Mr. E. B. W. feels strongly 
about nuclear testing, disarma­
ment and the decline of railroad­
ing in Maine. But how enchant- 
Ingly he talks or raccoons at Al­
len Cove, pigeons in New York 
City, the family dadiahunds and 
the hurricane warning systems of 
1955.

When the book is finished, you 
feel you have melt and chatted 
with a friend, a good man and 
true. May Mr. E. B. White have 
many happy years of retirement 
in Maine with his family and may 
he continue to delight us with his 
wisdom and wit.

Murchison Quits 
As President of 

Holding Company
NEW YORK (AP) — Wealthy 

Texan John D. Murchison Jr. has
fiven up the presidency of a 37- 

illlon holding company 18 months 
^ e r  winning control in an epic 
proxy battle.

He stepped aside Thursd|y as 
head of AUeghany Corp., which 
ccmtrols Investors Diversified 
Services, a Minneapolis-based in­
vestment company complex, and 
the New York Central Railroad. 
He will remain as a director.

Murchison had taken over the 
presidency after he and his broth­
er, Clint W. Jr., overthrew Allan 
P. Kirby, wealthy New Yorker, 
as chaliman.

Elected by the Murchison-dom­
inated board to succeed John was 

, Bertin C. Gable, Minneapolis 
businessman-financier.

Gamble two months ago bought 
nearly one-hall of the Murchison 
group’s holdings and has an op­
tion to buy more — perhaps all 
their remaining shares.

An enigma in the new align­
ment la Kirby, shy and stubborn 
at 70, who is Alleghsmy’s largest 
single stockholder. He owns 
roughly one-third of the 9.8 mil­
lion outstanding shares of com­
mon stock.

Spumed by the Murchisons 
when they tocfii over in May 1961, 
Kirby later refused offers of rep­
resentation on the board, and 
feuding epsued, paralyzing cor­
porate affairs.

Gamble, 64, - is president of 
Gamble-Skogmo Inc.-,., operator of 
S80 auto accessory ktopes and 
other enterprises, including^ Gen­
eral Outdoor Advertising Co.

He nursed along Investors 
versified Services In its infancy 
before selling control to Alleghsiny 
in 1949.

When Gamble appeared on the 
Alleghany scene In October, he 
talked hopefully of harmony and 
constructive accomplishment.

Tlie harmony . note was struck 
again by John Murchison Thurs­
day. He appealed for support of 
Gamble by “all stocholders.” 

Billed as a “battle of million­
aires,” the Murchison-Kirby

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British Airlift 
More Troops 

For Oeanup
LABUAN, North Borneo (AP)— 

A round-the-clock airlift rein­
forced BriUah troops at Miri to­
day for a cleanup rlrive against 
nationalist rebels in Sarawak.

The rebels struck last Saturday 
in a bid to unite the sultanate 
of Brunei and the neighboring 
British colonies of Sarawak and 
North Borneo in an independent 
state. They were reported putting 
up sporadic resistance as they re­
treated toward the Jungle interior, 
where they might try to wage a 
Iwig guerrilla war.

British commanders declared 
they, had chased the insurgents 
out of the Brunei oil centers of

Seria and Kuala Belalt, where the 
rebels made their Ixddest effort.

The sharpest actions were re­
ported around Sibutu, about eo 
miles from Seria and 116 miles 
from this staging base. Sibutu is 
about 80 miles south of kOri.

Other troops advanced south of 
Limbang in Sarawak, chasing a 
retreating force which stopped oc- 
castonally in defensive positions 
but moved on before any heavy 
fighting developed.

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Mariner II on Target 
For Venus Reading

(Oontinued from Page One)
The radiometers are counted on 

for the most vital information, 
however—the temperature at Ve­
nus!,, surface and within its cloud- 
packed atmosphere.

One of them might even be able 
to determine, by Indirect methods 
the nature of the "gross features" 
of the planet—that is, tell wheth­
er Venus is made up entirely of 
land masses, or  ̂contains water.

The other four'̂  experiments on 
Mariner, which have been in op­
eration virtually all the way to 
the target—and will be working 
today—are designed to get infor­
mation on magnetic fields, radia­
tion, cosmic dust and gaseous 
"plasma" spreading from the sun 
througli space.

When the radiometers go into 
action their signals will be re­
layed from Goldstone and ampli­
fied over a loudspeaker at a 
NASA news conference here.

