CAPE C A N A V E R A L , Fla.<

Although the Skybolt program 
waa handed a death sentrace Uiis 
weak in the Anglo-American Ba­
hamas conference, the Air Force 
has several test m issiles remain­
ing and Intends to fire them in 
CEwe the project is revived at a 
future date.
. n ie  niissUe today w as'dropped 

horn beneath the right wing o f the 
huge B62 Stratofortress seconds 
after it swept over Cape Canaveral 
toward the Atlantic ocean.

The 86-foot, S^-ton rocket plum­
meted some 600 feet before the 
first stage flred as planned. The 
sleek proejetile then shot forward 
ta Eui upmtrd-swooping curve far 
fa front of the ptane, leaving a  
trail o f fluffy white snioke in its 
wake.

After a brief coasting _ period, 
the second stage flashed to life 
and the Skybolt clim bed about 800 
m iles before diving into the Atlan- 
fle about 900 m iles down tnnge.

Polaris Pactitaises 
British Press Row

F irst Men 
T o Arrive 
On Monday

M IAM I, Fla. (A P )— The 
first liberated Cuban prison­
ers of war will arrive in Mi­
ami Monday, the Cuban Fami­
lies Committee announced to­
day.

H A V A N ' A  ( A P ) — a  
Christmas gift of freedom 
today awaited 1,118 Cuban 
invasion prisoners after 20 
months of captivity. 'The Cas­
tro government agreed Fri­
day to release them in ex­
change for medicine and food.

I lls  men will be freed on or 
before Christmas, attorney James 
B. Donovan of New York, chief 
negotiator for the prisoners’ fam i­
lies, announced. Donovan broke 
the news him self to some prison­
ers held ta Havana’s P ^ c ip e  
Castle, and word of their long- 
waited freedom also was relayed 
to other captives held on the Isle 
of Pinee off southwest Cuba.

In Washington, Red Cross offi­
cials report^  the first prisoners 
are expected to arrive ta Miami 
Sunday. But Havana Radio m M 
they would-* not be freed until 
Monday. Red Cross officials said 
they are highly optimiatlc that the 
entire prisoner group will be .back 
am ong their friends imd relatives 
by Christmas. Some 20,000 rela­
tives of the captives Mys fa 
M iami.

Burning Plane
GRANDNISLAND. Neb. (AP)— 

Quick actioir^y two young mlll- 
'tary school caobts and the stew­
a rd s  cleared thiv 
passengers and a crfew of three 
scrambled from a burmng Fron­
tier Airlines plane at the^^rand 
Island Airport Friday night.

With the plane on its back am 
flames bursting out In a severed 
wing section, cadets Ron Hender­
son, 19, of Gerlng, Neb., and 
Frank Flicker, 16, of Scottsbluff, 
Neb., along with stewardess Pat 
Reed of Aurora, Colo., quickly 
opened the two exits and ushered 
everyone out.

As Capt. Romano finished his 
announcement, Henderson turned 
to a fellow passenger and com­
mented that the landing cpuld be 
rough.

‘ ‘We'd better fasten our seat 
belts good and tight,”  he said.

‘ "The next thli^ I knew the 
plane flipped over,”  Henderson 
said.

The plane touched ground, skid­
ded about a half mile before 
slipping over. It came to a stop 
about a half mile short of the 
runway. As the plane skidded the 
left wing was tc»7i off and burst 
into flames.

Immediately stewardess Reed, 
Henderson and Flicker swung Into 
action, and within minutes every, 
one was safely on the ground.

Twenty-two passengers were 
sped to a hospital for examination 
and five were kept for treatment.

Wonders of the Universe
New Data M ay Help Assess 

’ Ability to Live in Space
By DR. I. M. LEVITT 

Director The Fels Planetarium
Of The Franklin Institute

(Contained in the data transmit­
ted back to earth concerning the 
physiological behavior of Nikolay- 
ev may be a key which space 
medicine doctors could use to as­
sess an astronaut's ability live 
in an environment where the’ 24- 
hour d a y ^ ^ t  cycle is missing.

