Ransom Could Cost 
Million in Tax

WAfelNGTON (AP) — Through 

tax loss, the U.S. government’s 
share of paylhg the Cuban prls-- 
oners ransom could reach $20 ■ mil-: 
lion.

Mitchell Rogovtn of the Internal 
Revenue Service, in an interview 
Friday, cited that sum — spread 
over three yea rn — an highest 
possible loss to U.S. Treas­
ury from the deal that sent mil­
lions of dollars ot food, dn vs , and 
other supplies' to Fidel Castro’s 
Cuba In exchange for the ).,il3 
Bay of Pigs prisoners.

But Rogovln said he thought the 
tax loss could be less than $to 
tolllian. He stressed that It could 
be considered a tax loss tmly in 
the sense that the U.S. govern­
ment always loses revenue 
through income tax deductions 
after some drive for charity.

Rogovin is coimsel to the com­
missioner of.Internal Revenue. He 
was a  • member of Atty. Gen.
Robert F. Kennedy’s four-man 
team that helped manage the 
government’8.part in the deal .that 
freed the prisoners.

Here is how Rogovin figures the 
possible tax loss:

Although the goods had a valub 
in Havana of $63 million, Rogovin 
said, thefr actual wholesale value 
in the United States, before pack­
ing and transjKirtatlbn costs, 
would be nff" nlore than $40 mil­
lion.

Companies may deduct the 
w h o le^ e  value of the contrib­
uted goods as part of their al­
lowed 5 per cent deduction for 
charity.

$40 million leas income to tax, it 
loses about $20 million in tax 
revenue.

But Rogo-vin lists -two ■factors 
which make it difficult to say that 
the contributing companies- will 
list all $40 million as Inoome 
tax deductions:

1. ’ He knows of some companies 
that ^ready - have exceeded the 
6 per cent deduction. ■

3. Some companies may simply 
divert their contributions from re- 
se v ch  foundations (a tax' deduct­
ible item anyway) to the ransom.

A source close to the drug man­
ufacturers said they likely will 
lirt all their cemtributions t o ' the 
ransom as Income tax deductions..

Nfegro Housing 
Lower Despite 
Equal Income

WASHINGTON (APl-rbespIt# a 
“ spectacular rise*; In the income 
of Negroes. In the last decade, rel­
atively- few of them have, homes 
equal to those of white persons 
with - similar incomes, a govern­
ment report says.

The Housing and Home Finance 
Agenby report, .issued Friday, de­
scribed the emergence of “ a siza- 
bia nonwhite middle class’ ’ which 
it said provides a substantial mar­
ket (or new housing.

The report said there has been a 
narrowing of an educational gap 
between white persons and non- 
whitto. and there is e-vidence that 
this improved eqonomlc situation 
Is being reflected In increased 
home ownership and improved 
living standards by Negroes.

But it added: “ Nonwhite famil­
ies generally are housrf, in older, 
less expensive and .tower quality 
housing than white, families of 
similar incomes. Furthermore, the 
discrepancy is largely imchanged 
as the nonwhite family 
rises.”

In a foreword. Housing Adminis­
trator Robert C. Weaver said the 
study takes on added significance 
In the light of President Kennedy's 
executiva- order on equal, oppor­
tunity in housing. Under It, feder­
al home loan assistance will be 
denied to builders. and sellers who 
practice racial disorimlnation.

ELISABETH’VILLE, Congo (A P )— U.N. forces supported 
by aerial bombardment seized almost complete'xonlat)! o f 
this secessionist capital today and apparently started «  mop­
ping up operation. President Moise Tshombe fled his palace 
and his whereabouts were' unknown.

A U.N., spokesman said Katangan resistance was craddng 
and that’ Tshdmbe’s heavily-armed police were fltoing into 
the bush, leaving behind weapons, equipment and annor^  
cars.

U.N. forces took th6 offensive after two days,o f  Katangan 
police attacks on position^ in Elisabethville. •:*

A U.N, spokesman said the city’s water supply, cut o ff  in 
the outbreak of hostilities ThursdayNaight,, had been re­
stored.

