It la beginning to need new
production ‘capacity not because
production capacity itself is really
the golden calf Kennedy economic
theory—or at least Kennedy cam-
paign economic theory—has pro-
claimed H to be, but because it is

" | really needed to emable American

industry to be efficlent in meet-
ing the demands upon it.

A good many of us have now
complsted the switch from horse
to cart, and accepted the idea that
the thing to do is to cut taxes
first and let spending fend for it-
self. Bul we cannot quite go along
with the great gross national
product theory, which saya that
the thing to do Is to build the
production capacitly first and then
hope we have some use for what
it turns out. So it becomes a very
comfortable and reassuring thing
to visualize a situation such as
that offered by the latest statis-
tica, which show that we are now
operating a higher percentage of
the production capacity we have
‘than has been the case for meveral
years, and which indicate that the
time may be just ahead when mar-
ket demand—not some arbitrary
fiat from government planners—
will. dictate building some new
production capacity.

The experience grows more® and
more rare—the experienhce of find-
ing that some sound old law of
economics still worka and still
builds a sound prosperity—but
there ia still nothing to top it. Pa-
tience j¢ required to give it a
chance; & nation seeking sound-
ness instead of splurge and glamor
cannot assume that profits and
prosperity are limitless, or neces-
sarily based entirely on credit and
inflation; the economic tortoise
never gets many backers in any
race toward a new frontier, but
every now and then it does have
2 day, and that usually turns out
to be & day that has a very good
feeling about it. To be building
new plants and production capac-
ity because we really need them—
that will, if it happens, be quite a
thrill.

How High Those Drifts?

We wish to register a doubt
without running any risk of being
given the opportunity to prove
ourselves right or wrong.

Our doubt directs itself to the
height reported for the drifts left
by various blizzards of this young
winter in several localities.

They cannot find'
within themselves the capacity to
be the first to take their hands
Off the military atom.

If this is the way both Britain
and France feel, and act, the one
of them our original partner in
bullding the first bomb, the other
of them a nation which haa gone |
out and made the homb for itself,
thank you, then it is nol very re-
markable that we, even though
‘We are talented in asking others
to give up the bomb, have never
really considered such a total im-
possibility as giving it up our-|
selves, !

We did suggest this once. in our
original Baruch proposal, way
back when we thought we were
the only ones who had the bomb,
and even then we required for our-|
selves the privilege of continuing
to hold our own bombs longer than
gnybody else, until we were satis-
fled that nobody else did have

3 ; or was bullding any. We of-
then, to help make mure
nobody else ever had a bomb,

the drifts are, to measure them
for ourselves. And we don't want
o have any simllar drifts depos-
ited or blown here, s0 wa can look
out a second story window and see
for ourselves how deep they are.

The doubt we wish to express,
a5 soOn as we are granted Immu-
nity, & not an unfriendly one. We
can underatand, easily enough, the
Patl Bunyan instinet which comes

over anybody given an opportu-
nity to tell the outside world what
special kind of weather has come|
to hin own particular village. We |
can understand that, given one

freakiah drift which might actu-/

jally measurs so many feet deep,

it becomes relatively easy, almost
irreaistible, to add a few feet to
the drift, and then make that sin-

| gle freakish drift plural, so that it

goes out to the outside world as
"drifts" so many feet high. ‘

We have forgotten the exact
height reported for some of those
December drifts out in Ohio and
western New York state. But, last
weekend, the figure frequently
mentioned for Maine and New
Hampshire was one of 20 feel.
And now, as Britain suffers its
first blizzard of the new year, we
read that roads there have been
blocked by 12 foot drifts.

And the British, of course, nre,
supposed to be famous for under-
statement,

We don't quite go back to the
famous Blizzard of '88. But, in the
span since then, we have seen
some supposed blizzards, none of
which could boast drifts twice as
tall as & man or three times as
tall as a man. We are not aure
that we believe anybody in Maine
has aver seen a drift 20 feet tall,
or that anybody in Britain has
been encountering drifts’ 12 feet
high. We do have considerable
curiosity as to jumt how high the
drifts in Maine and Britain might |
be. We wouldn't be surprised if
there were drifts as much as five
or six feet high in Britain, n.nd!
perhaps eight feet high in Maine,
elther height representing quite a
storm, and much more of a storm
than we have any desire Lo meas-
ure for ourselves.
