After The Herald had fought ita
losing fight, 15 years ago, against
the installation of parking meters
In Manchéster—we argued that
charging people for the use of
their own streets would be bad in
principle and bad for business—
we retreated to the position that
the only justifiable way to oper-
gte meters in Manchester would
be to devole the revenue from
them to the acquisition and pro-
vision of free parking space off the
ptreets, and that, as soon as this
goal had been reached, the meters
themselves should go and free
parking be restored to the streets
as well,

We suppose that, in actuality,
that {s how we are coming out.
Revenue from the meters has fi-
nanced free public parking lots,
There is now, for our present
needs at least, ample parking in
the downtown section. Given any
sensible parking behavior on the
part of downtown employes, who
should certainly not preempt the
parking spaces most convenient
for' the customers who give the
downtown section its livelthood

and create {ts jobs, there is no|

reason why total free parking
should not operate mmocthly, Man-
chester can begin welcoming its
customers the way they should al-
ways have been welcomed.

What this paradoxical situation
—the Communists were aupposed-
ly the original sponsora of the
planners, and the planners are
often accused of doing the work
of the Communists among us—all
adds up to is one more indication
of what many think must be the
ultim: te destination of our two
civilizations, That would hsve
both of us, following completely
opposite routes, coming out at just
about the same middle place, with
our rugged individualism left far
behind us, and Russia's political
despotism left equally far in the
rear,

That may be some time in the
future. Meanwhile, it is interest-
Ing to guess that the political mas-
terz in the Kremlin may be afraid
of the planning technology they
once sponsored. And, in our own
country, just to keep ourselves
some {llusion of belng free agents,
it will remain a good idea to aee
that' the degree of government we
do tolerate does stay within some
bounds, and never gets the full
chance to do what we suspect it
could do, which would be to plan
us into some final dead end immo-
bility.

Any columnist should be afraid
of generalizations. Any generaliza-
tion carries inside itaelf the night-
maére that, once it has been pro-
claimed, something exactly the op-
posite will then demonstrate it-
self to be true,

It may well be, therefore, that
we will wind up the encoming 1863
session of the Connecticut Gen-
eral Assembly In a state of awe
and admiration for the calibre of
public servant it has put on stage.

But before the new display of
talent has begun, we will venture
one delicate negative observation,

We have-nol yet noticed any big
talent pay-off for the state's new
financial generosity to its legisla-
tora,

This negative judgment of ours
Is necessarily subject to future
amendment. The new and previ-
ously untested talent coming into
this new General Assembly may
prove the finest In the history of
the state.

But one portion of the book
may, perhaps, be appralsed as if
it were already closed.

One thing the token generosity
of paying our legislators §2,500 in-
stead of $800 for their service has
nol done, so far, s to insure the
bullding up and the continuance in
service of an experienced, especi-
ally high calibre group of legisla-
tors.

One flat proof of this comes in
themembership of the new House
of Representatives which, without
any great degree of change in re-
Iative party strength. nonetheless
represents a huge turnover of per-
sonnel from the 1981 session.

Such continuity of service and
talent ns the new House posaesses
is provided by old public service
veterans, who were coming to the
House when pay was low, and who
would be coming to the House
if there were no pay at all,

But what is missing from the
House is any quota of second
term or third term people of ob-
vious potential leadership callbre,
people obviously on the way up.
Actually, some of those who, In
the 19681 session, seemed destined
to be going some place are among
the miasing, on the 1963 roster.
So far, then, we make bold to
proclalm, the new higher salary
for Connecticut legisiators has not
begun to produce what ita spon-
sors said It ahould — a higher
calibre of legislative service, To
the contrary, the turnover of legis-
lative personnel seems to be ac-
celerating, while the quality de-
clines.

We suspect thal the remedy
which may now be invoked will be
that which, on Nov, 4th, 1058,
drew a grand total of 124,035 yes

. votes In the state, as opposed to

84,848 no votes. That waa the
vote on the constitutional amend-
ment which took from the people
and handed to the legislators them-
selves the direct power to set
legislative salaries. S0 now, If
$2,500 isn’t doing the trick, we
can, perhaps, look forward to the
first of an unending series of bi-
partisan agreements, stretching
limitiessly Into the future, increas-
ing legislative salaries every oth-
er session or s0, until they are high
enough to draw only the best.
