The Senate vacancy caused by 
the. death of Sen. Robert S. Kerr 
of Oklahoma was filled Sunday 
with the appointment of Democrat 
J. Howard Edmondson.

This wide Democratic, edge may 
be Ulusory. In both branches 
Southern Democrats have a habit 
of not following their party lead­
ership, of combining with conser­
vative Republicans to thwart the 
Democratic administration.

Two years ago. In an attempt 
to prevent the House Rules Com­
mittee from delaying liberal leg­
islation, the administration won a 
fight to expand It to 16 members. 
By adding three members to the 
traditional 12, the group’s com­
plexion was tipiped to the liberal 
side.

(A P)— Howard Edmondson, 
a friend of President Ken­
nedy, resigned Sunday as gov­
ernor of Oklahoma and was 
appointed to the U.S. Senate, 
succeeding the late Robert S. 
Kerr.

Oeorge Nigh, 36, the lieutenant 
governor who moved up to the 
governor's office and appointed 
Edmondson, said President Ken­
nedy told him he would be person­
ally pleased by the appointment.

Nigh said he telephoned the 
President, who is vacationing at 
Palm Beach, Fla., before Ed­
mondson resigned and told him 
Edmondson would be named to 
the Senate.

The administration can expect 
solid suppprt from Edmondson, 37, 
a Democrat who backed Kennedy 
for the presidential nomination in 
1960.

Nigh, also a Democrat, will be 
governor for only one week. Hen­

Birth Control Unit 
Opens at Hartford

HARTFORD ,AP) —The plan­
ned Parenthood League of Con­
necticut announced Sunday it 
would house a birth control Infor­
mation center at 9 Main St. here.

A reception marked the open­
ing of the office.

The center will be open WednesT 
days and Fridays from 9 a.m. to S 
p.m. In addition to complete in­
formation on birth control meth­
ods for married people only, the 
center will provide Information on 
the following:

Education for marriage, child 
spacing, referrsd to out-of-state 
clinics for birth control informa­
tion or treatment, and on infer­
tility problems.

Mrs. Richard Griswold, execu­
tive director of the state league, 
said "We look at the whole field 
of planned parenthood, which in­
cludes helping people who have 
difficulty having children and want 
them.”

In a letter which explains the 
operational plan of the new Hart­
ford center, written by Hartford 
League President Henry
Dawes, the league says:

"We are sofry that we cannot 
give direct assistance (prescrl'bing 
or treatment) to the many couples 
neediitg practical help (Wrth con­
trol information) at this time, but 
wa plan to open clinics here, and 
throughout the state, when the U. 
S.. Supreme Court legalizes birth 
control in Connecticut."

FRANKFORT, Ky. (AP) — Was 
Daniel Boone a pioneer hero, as 
history books picture him, or was 
he a bumbling backwoodsman of 
no real talent?

That question hot one in 
Kentucky historical'’’'circles and 
hai touched off a lively debate.

Igniting it was Louisville histori­
an Robert McDowell, who calls 
Boone "an uncouth, irresponsible 
hunter, who through a freak of 
fate was elevated to the role of 
folk hero in his own lifetime.”

McDowell had tl^se epithets for 
Dan'l; "a  blunderer, a clod, a 
dupe whose reputation is largely 
undeserved.”  McDowell s a i d  
Boone lost his Kentucky land, was 
tried for treason by his own peo­
ple and took credit for several 
historical firsts which belong to 
others.

Further, he said, Boone was not 
a great historical figure, had 
small talent for leadership and 
was mediocre as an Indian fighter, 
pathfinder and explorer.

Other historians rose to Boone’s 
defense.

Admittedly, said Dr. Thomas 
Clark of the University of Kentucky 
Boone may have been Illiterate.

NEW YORK (AP) — In Cart 

Sandburg’s own words, it was 
beautifully tumultous evening.”

It was a brilliant literary din­
ner at the Waldorf-Astoria, cele­
brating Sandburg’s 86th birthday 
and the p u b l i c a t i o n  of his 
now book of 77 poems, Utled 
"Honey and Salt.”  It was given 
by his publishers, Harcourt, Brace 
ft World, with scores of celebri­
ties in attendance. ,

When Sandburg dropped his 
short cigar to get up and reswl 
the title poem of the new book, 
he said the occasion was so rare 
and unforgettable that he could 
not express his feelings even in 
a poem.

