Who Wants Tolerance?

The question which is going to
determine our fate as a nation,
and perhaps the fate of the world,
keeps revolving Iits individual,
symbolic crises toward us, Iike
some fate-laden Lazy-Susan which

. mever stops.

It bears nothing but trouble. But
in that trouble, in recognition of
it, In possible analysis of it, in
possible solution of it, lies our only
hope as a natlon.

The kind of trouble it keeps re-
volving toward us changes in spe-
cific details from day to day. It
may, one day, be a boycott or-
ganized by Negro miniaters in the
effort to compel some business
firm to change its hiring and pro-
motion practices. It may, the
next, be some white man’s wall,
splitting some Southern town in
half, It may be a Connecticut po-
litical convention, deciding
whether it shall expand its League
of Nations ticket making formula

to include the particular Ameri-|

can who is a Negro. It may be
somebody looking to buy or rent a
particular place in which to live.
Or it may, as it would be if we
were to honor the headlines of the
moment, be the question of
whether or not James Meredith
should keep on at the University
of Mississippi, and of whether, if
he finds that Iimpossible, he or
somebody else should be held chief-
ly responsible for the collapse of
an expensive, dramatic effort to
make a symbolic piece of progress
on the racial front.

To all such Ineidents, in all par-
ticular instances the great big
problem revolves toward us, there
is perhaps one similar, elemental,

)
of ours is to survive the problem it
has set up for. itself.

And it all comes down, perhaps,
to the way we feel, inside, to
those feelings which are almost
automatic, Ingrained instincts
within us, which might govern, for
instance, the conduct of our hand
as it moved to touch this or that
othér human being,

There, in that area, is the thing
we had hetter not try to “give”
the Negro, and the thing, one
hopes, he himself never tries to
take, but which must somehow ar-
rive between us and exist between
us, with neither of us fancying
himself more equal than the other.

It's obviously a large and next
to  Impossible order especially

fine accurately or understandably
or persuasively—but it is the or-
der that has to be somehow filled
because it holda the key to the
problem which will determine our
survival as a nation. Meredith the
under dog?

Who wants
tolerance ?

Not Impossible

The worid continues its theo-
retical study of the economic
problems that would be involved
if disarmament ever became more
than & theory. Needless to say,
|e\'ery time somebody geta down to
cames, there Is quite a difference
between whatl one can actually
figure out and the glib, happy as-
surance of the peacemakers that
disarmament would free billlons
of dollars for good works.

That may still be essentially
true. But the economics involved
would not be simple.

Recently, a survey by American
experts came up with the reassur-
ing conclusion that we wouldn't
necessarily have to have a depres-
sion as the result of disarmament.

Now a British survey, made by
experts, under the sponsorship of
a National Peace Council, emerges
from two years of work over the
same ground. And this has an even
more realistic sound.

It finds that Britain, which now
spends only about five billions a
vear on its military, would have to
keep on spending that same
amount for at least & year or two
after disarmament in order to fi-
nance the transition from a war-
lsupported economy to an economy
of production for peaceful pur-
poses only.

For the opening phase of any
new era, the British survey finds,
more than a million people would
be out of their accustomed jobs,
and billions would have to be spent
retraining soldlers and industrial
workers, providing pensions, giv-
Ing industries funds with which to
buy new machinery, and awarding
contracts for the production of
civilian products,

subtle, but painful, matters of
shading, perhaps, but complete in
thelir cleavage.

We, the white people, have to
begin to question, as vigorously
aa any non-white person might
question them, some of the rou-
tine assumptions of our own ex-
istence. Why should we concede
equality to the Negro, &ny more
than he should concede it to us?|

District Leaders Back
Consolidation Bill, 3-2

The Vernon Fire Commission-¢in cases where a female attend-

ors, meeting last night at the Co,
1 firehouse, came out in support of
the latest copsolidation bill pro-
posal by a 8-2 margin,

Voting for tha bill, which would
asllow two votes on consolidation of
the three governments within the
town, were Commissioners John
Lehan, Donald Loverin, and Bruce
Bangslon. Opposed to the bill were
Commissioners Howard Huels-
mann and Raymond Berube.

