Budget to Come 
Before Tax Study

HARTFORD~(AP) — Gov­
ernor Dempsey will present 
his budget message to the 
legislature Feb. 16 without 
the benefit of a Connecticut 
tax analysis being prepared 
by a nationally known tax ex­
pert, The Goveronr is expect­
ed to ask the legislature for a 
tax hike, possibly running as 
high as $60 milion.

The lateness of the tax study 
analysis, authorised by the 1961 
Legislature and originally sched­
uled to be ready lost Dec. 16, was 
confirmed today by Finance Com­
missioner George J. Oonkllng.

He estimated toe report wem’t 
be mode until around March 1— 
two weeks after the Governor pre­
sents his budget-tax document— 
and two and one-half months lat­
er than had been expected.

TTie delay Is due to. additional 
material being gathered by pro­
fessor Alfred G. Buehler, public fi­
nance expert at toe Wharton 
School of Finance, Univenity of 
Pennsylvania.

The legislatiuv has approved 
spending 325,000 for the report 
which Is designed to show how toe 
Connecticut tax structure com­
pares with other states in this 
area.

TTie report is also to show toe 
Impact on various segments of 
the economy of toe Connecticut 
tax setup. Although the document 
is not required to include specific 
recommendations to toe legisla­
ture for altering the tax impact in 
various areas, some believe It will, 
by indirection, point to areas 
where tax changes might prove 
beneficial.

Bonn, Germany (AP) — The 
meeting of Chancellor Konrad 
Adenauer and President Charles 
De Gaulle next week to sign an 
agreement on closer French-West 
German relations is expected to 
stimulate fears of a Paris-Bonn 
axis.

France and West Germany, 
their old enmities officially dead, 
arc seen as joining forces to dom­
inate Western Europe. Despite re­
peated official denials, politicians 
and newspapers in other Euro­
pean capitals have been express­
ing such fears increasingly.

The situation takes on new ur­
gency because Europe apparently 
is at the crossroads. De Gaulle 
wants to go one way, keeping 
Britain out of the Common Mark­
et and avoiding dependence on the 
United States. The other way, 
generally p r e f e r r e d  outside 
France, would expand the Com­
mon Market to promote European 
unity and support U.S. leadership.

Sunday, Adenauer is to fly to 
Paris to bind West Germany 
closer to France in foreign affairs, 
defense and cultural matters.

Having 
bsMi kept away from water, he 
was fascinated and day-dreaming, 
fqrgot to watch the nelghbor’e 
c ^ . ^l^eh he rpaHzed the cow had 
dlishppeared. Mi^un hid. His fa­
ther went Into the stream to res­
cue the cow and his missing san 
and 'was' drowned. Somehow in his 
Intermittent schooling, M «  h u n 
evol'ved a talent for sign ktter-

k «. While bs was emidoyod by ttw 
Tulais, a high casts fWnlly, hs was 
so brash as to throw down a k»«S 
note to the daughter, abana. Tlnui 
begins his struggle to escape fMm 
the communal Bfe of the Tulala 
and have a home of his own. Once 
he is set up as a shop k s q ^  but 
is a failure at that trade. ‘Then he 
is an overseer on a ’IMlsU planta­
tion. He is so UI-suMsd to bosstan, 
he suffers a nervoua breakdown.

The next venture takes him to 
the Port of Spain, where be works 
aa a reporter on 'Ilia Sentine].

Four 
children (three girls and a boy) 
are shunted between tho Tulsla 
menages and the lean-to connected 
with the store and the shack on 
the plantation.

When the house is finally ac­
quired, poor Mr. Biswas has been 
completely "taloen.” He haa paid 
his life savings and mortgaged 
hia future for a poorly built af­
fair put up by a ahyster.

Mr. Naipaul writes with humor 
and compassion of a man from 
birth to death experiencing sor­
row, bitterness and the hope of 
better things to come.

MUNICH, Germany (AP)— T̂he 
Ba'varla State Supreme Oourt haa 
ruled that digging holes in a pub­
lic park is a legitimate form of 
protest.

'The court canceled 80-mark 
fines ($12.50) levied against three 
men who were caught last yesu* 
liisSihA foxholes in Munich’s 
do'wntown Maximilian . Squ4U«. 
They said they were ridlcuUng a

Bs plains Exercise 
Sollanek said he bad explained 

the forward dive and roll pro- 
oedure at the beginning of each of 
the four periods, and had had one 
•f the b e ^  experienced in tumbl­
ing demonstrate the exercise.

The proper way to perfwTn the 
asercise, he said, is for the boy to 
run, leap head first with arms out­
stretch^ over the head, land on 
the hands and instantly fiex the 
arma to cushion the force of the 
fall, tuck the head to start the 
forward roll, atriklng the should­
ers first end roUing the body into 
a ball, ending the exercise stand­
ing.

