Rusk Concerned

LOIfDGN (AF)—Britain and the 
Philippines opened talks on South­
east Asia defense problems today 
against the dark backdrop of a 
new threat to British North Bor­
neo by Indonesian volunteers.

Britain sent a unit trained as 
parachutists into the protectorate 
of Brunei, a small territory in 
North Borneo where an uprising 
was put down last month, said a 
m l l l t ^  spokesman in Singapore.

Reports here said another 2,000 
British troops were placed on 
alert, ready to fly to North Bor­
neo to meet any action by Indo­
nesia. About 8,000 seasoned Brit­
ish troops are there now.

While Indonesia denied that its 
so-called volunteers are massing 
on the border area of North Bor­
neo. It sent its army commander 
on a tour of the frontier of ad- 
kdning Indonesian Borneo. He is 
MaJ.

WASHINGTON (AP)—The So4> 
vlot Union has placed four heavily 
armed combat groups in Cuba and 
Soviet pilots there are flying 
MIG fighters capable of carrying 
nuclear weapons, says Secretsuy 
of State Dean Rusk.

Atlantic Crisis 
Under Scrutiny]

PARIS (AP)—The Kremlin was 
an Interested and probably highly 
delighted spectator today as West­
ern statesmen wrestled with the 
threat of a deep Atlantic crisis.

At worst, the European Eco­
nomic Community—Europe’s hope 
(or a start toward broad political 
and economic integration—could 
be split by the bitter dispute over 
British membership in the EEC 
and its common market and 
France’s chair in the North At­
lantic Alliance could in effect be 
vacated, at least (or a time.

That would be a major triumph 
(or which Nikita Khrushchev 
would not even have to lift a 
finger.

At best, the EEC ministers 
meeting in Brussels will come 
forward with some formula to pre­
vent a (Inal slamming of the door 
in Britain’s face because of 
France’s opposition to her mem­
bership in the Common Market,

The heart of the crisis is in 
France, where the lofty figure of 
President Charles de Gaulle rep­
resents a key to Europe's future. 
Haunting fears of disaster, with 
which the EEC leaders have lived 
ever since De Gaulle dropped a 
bomb in their midst, seem to be 
moving close to reality.

The gloom over De Gaulle’s con­
cept of Europe’s future has deep­
ened so much that many diplo­
mats are taking quite serio>isly 
the possibility that the French 
president may make som ^ over­
ture of his own toward the Soviet 
Union.

Khrushchev, hoping (or heavy 
profits, is not likely to commit 
Stalin-like mistakes while the 
West struggles with Its own home­
grown crisis. He probably will be 
careful to avoid M y Soviet action 
which could push the Europeans 
together again. He is not likely 
to threaten West Berlin or apply 
pressures elsewhere at this mo­
ment, but rather to be discreet­
ly quiet, waiting (or the masonry 
of NATO to begin to give away 
at a critical p<^t.

The prospect of Europe without 
France is difficult for Europeans 
to conceive. If this ‘Wtn RTTWiie 
about as the result of the pro­
ceedings in Brussels, Khrushchev 
could triumphantly point out to 
the Communist world that the Red 
Chinese were dead wrong.

Khrushchev can tell the Com­
munist world that. Red China not­
withstanding, by giving in on Cuba 
and turning back the specter of 
nuclear conflict, he threw NATO 
and Western Europe Into confu­
sion and the European commun­
ity into disorder.

Snowstorms and unseasonable 

cold plagued broad sections of the 
natlrni again today after a week­
end of T^d weather in northeast 
sections.

A blustery snowstorm which 
hammered New York State and 
New England over the weekend 
tapered off after dumping up to 
18 inches of snow in some areas.

The storm swept into the lower 
Great Lakes region and along the 
western slopes of the Appalachi­
ans. Heavy snow fell in some 
areas and strong, westerly winds 
caused considerable blowing and 
drifting.

No Immediate break in the pro­
longed spell of cold weather was 
in sight. ’The. number of weather- 
related deaths since last midweek 
rose to 162.

