Crews Sifting
Wreckage of
Ankara Crash

ANKARA, Turkey (AP)—Search
crews sifted through debris rem-
iniscent of wartime today for vic-
tims of a two-plane air collision
that rained flaming wreckage on
this city’s main square, killing
more persons on the ground than
in the air.

Seventy-nine persons were killed
in the crash Friday—five of them
Americans who were passengers
in a Middle Hast Airlines Viscount
flying from Beirut, Lebanon, via
Cyprus, That plane carried 14 per-
sons to their deaths; the other
plane, a Turkish air force ship,
had three men aboard. All died.

More than 100 persons on the
ground were injured, at least 10 of
them so badly they were given no
chance for recovery by hospital
officials.

Every typlcal blast from Dr. E4-
ward Teller, sometimes called the
father of the H-bomb, and some-
timea analyzed, by us, As under
some compulsion to become, &as
well, the father of one final world
war—avery typical blast from this
distinguished gentleman ia wel-
come, not becauss we sgree with
what he says, but because we have
high hopes that if he keeps on
saying it often enough, his real
motivation and his real meaning
and his real recommendation will
become more clear.

The other day, Dr, Teller, re-
quested to do so by some of the
minority members of the House at
Wasnhington, came forth with a
typlcal pronouncement against
the monstroua and Munich-like
perils of any nuclear test ban
sgresment with Russia.

*“I hope,” he sald in part, “that
patriotic congressmen of both
parties will resist the presaure of
a public frightened by crisis and
misled by the mirage of peace."

Then he went on to Insist that
weo could never trust the Russians
not to be stealing some nuclear
march on us, and to insist, as well,
that we ourselves needed to keep
on testing and testing and testing,
fnto infinity, one Infers.

Dr. Teller's language is, we note
hopefully, beginning to give him
away. We are pleased to have
him, at last, Iabeling peace a
“mirage” for such labeling Is an
advance over the plous pose he
usually menages to take, in which
he emotionalizes over peace as If
he were one of Its fervent worship-
pers.

We are pleased, Ukewise, to have
him give evidence, openly, of his
supreme contempt for the ordinary
people of this country and the
world, as he does show his con-
tempt for us when he labels the
American people “a public fright-
ened by crises.”

These are, at last, the ways In
which an arrogant super-intelli-
gence is beginning to lecture us
ordinary human beings, in a cli-
mactic effort to bind us into the
eonly kind of national policy and
conduct which make sense In that
mind's own context.

Let him go on in such vein a
Jittle longer, and be nettied and
provoked by the fact that not every
policy maker rushes into Instant
obeisance to his wisdom, and he
may soon begin spelling out even
more clearly what he may really
think the necessities of our time
to be.

He may, one day soon, drop all
his soft cover of palaver about hu-
man brotherhood and peace by
pome peculiar formula of his own,
and come out and tell us what he
really thinks.

to pay Now Jersey's tax hurden
for New Jersey.

The sin thin proposal seeks to
install and perpetuate in New Jer-
sey is that of charging people who
use roads for the expense of bulld-
ing other roads, or schools, and of
doing this by the pérpetuation of
tolls originally designed, approved,
and sold on the baals that they
would be a special tax to pay for
the particular facility being used.

An honest toll is for the origi-
nal capital expense of the project
involved, and for its maintenance,
and for nothing else—not If It is
honest. An honest toll s for a ape-
cific project, and in collected from
those who use it for the expense
of what they are using, and it Ia
never, homneatly, just a source of
ravenue.

MANNED EXPLORATION:
FIRST STOP—MARS
By DR. I. M. LEVITT
Director, The Fels Planetarium
Of The Franklin Institute

The extraordinary succesa of
the Marine 2 In skirting Venus
and relaying back significant
environmental information high-
lights the attempts to be made in
the next ten years to explore be-
yond the range of the nearest
planets.
Manned explorations of the
planeta Mercury, Venus, Mars
and Jupiter are definitely on the
National Aeronautics and Space
Administration exploration pro-
gram for this period. It should be
understood that while manned ex-
plorations are being proposed,
the actual landings may only be
made on Mars. Venus may have
& temperature which is too high
to permit the astronaut's setting
down on the surface; while the
atmosphere of Jupiter is so deep,
dense and deadly that only a
manned reconnaissance of the
planet Is contemplated at this
time,

The operation of manned expe-
ditions to the planeéts ia dependent
on several factors now In the ex-
perimental and planning stage.

The succesa of manned explora-
tions of these planets is directly
linked to the use of the moon as
& way station In space. This
means that only after a success-
ful settlement on the moon has
been achieved and earth trips are
commonplace can the attempt be
made, It is simply too expensive
in terms of material and propel-
lants to attémpt these explora-
tions from the surface of the
earth.

In currenl pro under
study, a regular shuttle service
between the earn and the moon
is contemplated. A tremendous
Impetus must be given to the de-
velopment of nuclear propulsion
units for the shuttle between the
earth and moon. The successful
operation of this nuclear unit will
permit the establishment of a suf-
ficlently large colony on the moon
from which expeditions to the,
planeta may be attempled.

Another reason why manned
planetary explorations must come
at a later date Is the time it takes
to reach the planets, using ‘‘most
economical orbits’” that |is,
cheapest in terma of fuel con-
sumed.

In most economial orbits a
space vehicle Is given an initial
impulse which starts it off for a
planet and somewhere along the

about 146 days instead of the 109.
Additional energy was required to
achleve the 109-day travel time,
with propellants replacing pay-
load in this attempt. Thus, Ma-
riner 2 did not move in a pre-
cise economical orbit,

The Mars 1 probe trip will take
about 240 days. If astronauts use
sconomical orbits, it means that
a round trip to Mars will take
about $00 days, using a 400-day
stopover to permit the pianets to
arrive at their proper positions so
that the probe will rendeszvous
with the earth on the return trip.

Travel Time Too

In the case of Jupiter the dura-
tion of the flight will be consider-
ably longer. It is asking too much
of the astronauta to make them
give us so much of their lives on
exténded trips. This means that &
new and more practical propul-
slon unit with faster transit times
should be used for this work.

The practical propulsion unit is
again the nuclear one. If ‘scien-
tists are successful in thelr at-
tempts to use this for the moon
shuttle, it may be possible to
adapt this propulsion scheme for
tripa to the planets. Only in this
way can they be certain of reach-
ing the planets in a reasondble
length of time.

It has been indicated that Mars
may be the only planet on which
astronauts might land. Actually,
there Is also a possibility that a
manned landing may be attempt-
ed near the poles of Mercury
where the surface temperature is
not the metal-melting 780 degrees
F. However, a planet probe orbit.
ing Mercury will encounter & se-
rious problem, for it must ap-
proach so0 close to the sun that
the intense solar radiation pre-
sents & major hazatd, If astro-
nauts do go to Mercury, & speclal
sort of umbrella may be required
to prevent the full

Juplter's Moons Help
Jupiter will be a simple planetl
to assess. It has a dozen rather
amall moons and these could fur-
nish suitable placés where astro-
nauts may set down to contem-
platé the planet and perform
programs and experiments.