The U.S. Information Agency, 
plans to send reprarts on Mariner's 
progress to 107 posts around the 
globe in 38 languages, fcater there 
will be a documentary film “ of 
Mariner’s progress for world-wide 
theatrical showings.

Mariner’s journey got off to a 
bumpy start. Due to a somewhat 
faulty performance of the 10-story 
high Atlas-Agena B complex that 
launched her. she began her trip 
on a greatly off-target course.

That error was soon substanti­
ally corrected. Since then, though. 
Mariner has been beset by vari­
ous other temporary troubles— 
some of them still a mystery.

Even now, as she whizzes to­
ward Venus, one of her solar 
panels is out of kilter.

Scientists do not believe this will 
Impede Mariner’s snooping at the 
target planet. They point out that 
Mariner already has obtained 
treasures of new knowledge about 
Interplanetary space.

Mariner has weathered at least 
a half-dozen intense geomagnetic 
storms, encountered dense clouds 
of solar particles whizzing by at 
speeds up to 1.55 million miles an 
hour, .fe,lt the ping of cosmic dust 
perhaps created by the explosion 
of a long-dead planet.

Her speed—mounting as she 
comes more and more under the 
gravitational pull of Venus—will 
reach a high point of 40,572 miles 
an hour by earthly standards as 
she passes the rendezvous point.

While scientists expect to get a 
check on the condition of the 
spacecraft itself, they say it will 
be "at least weeks and possibly 
months” before thejt'H be able to 
say what Mariner actually found 
out about Venus.

Douglas Says 
U.S. Policies 

Peril Freedom
CHICAGO (AP)—^Associate Jus­

tice William O. Douglas of the 
U.S. Supreme Court declared to­
day the freedom of Americans is 
threatened by what he termed in­
trigues by the Pentagon and the 
Central fotelligence Agency.

Douglas said facts are con­
cealed from Americans for politi­
cal and commercial purposes in 
violation of the spirit of the Bill 
of Rights.

He asked:
“ Are we on the threshold of re­

entering the world of feudalism 
which Europe left in the 15th and 
16th centuries and which is fas­
tened on much of the Middle East 
today”

Douglas’ discussion Of threats 
to individual rights was printed in 
a 48-page booklet, “ Freedom of 
the Mind," published today by 
the American Library Association 
and the Public Affairs (Committee, 
Inc.

"The press does not cover the 
operations^ of the Pentagon ade­
quately. Nor can it report truth- 
folly on the Central Intelligence 
Agency,”  he said.

■"This agency has been more 
responsible than any ,other agency 
for foreign policy lii the Middle 
East. Its movements are not 
known. The manner in which it 
intercedes in foreign elections 
with its money bags is never re­
ported.

"The reasons why it supports 
feudal regimes, the results of its 
policies, the dangers that it gen­
erate . are not known even to 
many ol the informed press.”

Douglas said "secrecy of the 
CIA and Pentagon operations is 
defended on grounds of national 
security; and obviously matters 
of espionage and counterespion­
age, as well as many matters of 
defense, cannot be successful if 
they are news items.

"Yet, why should the CIA ef­
forts to influence elections abroad 
be a secret to the American peo­
ple when they are notorious in 
the foreign nation?

Advancement of technology, he 
said, has had a significant effect 
in helping to develop a trend to 
conformity in the United States, 
and technology "has become a 
rather dubious synonym for prog­
ress.

"We have a surplus of every­
thing—including unemployed peo­
ple; and the hundreds of unem­
ployed smd unemployable will in­
crease if technology continues to 
be our master. We have a sur­
plus of food and millions of hun 
gry people at home as ' well as 
abroad,”  Douglas said.
■ “ When the machine displaces 

man and does most of the work 
who will own the machines and 
receive the rich dividends? Are 
we on the threshold of re-enter­

"The new centers of power are 
in the hands ol those who control 
science; and one who traces the 
controls back to origins often 
finds the Pentagon in the central 
position.

The impact of this 
control on our universities is so 
great that their autonomy is 
threatened.”

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Earth’s Neighbor
Is Bright, Goy Planet

NEW YORK (AP) — Today 

brings a fascinating flirtation with 
Venus, the coy planet hiding her 
secrets beneath an eternal, bril­
liant veil. Its distance varies from 
26 million to 162 million miles from 
the earth.