From the four days which the 
Russian Astronaut Major Nikoiay- 
ev spent in space, the Soviets 
garnered an avalanche of infor­
mation which if interpreted prop­
erly can forestall dangers to both 
man and spacecraft in the future.

This close tie-in tp the 4-hour 
cycle is called the "circadian” 
(from “ circa” - about; dies- day. 
i. e., 24-hours) periodicity—̂  word 
we will be hearing more often in 
the Immediate future when astro­
nauts extend their trips into space 
to last a week or longer.

The circadian periodicity is be­
lieved by many scientists ^  be 
physiological, though its psycho­
logical overtones in space travel 
may be of great significance. 
Physiologically the metabolism, 
that is, the normal functioning of 
our bodies, is geared to a 24-hour 
cycle. This is the rotational period 
of the earth which brings with it 
a succession of night and day. 
Human beings have evolved Un­
der this cycle and have become 
accustomed to it on earth. Once 
we get away from the earth some 
psychologist^ believe we may run 
into a ’ ’desynchronization” which 
may prove detrimental and im­
pair the efficiency of the space 
^en .

The reason why the data trans­
mitted from Vostok IH is so im­
portant is that temperature rec­
ords of the astronaut were kept 
and doctors, on analyzing these 
records, may resolve some oi the 
problems which may appear in 
space.

Body Temperature Varies
It h n  been foimd that the body 

temperature . Varies in direct fe- 
lation to the 24:hoiu' cycle.' It 
varies in all' human beings from 
one to slightly mo -̂e than two de­
grees in this period. What is im­
portant to the psychologists is that 
the alertness and ability to per­
form tasks is also directly related 
to this period. As an example of 
this -relationship, .consider the ex­
periment in which subjects were 
kept awake for several days and 
their alertness monitored during 
this period. A challenging result, 
completely unforeseen, was that 
the alertness was greater during 
the afternoon of .the third day than 
it was Iq the middle of the second 
night.. Here was dramatic evi­
dence that during the time we 
should be awake (during the day) 
we are more efficient and alert 
even though we have gone longer 
without sleep than during those 
periods when we should be asleep 
(night).

To check fatigue due to altera­
tion of the circadian periodicity, 
experiments were performed in 
isolation chamber. Scientists 
wated to know to what extent can 
we alter the' normal pattern of 
the work-rest cycle, and if this is 
done what happens to those body 
rhythms dependent on the 24-bour 
cycle. Various work cycles were 
tried and efficiency of the sub­
jects were tested.. Attempts to 
compress or expand the 24-hour 
cycle were found to adversely af- 
fept the subjects. It was disclosed 
that the optimum work-rest cycles 
were realised if they duplicated 
thoee lised^oo the earth. It- was

Psycho- 
log;icaIly, extreme fatigue can lead 
to Irritability; hostility, anxiety 
and even panic. Thus, missions 
can be Jeopardized by ignoring 
the necessity for continuing the 
24=hour cycle,

The reason why the Soviet data 
is so important now is that it 
represents the only data obtained 
under actual conditions.

It .isn’t always easy to play a 
suit correctly. Many experienced 
players would handle the dia­
monds Incorrectly in today’s hand.

South dealer
Both sides vulnerable
Opening lead — Queen of Clubs.' 

opened the queen of clubs, 
and Blast discarded a spade. South 
saw that he had elg^t tricks in 
top esuds and that he could not 
develop his ninth trick in clubs.

South’s best chance was to win 
a trick with the queen of dia­
monds. He won the first trick with 
tbs iscb of clubs, led a diamond 
to dummy’s ace and returned a 
diamond to play the queen from 
his hand.

This play would win a trick 11 
East had the king of diamonds, 
but West showed up with the king. 
South therefore won <mly eight 
tricks. Down one.