The raid on Kolwezi -was car­
ried out by Swedish-made SAAB 
jet fighters.. It is believed ths$ 
three planes' were destroyed oif 
the ground by the SAABS.
' U.N. Tunisian troops occupied 
EUsabethville’s central post office 
aiid the U.N. claimed to have 
complete freedom for its forces, 
following the seizure of 20 Ka­
tangan road-blocks.

The U.N. military cominknder,
Indian Brig. Reginald Noronha, in 
a 'victorious mood, said the fight­
ing- for the roadblocks had been 
easy, with only one casualty - -  
a wounded Indlim. But he claimed 
the U.N. was still ha-ving to deal 
with mercenaries in the Katan­
gan army.

Asked how he knew that 
mercenaries were taking part in 
the battle, Noronha replied: “ Who 
else could have fired mortars?” .

Earlier U,.N. reports said there 
appeared to have been no mercen­
ary activl^.

Noronha accused President 
Tshombe. of being insincere dur­
ing peace talks on Friday.

gambling devices'^ and reaps $500< 
000 a yoai in license fees will 
end on New Year’s day If Maiyor 
Gordon Clinton has his way. 'Die

Under the policy, initiated in 
1947, . toe city llcetues pinball 
machines, punchboard^ card 
games and other such ^devices. 
But state law makes gambling a 
felony and the state ConsUlutlon 
outlaws lotteries, wMcH the courts 
have held to include all gambling.

Clinton, an ..ex-FBI agent and 
long-time, scoutmaster, contends 
the city should comply with the 
law, and has ordeVed all gambling 
stopped at 8 a.m. New Year’s 
Day.

The City' Council .has voted 6-2 
to keep the tolerance policy in 
force until March 16 In the hope 
toe legislature will have done 
somethmg by. then to get the city 
off the hook. The legislature con­
venes Jan. 14. ■

One of the Indians’ primary tar­
gets was . listed as the gendarm­
erie headquarters at Kar- 
avia, about one mile outside Elis­
abethville. Other sources reported 

- it already had been raptured.
A telegram reaching the United 

Nations in Leopoldville from the 
Katangan capital said U.N. forces 
controlled the post office, the rail­
road stati(Mi, the studios Radio 
Katanga and Tshombe’s palace.

The ,UfN. commarfd moved into 
action .after repeated failures , by 
Tshombe to bring an end to the 
firing of his gendarmes. It ap­
peared that Tshombe did not have 
control over his men. U.S. offi­
cials said they were convinced 
Tshombe acted - in good faith in 
seekli^ an end to the ■ shooting.

In ■ Washington, U.S. . officials 
said they had a report from the 
U.S. Mission in the Congo that 
the outbreak was touched off by 
an Ethiopian U.N. sentry firing 
into the air at the approach of 
& Katanian soldier who didn’t un­
derstand an order to halt.

The outpost had previously been 
manned by ’Tunisian U.N. troops 
who had good relations with the 
Katangans because both fprces 
Jspoke French.

The United Nations said Katan- 
gans f i r ^  an a U.N. patrol 
W e^esday night and a ^ ln  
TiStesday night, but U.N. forces 
did not return the fire.

U.N. accoimts said the interna­
tional tr(X)ps were under frequent 
machinegun, automatic weapons 
and mortar fire throughout Fri­
day morning and afternoon but 
did not reply to the attacks until 
late aftern(x>n.

Whatever the origin of the out­
break—the third round of fight- 

\ ing between U.N. and Katangan 
'forces—it came at a time when 
Tshombe was imder Increasing 
U.N. pressure to bring his rich 
ore-pr(xlucing proi^nce back into 
the fold with the Central Congo­
lese government.

A report from Washington said 
the United States was expected 
to announce shortly its readiness 
to furnish the U.N. force with fur­
ther mtlitary equipment^ for the 
Congo operation. ’The m ok impor­
tant items on the U.N.’s list of.

Town Representative Steve 
Ca-vagnaro, Democrat, submitted 
the bill yesterday, ,upon the re-, 
quest'Of the directors.