But he declared the evening’s 
fine remembrances "will help mo 
live a little longer—perhaps a 
year or so.”  - *

He read in a voice that still 
remains deep and .mellow. After 
an autographing session he re­
marked that "toward the end X 
felt like' something the cat drug 
hi.”  „

A personal friend since 1927, 
William O. Douglas, associate 
justice of the U.S. Supremo-Court, 
made the first of many speeches 

, and predicted that Sandburg wiU 
b e  remembered as Song as Abra­
ham Lincoln. Sandburg’s Lincoln 
biography won one of his two 
PuliUer Prises.

Novelist John Steinbeck, recent 
Whiner of the Nobel Prise, paid 
the shortest tribute: "Carl, all of 
us could have learned from, you— 
and a lot of us did.”

An affectionately admiring 
poem to "Oari Sandburg, lover at 
Uie long view,”  was read b;

Bargaining Under Test 
U.S. Tells Dock Men

NEW YORK (AP) — A federal'^shoremen’s Association (ILA) and

LONDON (AP)—London news­
papers said today swift British 
jets slipped past U.S. defenses re 
cently In a mock H-bomb attack 
that could have wiped out major 
cities, including New York, Wash­
ington, Chicago and Los Angeles. 
U.S. and British officials, denied 
the report.

Pour British newspapers said 
the exercise was carried out by 
four Vulcan bombers about two 
months ago. The bombers fly up 
to 600 miles an hour.

A spokesman for the North 
Amerlekn Defense 0>mmand in 
the United States termed the re­
port a lot of nonsense.

The spokesman said further to­
day "There has been no substan­
tiation of such overflights and 
these have no basis In fact.”

He said that no British Vul­
can bombers took part In any 
NORAD exercises in all of last 
year, although these bombers 
make exchange visits with the 
Strategic Air Command Station at 
Omaha.

5 Injured; 
Blaze Guts 
Old Edifice

WALLINGFORD (A P)— 
F^ve persons were killed to­
day when a fire roared 
through the 163-year-old Cen­
tral Hotel. Twenty-six other 
guests were in the three- 
story, wooden building. Some 
fled in their night clothes.

Some leaped to safety, others 
were carried from the building. 
Five were injured.

An alarm was turned in at 1:30 
a.m. by Ben B'rank, a reporter In 
the Walllngfford Bureau of ths 
New Haven Register, who said:

“I heard screams from down tba 
street. At first I thought it was 
only some trouble at the nearby 
police station. When I looked 
toward the hotel it was a mass at 
flames.

The dead were identified an Jo- 
seph.Ivan, about 80; Jamea Keat­
ing, 70; Paul Snyder, 66; Frank 
Hartman, 72, and Andrew Lenart, 
58. All were presumably full-time 
residents of the hotel.

About 75 firemen fought the 
(blaze, described as the worst in 
the town’s  history. It took more 
than three hours to bring under 
control..

One of the victims, Ivan, was 
the imcle o f Fire Chief John Oine.

The cause of the fire waa not 
determined immedl'aitely.

Leo Campos, the owner of the 
hotel, estim ate the damage at 
about 6100,000.

Three of the guests were admit­
ted to Meriden Hospital.

They were Thomas Clougherty, 
20, of McKeesport, Pa.; Robert 
Maha, 26, o f Dravoeburg, Pa.; and 
Robert Taylor, 49, of Wallingford.

News Strike Probing 
Aims to Rouse Public

NEW YORK (AP)—A board of.^Friday ” or 'earlier if possible,”
three jurists starts an investiga­
tion today to determine whether 
the public’s interests "are being 
g;iven due account”  in a month­
long shutdown of this city’s nine 
major newspapers.

The board was appointed Sun­
day by Secretary of Labor >W. 
Wirtz, Gov. Nelson A, Rockefeller, 
and Mayor Robert F. Wagner.