The board's action {n support of

sentation of the bill to the

islature brings the number of
governmental units endorsing the
bill to two. Last month, the bill
was endorsed by a town meeting
in & 30-23 vote. There has been no
indication aa yet that the city is
preparing to give ita endorsement.

Alty. Robert King, fire district
counsel, feels that endorsement of
the propased blll by all three gov-
ernment Involved will enhance its
¢hances of passage by the legisla-

ture.

Told of the comminsioner's ac-
tions last night, Rockville Mayor
Leo B. Flaherty Jr. today remind-
od residents that the City of Rock-
ville has indicated its willingneas
to vote on & consoldation meansure
on two previous occasions,

Flaherty indicated the city would
not take action at this point. He
repeated earlier reservations about
the current effort at consolidation,
rdding that he woul oppose the bil)
in the state leglslature If he thought
it would lead to & town manager
type of government or a select-
men-town meeting type of govern-
ment.

He also said"it is “unrealistic’
to expect Rockville residents to
glve up a ‘‘good government type'
such as the council-mayor govern-
ment now In effect in Rockville.
Flaherty sald he also looked with
favor on- & weak mayor-council
government, with a full-time exec-
utlve director responsiblé to the
mayor and council,

Flaherty commented that it ls
“incumbent on those who opposed
consolidation in the past (some of
whom are now saying they favor
it, according to Flaberty), to come
out and say what type of govern-
ment they want to see under con-
solidation, Flaherty expressed
fears that a consolidation move
would get off to a good start,
based on the apparent broad base
of suport, only to be '‘sabotaged”,
later in the actual voting.

He added that fire district sentl-
ments for consolidation at thls
time seem to stem from a realiza-
tion that the district form of gov-
ernment is not operaling as well
ay migzht be expected.

Among other actiona last night,
the commissioners adopted rules
governing usp *of the ambulance,
approved ~bidg on equipment
{tems, heard a report on fire de-
partment activities during the
past year, and discussed possible
acquisition™ of & new firehouse
site,

The ambulance rules atipulate:

1. All emergency cases shall go
to the Manchester or Rockvlille
hospitals.

There was a sense of history in
the fact that Mrs. Grasso started
the Senate proceedings.

In sessions going back to the
early days of state government—
more than a century before the
Declaration of Independence—the
secretary of state has presided at
such openings.

Today, after Mrs. Grasso solemn-
1y called the Senate into session,
Mayor Samuel J. Tedesco of
Bridgeport was sworn in as lieu-
tenant governor and presiding of-
ficer of the Senate.

Tedesco, the first Italian-Ameri-
oan to be elected to the cffice, was
sworn in by his predecessor, An-
thony J. Armentano of Hartford,
who succeeded to the office when
Dempsey moved up to governor
upon the resignation of Abraham
A. Ribicoff.

Tedeaco, who first came to the
legislature in 1941 as a member
of the House, congratulated the
senators upon what he called their
inteligence and ability and prom-
{sed to cooperate with them

The leutenant governor had a
quip as he called off the names of
a few senators to stand for the
oath of office; They had been too
late to take the oath with others,

When he called the name of Rep.
Sen. John A. Minetto of Torring-
ton, Tedesco asked smilingly:

“John, are you going to be here
forever?"

The white-haired Minetto, 70, &
senator for years, only chuckled.

Minutesa later, its organizationsl
business over, the Senale recessed
until 2 p.m. for the joint session in
the House chamber.

The officially prescribed sanitary
living space form here is 8 square
meters—98 square feel—per por-
son.

Most Russians don't have that.
It is estimated that the Moscow
average is 87 square meters.

In practice this means that
three, four, sometimes a half doz-
en people are crowded iInto one
room. Young people frequently
cannot marry for lack of a place
to live.

Divorced couples often share
rooms with thelr new spouses.
Most Soviet families have a crowd
of in-laws living with them. A
family rarely has a private bath
and kitchen BSometimes a single
large room is divided among te-
nants who Hlve in cubicles divided
by curtains. .