Sollanek said he did not see 
Koville get hurt. At the moment 
the accident happened, he said, he 
was supM’vising a group of boys 
doing headstands, about SO feet 
from where Neville’s group was 
doing the forward dive and roll.

A i^ . liSone bore down on SoUa- 
Bdc In questioning him on how 
much kietruction Neville had re­
ceived before the accident, and 
how much testing Sollanek had 
done of Neville’s ebllity to make 
aure the youth was capable of do­
ing the eexrcise.

S<dianek said he opened every 
tumbling class seesion with callis- 
thenioB as a wsumup.

For the forward dive and rcUl 
he said, the boys started with for­
ward rolls on flat mats. They then 
placed a single roUed mat cts an 
obstacle, and dived over it many 
times, before enlarging the barrier 
with another mat.

NeviUe demonstrated in prc' 
Uminory exercises that he was 
capable, said Sollanek.

Sollanek said he watched each 
student do the preliminary 
clses and forward rolls.

"If I had seen a boy in trouble,
I would have stopped him," he 
■aid.

Ssye Barrier 3 Feet
In contradiction of the testimony 

Of five young men, classmates of 
lieville, Sollanek said the mat bar­
rier was not four feet high at the 
time of the accident; it was three 
feet high.

He said he measured the height 
with a ruler after the accident, to 
turn in a report to the principal of 
the high school, then Bdson M. 
Bailey.

The five young men who testi­
fied earUer in the trial were in 
agreement that NeviUe had not had 
bis hands outstretched above his 
head.when he made the long dive.

Instead, they said, he had his 
hands a litUe in front of his body, 
iMit no higher than his chest.

Two of the young men testified 
NevUle had done the exercise prop­
erly when the barrier was low 

One of the young men, ’Thomas 
B’reckleton, 7 Plano PI., said he 
knew from SoUanek's instruction 
that the exercise must be done 
with outstretched hands.

Contradictory Testimony 
Two former students testified 

this morning that Sollanek was 
watching the diving group at the 
time the accident happened 

Thomas Oallichant, 10 Turnbull 
Rd„ testified that NeviUe put his 
hand on the mat barricade as he 
was going over. He said this was 
contrary to the instructions given 
the class by Sollanek.

’The next witness. Jon Morhardt, 
S3 HoUister St., said that he him­
self had dene a handspring off the 
top o f the mat barricade, contrary 
to SoUanek's instructions.

Warren Hedges, 1«9 Glenwood 
St., was the only other witness 
this mmmlng. He testified that he 
built the addition on the Nevelle 
home fo>- $3,000.

Sollanek is one of thre* defend 
anta in the suit brought by 
NeviUe, and by Neville’s father, 
WUliam J. Neville. 1 «  Adams St.

The town and the board of edu­
cation are the other two defend­
ants.

Neville Is paralyzed from the 
waist down as a result of the 
broken neck he received in the ac­
cident.

When the afternoon session open­
ed, Neville was wheeled into court 
on a stretcher.

He had been a patient at 
Manchester Memorial Hoopital 
«^ere he was being treated for an 
tatestinal weakness related to his 
iMUtUysis.

Lavitt Sues KLR£ 
For Realty Fees

A suit against the KLRE (Con­
struction Co., Inc., o f Hartford, 
asking damages of $700, has been 
filed with the 12th Circuit Court 
by realtor Samuel M. Lavitt of 
the Samuel LaVltt Agency at Ver­
non Circle.

Lavitt says KUtE faded to pay 
him a $400 commission agreed oil 
in connection with the aale of a 
property and dwelling in Vernon 
known as Glenatone Tract.

Lavitt said he was engaged by 
Custom Built Homes, Inc., former 
owner of the tract, in October of 
1961 to negotiate sales of land and 
dweUlngs In the development on a 
commission basis.

Lavitt said a few days later he 
brought the lot to the attention of 
a potential client who agreed to 
buy on terms submitted by Custom 
Built Homes. Inc., with transfer 
of title to take place later.

In November, the tract waa 
bought by KLRE which agreed to 
pay Lavitt hla commiaaions as the 
sales were ^completed.

Lavitt aadd the sale to his client 
was not completed then, but that 
on Sept. 26, 1962, KLRE sold an­
other lot in the same tract to 
Levitt’s client for "the same or 
about the same price.’ ’ Since then, 
KLRE has refused to pay him his 
commission. Lavitt said.

1/ there is some question of tuber­
culosis because tte disease is very 
contagious in its active stages.

If further tests should Indicate 
the presence of lurtdve tuberculo­
sis (positive X rays sometimes in­
dicate otter conditions such as 
skeletal mlsformatlon, enlarged 
heart, and tumors) tte patient is 
sent to a tuberculosis hospital for 
immediate treatment.