It was below zero again this 
morning in most of the upper 
Great Lakes region, the Ohio Val­
ley and westward across the north­
ern plains. The core of the arctic 
air was over the Mississippi Val­
ley from St. Louis to Duluth, 
Minn.

Among the coldest spots were 
Moline, HI., and Lone Rock, Wls., 
with 24 below zero. It was the 
lowest temperature in Moline 
since Feb. 13, 1906.

Rochester, Minn., reported Its 
17th consecutive day of below 
zero readings, a record. Des 
Moines has had 16 straight days 
of subzero cold. It was -9 in

I try to do the best for you, 
but I ’m not really satisfied with 
this Job, even though I put in a 
lot of extra Ume on it."

Incidentally, the other piano 
tuner checked, and found the in­
strument out of tune, as I report­
ed. His guess was that the doors 
had been left open on the stage, 
and the change of air and tempera­
ture had knocked it out. On May 
14th, it was tuned again, by sUll a 
different tuner, previous to “ Love 
Of Three Oranges.” This you will 
note, was only three days later 
than my arUcle and six days from 
the previous tuning.

This tuner told me (without 
knowing anything about the situa­
tion) "Boy that piano was bad. 
That’s the trouble in the schools, 
they never get the pianos tuned. 
I had to pull this up almost a quar­
ter tone, and it doesn’t want to 
stay. They won’t, you know, when 
you have to move them that 
much." I didn’t enlighten him. But 
I began to smell trouble right then

Ozan Marsh, playing here on 
Jan. 23, 1961, had previously com­
plained to me about the instrument 
saying, ‘"There’s something radi­
cally wrong with that piano. I don't 
know what It is, but the tempera­
ment seems vague.” It had been 
tuned that afternoon and what he 
said was that it wasn’t In good 
tune when he played It that eve­
ning, but It wasn’t "far out.”

Naturally, I looked for trouble 
when I played It myself on April 
26th, but my tuner had worked 
hard on It, and I only played It 
for 30 minutes, that it didn’t go 
out of tune for me, and I had been 
Inclined to dismiss Mr. Marsh’s

oomplalnt m  just "one of thoae 
things.”

But by May 14th, I had had too 
many Complaints to dismiss the 
matter. I reported to the music de­
partment that there was some­
thing wrong with It, and about the 
same time I informed Mr. Rogers 
during a meeting we both attend­
ed.

Further, I asked my tuner to 
Uke a look at it again, and tell 
me what he thought was wrong. 
He is a very experienced man, but 
he didn’t want to trust his own 
opinion so he consulted still an­
other man, who had never seen the 
piano. I know this gentleman, too. 
He actually builds pianos, and does 
a great deal of work rebuilding 
trade-ins for dealers.

Together, the two men came to 
the conclusion that I reported last 
week In the paper; namely that 
the plate was slightly loose, allow­
ing the board to lose its crown, 
and falling to provide sufficient 
counter-pressure to the strings 
through the bridge.

I brought thU fact to the at­
tention of the music department 
also. Despite all this, the vendor’s 
"expert" casually reported, “all 
the piano needed was tuning." It 
needed tuning all right, but it 
needed repairs as well, so It would 
stay In tune.

Last week Mr. Rogers sent a 
copy of my article to the vendor 
again. Friday I got a call from a 
man In the concern, who said they 
had sent a tuner out to look at 
the piauio. He reported, "I had to 
bring the pitch up to 440, It was 
quite low. The piano also needs 
voicing, regulating, and some re- 
bushlng.”

The gentleman from the piano 
house asked me, "When you said 
the board was loose, you meant 
the pins, didn’t you." Now I’ll ad­
mit I made a mistake on Mr. Rog­
ers, but I did not mean that the 
pins were loose in the block. Four 
different tuners have confirmed 
that the block is good. Two of 
these made the original finding, 
and the other two have concurred 
In the diagnosis since.