Venus is some 36 million miles 
away today.

Venus now is the morning star, 
rising a few hours before sunrise 
in the southeast sky. Nearing its 
greatest brilliance on Dec. 18, it is 
unmistakable despite a bright but 
waning moon.

’The fly-by of Mariner 2 ushers 
in a new chapter in the space age, 
marking the first near-vlslt to an­
other member of the sun’s family. 
A superb feat of celestiaL sharp­
shooting, Mariner’s voyage pio­
neers future missions by probe or 
even men landing on Venus and 
other planets.

In a sense, it is also a "Hi, Sis­
ter” greeting, for in size, at least, 
Venus Is almost a twin of the earth, 
the next closest planet to the sun, 
and earth’s nearest neighbor.

But under the brilliant cloud. Is 
Venus a desert swept by massive 
dust storms? Or a sea of oil, or 
carbonated water? Or covered by 
dank, luxurious jungles, possibly 
teeming with life? Or some com­
bination of these features?

Searching by indirect means 
from earth, scientists have found 
some evidence to support each of 
these theories as to what Venus 
actually is like.

Mariner carries a fabulous, 41- 
pound laboratory for the first 
closeup measurements.

Special instruments will, if all

of her clouds and surface, deter 
mine If Venus has a magnetic 
field and so possibly was created 
in the same manner as earth and 
check for cosmic rays and dust in 
Venus’ neighborhood.

Mariner is rigged to radio back 
all suOi findings by code, but it 
will be weeks or months before 
scientists can Interpret the results.

Ol the little now known fairly 
certainly, scientists can say:

Venus circles the sun once each 
225 days. Her path as close as 26 
million miles, makes Venus the 
third brightest object in our skies, 
outshone only by the sun and 
moon. Venus, incidentally, has no 
moon.

But Venus’ obscuring cloud pre­
vents direct seeing ol how fast the 
planet rotates, and various esti­
mates range from one to 225 days. 
The latter would mean Venus al­
ways keeps one side facing the 
sun, with life-killing temperatures 
on that side.

I^dio microwaves, generated 
by 'heat on the planet, indicate a 
temperature near the surface ol 
about 600 degrees Fahrenheit. In­
frared measurements indicate a 
temperature ol 38 below zero 
somewhere in the uppe|  ̂ atmos­
phere.

Venus’ cloud contains carbon di­
oxide, and there’s some evidence 
also of water vapor.

For half an hour, as Mariner 
zoomes by the lighted side of Ve­
nus, earth-made instruments will 
seek answers to such questions.

Afterward, Mariner soars on to 
become a captive of the sun, soon 
never to be heard Ifom again.

WASHING’TON (AP) - The 
Defense Department disclosed to­
day new regulations aimed at fop- 
ther safeguarding thousands of 
nuclear weapons against sabo­
tage.

The new reg;ulations, issued by 
Deputy Secretary of Defense Ros­
well L. Gllpatric, also include the 
previously issued "human relia­
bility” provisions lor precautions 
against incidents by emotionally 
upset personnel who might have 
access to the weapons.

"Atomic weapons, because of 
their strategic importance, vul­
nerability to sabotage, public 
safety considerations and political 
implications, require greater pro­
tection than their security classl'- 
ficatlon alone would warrant,” 
the nev/ directive says.

Guards and custodians of atom­
ic weapons "will be armed and 
will use force If necessary,”  it 
specifies.

'rae order says “ one of- the 
threats to atomic weapons is cov­
ert action by persons with ap­
proved access.”  ’Therefore,' the dl; 
rective said, such access will be 
limited to properly cleared per­
sonnel on a "need-for-access ba­
sis .and the number of persons 
having such access will be kept 
to a mlnlmilm.”
• Access to complete nuclear wea­
pons will ’be permitted only when 
two or more persons a/e present 
who are capable of det^tlng any 
unusual procedure by those who 
have been permitted access.

’The directive spells out the kind 
of fencing, alarm and light sys­
tems to be used in storage areas, 
and the guard organization for 
weapons being shipped from place 
to place.

Obviously, thousands of men 
are needed to guard the existing 
huge and widely dispersed nucle­
ar arsenal in the U n i^  States and 
overseas. The Defense Depart­
ment said, however, that It did 
not have an estimate of the num­
ber Involved.