Deep Finesse
South has'a better chance if he 

takes a deep finesse in diamonds. 
He leads a diamond from his hand 
and finesses with dummy’s ten.

This develops a trick immediate­
ly if West has the jack of dia­
monds. The chance that West has 
the jack of diamonds is just as 
good as the chance that East has 
the king of diammids.-

If dummy’s ten loses to the 
Jack, declarer is stUl alive. He 
can cash dummy's ace of dia­
monds and later lead a low dia­
mond from his hand. TMs will 
produce a trick if the king ap­
pears by the time the third round 
of diamonds has been played.

For example, in today’s hand 
the finesse of dummy’s ten would 
lose to the Jack. The heart re­
turn is won in dummy, and de­
clarer cashes the ace of diamonds. 
He gets to his hand with a spade 
and leads a low diamond, where­
upon West must play the king. 
Now South’s queen of diamond 
is good for a trick.

Finessing with dummy’s ten is 
neither better nor worse than 
playing East for the king of dia­
monds. The advantage lies in the 
extra chance that the king will 
drop early eyen if the first finesse 
loses.

In the meantime, ao wounded 
and in prisoners were ransomed 
on credit for $2,5 million and a 
few others were ramsomed by 
their relatives or by a ransom 
committee 'for amounts ranging 
from $10,000 to $250,000.

The recent crisis over the So­
viet missiles broke at â  time 
when negotiations tor the release 
o f the prisoners were nearly com 
pleted. But the door remained 
open and with the fading of the 
crisis Donovan announced that he 
hoped to have the prisoners freed 
by Christmas.

„ The hpuse at 757 Main, St. wa 
1 built between the homes of Mr. 
‘ House’s parents at Main and Birch 
Sts., and hls grandparents at Main 
and Bissell St. His children. Judge 
Charles. S. House. Mrs. Hatrj- 
Maidment Sr., and Mrs. RalpV 
Maher, i^ re  born there.

When business began encroach 
Ing on Main St. in 1924, House 
purchased property on E. Center 
St. from J. E. Cheney, and built 
a home on the corner of Brook­
field St. Hls parents also want­
ed to leave the business district 
but were so fond of the home that 
their son had designed it was de­
cided to have it moved next to hi.' 
new home on E. Center St. Mrs. 
C. E. House mentioned that she 
hoped they would all like living 
“so far out In the country.”

Hudson Hollister, Majicheste:' 
house-mover, was contracted foif 
what was the largest and longest 
house move in this town. The 
house was taken over Bissell St., 
to Holl and north across E. Center 
St. Permission was obtained 
from town selectmen for the move. 
Utilities company linemen worked 
with the movers, and two trees 
had to be cut down enroute.

Arriving at the end of HoU St. 
in mid-afternoon, the house - wias 
left there for an early morning 
move across the street. E. Cen­
ter St, was not then a state high­
way, and the south side of R was 
the main thoroughfare. A small, 
crosstown trolley, called the “ Bob­
by Green" ran down the center of 
the street; Passengers had to 
leave the trolley during the move 
and walk around the house, board­
ing a car on the other side to con­
tinue their journey.

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No Vaccine Risk Free
I t  seems time to go completely 

adult in the business of vaccina­
tion against polio, and realize that, 
as in almost smy quest for safety, 
there must always be some at 
least slight element of; risk.

When we first got out* first real 
weapon agalnsLpoHo, the Salk 
vaccine, given by injection, the 
initial publicity gave an impres­
sion of complete efficiency on the 
part of the vswiclne. Actually, it 
was never claimed to be more than 
a  certain percentage effective 
which meant that many people 
who took their shots might still 
ren.ain subject to the disease. 
There vfas no -total security 
against polio in the Salk vaccine.

Nevertheless, because it demon­
strably arrested the epidemic 
character of the disease, and dra­
matically i^educed the number of 
cases each year to almost nothing, 
the Salk vaccine was one of the 
great thrilling discovenes in all 
medical history.