The' board, at a Thursday-night 
meeting, voted unanimously in fa­
vor of submitting, the bill to . the 
General Assembly so as to clear­
ly define the geographical areas 
^ e-d istrict is afithorized to serve. 
Heretofore, the charter was not 
clear in this respect. ITie name of 
the district would be ch'anged to 
Eighth District to reflect more ac­
curately the present services the 
district furnishes, the directors 
pointed out. .

like^the reformed drunkard^ ̂ e  
^formed pacifiat can beyiolne- 
thing' of grotesque aam^d of im­
balance In living. We t ^ e , for our 
text, the spectacle ot Prime Min­
ister Nehru of Didia breathing 
military flre, swpAring victory, ad­
mitting he w m ' wrong ever not to 
have the ^{ggtat army in the 
world, and, vowing never t'o be so 
innocent '^atn .'' ' ' '  ■

It llT often that way, in human 
' affnira. There la no conservative 

 ̂ ad' extreme aa the eratwhilie lib­
eral; no anti-Communiat so ber­
serk as the ^(mner Oommuniat.

But ft is aijK> true, to go one 
layer deeper, that this kind of 
erstwhile liberal was never a very 

' sound liberal, that the forrner 
Cp<̂ ii||(iunist was never a very re­
liable Communist, and that, in the 
Instance of Nehru, the fancied 

„ pacifist was never.much of a paci­
fist. .

When Nehru now proclaims that 
he has Teamed a lesson, hi6 is talk­
ing the language that the super­
ficial understanding of the whole 
world wlU be . quick to acclaim. 
The interpretation is thet he tried 
Something Idealistic, and has now 

Ibeconie practical, like the rest of
us.

‘  But 1̂  should not, this kind of 
language, really totisfy him in his 
own coriS^ence. He has little real 
right to abandon the idealism of 
pacifism when he did not himself 
really try It. He was not the disci­
ple of X|nore than a fringe of 
Gandhi’s Shawl. The pious pose was 
more a budgetary economy thaii a 
reflection of actual principle. He 
wanted other people to dpsist 
from arming against him, because 
he was a pacifist. Biit he himself  ̂
wanted arms enough for his own 
purposes, to seise and hold JCash' 
ipir aiM Goa.

During this shadowy ambiva­
lence'6f his, he was, indeed, one of 
the. world's most eloquent spokes­
men for idesdistic principles, so 
tioquent and moving that those 
who heard' and read him thought 
there must somehow be some 

. mistake about some of his stray 
actions which were so much out 
of character. And he could .have 
saved himself from charges of in­
consistency at any time—and still 
can, for that matUr—by behaving 
Just once, in a situation where his 
own sense o f  power and national 
prestige and dignity and leader 
ship responsibility before, his own 
people is involved, as if he bS' 
lieved in the ncm-ylolence of 
Gandhi insteatf of the speclaMl 
cense violence of Nehru. ''

Until he doss that, how.ever, he 
has yf"  right to behave before the 
world ,as if he vriri the pacfiist 
disillujiipned. It .was Nehru first, 
not the Chinese Communists, who 
betrayed the pacifist principle. If 
that. did not wm-k for India, it 
was not because the Communists 
ripped through it; ijt was because 
Nriiru never really, wore it. 
Whether the pacifist principle 
might have wotked for India and 
for Nehru has not been indicated 
or proved in any legitimate of au­
thoritative way; it hauj not been 
tried.

This, except for Nehru's long­
time wistful effort to C9MjL himself 
in the role, is no particular re­
flection on Nehru. All he was do- 
Ing.wss to join that great atad un­
ending procession of men. who, 
once in the reeponeibillty of power, 
have not dared put Idealistic prin­
ciple to the test. It is easier to lei 
a nation or a world die by the ac­
cepted rules than to try the new 
and different. rule which might 
save the world.