A joint announcement by the 
three said they hoped the board 
could crystallze public opinion 
and bring pressure to bear to­
ward settling a printers' strike 
against four of the dailies. The 
other five major papers closed 
down voluntarily when the walk­
out began Dec. 8.

F’ur- 
thermore, they are not always 
plowed_veiy promptly after a 
snowstorm. Hie remainder of 
the money which shoUM. have been 
used for off-strefft parking, was 
used to pay pidloemen’s salaries. 
Your leadership and that of others 
as weH ehoLdd have been provided 
to persuade the powers that be 
to use tMs money soieiy tor off- 
street poridng. The mSters did 
their jA :  you didn’t  do yours!

Your referenoe to "ample 
parking”  in the downtown toctlon 
Is also-without fadtual biuls, since 
at any peak shopping period dur­
ing the entire 14 yepi* there have 
never been enough apaoes, essen 
with a imbntaMtlal Increase In mer­
chant created off-street paridng. 
Our own opinion that we need over 
1500 more weH located off-stteet 
spaces has been confirmed by ex 
ports.

Kills 5 Hotel Guests

(Continued from Pnge One)

Three of the bodies were found 
in a s#cond-flooi' haU, about io  
foot from on exit. Others were 
found in rooms.

The building, erected In 1800, 
was located on Center Street near 
the Wallingford Town Hall.

Obe of the residents, Maha, was 
injured when he leaped from the 
flaming building. He and three 
other men were occupying a t ^ d -  
tloor rooip.

Fire Marshal John Luby began 
an Investigation to determine the 
cause.

"1 heard them screaming,”  eaid 
owner Campos.

”1 rushed to the door of my 
apartment," he related this morn­
ing, "and found the hallway a 
mass of smoke and flames. My 
wife, EJmma, escaped by crawling 
out through our flrst floor win­
dow.

“I ran to a nearby room and 
helped Annie Swift and another 
woman to get out by lowering 
them out through the window onto 
the sidewalk.

"Then I ran to my mother’s, 
room. She was hysterical and I 
had to drag her to a small Iditchen 
window and push her out. The 
window was above the stove," he 
told a reporter.

He related that he had to lift 
his mother, Mrs. Margaret Cam­
pos, aibout 70, onto the stove and 
then push her out through the 
window where people outside help­
ed carry her to safety.

Campos said his mother had In- 
baled considerable smoke and was 
under a doctor's care this morn­
ing.

Unable to return to the hallway, 
Campos followed his mother out 
^ e  window to safeity. He was 
uninjured.

Campos stood in the middle of 
Ice-covered Center 9t. this morn­
ing as he related his experience 
In the disaster which destroyed 
his hotel. Campos, who had own­
ed the hotel for 28 years, said he 
had no Idea where or how the Are 
started.

He said his only previously Are 
at the hotel had been 10 years ago 
when the bar on the flrst floor had 
been gutted. The damage that 
time was about $3,000.

Miss Florence Kahl, 27, said: 
"I never want to go through this 
again."

She was awakened about 1 a.m. 
she said, when a woman ran 
through the hallway shouting 
“ Flre. ’̂

She opened the door o f her room 
and saw a bit o f smoke. She and 
the other woman, whom she knew 
only as Annie, then ran to another 
room and closed the door.

After a time. Miss Kahl said, 
both women ran from that room, 
went down the hall and escaped 
through a rear window. Miss Kahl 
said she lost all o f her belongings 
except the nightgown she was 
wearing.

Carmine Miranda, 46, and his 
son, Louis, 16, were sleeping on 
the third floor when the father 
heard someone yelling "Fire.” 

Miranda awakened his son, who 
first thought Carmine was having 
a nightmare, then they went out 
a window, swung their way to a 
roof and escaped.

At one point, they looked down 
and saw three men lying in the 
street and moaning. T^e three 
apparently had Jumped.

"There was a horror going 
through my mind -I almost jump­
ed,” said Louis. But he reined in 
his horror and kept going with his 
father.

As they made their way down 
they saw an elderly man kneeling 
inside the building. They thought 
he had given up and was pray­
ing.