City authorities have quadrupled
their planned expenditures in 1963
for co-operative housing, They are
pinning hopes to an effort to get
citizens to help finance new apart-
ments,

Tha co-op member puts up 40

The problems inciude chronie
shortages of housing, office space,
stores and public services, as well
as a shortage of municipal trans-
portation.

The Soviet regime Is making an
effort to solve the major prob-
lem—the housing shortage.

The city fathers have allocated
483 million rubles for housing con-
struction in their 1963 budget. This
fa gbout half the total budget. (So-
viet authorities set the wvalue of
the ruble at $1.11 but there is no
free exchange on it).

Soviet propaganda chiefs deny
vigorously that the impressive
housing construction rate in Mos-
cow is a special effort to put up
a showplace front. However, the
city of Moscow, with probably 8%
milion residents, represents less
than 3 per cent of Soviet popula-
tion. The capital is getting about
® per cent o total national appro-
priations for housing construction.

Moscow officials =ay 400,000
Muscovitea got new living quar-
ters last year, But Moscow has
grown at a rate of 400,000 a year

per cent of the cost of & new
apartment. The state furnishes the
remainder as a long-term loan.

Office space In this administra-
tive nerve center of the Soviet
Union has been a perennial prob-
lem. A few institutions, such as
the Foreign Ministry and Coun-
cil of Ministers, have skyscraper
quarters. The bulk of government
offices are crowded Into ram-
shackle prerevolutionary bulld-
ings—usually the confiscated man-
stons and townhouses of the tsar-
ist aristocracy and middle class.

Public transportation is groan-
Ing under the lond of Moscow's
gonstantly moving population. Al-
most a bllllon persons rode the
efficient and comfortable subways
last year. This represents only 40
per cent of the tolal transient
lond—the other 80 per cent rode
antiquiated buses, trolley buses
and street cars, Taxl service, by
Western standards, also ls Inade-
quate.

Municipal authorities have
made sporadic efforts to increase
retall trade outlets and other serv-
ice points, but still have a long
way to go ta streamline slores
and markets. It Is not unusual
to spend 15 minutes buying a
pound of butter.

In recent years, aulo traffic has
become & problem on major thor-
oughfares. The administration has
taken a few measures such as
closing some streets to trucks, and
introducing one-way arteries.

To drain off cross-city traffic
the government built a highway
around Moscow, called the Ring
Road. Many trucks use the road

Is there any
kind of exercise that will strength-
en the muscles?

A—Facial paralysis may be due
to various causes including injury,
exposure to cold, infection, and
tumors. More often than not the
cause camnot be determined. Al-
though most persons with this
condition recover spontaneously,
electrical stimulation with a gal-
vanic current helps to keep the
paralyzed muscles from wasting
away while nature la restoring the
nerves that control them. In acute
cases adrenal hormones such as
cortisone may help.

Q—I have a dry mouth and
lips. I have been under s doe-
tor's care but I have not had
any relief. Can I be helped?

A—Certain drugs, such aa bells-
donna, will cause dryness of the
mouth. If you have not been tak-
ing any of these drugs, a search
should be made for the cause. Re-
moving the cause Is always the
most satisfactory method of treat-
ment. If the cause cannot be
found, you will have to settle for
palliative measures.

Sometimes starting a meal with
a very sour pickle will start the
flow of aaliva. Be sure to clean
your moulh thoroughly after
meals. If the dryness Is especlally
troublesome between meals, it
may help to take a little cooking
ol In your mouth and use the
tongue to coat all the inner sur-
faces. Cold cream should be ap-
plied to the lips. Also, there are
various stick preparations in the
market which are helpful.

Q—I understand myelitis Is a
degeneration of the spinal
nerves. Is recovery possible?
What treatment is used?

A—There are severa! kinds of
myelitis or inflammation of the
spinal cord.