Often tte disease can be quickly 
arrested because it has not reaefh- 

1 ed the serious stage or even shown 
any definite signs of Its presence. 
In such cases taking tte chest X 
ray has helped save the life and 
health both of tte patient and 
those with whom he comes In oon- 
t(urt. Merotoers oif tlM patient’s 
family are also given X  rays to 
make certain they have not con­
tracted the tUsease.

X  rays sucli as those taken in 
Manchester, though only of a 
screening nature, can aid In the 
he(Uth o f a whole town. When 
this dread disease is discovered in 
its early stages, tbe health of the 
victim, his family. Me friends and 
assooiates, and the g;eneral health 
of every citizen can be safeguard­
ed. Regular chesrt X  rays pro­
vide one of tte best smswers jret 
devised for stamping out tubercu­
losis.

Salinger told the Philadelphia 
Printing Week dinner " I t  is into! 
erable that toe nation’s largest 
city. New York, should be without 
newspaper service for 42 days. It 
is equally intolerable that the peo 
pie of Cleveland have had to do 
without newspapers for 51 days.’’ 

To prevent other cities and oth­
er newspapers from “going 
through the throes of this agony," 
he recommended that a group of 
impartial citizens be empowered 
by newspaper publishers and un­
ions to make a  factual study and 
report on the economics of the 
newspaper business.

Asked if his remarks represent 
toe views of toe Kennedy adminis- 
tratlcri, Salinger replied, ” I nev­
er speak on a  matter of policy 
without having my remarks ap­
proved."

Kennedy administration will pro 
pose a massive five year aid-to- 
educati(m program of more than 
$6 billion. Informed sources re­
port.

It is to be spelled out in a spe­
cial message to Congress late this 
month or early in February.

The sources said there has been 
general agreement on what the 
program will entail.

The bare bones of the plan were 
sketched in President Keimedy’s 
budget m e s s a g e  Wednesday, 
which recommended $144 million 
in such spending for the year be­
ginning July 1.

The budget also requested au­
thorization to enter into spending 
commitments of up to $1,21S,0(X),- 
000 during the year.

This request, it was learned F ri­
day, was made to provide the 
foundation for a program running 
five times, or more, that amount.

Programs involving construc­
tion do not require big outlays 
at the beginning. Costs rise as 
toe blueprints are drawn and con­
struction starts.,

A welfare department spokes­
man said the $144 million in 
spending recommmded for next 
year is part of "a  process leading 
into two. three, four or five years 
of substantial expenditures.”

He said the program will con­
tain provisions for aid to public 
schools for classroom construction 
and teachers’ salaries. He de­
clined to elaborate.

For 15 years or more, toe

mending federal aid to educatlcxi, 
but Congress never has enacted 
any general aid program. Pros­

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Doctors Fight to Save 
L eg Severed in Crash

BOSTON (AP) — An ex-marlne^the bleeding. Hunt was rushed to
Is involved in probably the most 
desperate fight of his Hfe—trying 
to help medical experts restore 
use to his left leg, which was 
practically severed in an acci­
dent.

William Himt, 87, a  father of 
seven, is in Peter Bent Brigham 
Hospital recuperating after what 
may be a  historic operation—toe 
stitching back of his leg whi<dt 
was nearly cut off near his hip.

Dr. Francis B. Moore, surgeon 
in chief at the hospital, was hesi­
tant today to make any predic­
tion at>out the success of toe op­
eration.

“This man has a long way to 
go before he Is out of the woods. 
But we’re all optimistic, that's 
why we do these things," he said.

The accident occurred Tuesday 
and the stitching operation was 
begun within minutes of toe mis­
hap. On Friday, hospital officials 
said that Hunt could move Ms 
toes and had some feeling M toe 
injwed limb.

Hunt, a  strapping six-footer 
weighing 200 pounds, was struck 
by an automobile as he stood be- 
hhid a  Brookline public woriu da- 
parltoent rubbish truck.

Mca a  toundquot to map

an operating room and at one 
time 30 persons were Involved in 
trying to restore his tom leg.

Dr. Thomas B. Quigley and Dr. 
Henry Wilde said an 18-inch steel 
rod was Inserted into the broken 
femur after the shattered ends 
had been trimmed off. One sur­
geon reported that "everything 
was severed except two muscles 
and a nerve, the most important 
one, the sciatic nerve.”

Arteries, veins, muscles and 
nerves were stiched together and 
then the jagged pieces of skin 
were closed over the wound.

The stocky patient withstood the 
six-hour operation very well, Dr. 
Moore said, and was able to talk 
to doctors within minutes after it 
was (Kimpleted.

Now a long, tedious recovery 
period lies before Hunt.

His case resembles in some re­
spects that of Everett Knowles, IS, 
a  S<HnervlUe youth ahose right 
arm was sevsred M an aocident 
last May.