The piano was tuned January 
12th for Miohel Block. In a week 
or so It would not be "quite low" if 
something were not radically 
wrong. A piw o will go sornewhat 
out of tune in that time; the uni­
sons will be off slightly, and the 
temperament may not be exact, 
but It won’t go "quite low" in that 
space ot time.

I told the vendor to send his 
man back and he would undoubted­
ly find it In the same condition 
again, a week from his tunlncr, and 
that if anybody played it hard, it 
would go out of time while It wae 
being played.

The fact is, this particular con­
dition Is not altogether common, 
and It Is apparently quite beyond 
the ken of this particular “ expert."

Michael J. Quill, International 
president of the TWU which rep­
resents 5,600 employes of the com­
pany. said “ We’re convinced now 
the appointment of a receiver is 
going to lengthen the strike.”  

(̂ 111 quoted Stem ms saying 
that if. he is upheld by the court 
as temporary receiver Stern 
would be willing to sign a pro­
posed agreement that the union 
membership approved but the 
company rejected last Friday.

This called for a 20-cent hourly 
wage increase, 18-cents an hour 
in fringe benefits and retention of 
the controversial no-layoff provi­
sion lor present employes In a 
two-year pact.

EAGLE BRroGE, N.Y. (AP) 

When Grandma Moses died more 
than a year ago, she left behind 
more than her prized paintings 
and a stlUed brush. Her heritage 
may well Include a painting dy­
nasty.

The world of art regarded 
Grandma Moses — Anna Mary 
Robertson Moses—as one of the 
nation’s most renowned primitive 
style painters when she died in 
Eagle Bridge on Dec. IS, 1961 at 
the age of 101.

Now there is a "Grandpa 
Moses”  on the American scene. 
He is Forrest King Moees and a 
painter apparently cut from the 
same canvas as his mother.

Moses wUl be 70 on his next 
birthday and has 14 grandchil­
dren. He was a painter long be­
fore his mother’s death, quite un­
like Grandma Moses who took up 

only In the sunset of her 
'e.
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painting 
Ufe.

But Moses was determined not 
to benefit from his mother’s suc­
cess. Many of his paintings bear 
the name "Forrest King”  and 
there are those who- still are un­
aware of his connection with 
Grandma Moses.

Like those of his mother, moat 
of the Grandpa Moees paintings 
have a certain sprightllnesa of 
subject matter and colm*. He 
chooses for subjects those rural 
scenes from what has come to 
be recognized aa Grandma Moses 
country.

This is the valley where the 
Green Mountains of Vermont, the 
Berkshlres of Massachusetts and 
ths Adlrondacka of . New York 
meet. Moees favors oiftdoor sub­
jects.

Moses, by trade, is a carpenter 
but during the winter months da- 
votes most of his time to the 
easel. He works In a small, two- 
room wooden structure at a table 
that Is more of a workbench.

Though she took to It late in 
life, painting is a tradition In 
Grandma Moses’ family. Her fa 
ther did landscapes and two of 
her sisters were known locally 
for their paintings and drawings. 
Her brother has paintings scat­
tered in homes throughout the 
countryside.

In kerning with such family his­
tory, Grandma Moses nephew 
also has preserved countiTslde 
scenes In Mis and his daughter Is 
canning on, though her work Is 
In pastels.

The talent extends to G ra n i^  
Moses’ grandchildren, so much so 
that the G rudm a Moeea shadow 
may extend' over American art 
for years to corns.

. .Although during the past year we have adjust­
ed upward tho salaries and wages of all employ­
ees to cover cost of living increases and have 
purchased several pieces of needed new equip­
ment we have not found it necessary to increase 
our charges to patients. With the proceeds of 
several generous, unrestricted bequests, we have 
been able to repay our bank loan in full. More­
over you will see by accompanying figures 
that as a result of economical management, we 
have paid all expenses and accumulated a small 
surplus for needed additions and alterations.