’The guard force at a storage 
site includes both fixed entry and 
patrol types, using motorized and 
foot patrols and sentry dogs. 
Backing up the normal guard 
force are special teams, constant­
ly reSSy for action.

These include a sabotage alert 
team of two or more persons ca­
pable' of responding to an alarm 
within five minutes; a back-up 
alert force to reinforce the sabo­
tage team within 10 minutes; and 
a reserve force able to get into 
action within one hour.

'Arined couriers and guards 
must accompany all weapons in 
shipment, whether by military 
transport planes, ships, rail or 
truck.

NUTLEY, N.J. (AP) — The 
world’s newest communicatlcins 
satellite. Relay, received and re­
turned signalsoefoom the test sta­
tion here for 55 minutes today.

The - satellite received its first 
command at 8:42 a.m., from the 
test station of the National Aero­
nautics and Space Administration 
located at the facilities of the In­
ternational Telephone A Telegraph 
Corp.

It was during the transmission 
of signals, on the satellite’s fifth 
orbit, NASA officials discovered 
that Relay’s power supply may 
be lower than normal. They said 
the power situation could not be 
confirmed until the data is ana­
lyzed by project officials of the 
(Goddard Space Flight Center at 
Greenbelt, Md.

ITT authorities quoted NASA as 
saying that all wide-hand tests 
between the United States and Eu­
rope would be suspended during 
the fifth and sixth passes over the 
test station because of the power 
problem.

NASA transmitting and receiv­
ing equipment here turns Relay on 
and off and is designed to conduct 
spacecraft experiments for the 
space agency before interccmtinen- 
tal communications tests are 
started.

November Checks 
To Idle 367,135

During the month of November 
the Manchester office of the State 
Labor Department paid $67,135 to 
unemployed workers, according to 
Edmund Loisell, Unemployment

MFT Accepts 
MEA Decision
The Mancbester Fedsratian of 

Teachers, A FL-dO , voted yeoter-

(Oonttnned from Pm(« One)
w u  extended four months while 
the men continued to work.

In both cases, Powers said, the 
publishers “ never changed their 
positions'* on the wage question.

The ITU struck four papers Sat­
urday in their bid for an 118.46 
weekly pay nUse to bring the 
base rate of printers to $169.46' 
and various fringe benefits. The 
publishers have offered an $8 
wage increase and some benefits 
they say would be worth an ad­
ditional $1.20 a week.

The city’s remaining five pa­
pers shut down in the face of the 
strike against the other four. The 
papers had a daily circulation of 
6.5 million.

In his statement, Klngsbury- 
Smlth said; “ I am proposli^ here 
and now that President Kennedy 
or Gov. Rockefeller, or Mayor 
Wagner, or all three, issue a pub­
lic appeal to the striking workers 
to agree to a 80-day truce in the 
strike.

“ During that time, they would 
return to work with the under­
standing that talks would continue 
day and night during the 60 days 
to effect a settlement of the dis­
pute. If, at the end of 00 -days, 
no settlement was reached, they 
would still be free to strike again.

“ The appeal should also urge 
that all newspaper employes in 
New York be given an opportun­
ity to vote in secret machine bal­
lot on this proposal without any 
coercion or Interference by the 
union leaders. I am confident the 
workers would imderstand the 
sanity of this proposal and vote 
accordingly.”

Peace talks in the strike were 
suspended Wednesday until next 
week. Federal mediators said the 
two sides were too far apart at 
present for productive sessions.

Klngsbury-Smlth said; *T am 
frankly appalled at the apparent 
.attitude of the federal m en tors 
that nothing can be done to bring

about a quick settlement of this 
strike. They seemed to 'Tie re- 

'. slgned to the probability of a long 
strike, a strike that will last not 
weeks but possibly months.”
■ The publisher estimated ITO 
contract ;fiemands would cost the 
newspaptfs $40 million a year, 
while the publishers association’s 
offer would cost about $10 million 
a year.

“ The strike,”  Kingsbury - Smith 
continued, “ will eventually be set­
tled much closer to the $10 mil­
lion increased cost terms that the 
publishers are offering.

“ It can be settled while the 
newspaper employes are working. 
And it will be settled for Just 
about the same figure it would 
be settled for if they remain on 
strike. Furthermore, if they go 
back to work now, it will save 
some papers from the danger of 
going out of business if the strike 
lasts for months.”