We had a somewhat ahortier run 
!n our next search for total secur­
ity. This came when there came 
final official approval for use in 
this country of the Sabin oral vac­
cine. This is a more efficient vac­
cine, giving a mucji higher per­
centage of immimity among those 
who take it than the Salk vaccine 
did. Its effects also last longer, 
perhaps for life. So, when the Sa­
bin oral vaccine came along, this 
■w'as to be the thing which com­
pleted the elimination of polio as 
a  factor in American life.

We had hardly got down our 
dosages for the first mass nation­
al vaccination, however, before an 
alsum was sounded from Canada 
which led to a suspen^^  of plans 
for administration of the Type 3 
vaccine which was to be the sec­
ond mass dose. The Sabiii product 
was more efficient than the Salk; 
it lasted longer; but it also seem­
ed capable of producing stray 
cases of the very disease it was 
supposed to protect against

So there was no total security 
against polio in the Sabin vaccine 
either. Later on, the suspension 

- against Type 3 was lifted, for chil­
dren, among whom it had appar­
ently caused no polio.

That left the public still wait­
ing for w orf as to whether it had. 
or would ever get total vaccine 
aecurity against polio.

Now the Public Health Service 
has come out with recommenda­
tion which at least has the merit 
of honesty, in that it admits,^ the 
continuing presence of risk, but 
nonetheless advises, that it be 
taken. ’
■» The risk ,at the most, would be 
described as' a one-in-a-million 
chance among those taking either 
the Type 1 or Type 3 Sabin vac­
cine. The -Public Health Service 
cuts that risk down by^,.recom- 
mendlng that, from now on, peo­
ple over 30 years of age ■ should 
take either type vaccine only with 
“full recognition’’ that therer is 
some risk Involved.

The selection' of the age of 30 is 
admittedly nothing more than a 
guess as to that age limit which 
would serve best in balancing the 
“risk from the vaccine against its 
potential value in protecting 
against the disease.’’ Where the 
risk of contagion may be unusual- 

• ly hlkh for an individual—as in 
the case of persona planning for­
eign travel, parents who might be 
exposed to polio by their children, 
or pregnemt women, virith whom 
polio Is frequently more serious 
thsn wlth^ others—the Health 
Service wouid find taking the vac- 

'rc ln e  the preferable risk even for 
people over 30. ‘

When the perfect vaccine Is 
found, or the perfect cure for any 
human disease or problem. identi­
fied, It will be gimounced. Mean- 
whUo, the thing' l!o do is tp play 
tha best odds available. These, ob- 

-  vlously, are  still with the Sabin

There was a curious vote on the 
last day of the' current session of 
the United Nations General As­
sembly.

It was curious that any Ameri­
can political- administration should 
have the nerve to sponsor the 
resolution involved. It was curi­
ous in that the resolution attracted 
to itself the criticism and the op­
position of those bn opposite sides 
of the issue involved.

The resolution in question abol-' 
ished the one-man watch dog com­
mittee the United Nations has 
been'maintaining, ever since 1958, 
as its own device for keeping the 
issue of the Hungarian revolution 
of 1956 on its own agenda. Every 
year the watchdog, Sir Leslie 
Munro p f^ e w  Zealand, would re­
port that he had been refused per­
mission to enter Hungary to inves­
tigate political conditions there, 
whereupon there would be an an­
nual flood of Western oratory con­
demning the barbarism with 
which Russia put down the Hun­
garian revolution of 1956.

The resolution adopted the 
other day does not abolish Unit­
ed Nations Interest in Hungary. 
But it does transfer responsibility 
for it from Sir Leslie, for whom it 
was a career, to Secretary General 
Thant, for whom it will be merely 
one responsibility likely to be 
overshadowed and * lost among 
many others.