But, once we put Nehru where 
he has kept himself all along, and 

' this le the immediate topical. 
.terest o f this present diecuMioft, 
there le no reason to judge either 
him or hie rivale^and enmies out­
side the MxUnary c o n t ^  of hu­
man jind national bdAvior. When, 
aa at tha newa mpmant, PakMan 
trieka and outrages him by an­
nouncing ^Kaahm lr border d id

witii Oommu^M China ati the very 
moment India a i^  Pakistan arc 
supposed to sit try to
find a peaceful solution o f ' their 
own torUorial dispute in Kash­
mir, this the same level of 
behavior whlM fihds Nehru luing  ̂
troops, all these years, to hold the 
section o f Kashmir he wants.

If Nehru, however, wishes to 
shift the issue to some higher 
level, that la still his option,* and 
the world mig^t still ' applaud. 
Suppose, for instance, Ksi. should 
try to propose soihe system of po­
litical and 'econOi^ and cultural 
life in the grpaf suh-cohtlnent .in 
which It 94>lfldn’t make the slight­
est ctmdeivable difference to any­
body whether ulUmate title to any 
particular territory were held.by 
either India or Pakistan. Suppose 
he got the Idea of using Kashmir 
to unify India and Pakistan again, 
instead of widening the division 
between them.

Sufipose he conquered a l ib is  
own routine leadership fears, and 
became, u  he perhaps ^  really 
wished to be all along^tne man of 
vision Slid ideals. I^ in  he might 
claiin the right to ^M judged, and 
supported, in thS context of heir, 
not merely successor, to Gandhi, 
and a goO<| fnany people would be 
glkd to view hiin in that contact,: 
and ho might be a leader, instead 
of a 'i'ictim, of events in his tfme.

Thoe« Autmnation BIubb

It ik rather difficult to believe 
that any of those who profess to 
fear automation and its effect upon 
employment ' opportunities have 
ever come down out of their own 
peesimistlc theory to measure the 
actual net results of the tweptieth 
century trend toward greater effi­
ciency through use of machines.

There are, obviously enough, cer­
tain special cleAr fields in which 
the progress of the machine cuts 
down the number of jobs available 
to human beings. In things like 
farming, or mining, th^e are the 
clear -resulU of greater producUon 
achieved with muck less manpow­
er. Thia does lead to a decrease in 
job opportunitieq.V.,^t this is only 
because, in these particular fields, 
we hqve not yet imagined or found 
a way to justify an eternal in­
crease in the amount of stuff we 
grow or dig.

Wo dô  have the imagination, this 
inv.entivenesa for converting the 
advent and help W  the machine into 
the creation of more .and more 
work for both ihachine and humans 
to do. in many other fields. There 
are, thank goodness, qome enter­
prises and . services wldeh have a 
built-in ability to k y p  swallowing 
up Ihe BuppoAed help of the ma­
chine by invMting new and com­
plicated performances for them­
selves.

Thus, from observation, one can 
g '̂ess that the introduction of the 
computer, which can calculate fast­
er than thousands of human beings 
added together, into the process of 
giving election returns has at least 
doubled the human staff a tele. 
vision network has to have avail­
able for election night.

Any time any department of gov­
ernment, which has something to 
do -with' some service to the public, 
announces that it is going in, for 
the time-saving economy of some 
new machine process in its opera­
tions, the public can prepare It­
self for an inevitable series of fu­
ture announcements. These will re- 
veAI that the department in ques­
tion, thanks to the modernization 
of its functioning, needs larger 
space, .more employes, and higher 
appropriations. And this >doeSn’t 
even begin to mention the number 
of additional mvi.hours the new 
process, whatever it is, will re­
quire from the outside public.

The same Inverted law of im- 
prov^ent—that the more modem 
and mechanized a service to the 
public becomes, the higher the pay­
roll it requires, the more expensive 
its charge,and the more Compli­
cated, and troublesome it is for the 
public to use the service involved— 
this same inverted law is‘'hot pat­
ented by the departments of gov­
ernment. It is also {demonstrated, 
beautifully, by many < of our more 
imaginative piiyate enterprises.

Befor'e- joining the* automation 
blues, think it over. What product 
or service reaches you more cheap­
ly, thanks to the machine age? 
Where the machine may have 
knocked sonrie jobs out of existence, 
how often has it, at the same time, 
promoted and created new ah'd ad­
ditional jobs? Has anybody, thanks 
to the' machine, ever discovered 
that it actually cost less to run any 
business, or sell any product, or 
provide any services?