They yelled to firemen to send 
up a ladder. The man was taken 
down.

The elder Miranda, a part-time 
bartender, later told newsmen, "I 
lost everything—all my papers— 
everything.”

His son, a bus boy, consoled him. 
“You can replace those," he said, 
"but you can’t replace your life."

The cost in dollars and cen.ts|>------------------------------------
was big, $39.48, because the dog

home via Easternwas shipped 
Airlines.

All this came about through the 
big heart of Manchester's dog 
warden, Lee Fracchla -who didn't 
do away with the injured Peewee 
five days after he was picked up, 
which he could have done accord­
ing to law—and Mrs. Lucy Doo- 
lan, chief clerk of the Pennsylva­
nia Society for the Prevention of 
Cruelly to Animals in Philadel­
phia. The dog had been hit by a 
car and was found lying by the 
parkway. She had a broken pel­
vis.

Owner Ralph Gray, a deaf mule, 
conUcted Mrs. Doolan and report­
ed that the dog wa.s lost on the 
Wilbur Cross Highway between 
Union and Stafford Springs. Mrs. 
Doolan sent a plea to newspapers 
along the route, Including Man­
chester—which Is 25 miles from 
Stafford Springs—for help.

When the story was printed in 
The Herald Friday, Fracchla noted 
the plea for assistance and im­
mediately contacted The Herald lo 
r e ^ r t  that he had the dog In the 
pound.

The Herald In turn called Mrs. 
Doolan and Gray was notified.

Saturday afternoon Morton 
Friendly, a Philadelphia Insur- 
anceman and friend of Gray, call-* 
ed Fracchla and made arrange­
ments to have the dog shipped via 
plane to Philadelphia.

Saturday night, Fracchla, In a 
borrowed car from Morlarty Bros., 
because his dog warden Jeep was 
wrecked In an accident the pre­
vious day, drove to Bradley Field 
in Windsor Locks, a 20-mile ride 
from Manchester.

Prior to l e a v i n g ,  Fracchla 
phoned two airlines to see which 
had a flight to iPhlladelphia at 
night. Because of a direct flight, 
leaving Bradley Field - at 10 
o'clock, Fracchla brought the dog 
to the Eastern Airlines freight 
termimaJ. A special crate had to 
be purchased for Peewec's travel 
costing $10. The one-way fare was 
$10.50

Additional expenses- were $10 
for Dr. Richard O'lmste.sd, veterin­
arian, who had the dog for a five- 
day period a t his kennel; $4.88 for 
advertising and dog - p o u n d  
chargee, amd $4.30 for gas, oil. 
parking and postage, making the 
grand total $39.48 for the i;etum 
of Peewee. Friendly has forwarded 
a check for $45 to cover the ex­
penses. Today he received a $5.52 
refund via mall.

The dog arrived at the Phila­

delphia Airport at 10:46 and Gray 
was there to welcome Peewee.

Today Fracchla was back on 
duly, happy wlthf. the tu rn ' '  6f 
events.

But McKenna, who suddenly 
came to life—both on offense and 
defense, followed George May’s 
free throw with a hoop and it was 
a deadlock again 47-47.

The lanky center scored again 
to give Manchester a 49-47 lead 
and they stayed in front from 
then on. McCurry, who sat out 
much of the third period after in­
curring his fourth personal foul, 
came back in qctlon at about the 
name time McKenna rallied and 
they combined to control both 
backboards in the wsning minutes 
of play.

With 2:54 to go, Manchester led 
61-47 and went into a freeze that 
killed nearly a minute of precious 
time. The freeze was broken only 
when Don Slnunons worked free 
from Maloney’s zon'e defense and 
scored—all alone—on a layup from 
imder the hoop.

In Leopoldville, meanwhile, re­
ports were heard of new fighting 
In Kasai, another Congo province 
to the north and west of Katanga. 
Informed sources said this fight­
ing had claimed the lives of near­
ly 400 Congolese and 2 Belgians.

A U.N. spokesman said he had 
no knowledge of these reported 
troubles, and that the U.N. had 
In fact withdrawn its troops from 
one of the trouble spots In Kasai 
to help out In Katanga.