Today at Levittown
Negroes Live in Peace

By RICHARD F, WHALEN @pcross the street from the Myers

LEVITTOWN, Pa. (AP)—There
were flery crosses, violence and

bloodshed five years ago when a
Negro tamily moved Into all-white
Lavittown,

Today nmbout 10 Negro or Inter-
racial familles are scattered
through this communily of mass-
produced homes that rose out of
a marshland 10 years ago and now
has 60,000 residents,

Several of the Negroes are ac-
tive in community affairs.

Henry Ford, 31, who played pro-
fesalonal football for Cleveland
and Pittsburgh, lives in the house
the first Negro family occupied.
Ford is a Negro. His wife, Roch-
elle, is white. They have a son,
Mike, almost 2, and another child
on the way.

How do they find life here?

“Wonderful," they tell you.
They have lived here 13§ years
and recelve many dinner and
party invitatlons. Henry iz an as.
sistant manager of & supermar-
ket and Rochelle, 28, a substitute
schoolteacher.

The first Negroes to move here
were Mr. and Mrs. Willam My-
ers. After 3% years they left for
Harrisburg, where he is an alr
conditioning technlcian for the
state and she a soclal worker.

The second Negro family was that
of Kenneth Mosby, who arrived
with his wife and three children
a year after the violence at the
Myers home,

“Things went just fine,/'' Mos-
by, an aircraft mechanic, sald,
He is president of a 37-member
model airplane club. Mrs. Mosby
is secrelary of the Levittown Arts
Association.

No Incldents were reported
when the other Negro familles
moved In. Some bitterness, how-
ever, remains on both sides—
white and Negro.

The Fords say the Myers were
bitter when they moved.

*“I can't blame them too much,”
Ford says. "After all they went
through.'

“Mrs. Myers told me,” says
Rochelle, “that whenever she saw
someone in the street or talking
with her children she'd ask her-
self, 'Did 1 see thal face before?
Was that one of the faces in the
mob?" "'

The Myers say they moved to
take better jobs.

“We had nothing to be bitter
about,” says Mrs. Myers. ‘“We
couldn't have been happler. I
don't see how anyone can pass
an opinion on how we felt. Even
when the crowds were outside the
house we never felt bitter about
anything.”

Ford speaks often at father-son
banquets and church meetings. He
had one of the leading roles in a
play being put on by the Levit.
town Players, “Toys in the Al-
tic,”” by Lillian Hellman. He
played a chauffeur who has an
affalr with his employer, =&
wealthy lady In New Orleans.

His wife says she kidded him
into trying out: “It had a big

He's also in constant demand
for football practice sessions in
the nelghborhood.

Mrs., Ford is & member of the
fellowship Singers of Delaware
Valley and the Women's Interna-
tional League for Peace.

The Quakers, other church
groups and human relations coun-
cils are working to make it easler
for the Negro to move peacefully
to the suburbs.

Charlotte Meacham, national
representative for housing pro-
grams of the Quakers’ American
Friends Service Committee, says,
“We can slmost guarantee that if
we are given a chance to help
local committees prepare a neigh-
borhood for its first Negro, lo set
up & favorable climate of sup-
port, thal what happened in Levit-
town five years ago can be avold-
ed."

Mra. Meacham and other inter-
racial leaders predict that virtual-
ly every white neighborhood in the
North will have a Negro in |t
within 10 years.

Friends Suburban Housing, Inc.,
a real estate agency, estimates
there are 80 Negro families in pre-
viously sll-white suburbs around
Philadelphia.

Negroes have also moved into
the other Levittowns, about 40 In
New Jersey just across the Dela-
ware River from here and a dozen
in Levittown, N.Y. Inter-raclal
councils amoothed the way.

The Quakers advising local com-
mittees how to prepare their
neighborhoods for Negroes have
office sfor th e suburbs of San
Francisco, Los Angeles, Chicago,
Boston and Philadelphia. One will
open soon In Washington, D.C,

Voluntéers are doing the same
type work In Sealtle, Denver and
Dayton areas.

The Quakers work closely with
the National Committee Against
Discrimination in H , which
has headquarters in New York City.