For more than a year a special committee has 
been studying plans for future expansion. As a 
first move, Dr. Anthony J. Rourke, consultant dur­
ing the planning for our last addition, has been 
re-engaged. Dr. Rourlje's complete report has 
not yet been made but is expected within the next 
month. As soon as this report is received and act­
ed upon, the community will be informed.

The board of incorporators and directors and 
the administration are highly appreciative of the 
enthusiastic support ot hundre<Js of friends. We 
ask for your continued understanding and co­
operation as we plan for improved and expanded 
service.

^Snow White’ 
Gave Disney^ 
First Triumph

HOLLYWOOD (A P ) — Mickey 
Mouse started the Wait Disney 
Studios, but it was Snow White 
that marked the beglnnlrrg of an 
entertainment empire.

‘ ‘Snow White and the Seven 
Dwarfs ,”  the first animated fea­
ture film, is marking its 28th an' 
nlversary. That was reason for a 
chat with Walt about the movie 
that remains his favorite.

‘T guess I like it the best be­
cause I  wM so near to it," he 
reflected. “ I directed some of the 
sequences and was in on every 
phase of it.

“ You know something? It ’s still 
a darned good movie, even after 
25 years.”

Movie audiences agree. “ Snow 
White” is drawing crowds in Eu­
rope right now and always re­
turns a handsome profit on its 
many re-releasei in this country.

The reason for its continued 
success seems clear. It combined 

universally appealing story 
with In.spired characters, es' 
peclally the dwarfs.

Termed in the trade as Dis­
ney's Folly, “ Snow White”  fooled 
the wiseacres and became an im­
mediate success. It netted the 
producer a normal-size Oscar and 
seven little ones for his achieve 
ment. But repeating the success 
proved difficult.

“ We made ‘Plnoccio’ and it 
went like this,”  said Walt, his 
hsmd indicating a nose-dive. “ We 
made ‘Bambl, and it did the 
same. ‘Disney’s getting arty,’ 
they said.”

Many of the cartoon features 
failed to show a profit on the first 
release, but they have since 
turned into gold mines. ‘Pinoc- 
cio”  earned more in its fourth 
release than it ^d  in its first 
three. “ Whenever Roy needs a 
million dollars, he sends it out,”  
said Walt of his brother, finan­
cial head of the studio.

The one notable failure was 
“ Alice in Wonderland.’ *

“ 1 think Alice got what she de­
served,”  said the producer. “ I  
never wanted to Ini^e It in the 
first place, but everybody said I  
should.

The next cartoon feature will 
be “ The Sword in the Stone,”  a 
comedy about the young King Ar­
thur. It will be out next fall. The 
studio now produces an animated 
feature only every three yeara

“ I  don’t want to make any 
more than that," Walt explained. 
“ You can fall on your nose with 
one of these features if you don't 
hit it right. ‘Sword in the Stone’ 
will cost 23.5 million to maka 
That's a big Investment to get 
back.”

Shadow Asian  
Defense Talks

to Malaya andNorth Borneo 
Singapore.

A Foreign Office announcement 
said there was "a  general review 
of political and defense problems 
of 8<nitheast Asia.”

Vice President Emmanuel Pe- 
laez, head of the Philippine dele­
gation, presented the claim to 
North Borneo. A spokesman for 
the vlaltors described the talks 
as cordial. Although the Philip­
pines opposes the idea of Malay­
sia, it (ears military expansion 
by Indonesia in toe area and thus 
shsu-e's Britain’s concern.

In an address to Congress In 
Manila, President Diosdado Mac- 
apagal reiterated the Philippine 
claim to North Borneo and pro­
fessed to see the threat of com­
munism if Malaysia becomes a 
reality. He said that should 
Malaysia be taken over by 
subversion, a Communist territory 
in North Borneo "would pose a 
grave and Intolerable threat to 
our country.”

Prime Minister Tunku Abdul 
Rahman of Malaya told reporters

in Kuala Lumpur to# British de­
cision to send more troops into 
North Borneo was due to "mount­
ing tension suid (Indonesian) hos­
tility toward us. He asserted 
President Sukarno of Indoensia 
was mad with jealousy at the 
idea of formation of Malaysia.