While not replying, directly to 
the publishers’s proposal. Gov. 
Rockefeller ^ id  in a television in­
terview that “ I’m ready at any 
time to be helpful”  in the dispute. 
He said he has missed the New 
York papers.

Also keenly missing the papers 
are the city’s merchants. Henry 
Lambert, president of the City 
Board of Trade, said he would ask 
President Kennedy to Intervene in 
the strik|e.

The .'I>ubliahers estimate em­
ployes of the Times, Herald Trib- 
ime. News, Mirror, Post, Joumal- 
American, World-Telegram ft Sun, 
Long Island Press and Long Is­
land Star-Joiumal are losing 
wages of $3 million a week. 
Klngsbury-Smith set the loss of 
advertising and circulation reven­
ue at nearly $7 million a week.

The ITU prepared to pay bene­
fits averaging about $83 a week 
to 8,000 idle members. The Amer­
ican Newspaper Guild, represent­
ing editorial and business em­
ployes, said its 5,000 members on 
the nine papers could collect their 
first benefits this weekend, aver­
aging about $60 a week.

The
Doctor Says
PREPARE YOUR CHILD 

FOR TRIP TO HOSPITAL 
By WAYNE O. BRANDSTADT”

The first thing you must con­

sider when putting your child who 
is under 6 years old in the hospi­
tal is the question; Is this trip 
really necessary? If you and your 
doctor agree that it is, the ques­
tion arises as to how soon should 
you tell the child.

Two or three days should be 
enough to prepare him for what 
is to come. If there is no emer­
gency it is a good idea to visit 
the hospital to meet the nurses 
and children who are allowed to 
be up and sitting at a play table.

A calm matter-of-fact approach 
to the whole business on the part 
of the parents is essential if the 
ordeal is to be minimized. It 
should be explained in simple 
terms what will be done. And it 
is important to allow the child 
to ask questions. Many children

faced with a trip to the hospital 
get weird ideas that should be cor­
rected if they are to bo spared 
unnecessary worry.

Woe_ unto any parent — and 
there' aren’t many these days 
who would be so stupid — who 
has once told a child that It he 
didn’t behave the doctor would 
put him In the hospital.
Even if no such heartless threat 

has ever been made, the child 
may somehow get the impression 
that you or, perhaps, God is pun­
ishing him for dome past misde­
meanor. Such an idea must not 
be allowed to persist.

Next to being calm it is essen­
tial not to lie to the child. It is 
wise tp put the major emphasis 
on the more pleasant suspects of 
hospital life. The child can be told 
t^at he will have his food brought 
to hlr.i on a tray and will eat it 
in bed. He may be told that even 
going to the toilet can be man­
aged in bed thanks Eo that in­
genious device, the bedpsin.

If the operation is to be a ton­
sillectomy and the child will be 
in the hospijal only one night, it 
is a good idea to have the mother 
stay with him. If the mother does 
not stay with him he should not 
be left in a single bedroom or a 
double room with no other, child. 
The presence of other children in

the ward has a calming influence 
that is essential to the child’s ad­
justment to strange surroundings.

If the child must be in the 
hoqsitsl for a prolonged period 
the mother sho^d visit him ev­
ery day. Even though he cries 
when she leaves It is better for 
him to be upset for a short 

time every day than to think 
that he has been deserted or Is 
being punished. Once a parent 
has left the ward a  child almost 
always clams down quickly.
I do not want to leave you with 

the impression that emotional 
damage always results from hav­
ing to put a child in the hospital 
and that the best you can do is 
to try to minimize the Injury. This 
is far from true.

With propel preparation a trip 
to the hospital can be a construc­
tive experience in that it will help 
your child to grow up. If this has 
been the case he will have no 
qualms about going to the hospi­
tal. again should It become nec­
essary.

U.S. Weather Bureau and Flori­
da Agricultursil Experiment Sta­
tion forecasters said that tonight 
would see some moderation of the 
cold snap ,that sent the mercury 
Thursday to 10 degrees at TaUa-! 
haasee,' 1 1  at Ocala, 12 at Jack-j 
Bonvllle and an all-time Tampa! 
low of 19.