Hungarian refugee spokesmen 
attacked this resolution as ̂  an 
abandonment of the cause of Hun­
garian freedom, a sell-out to Gie
Communists.

But the Communist nations in 
the United Nations would have 
none of it either. ’They, of course, 
were angry because the new reso­
lution still maintained some claim 
of United Nations jurisdiction In 
what the Communists would like 
to pretend are tlie ‘‘internal af­
fairs” of Hungary.

So, with opposition and absten­
tions, the resolution in question 
passed by a vote of only 50 to 13, 
in a General Assembly, which has 
110 member votes.
' One does assume that, as a re­
sult, the annual ritual of reviving 
the issue, with the annual quota of 
speeches denouncing the' brutality 
of Russia in Hungary in 1956, will 
now fade from United Nations pro­
cedure.

If one wants to comment on the 
morality of this, one has to ven­
ture into a realm of confused com­
parisons, in which one attempts to 
establish varying degrees of moral 
guilt or offense to law. Even at 
the time of the Hungarian revolu­
tion, there v.'as something else go­
ing on in the world which the Rus 
sians used sis cover and protec­
tion ahd a sort of moral alibi for 
their own action in Hungary. 
'Hiat something else was the brutal 
attack, by our democratic friends 
Britain and France and Israel, on 
th^r nation of Egypt.

Even If we are to classify Rus 
Sian acts off by themselves, how­
ever, there remains some differ­
ence between one . situation and 
another. There are . times when, 
given the world situation, Russia 
itself has relatively little choice 
about what i{. can do, and there 
are other times when Russia obvi­
ously goes looking for trouble. We 
have jUst had, in Cuba, an excel­
lent example of a Russian move 
which was a deliberate adventure 
on the part of Russia, not a com­
pulsion .upon Russia. In Hungary', 
in 1956, particularly after the 
revolution had gone beyond the 
limits of the pilot revolution In Po- 
land/ Russia was under almost as 
much compulsion to do something 
to arrest the tide of affairs as we 
were,, a  few weeks‘ago, with re­
gard to Cuba.

None of this rationalization or 
comparison makes what Russik 
did in Hungary in 1956 moral or 
right. I t does infer that it may 
have been inevitable, in the situa­
tion of the moment. And there is, 
of course, some difference between 
reproaching somebody for the evil 
act which anyone might have felt 
forced to commit in the same sit­
uation, and reproaching somebody 
for an evil act which could be clas­
sified as the wanton act of a  frqe 
■will. But it may be that the^ki^y 
reason for move away from the 
rigid UN ptocedure for a yearly 
revival of the tragedy of 1956 lies 
in recent reports from Hungary 
itself, reports which indicate that, 
to go into a matter of comparir 
sons and degrees again, life in 
Hungary is once again becoming 
as tolerable as life anywhere un­
der Communist overlordsbip. ,

Stockholm the other day, he him­
self described' his motivation:

‘I am impelled," he said, “not to 
squeak like a grateful and apolo­
getic mouse, but to roar like a 
Hon out of pride in my profession.”

But the awarding of this par­
ticular prizb always does seem to 
inspire and evoke some rather re­
markable eloquence, and the way 
Steinbeck "roared” oh his occa­
sion made a sort of companion 
piece to the one William Faulkner 
delivered in his' time. Just as 
Faulkner, in his memorable re- 
msrks, 'said plainly for once what 
he really believed in, so Steinbeck, 
a t Stockholm, revealed the hot 
spark Inside his own more lucid 
and more translatable talent;

"The writer,” said Steinbeck, "is 
delegated to declare and to cele­
brate man’s proven capacity, for 
greatness of heart and spirit, for 
gallantry In defeat, for courage, 
compassion, and love. In the end­
less war against weakness and 
despair, these are the bright rally- 
flags of hope and emulation. I hold 
that a writer who does not pas­
sionately believe in the perfectabil- 
ity of man has no dedication nor 
any membership In literature. The 
present universal fear has been 
the result of a forward surge in 
our knowledge and manipulation 
of certain dangerous factors in 
the physical world. I t is true that 
other phases of understanding 
have not yet cai^ht up with this 
great step, but th ^e  is nd reason 
to presume that they cannot or 
will not draw abreakt. Indeed, it 
is a part of the writer's responsi­
bility to make sure that they do."