The answer is, we think, ttiat 
there is always a providential law 
ot compensation, a law 'whiCh, in 
every conceivable kind ,of human 
operation or business, is always 
capable of turning any threatened 
economy into a new increase in 
cost, any new efficiency into a new 
trouble and headache, any slmpUfl 
cation of procedures into a new 
complication. We have a resilient 
talent for sa'ving ourselv^ from 
our own ingenuity and progress.

Every time we ran into Horace 
Seely-Brown d u r i n g  the late 
lamented campaign, we got in line 
for a potholder. This incurable de­
sire, on our part, to get one of 
the pothoiders for which his cam­
paign was famous was-Mt found­
ed, entirely on bur burning loyalty 
to his candidacy. It/was not anyX 
comment, either, o|r the wisjdom of 
his famous campaign gimmick. We 
were not obllgAting or cbHimitting 
outself in a ^  way. But there was 
something^x^ing for nothing, and 
it WAS u '  article which had some 
conceivable p r a c t i c a l  use and 
value; And the idea of getting a 

Stock o f pothoiders, against 
ie day when candidates might not 

gMng them away any more 
proved all powerWl with us. We 
got in.Une, with hand out^

This Ibehaylor on our part il­
lustrated the truth ' of Seely- 
Brown’s own observation about 
those sophisUoated characters who 
pretended to think the potholder 
gimmick A/rather low level ap­
proach to the electorate. They 
wire always the ones who wanted 
more than their qhare of the pot- 
holders. So with us, ivith our in­
cipient judgment on the gimmick, 
but our constant presence in line.

We could resist everything ex­
cept the prospect of something for 
nothing.

That aame lure made us follow 
Non-Congressman Jim C o l l i n s  
around for copies of his, excellent 
cook book. But gimmicks that 
were merely clever instead of be­
ing useful, that did not add up to 
some actual cash value of some 
kind, that did not suggest to us 
that, by taking them, we would 
save ourself some future 10 or 19 
cent expenditure, these left us 
relatively cold. We would riol 
stand In line for them. In fact, we 
had trouble faking them, 'even 
when cornered by them.

All this seemi"to (u-ove that if 
the Republican party wanted to 
get such as we to take its cam­
paign gimmicks, it did well to 
spend some money for them and 
give some actual value. This it did 
with the pothoiders, for which It 
spent nearly $40,000 in cold cam­
paign cash. It could have got 
cheaper gimmicks, a greater num­
ber of something or other, certain­
ly, for the aame amount of money, 
and thus have thrown xthat money 
completely ^4own the drain, no 
tan^ble value left''from It, and the 
poUticdl cam pai^ value dubious 
too. f

Having analysed our own reJafer 
lion to the campaign jrimmick 
down to the dlKovery that Its only 
possible appeal is to our idea ot 
getting something for nothing, we 
make so bold as. to guess that that 
is about all that was Involved, Aurr. 
ing the past campaign, as all 
kinds of greedy hands, sophistica­
ted and otherwise, reached out 
toward the thing .Republican cam­
paigners were reaching out..

This —• the likelihood that the 
thing being given away was re­
ceived and appreciated because it 
might be worth 10 cents rather 
than because of the clevcmessNir 
origln^ty or source or poliUcalx 
alTtliation of the gimmick—leads ̂  
us to suggest that the era of the 
gimmick may be . over, in Con­
necticut at least, for quite a long 
time. For the Democrats, as usual, 
have a repu^tion for promlilng 
and spending more than anybody 
else ever can, and, as against their 
extreme and recklass generosity, 
which Is always well advertised by 
the Republicans, the Republicans 
have precious little chance of get­
ting anybody, even when they are 
tWlllng to pay as high as 10 cenU 
a vote in direct merchandise. In 
any case, faddist pracUces like 
this always nm the same cycle, 
from original refreshing novelty to 
a cheapened excess and then' to 
long disappearance from the scene. 
The 1962 campaign was the mod­
ern ail time'high level mark\for 
the gimmick; we wouldn't be Sur­
prised if, by 1964 end 1966, candi­
dates campaigned with empty 
hands.