Britain has emphasized it will 
resist the Philippine claim to 
North Borneo. But informants 
said . Foreign Secretary Lord 
Home is ready to listen to Maca- 
pagal’s alternate plan (or a con­
federation of territories in South­
east Asia.

London newspapers said British 
units were alerted for transfer to 
North Borneo after reports were 
received that 60.(HX) Indonesian 
“ volunteer troops”  were prepar­
ing to intervene on the side of 
the Bnmei rebels. The Indonesia 
government has rejected a Brit 
ish request for assurances against 
Intervention.

Indonesian Foreign Minister 
Subandrio denied today that Indo­
nesian volunteers are massing 
south of British Sarawak. A rebel 
representative said in Jakarta 
last Tuesday that 100,000 Indones­
ian volunteers were expected to 
respond to a call by A. M. Aza- 
hari, leader of the revolt, "to 
crush the British army in north­
ern Borneo.”

President Sukarno shares the 
northern rebels' opposition to the 
British plan to merge the Borneo 
territories with Singapore and 
Malaya in a Federation of Malay­
sia this summer.

What can one say, then, when 
one notices Republican policy at 
Washington once more warming 
to its opportunity, out of power 
and responsibility, to charge the 
party and individual in power and 
responsibility with being too soft, 
too irresolute with regard to Com­
munism and Castro Cuba? Elxcept, 
perhaps, to suggest that, before 
they commit themselves too Ir­
revocably and too violently again, 
they study the record one more 
time, and perhaps discover what 
it was in their own handling of 
wdiat they thought was their own 
prime issue in 1962 which made 
them the unexpected and vulner­
able target for it the moment it 
boomeranged.

Good First Effort
It Is Immensely heartening to 

notice that Manchester’s United 
Vbmd drive—Its first—has come 
within shouting distance of its of­
ficial goal.

That offleial goal was set at 
1107,000. One day last week, the 
total achieved had Inched over the 
f89,000 mark.

Putting on rosy-colored glassee, 
even this much success is enough 
to get the United Fund principle 
past Its first test in Manchester 
But every additional dollar that 
comes In now will make the result 
still more conclusive.

To get the United Fund princl' 
pie successfully established here is 
such an Important and meaning­
ful goal that it may well seem 
worth a new and special subse­
quent contribution on the part of 
many who have already pledged. 
For any who may feel that way, 
this is the time.

Once the principle is establi^- 
ed, once the United Fund proves 
ft Is practical for those organiza­
tions ivhich have already been 
willing and able to join in It, the 
chances will Improve of making 
the United Fund drive still more 
Inclusive.

In any case, this first drive, un­
der the chairmanship of Matt 
Moriarty, haa been a good effort 
for a first effort, and such as to 
lend hope that the Drive will 
prove even stronger and more suc­
cessful In years to come.

T h e  BeguUing Issue
To understand the obvious diffi­

culty Republican leadership at 
Washington has in resisting the 
apparent appeal of the Cuban is­
sue, one might try to remember 
how very quickly the issue of who 
Ip being soft and Irresolute toward 
Communism can change hands.

It dianges hands as often as 
elections change administrations.

There was never any more start­
ling iUiutration of this than that 
given by the speedy way the Dem­
ocrats, emerging from long Re­
publican criticism of their own 
softness on Communism under 
Truman and Acheson, almost Im­
mediately warmed to the task of 
Insinuating that Ehsenhower was 
some kind of soft fool who had 
no business permitting himself to 
set foot on the same continent 
with Khrushchev.

The same kind of law—that 
which seems to legitimatize all 
kinds of toughness for those who 
do not hold responsibility— ŵas 
on exhibition during the 1960 pres­
idential campaign, and on the spe­
cific issue of Cuba.