Jacksonville’s December record 
cold strained the heating facUitie-s; 
of homes. It prompted zoo-keepers 
to provide heat for most of their 
animals — except for the polar 
bears, Who reveled in a “ natural" 
climate lor the first time since 
they were shipped to Florida.

At Tampa, water pipes burst in 
an unfinished eight-story motel. 
Builders said it would cost *50,000 
to tear out walls and tile in order 
to reach and replace the pipes.

Only in recent years have home 
builders installed central heating 
systems in the Miami area. Some 
homes have two-way air condi-1 
tioners. but the vast majority of i 
householders depend on space' 
heaters, kitchen ranges, and a few ■ 
fireplaces to cope with gn occa-: 
sional chill. i

Miamians game enough to get 
out of a warm bed found going I 
to work an uncomfortable and 
harassing experience. , i

They ground automobile start­
ers and gunned engines to keep 
them alive for the first few i
blocks. Many showed up at their 
jobs in mothball-fragrant, out-of-; 
style overcoats, caps and gloves | 
which they brought south with
them and hadn’t used since their 
arrival.

Hundreds of Miamians who 
grow exotic shrubs and flowers on 
their lawns muffled their precious 
plants against the cold with blan­
kets. Some street loiterers built 
packing-box bonfires to stand
around. One man, lll-lnsulated 
against the cold, asked police to

lock him up for drunkenness. 
They did. .

Hotels said they weren't losing 
guests because of the cold snap, 
and arriving travelers said air­
line seats to Miami were hard 
to get.

The Weather Bureau said there 
was a general moderation of 
temperatures in most of the east­
ern half of the country. There 
were only a few sub-zero read­
ings, in northern Minnesota, with 
•7 in International Falls the low. 
est. A cold -pocket of air, with 
temperatures in the teens covered 
the snow-blanketed northeast re­
gion.

The snow blanket in northeast­
ern Ohio, with falls continuing, 
measured up to 54 inches in the 
Ashtabula area. Highway crews 
were hampered in clearing high­
ways because of the drifting 
snow. I

A seven-mile stretch of freeway j 
connecting CHeveland and Pains- 
ville was closed because of heavy] 
drifts. A 40-mile speed limit was 
in effect on s 120-mile leg of the 
Ohio Turnpike from Pennsylvania 
westward. ]

In Cleveland, stalled, abandoned j 
and parked cars have slowed the 
cleanup operations. Police said, 
nine tow trucks have removed an 
average of 1,000 oars a day from 
the streets since last Friday.

Heavy snow hit northwestern ‘ 
lower Michigan again Thursday j 
night but the Weather Bureau can-1 
celed blizzard warnings for soutli-1 
western areas. Five National I 
Guard units were sent Into west-, 
ern Michigan to assist storm-bat- j 
tered communities. The area from i 
the Indiana border up the Lake 
Michigan shore to Traverse (Jity, 
was buried under a record snow­
fall.

In the Southea.st. the extreme; 
cold moderated. It was 22 in Tal- 
lahassee, Fla.. compared to 
Thursday’s low of 10. It was 29 
in Tampa and 39 in Miami. !

In North Georgia, two towns, j 
Clayton and Mountain Oty, were 
without water Thursday after the ] 
municipal water mains and pipes  ̂
froze as the mercury dropped to ' 
4 below zero. j

All schools in Baton Rouge, La., i 
closed until Monday because o f : 
frozen and broken .water pipes. 
Louisiana State University also

closed because of low water pres­
sure affecting the steam heating 
system.

In the storm-related deaths—in 
traffic accidents, over-exertion 
and In fires—Ohio reported 28. 
There were 25 In Michigan, 17 
In Georgia and 16 in Indiana. Oth­
er states reporting deaths: Ken­
tucky 7; Louisiana 6; North Caro­
lina, Tennessee, Mississippi, New 
Yoi-k and Pennsylvania. 5 each;

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Tolfe hy Schatzman Reopens 
Study on High Sdiool Shelter

X renewed inveetlKetion on^wing project could come up for
whether e Divil defense shelter 
should be provided at the high 
school was ordered last night by 
the high acbool wing building com­
mittee.

The committee, which earlier 
had decided to drop consideration 
of a l.BOO-student shelter, re­
versed itself on the basis of com­
ments made by William L,. Schatz- 
man, state civil defense chief, at 
a meeting of the Rockville Rotary 
on Monday.