That is, of course, what .it is 
all about, and what alone justifies 
and honors life itself, whether one 
happens to pound a typewriter or 
a pavement hammer—to make

St. John's church terms this the 
ministry of the laity—lay mem­
bers Who volunteer to make calls 
on an organized basis so that the 
1,600, families will be visited at 
least once a year, apart from any 
effort to raise money.

’’This is not intended to sup­
plant 'the  work of the clergy.” 
says the Rev. Canon John M.'
Shufelt, in his third year as rector 
of St. John’s. ‘‘There are certain 
functions which we must perform 
which the laity cannot. But It does 
fulfill a God-^ven task placed up­
on every CSiristian,' namely, to 
witness actively for what 'he be­
lieves.”

Canon Shufelt says that as far 
as Hz knows “otu-s is the only 
such project anywhere in the 
Episcopal Church which is entire­
ly separated from the financial 
canvass, but we are beginning to 
. .have . inquiries from o t h e r  
parishes.”

St. John’s, in the northern sub­
urbs of Detroit, is in the top five 
per cent in size among all Epis­
copal. parishes with some 4,000 
persons, of whom 2,300 have been 
confirmed in the church. It em­
ploys two clergymen—Canon Shu­
felt and the Rev. Marshall Hunt— 
and hopes to add a third in the 
coming year.

Canon Shufelt and the vestry of 
the church discussed the problems 
of size when he came to the parish 
from St. Paul’s Cathedral church 
in Detroit in the fall of 1960.

‘The idea of our ministry of the 
laity didn’t come from any one 
mind,” he recalls. "But it grew 
out of these talks and developed 
as a matter of practical neces­
sity.”

Life in the depressed coal fields 
of southwestern Pennsylvania is 
seldom easy. But the people have 
a way of making the best of it.

So it is this (Christmas season, 
even In. the aftermath of disaster.

Two weeks ago a tremendous 
exploslbn killed 37 men deep in­
side the nearby Robena No. 3 
mine of U.S. Steel Corp. Thirty- 
four women lost husbands; '  65 
children under age 19 lost fathers.

A shock wave of dread and 
gloom engulfed this soft coal re- 
^on, spreading to the 17 different 
towns where the miners lived— 
places like Carmichaels, totonco, 
Masontown, Uledl, Adah, Clarks­
ville.

Four of the victims came from 
Carmichaels (pop. 780), closest 
community to toe shattered mine, 
which derives its very existence 
from coal mining.

Recalling toe Dec. 6 tradegy 
Albert M. Hathaway, secretary of 
Carmichaels Borough Council, 
says; “The' whole town was up­
set. There was so much concern, 
so much sympathy for the fami­
lies involved."

There Is sadness still in dar- 
micbaels, some bitterness — and 
even a touch of despair. But the 
qualities that come through 
strongest are courage and deter 
mlnatlon.

“This hasn't killed Christmas 
for toe townspeople,” observes the 
Rev. Russell C. Owens, pastor of 
toe First Presbyterian Church. 
“Certainly there is some dampen­
ing of the holiday spirit. They’re 
sad—but they’re trying to carry 
on as usual."

So, too, are the families of toe 
dead miners. "Despite their 
grief,” says the Rev. Mr. Owens, 
“they’re trying to pick up toe 
pieces and begin a new life,”

One of those widowed is Mrs. 
Delilah Tokish, 36, whose hus­
band, Joseph 48, had worked in 
toe mi^»<4or 22 years. Mrs. Tok- 
isl) haX three children—a. boy 8, 
girls 3 and 12.