Might Be Set on Moon

An interesting controversy is 

taking place today among astron­
omers and space scientists. They 
are trying to decide Whether to 
install a large astronomical tele­
scope hi orUt around the earth 
or on the moon.

'The reason why this is.clainiing 
the attention «{( scientists is that 
before the end of this .decade man 
will be on the moon. If the moon 
is the most suitable place to In­
stall a largo astn^omical tele­
scope, we . should be concerned 
about it 'kt this Ume and our 
plans for the immediate future 
shesdd' undertake the intriguing 
and complex broblems ot a hinar 
InstallaUon.' -

Within the next two years satel­
lite astronomy will be given a tre­
mendous boost by the orbiting of 
the first astronomical observa­
tory containing a 12-lnch tele­
scope. While plans ‘call for a high 
precision, remotely controlled 36- 
Inch telescope to go into orbit in 
1964, plana are alao underway for 
the development of a SO-inch space 
telescope. Used efficiently, a tele­
scope of this size Will produce a 
wealth of astronomical data about 
unusual objects in our Milky Wa'y 
or galaxy, as 'well as estragalactic 
objects. Many of the questions 
which are unanswered today as 
to the size, time scale and struc­
ture of the universe' may be re 
solved when 
comes operational.

In spite of the immediacy of 
orblUiig observatories, some as­
tronomers- cling to the opinion 
that the moon is the finest stable 
platform on which to mount a 
giant telescope. These astrono­
mers believe that the moon, even 
with its Incredibly intricate mo­
tions, is a much better place to be 
than in orbit where severe prob­
lems of radiations, temperatures 
and controls are encountered. The 
final decision may not come for 
some time, but the advantages of 
each position can be defined.

.There„ are numerous benefits ac 
cruing from a Targe earth-orbiting 
telescope. From the propulsion 
point of view, to orbit a telescope 
would necessitate -achieving a ve­
locity of only fiye miles per sec- 
ond. To put this same telescope 
on the moon, almost nine miles 
per second of velocit'V are re­
quired. Thus the propulsion unit 
could be much smaller and the 
cost of the orbiting observatory 
much less, or for we same pro­
pulsion unit a mqch lalger tele-

fcope could be orbited.
Operational Difficulties 

To point,' guide and hold a tele­
scope on a celestial object means 
that there must be some way of 
moving the telescope. The conven­
tional method of doing this is to 
use one or more motors to turn 
the telescope In seine -sort of gim- 
bal system to the desired object; 
then have one motor providing the 
guiding motion. This is what is 
done on earth and would have to 
be done on the moon. But the/e 
are difficulties in this method.
■ When a telescope is moved or

^ d e d , there Is a bearing system 
in the -gimbals which normally 
permits smooth motion. Any ir­
regularities or friction in the gim- 
bal bearings will disturb the tele- . 
scopd- in space so that bearing., 
in the usual sensk are unacceptr 
ble.

For the orbiting observator; 
there really is no limit, to th 
guiding accuracy. Because of th 
complete absence of frictltm. A' 
the Infinitely small correctior 
which can be lued, this telescoy 
could lock onto ah object ;and h 
erally hold It so still that it migh 
not vary more than l-l(X)th of - 
second of arc. This represent 
looking at .the two edges pf th 
quarter from a distance in exeec 
of -300 miles; so the glmbalir 
system < in space is as close to 
perfection as vis possible.

To Be Run Automatioally
The only objection to the orbil 

ing station is that no human be 
Ihg can touch it. ’The human b'
Ihg generates physical pplse whic!' 
is incompatible with the’  operatic 
of an accurately guided telescopt. 
Even the motion of the bloo' 
through our bodies is unaccepta. 
ble in this configuration. R aj- 
pears , that the only way In whlc'- 
the handicap of a man could b 
dvercome would be to expose th 
photographic plates _automatlce' 
ly. The astronomer |iiv orbit couh' 
then chahge the plates after the; 
had been exposed.