Then, as it was still very easy to 
rsmember, one John F. Kennedy 
tixdc the position that the Repub­
licans ware being soft and irreso­
lute with regard to Castro. Ken­
nedy’s recklessness in this regard 
Vaa the one conspicuous mistake 
lyt his. campaigning, and perhaps 
was the factor which came near 
posting him the election Itself.

But when he did win the elec­
tion, one of the consolations be­
queathed to the Republican lead- 
q n  was that of going back to their 
qpm old familiar theme, about the 
Pemocrats really being the soft 
•IMS, and this they Ahaped as one 
«C their own prime issues and 
flbarges in the 1962 congressional 
campaign.

Voluntary Frontiersmen
Statistics are beginning to re­

veal what some retailers around 
the country had begun to suspect 
even while they were enjoying 
their big Christmas season sales 
boom. People were indeed buying 
more than ever. They were also 
beginning to be a little slower 
than usual on the pay.

Now something of a nation-wide 
pattern, in which people felt even 
a little more than usual like 
spending money they didn’t have, 
has apparently begun to reveal it­
self. Accounts overdue are appar­
ently bigger than ever and collec­
tion agencies are busy, and there 
Is, In circles where traditional fi- 
nuiclal uid ecuiiuiiilc Uilnklng Un­
gers on, perhaps some transitory 
imeaslness over one more expan­
sion of the consumer credit bubble 
In which we live.

To such momentary uneasiness, 
one can only direct the argument 
that, if government deficits are 
such a fine thing we ought to plan 
to have them keep getting big­
ger and bigger, then these Christ­
mas splurgers who bought more 
than they can conveniently pay 
for were also doing their patriotic 
economic duty, and, by their own 
voluntary effort, helping out the 
government’s own search for a 
little inflationary stimulation to 
business in general.

In recognition of such volunteer 
patriotic economic effort on the 
part of individual citizens, there 
ought to be, it seems to us, some 
eventual application to them of 
the law which government so free­
ly applies to Itself.

It has, by this time, become gen­
erally understood that govern­
ment never really expects to have 
to balance its books, or pay up 
what it owes.

"niere is still some surviving 
area of doubt concerning the in-' 
diiidual who undertakes to follow 
the example and inspiration of his 
government, and we would like to 
know—and have it formally pro­
claimed—the moment when some­
body passes the law which puts it 
right on the line that Individuals 
never have to pay up either.

The Cassius Look
If we want to know one reason 

why the Romans could appear to 
be such luxurious characters, re­
clining and lolling around at end­
less feasts and atill, somehow, 
mustering muscle and energy 
enough to rule their whole world, 
we have such a reason In the dis­
covery of pig-feeders out at the 
University of California,

The discovery they have made 
! has its importance for many of 
us who have no desire to rule the 
world, but merely a nostalgic 
worry over respectability of fig­
ure.

Everyone knows, of course, the 
routine, comfortable way for pigjs 
to eat. Sometimes they get right 
into the trough and wallow in It 
while they gulp down its contents, 
and this has been, up until now, 
our mental image oi how to get 
fat as a pig.

Out in California, however, re­
searchers have experimented with 
a feed trough elevated so that the 
pigs have to stand up on their 
hind legs in order to get their 
snouts into it. And whatever in­
spired their experiment, the result 
has been conclusive. Pigs forced 
to eat standing up and stretching 
a little for their food grew five per 
cent larger in certain crucial por­
tions of their anatomy—the ham 
and lower loin, to be precise— 
than pigs which were allowed to 
remain more comfortable while 
dining, the amount of food being 
the same In both cases.

Bo this is how the Romans 
could eat so much without get­
ting too fat to conquer and rule. 
And as for us modems, it has ob­
viously been the persistent sever­
ity of dining room furniture, re­
quiring us more and more to sit 
up high and straight, which puts 
on the poundage most heavily in 
the very areas we need it least. As 
for the way to reduce, that too 
is now pleasantly Indicated. One 
wiDuld sprawl on a couoh, as mo- 
tlonlesp and non-exerting as poa- 
•ible, while a bevy of slave girls

Negro amd white spectators ap­
plauded and cheered the 34-year- 
old daughter of a sawmill worker 
who became a Metropolitan 
Opera star.