Schatzman, on learning of the 
proposed high school addition, had 
urged the committee to provide for 
a shelter, according to Harry 
Flamm, a  member of the Rotary 
and of the amhool building com­
mittee. :

Raymond Ramsdell, superintend­
ent of schools and also a Rotarian, 
reported that Schatzman had said 
that all schools should have shel­
ters. Schatzman had claimed 
shelters were not overly expensive 
to build, Ramsdell said. Estimates 
previously mentioned by the com­
mittee were set at around B8(K),000 
—including toilet facilities, venti­
lation and other equipment, and 
food.

According to other comments, 
Schatzman had said the shelter 
could be a basement with walls 
thick enough to furnish fallout 
protection with a suitable roofing 
over the basement, and that it was 
his (Schatzman’s) feeling that the 
federal government soon would 
provide grants to assist in con­
structing shelters.

Architect Arthur Cook thought 
there would be a  "lot of mistakes ’ 
made in constructing shelters "un­
til somebody comes up with a set 
of standards’’ for their construc­
tion. He added one would squire  
sizeable area and that ventilation 
and other factors should be taken 
into account outside of building a 
mere basement.

High school principal J o s e p h  
McCusker said he could not see 
how a talk to the Rotary had any 
real relationship to the commit­
tee’s "last determination that we 
wouldn’t consider it.”

Charles Brown, committee mem­
ber, advised contacting Schatz­
man asking him to furnish criteria 
on d es i^  and cost f  1 g  u r  e s. 
Brown indicated that if Schatz­
man could not furnish the infor­
mation, the committee would prob­
ably decide to drop shelter idea 
again.

Cook said he would pursue the 
matter further/and would study 
the shelter suggestion until the 
plans reach a  point o£.>"no return" 
when a firm decision would have 
to be made.

Along with the shelter sugges­
tion, the committee discussed the 
possible inclusion of the swimming 
pool in the plans and a likely time­
table from now until the school is 
constructed.

The architects said that, at this 
stage, the plans called for a pool 
75 by 42 feet wide, with bleachers 
to seat 320. Also included in the 
pool plans were a vestibule, lobby 
and snack bar.

The committee felt the school

approval at a town meeting next 
Feb. 19, and that ground should 
be broken around Oct. 1 The 
wing should be ready for student 
use (but not necessarily complet­
ed) by September of 1984, it was 
felt.

Mention also was made that a  
public hearing would probably be 
held before the tentative Feb. 18 
town meeting so that the commit­
tee could issue a report on the 
wing and pool and costs. Ths re­
port would be in keeping with' in­
structions issued to the committee 
by a recent town meeting.

Another factor discussed by the 
committee was whether the com­
mittee should come to the town 
meeting with the esUmatea or 
actual bids for the Job, Allen Dres­
ser, committee chairman felt that 
bids would delay the Job and 
throw the schedule off. He noted 
that preceding school Jobs were 
approved by the town meeting 
with only estimates being provltM. 
The only exception was the Lake 
St. School which was not a ‘‘rush 
job," Dresser said.

Dresser said be thought Vernon 
residents would have a chance to 
vote on two eltemates: The addi­
tion with the pool or the addition 
without the pool.

Estimates of the Job m a d e  
earlier were about $1 ,000,000 with 
the pool. Estimates of the cost of 
the pool have ranged from around 
$200,000 to $350,000. According to 
the talks l^ t  night, the previous­
ly mentined total may be a little 
on the conservative side.

Shriners Plan 
3 Hospitals for 
B u m ^  Children

MOBILE, Ala. (A P )—The top 
official of the Shriners says he ex­
pects to have plans in January for 
construction of three Shrine hospi­
tals which will treat burned chil­
dren exclusively.

George M. Klepper, whose Utld- 
Is imperial potentate of the Shrine 
of North America, said Thursday 
the hospitals will cost about $10 
million. He said 60. cities are un­
der consideration as locations.

"These hospitals will treat 
burned children under 15 without 
regard to race, creed or color." 
the Memphis, Tenn., attorney told 
newsmen. “ They will be the first 
civilian hospitals established In 
this country for such treatment."

Klepper said the need for such

hosiMtals became apparent sever­
al years ago when a large number 
of children were burned In a 
school flee In Chicago and ade­
quate treatment facilities were 
missing.