“At first I wasn’t going to have 
anything for Christmas,” Mrs. 
Tokish relates. “But the more I 
thought about it, the more I came 
to realize that Joe wouldn’t want 
it that way. He adored toe kids; 
he would want toe best for them. 
So we’re going to have toe finest 
Christmas we can.”

Delete Boyd, 13, whose father, 
Frapk,' 43, also was killed, says, 
“We’re going to have Christmas 
Just toe same at our house.” 
Then, she adds wistfully, "Well, 
almost toe same. Mom says dad 
would like it. that way.”
. Leroy Willis,, principal of Car­
michaels Borough Grade School 
where Delete is an eighth-grade 
student, says Boyd'..had just re­
turned to work toe week of toe 
explosion after havii^' been off 
ill since Oct. 22. Delete has a 
younger sister and three- older 
brothers.

Outwardly, Christmas this j«ar, 
in Carmichaels is the same OA- hi 
past years.

“The town doesn’t do much 
really,” notes , the , Rev. Mr. 
Owens. For one .thing, he ex­
plains, Carmichaels is ' in an 
economiciUly depressed area with 
high unemployment.

Carols sound, from a 
speaker in toe middle of 
Strings of colored lights ci 
erdss toe main street. Houses are 
decorated simply. Churches and 
social organizations are l\plding 
parties for the children.

There has been no curtailment 
of the town’s formal holiday 
activities. Whatever had been 
planned before toe disaster is be­
ing carried out.

The Rev, lUr, Owens traces this 
spirit, in part to what he calls 
miner psychology, a fe.eling that 
“anything can happen in the 
mines, and if it does, you Just 
take it and go* on from there.”

Much the same thoughts are 
.expressed by toe Rev. Thomas F. 
Carey, pastor of St. Hugh’s 
Roman Catholic Church.

“Miners and t h ^  families are 
conditioned, to a degree, to the 
hazards involved in making a 
living imderground”, he says. 
“They know such things have 
happened before — and can hap­
pen again. It’s part of their life."

Mr. and Mrs. James Sanner, 
parents of Mrs. Tokish, relate

' “There’s a lot of money com­
ing in now — or so it seems,” 
Sanner observes. “But Delilah 
lias a long pull ahead until her 
youngest, Diane, 3, is grown up. 
It’s going to be a struggle.”

Mrs. Tokish, like other survi­
vors, received $1,000 from a 
special disaster’ fund of toe 
United Mine Workers Union. The 
union also will distribute a total 
of $20,000 among toe families.

UMW Local 6321 has, started a 
Christmas fund, and Uniontown 
Newspapers, Inc., has established 
a trust fund for the education, 
health and welfare of the child­
ren and other dependents. U.S. 
Steel has donated $25,000 to toe 
latter fund..

In addition, there are Social 
Security benefits, state work­
men’s compensation and proceeds 
from private 11^ Insurance.

Dean Jones, who Btars in the 
tile role o( the new sea-golh^ hall- 
hour comedy series, “ Knslgn 
O'Toole—Sunday night an NBC-TV 
—spent a four-year cruise in the 
Navy hut was never aboard ship.

Jones'' landlocked naVal exper­
ience is Just one of several in­
congruities which mar* his stead­
ily rising career.

He was "discovered”  at Knott’s 
Berry Farm, a  Southw^ Cali­
fornia tourist mecca, known for iU 
homemade l^cs and fH ^  chicken 
but not as a place to he found by 
talent scouts. Jones was iqq?ear- 
Ing in a melodrama, “ The Streets 
of New York,”  when he was "dis­
covered" by songwriter Vernon 
Duke, who was planning a new 
musical with Prank lioeeser. The 
show never materialized hut,

■ through Loesser, Jones 
MGM's musical producer, Arthur 
Freed. A-kcroen test and cwtthact 
resulted.