This is -for the future. For the 
■present, the scheme will be to re 
celve the information from th'- 
telescope on a television tube. 
This Information could then .be rr 
layed to the earth or to a statlo: 
in space. ''

When an orbiting bbservator- 
can. be launched with Its . manne 
attehdant, the space telescop' 
will ■ open up new vistas for tii 
astronomer, and there may resui 
an explosion in. the astrpnomlcr 
sciences which will surprise eva 
the most radical-minded scien­
tists In file profession.

Venus M ay H ave  
Longer D ay, N ight
PHaADELPmA (AP) — Mar- 

Iner 2’s historic fly-by near Venua 
indicates the cloud-shrouded plan­
et may .have longer days and 
nights than her sister planet, 
earth.

Scientists said .Wednesday first 
rjsports from Mariner indicate Ve­
nus has little or' no magnetic 
field.

Observations were based on the 
only data analysed -so -far from 
the tape-recorded, reports made 
when Mariner passed Within 
21,600 miles of Venus on Dec. 14.

TTie lack of.,a magnetic field, 
-they said, could be tweause of a 
slow rotation. Biarth turns op its 
axis every 24 hours, pro-vidlng the 
24-hour day. Venus, however, 
about the same slse as earth, mpy 
take cmisiderably longer. "

-The report aald the observations 
thus far suggest that planets and 
satellites that rotate much idower 
than earth have small magnetic 
fields.

The. planet Jupiter, 10 times the 
size of earth, rotates twice in an 
earth day. Recent radio measure­
ments 'indicate it has a much 
stronger magnetic .field than the 
earth. The earth’s moon, also a 
slow rotator, has a magnetic field 
less than one-third of one per 
cent as strong as' earth’s, a So­
viet space probe reported.

Venus’ weaker magnetic field, 
scientists concluded from the Mar­
iner data, .indicates the planet has 
no radiation belts, nor any south­
ern ler. northern .lights such as 
those seeq̂ . on earth.

Earth’s magnetic field traps 
high energy atomic particles that 
stream through space and more 
or less confines them in belts of 
radiation around the. earth.

Twelve daya after its trip by 
Venus, Mariner still la making 
measurements on the climate of 
space and reporting data back to 
earth. The space probe continues 
into an- orbl' around the,sun.

The report on Mariner’s 180-mil­
lion-mile journey to Venus was 
made by P. J. Coleman of the 
University of California at Los 
- Îngeles, Professor Leverett Davis 
Jr. of the Callfoniia Institute of 
Technology; Dr. Edward J. Smith 
of the Jet Propulsion Laboratory, 
and Dr. C. -P. Senn^tt of the 
Ames Research Center of the Na­
tional Aeronautics and Space Ad--’ 
ministration. ’ -

The report - was given at the 
American Association for the Ad­
vancement of Science conference.

Measles M ay Have 
l in k  to Sclerosis

. tl)S  ANGElnfes (AP) — Possibil­
ity of an indirect link - between 
measles and..multiple sclerosis is 
suggested ' by I .two medical re- 
searchere at>-,the University of 
California, Los AngCles.

Drs. Joim M. Adams and David 
it. Imagawa say their research 
indicates a disguised measles vi­
rus may be involved in thb mys­
terious ' and crippling multiple 
sclerosis.

Their findings, published, in the 
December iswe of. "Proceedings 
of Experimental Biology anq Med­
icine," show:'.

Measles antibodies in the spinal 
fluid of more than <75 ^er cent. of 
35 multiple. scleroels patients, aqd 
no measles antibodies in 60 per­
sons who. did not' have multiple 
sclerosis.
. 'They speculate th'at the measles 

'rirus may remain in the central 
nervous system in a disguised 
form that contributes to the pro­
gressive destruction ot the Myelin 
sheath surrounding nerves. Multi­
ple scleroels is characterized by 
the loss of the Myelin sheath, the 
doctors said.

Tliey streksed that their evi­
dence is indirect and subject to 
further checking.

NEW jYORK (AP)T-Anything ks 
popular !(as lower taxes shouldn’t 
be a call to battle. But the pro­
gram which the Kennedy adminis­
tration has ..drawn up at PeUm 
Beach, Fla., and which it ,wiU dls 
close to {Congress In about two 
weeks in chilly Washington, finds 
the battle lines well established 
even before the details are Known.