Miss Price stayed long after 
concert signing hundreds of auto­
graphs.

I f  I  am accepted' Ss an artist,”  
she said, "than I  have said a 
great deal lor my people. In 
some minute way, I  am trying 
to speak for a good life for my 
people.”

In the first row were Miss 
Price 's father, 81, and her moth­
er, 67, a m idwife who has helped 
deliver over 900 babies.

About 2,000 persons flocked 
from  10 states to hear the concert 
of operatic arias, hymns and 
spirituals in the Negro school 
auditorium. White lawyers, doc­
tors, educators and physicians 
c m e  from  every part of Mlesls' 
sippi—as did many Negroes.

( ^ t .  James Sellera, 41, who 
patrolled the school with two 
other officers, said it was the only 
integrated event he could remem­
ber in Laurel in his lifetim e—ex­
cept for one prevloua perform ­
ance by Miss Price.

Laurel is a town of 27,000. As 
a girl, Miss Price sang in the 
choir aiid played the piano for 
the St. 'Paul Methodist church 
across the street from  her home. 
Her mother has sung in the choir 
for 47 years.

The concert was held to pay 
for a new church and parsonage 
completed last m<mth.

They will 
be formally inducted at Cklopers- 
town, N- Y., Aug. 5, bringing the 
total membeiiRhlp to 94.

Flick, a < left-handed hitting out­
fielder who averaged .315 with the 
Phillies and Cleveland for l8 years 
from 1898 to 1910, now is en 87- 
year-old rMident of Warrenaville 
iielghts, Ohio.

Clarkson, a right-handed pitdi- 
iir 'Who won 328 gamae for Worcea- 
i:er, Chicago, Boeton and Cleve­
land in the National League from 
1882 to 1894, died in 1909. He once 
won 53 gamee for Chicago in 1866 
and pitched 622 tomlngs and also 
won 49 for Boston in 1889. Only 
12 others have won 300 or more in 
the majors.

According to legend, Cleveland 
onoe turned down a trade propoeed 
by Detrol* by which 'Ty Cobb 
would have gone to t)ie Indians 
for Fllok, who won a batting title 
with a .806 for Cleveland in 1006 
yet missed a title whUe batting

was a fine right fielder wMh a 
strong ann. He stole 842 bssee.

Robert Frost Dead  ̂
Dean of U. S, Poets

BOSTON (AP) — Robert FrostAblood clots, doctors operated on
dean of American poets, died ear­
ly today at the age of 88.

He was pronounced dead at 
Peter Bent Brigham Hospital at 
1:60 a.m. after two operations, a 
heart attack and three separate 
blood clots In his lungs since 
Dee. 8.

The four-time Pulltser Prise 
winner had been making what 
doctors called a  remarkable ra  
oovery until tala general condition 
began deterloratlDg in -tha-paat 48 
hours.

His attending physician. Dr. 
Roger B . HicUar, said Frost died 
shortly after oomplahiing of se 
vere chest pains and a  shortness 
of breath.

Cause of death was listed as 
“probably a  pulmonary embo­
lism ’’ — a  blood clot in the lungs.

A team of doctors and several 
nurses were at his bedside.

Dr. Hlckler said that a  few 
hours before the fatal attack 
Frost was “ talkative and comfort­
able.”

Frost entered the hospital Dec. 
8 and underwent an operation 
seven days later for removal of 
a  urinary obstruction.

Subsequently he had a  heart at­
tack and blood clots settled in his 
lungs.

Bell telephone companies are pro­
posing a new $1 or less rate on 
telephone calls between any two 
points within the continental Unit­
ed States between 9 p.m. and 4:30 
a.m ., and increases of 6 to 10 
cents on certain person-to-person' 
long distance calls.

The Federal Communications 
Commission announced today the 
compsinies have reported they 
will file these rate schedules.