"W e feel that because of our 
experience in the care and treat­
ment of chUdren, the Shrine is 
uniquely qualified to establish the 
hum treatment program,” be 
said. He atjded the first one 
should be completed by the end of 
1963.

The Shrine has operated numer­
ous hospitals for crippled children 
for many years.

Kennedy Says Cuts in Taxes 
And Spending Bring Surplus

e>
NEW TOHK (AP) — President 

Kennedy replied to congressional 
critics al his 1968 tax cut plan by 
arguing that lower taxes, tied to 
•urbs on rising federal spending, 
offer the best chance of {producing 
future budget surpluses.

Going before a black-tie audi­
ence of business leaders, Kennedy 
Called Friday night for a nearly 
cut in both individiul and cor- 
ppiatiou Income taxes — without 
saying just how soon he would 
want' the reductions to become 
effective. Omission of his earlier 
Jan. 1 target date seemed well- 
calculated.

The chief executive also urged 
a  cut large enough "to  do the Job 
required”  — to boost purchasing, 
pr^uction, employment, invest­
ment and economic growth in 
general. Again, he was not specif­
ic, saying he would rather wait 
until next month to give details.

Addressing some 3,000 members 
and guests of the Economic Club 
of New York, Kennedy declared: 
"This nation can afford to reduce 
taxes—we can afford a temporary 
deficit—but we cannot afford to do 
nothing.”

In this fashion, he took direct 
issue with those congressional 
conservatives of both parties who 
contend that tax reduction next 
year would lead to a dangerously 
large federal deficit.

Presenting the contrary view, 
Kennedy said, "budget deficits 
are not caused (>y wild-eyed 
spenders but by slow economic 
growth and periodic recessions.”  
And he said the present tax sys­
tem must bear much of the 
blame; that it "exerts too heavy 
a  drag oh growth.”

Kennedy’s audience was formal- 
polite at the outset, applauding 

at what be must have considered 
the w. ong places: HiS Veferences 
to  federal penny-pinching rather 
than ids arguments for lower 
taxes.

The atmosphere changed dra­
matically, however, as the Presi­
dent moved into a 80-mlnute 
question and answer session fol­
lowing' his address. -.At this 
Juncture, he began drawing enthu­
siastic applause with arguments 
against such controvamlal ideas 
as easier credit and cutbacks in 
foreign aid.

The nation generally was 
spanned by freezing weather, ex­
actly one week away from the of­
ficial beginning of winter.

Labor crews worked feverishly 
In the central and northern or­
ange And grapefruit orchards of 
Florida to salvage frozen fruit for 
Juice and concentrate. Industry 
and state agriculture specialists 
still cannot estimate the damage 
to a  bumper crop in Florida’s 
worst freeze

The temperature in Miami went 
to 44, but other normally sunny 
Florida points reported freezing 
weather. Tallahassee reported 34 
and Jacksonville 39.

> Generally, temperatures were 
below freezing In most of the 
South and Southeast. AUanta re­
ported 24, Birmingham, 27, 
CSiarleston, S.C., 20, CJhattanooga 
16 and Asheville 14.

The American Sugar Cane 
League estimated the cold may 
have damaged the Louisiana su- 
g;ar crop as much as $4.8 million.

Racial Troubles Blamed 
luxAlabama Bombing

BIRMINGHAM, Ala. (AP) —< 
Twenty-five children practicing 
for a  Oulstmaa play in a Negro 
church basement escaped injury 
when a homemade bomb dun- 
aged the church and wrecked two 
nearby homes.

The ahattering blast Friday 
night was blamed on racial trou­
bles by a trustee of the church 
who Is active In an Integratlonlst 

1 group.
The basement of the Bethel 

Baptist Church wgs showered with 
broken glass and plaster. The 
main floor of the church was lit­
tered with broken stained glass 
windows and shattered palnUngs. 
The walls were cracked.

The Rev. Fred L. Shuttlesworth, 
Negro leader of the Alabama 
Christian Movement for Human 
Rights, formerly was pastor of the 
church.

Only One person was reported 
hurt—a 7-month-old granddaugh­
ter o f a Negro who Is active in 
BhutUesworth’s organization.

This is the third tlpie within 
Ihe past six years that the Bethel 
Church bag been bombed. The 
last church bombings in Birming­
ham oceurfedtJan. 16 when three 
Negro churches, including the 
Bethel church, were lilt.