"I was signed as a singer," says 
Jones, "but my first screen Job 
was to kiss Leslie Caron. Then one 
day they^hauded me a script and 
said, ‘Here you’ re going to play 
this scene tomorrow with James 
Cagney.’ I thought they’d flipped. 
‘I’m a singerv' not an actor,’ I 
wailed, ftut Cagney t*uri»d me 
through the scene and from  then 
on the parts grew.’ ’

His picture credits include “Iml' 
tatlon General," “Torpedo Run,’ 
“Handle with’’'Care” and "Never 

,.,So Pew." Jones left Hollywood in 
•1959 to star on Brojulway with 
Jane Fonda in ‘.'There Was a Lit­
tle Girl.” He returned to Holly­
wood for T V  appearances, and 
then wer.i. to New York to star in 
the hit comedy, “Under the Yum 
Yum Tree.”  Jones remained in 
New York until May 1961 when 
the play closed.

Jones was bom  in Decatur, Ala., 
the only child of Andrew and 
Nolla Jones. His father was 
traveling railroad man and Dean 
lived in ntiany places a i a boy in 
eluding Washington, D. C., Nash, 
ville and Clinton, Tennessee, and 
New Orleans.

"It was in New Orleans that 
really learned ■ how to sing,”  says 
Jones. “X left home at 15 to be 
singer. And, after a.succession of

The club closed four months af­
ter Jones started there, and he re­
turned home to finish high school 
in Decatiu*, u id  spent a year at

Asbury OoUege, "Ky, majoring in 
voice. Then he Joined the Navy 
after' this and was shipped to San 
Diego, where he '̂OTis aiudgned as 
an 'airman ifi an outfit «9 eMth>g 
target drones for fleet ' gunnery 
practice. In his spare time,' he 
helb^  vrith entertainment pro­
grams at the base and. eventually 
was transferred to Special Serv­
ices where he produced and star­
red in a local Navy television pro­
gram, “Liberty Call."

T*o aug^ment his ino<me, Jones  ̂
returned to dishwashing and. work­
ed at a local resUmrairt. If* 
friends with the cocktail lounge 
organist, who would list Jones sinjg 
_ few numbers. Soon, he graduat­
ed from the kitchai, and sang for 
910 a night and a steak dinner.

It Was dtiring ' this period that 
Jones met Mae HSntwlsle, who was 
then Miss San D l ^ .  They rode to­
gether on the San DiegO float in 
Pasadena’s Rose Parade. A  few 
hours after the parade, they were 
married. They nave- two daugh­
ters, Carol SSUzabelh and Deanna 
Mae.

The handsome, hazel-eyed six- 
footer’s love for life takes him fish­
ing, water skiing, flying and on 
bicycle Jaimts that- sometimes ex­
ceed 50 miles. He also plays ten­
nis, and enjoys tinkering with ctld 
cars which he fixes and then sells.

Baldwin^ Urges 
Court Program 
Of $20 MiUion

HARTFORD, Dec. 24 (A P )— A 
$20-million courthouse building 
program to replace what he calls 
the existing "horse and bugg(y’’ 
facilities is being proposed by Chief 
Justice Raymond E. Baldwin of 
the State Supreme Court of Errors.

Baldwin, eJ so chief administra­
tive officer of the Connecticut 
judicial system, wants five new 
Superior Court buildings to re­
place the 14 existing courthouses 
by 1974.

He also' recommends the addi­
tion of seven Superior Court and 
three Common Pleas Court Judges 
to ease the logjam of cases’;

In a detailed preview of requests 
he will make to the 1963 General 
Assembly, Baldwin said most of 
the existing coutjihouses were "in­
adequate and ill-suited for the ef- 
fleient administration of Justice."

Construction o f the new court­
houses would be spread over 10 
years under the Bald'wln proposal.

Baldwin also proposed scrapping 
the current system of eight Su­
perior Court and Common Pleas 
Court districts, based on county 
lines. '  . !