Business wants onk kind of tax 
cut. Labor makes it plain .It wants 
another. The administration may 
well want a third.

Liberals favor tax cutting—if 
along certain lines—and- forget 
about any Treasury deficits. Con­
servatives frown on tax cutting 
.imless government spending also 
drops so the federal budget can be 
kept in balance, or nearly so.

The amount of the reduction is 
in disptite. The timing of the.,cut 
is, too. And, above all, the ques 
tion is who gets the cut and how 
much—and will it he offset by loss 
of certain privUegeii In the present 
tax laws.

The uncertainty In the - mean­
time isikt doing anything ,-for eith­
er business or indiriduaf planning.

Business '.spokesmen tend to 
stress the good that would flow 
from a drop ln;the present 62 per 
cent levy on '^rporate earnings. 
The money saved, they aay, could 
be Used for modernisation or ex­
pansion, and hence for faster eco­
nomic gtowth. They also- favor 
drastic trimming of the top brack­
ets' of individual income taxes, 

argument is that this would 
money most likely to flow Into 

inlrestment markets, for new ven­
tures o r , expansion.

Labor headers have put forth ^  
different idea. Let the .corporat?* 
changes go over for a year. The 
first cut should be in the lowest 
brackets of personal incomes. 
This would proride Increased pur­
chasing power, benefitting. busi­
ness and thus creating jobs -for 
those now out of work.

bonservatlve spokesmen argu4 
against this, contending that, since 
the- grea  ̂ dollar 'volume of tax 
collections' come from the multi- 
tiidek in the lower and middle 
brackets, any cut, sisable enough, 
to do them much good individually 
would mean a pyramiding of the 
federal budget deficit. ’Die con­
servative argument is that such a 
deficit could lead to monetary in­
flation, a rise in consuftier prices, 
and the individuals would be no 
better off at the end of the year.

Many liberals are on record .as 
favoring both corporate and in­
dividual cuts as BO<m as possible. 
Their position is that together this

Page by page, this southeastern 
Arkansas community is s ltp p ^  
itself back into history—back --into 
the busy, bustliiig Mississippi Riv­
er port It was half a centu^ ago.

The old eternwheelers that once 
tied up'''itt ■ its wharves are gone 
forever. Stacks of timber and 
bales of cotton will never line 
whaiwes that aren't there any 
more.

But if plans are carried out, toe 
remainder of the town will be jiist 
as it was in the 1875-1926 period.

The citizens' do-it-yourself re­
juvenation . of the town inti a 
reproductiqn of its own heyday ia 
expedited to attract a comm'odit/ 
perhaps as valuable .as the cotton 

.and timber, upon which it once 
thrived—the tourist. -

At the turn of the century, Ar-. 
kansas City was a growing Mis­
sissippi River port with a popula­
tion of 10,000.

It was a gateway to great Um-, 
ber and farmlands, boasting 
lumber and planing mills, a  grain 
elevator, several cotton gins and 
even two hotels. '

The people walked on dirt or 
sometimes mud streets-and there 
was the occasional rowdiness of

But there was also a fine opera 
house, big and solidly built homes 
and churches and all the sigpis of 
a solid core of citizenry;"

Consolidating gains, the United 
Nations ordered Katanga pilots to 
surrender by noon Tuesday and 
give up all their planes which had 
survived U.N. strafing attacks.

Tshombe himself, . who has 
vowed to fight-to the end against 
forced reunlficatian of the C<mgo, 
was reported to have returned to 

^Katanga. He took off in a Rhode- 
'sian air force transport from 
Salisbury for an unannounced des­
tination after an overnight 'visit 
■to the capital of the Central Afri­
can Federaticm.

Officials in the Rhodesian bor 
der town of Ndola said Tshombe 
flew to Kolwezi, 160 miles north 
west of Blisabethville. Katangans 
at Ndola expressed belief he 
planned to rdform his government 
In Kolwezi and organize his armed 
forces to carry on the fight.