The new rates, to become effec­
tive about April 1, would cut rev­
enues of the companies by $30 
million a year, the commission 
said.

Under the plan, a three-minute 
statiwi-to-statlon Interstate caU. 
would cost a  maximum of $1, plus 
26 cents for each additional min­
ute, between 9 p.m. and 4:30 a.m .

This would include, for exsim-, 
pie, a  Washington to San BYancis- 
co call, which now costs $1.76.

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Delta Booster
Has Hard Job 
With Syncom

CAPE CANAVERAL, F la . (AP) 
—America’s most reliable space 
rocket, the sleek, three-stage Del­
ta, faces a challenging assignment 
next week when it attempts to 
boost the Syncom communica­
tions satellite into orbit 22,300 
miles above the earth.

Success would be No. 15 in a 
row for the trusty booster and 
would give the United States the 
world’s first synchronous satellite 
—one which travels at the same 
speed as the earth rotates on its 
aris and thus appears to hover 
motionless in the sky.

Syncom will not attain a per­
fect synchronous orbit. This can 
be accomplished only by launch­
ing from a spot on the equator 
or by doglegging the rocket after 
a  Cape Canaveral launching so 
that its upper stages fire at a 
proper angle over the equator.

Delta does not have the power 
for the dog-leg maneuver, so Syn­
com is scheduled to describe a 
figure 8 pattern as it shifts back 
and forth over one point on the 
equator between latitudes 33 de­
grees north and south of the line.

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U.S., B r i t a i n  
To Ask Details

NEW YORK (A P)—The nuclear 

test ban negotiators moved their 
talks Into New York today.

The Americans and the British 
were expected to pressure the So­
viets for details on what some see 
as the key to a  possible break­
through in the long-deadlocked 
talks—the Soviet offer to accept 
limited on-slte inspections.

U.S., British and Soviet nego­
tiators scheduled an afternoon 
meeting at the headquarters of the 
Soviet mission to the United Na­
tions. No progress was announced 
following similar sessions in 
Washin^on last week.

Western negotiators were ex­
pected to press for a detailed ex­
planation of the Soviet offer to 
permit two or three on-slte inspec­
tions in the Soviet Union each 
year. The West has regarded 8 or 
10 inspections a year as necessary 
to insure that a  test ban treaty 
is upheld.

Premier Khrushchev made the 
undetailed Inspection offer in a 
letter to President Kennedy last 
month. Foy D. Kohler, U.S. am­
bassador to the Soviet Union, Is 
due In Washington Wednesday 
with a new Kremlin message for 
Kennedy.

Washington authorities ex­
pressed the opinion that a  test 
t)an agreement might be possible 
with the Soviets In the wake of 
Khrushchev’s acceptance of the 
inspection principle. Some diplo­
mats at the United Nations were 
cautiously hopeful.

There was no Indication that tbe 
negotiators had come to gripe 
with what may be the final bar­
rier to a test ban treaty — Soviet 
insistence that France accept any 
test ban.

U.S. officials hope that the new 
round of talks will gain impetus 
from a halt in U.S. undergitouid 
explosicHis.

Clemson authorities obviously 
were concerned that the press 
corps, numbering about 170 at the 
climactic enrollment, would dis­
turb the academic program.

The routine orientation course 
called for the 30-year-old son of 
a  shipyard wwker from Charles­
ton to mingle with other new stu­
dents and transfer atodents. The 
briefings were deshped to ac­
quaint newcomers -with 
raphy, rules and ciurtoms 
school. ^

This was Gantt’s first experi­
ence in the normal student-to-stu- 
dent relationship: The routine of 
orientation today, signing up for in­
dividual classes Wednesday, and 
Thursday’s free hours before 
classes start on Friday.

When Gantt enrolled Monday, 
police covered the campus and ita 
environs carefully, and as many 
as 150 reporters and photograph­
ers dogged his steps. Uniformed 
patrolmen manned ail campus en­
trances on the watch for trouble­
makers.

The atmosphere was quiet, 
marked by only two minor in­
cidents.
