Next question: Are the Soviet 
weapons of the kind that could be 
used for offensive purposes at 
all?

Again McNamara said no. And, 
whm he said that, he included So­
viet tanks, planes and certain 
kinds of missiles of very short 
range. He said the planes could 
not be used for bombing to back 
up an invasion.

He said “ I  am satisfied there 
are no offensive weaixms to 
Cuba.”

The most Keating could say on 
this was that he Uiinks the men 
and weapons present a threat.

Next question: Could the Soviet 
forces to Cuba, men and weap­
ons, be an Invasion threat to any 
La^-Am erlcan country? I f  they 
couldn’t be an invasion threat 
they could hardly be any threat 
at all.

Once more McNamara said no. 
He gave his reason: That Fidel 
Castro doesn't have the kind of 
stopping necessary to move the 
Soriet equipment from Cuba to 
any other country.

Keating was very cautious on 
tills one. He said he thinks the So­
viet forces in (Xiba are forming 
the “ base of operations to other 
Latin-American countries.”  He 
said thera were still bases to Cuba 
for missUes with a range of 1,000 
miles.

WASHINGTON (A P )— The Kennedy administration has 

flashed across the nation’s television screens an unprece­
dented display of intelligence data to support its stand that 
Cuba is free of Soviet offensive weapons.

The report to the nation late Wednesday had a double 
purpose: To reassure the people and to squeeze the steam 
out of a boiling political controversy over Cuba’s armed 
might.

But despite Secretary of Defense Robert S. McNamara’s 
statement that he believes beyond any reasonable doubt that 
all offensive weapons have been removed from Cuba, Sen. 
Kenneth B. Keating seemed in no mood to let up.

Keating, a New York Republican who has been making 
charges since last August about Cuba’s military might, said 
none of his statements had been disputed by McNamara in 
the television report which featured an intelligence exi>ert 
and many reconnaissance photographs.

Many of the before-and-after<^ 
photographs of missile sites and 
shots of Soviet ships at sea with 
missiles and crated IL28 bombers 
aboard had been made public be­
fore, during last fall’s crisis.

But never before had the Amer­
ican people been given such a 
thorough account of how the Unit­
ed States detected the Soviet mis­
sile bases and rode herd at long 
range on departure of the mis­
siles and bombers virtually every 
step of the way.

The administration’s aim obvi­
ously was to Impress the Ameri­
can people with the ability of U.S. 
aerial cameras and intelligence 
experts to ferret out whatever 
military gear the Communists try 
to Mde.

In another move Wednesday,
Kennedy ordered into effect pen­
alties against foreign shipowners 
carrying cargo to Cuba.

With White House direction, of- 
ficlato mounted a  massive two- 
way counterattack against those 
Sfte have bean claiming thara is 
a  growing thr6at,_to..Cuba.

Before the televlsad report, Cen­
tral Iiltaillgence Agency chief 
John A. McCone went before a 
Senate Armed Services subcom­
mittee.

"W e are convinced beyond rea- 
atmable doubt that all offensive 
missiles and bombers known to 
be to Cuba”  have been pulled 
oiit, McCone said.

McNamara used almoet identi­
cal words when he went before 
the television cameras.

The Pentagon chief went even 
further, in an attempt to knock 
down persistent reports, mainly 
from Cuban refugee sources, that 
the Soviets are hiding missiles in 
oaves, out of sight of prying 
aerial cameras.

“ I  am satisfied that there are 
no major elements of offensive 
weap<MU systems in the caves of 
Cuba,”  McNamara said.

He reported for the first time 
that recent reconnaissance has re­
vealed that certsUn equipment of 
Soviet combat forces, gear asso­
ciated vrith battlefield-type rock­
ets, “ has also started to be moved 
out of the Island bswk to the So­
viet Unlcm.”

McNamara acknowledged there 
still are about 17,(KX) Soviets to 
Cuba, including about 6,(XX) men 
to four motorized, tank-equipped 
tfude forces.

But he discounted the possibility 
that they could move any of their 
heavy military hardware against 
any other Latin-American coun­
tries. The Soviets and Cubans 
don’t have the ships to do this, 
he sMd.

Since this is National Children’s 
Dental Health Week, the Manches­
ter Dental Society should cite the 
fine program of dental health ed­
ucation in your schools. It is Im­
possible to think of this school 
service without reflecting on the 
years of dedicated service rendered 
three generations of Manchester 
children by Miss Hazel Hooey, 
lately retired school dental hy­
gienist.

Each year the Manchester Den­
tal Society designates one of Its 
members as overseer of the school 
dental program. Presently In this 
capiacity, Dr. Louis Foley works 
closely with the school superin­
tendent and hygienists. Recently a 
survey of school dental equipment 
was taken and recommendations 
made to update and augment it. 
’The present dental hygienists are 
Mrs. Dorothy C. ’Thompson and 
Mrs. Mary S. O’Brien.

It should be emphasized that the 
school dental program is a special­
ized edticational program and is in 
no sense an examination or treat­
ment clinic. Unfortunately, In the 
past some parents have mistaken­
ly assumed that their children's 
teeth were being comprehensively 
examined and a report sent home 
indicating the presence or absence 
of any dental disorder. Although 
there are times when certain dubi­
ous conditions (especially poor hy­
giene) are of course dlscvoered 
by the school dental hygienist and 
reported to the parents, it remains 
for the visual and x-ray examina­
tion of your own family dentist to 
detect and restore. If necessary, 
any dental defect. ’Die school serv­
ice Is thus not for treatment of 
any sort; It is to tesM̂ h the home 
care of the mouth that the chil­
dren are then to apply regularly 
themselves. It serves to emphasize 
the need of regular home hygiene 
care and to teaA  the tedmtque by 
Individual Instruction, as far as 
possible. ’This is only a stsul. It 
remains for the parents to rein­
force this learning and to see that 
regular dental examinstlona by 
their family dentist ars carried 
out.

■aid the only ground-to-ground 
miasUes in Cuba will go less than 
M miles.)

But—Keating said he doesn’t 
think It poMllble to launch a great 
invasion from Cuba against some 
LaUn-Amerlcan country although 
“ it’s possible to get personnel 
from Cuba to other Letin-Ameri- 

' can counhries without our knowl­
edge."

What then is left of Keating’s 
warnings and misgivings about 
the Soviet men and arms in 
Cuba? Not much. He said the So­
viets have at least 20,000 men in 
Chba. McNamara said they did

once have 23,000 but now have 
only 17,000 and that only 8,000 of 
them are In combat units.

Before McNamara went <m Ih'e 
air the American Intelligence 
chief, John A. McCone, gave sen- 
atora a fill-in. Some of them later 
said the problem was "critical" 
or of "concern.”  That was before 
McNamara talked.

Last August Keating began 
warning of 4 Soviet buildup. In 
Cuba. The Kennedy administra­
tion minimized his warnings then. 
But the buildup was real, as the 
administration found out and ad­
mitted later in its showdown with 
Khrushchev.

This time—as before—Keating

has offered no proof but this time 
his argument, looks over-inflated. 
Soviet weapons and arms, so long 
as they stay in C^ba will be a 
problem. But that’e a long way 
from being a danger or threat

But, If Keating accomplished 
hothihg else, he pushed the ad­
ministration Into doing something 
brand new In American history: 
Defending Itself for two hours on 
television and even showing aerial 
pictures It took of Cuba. TMa In 
tbe end may work against the 
U.S. Intelligence efforts.

McNamara said on the air: "We 
considered It so important to ex­
pose to you the extent of our 
knowledge that we have done so, 
even at the risk of degrading our 
Intelligence capability.”

These who read his interview, 
however, nuist have finished with 
a  strange feeling th a t they must 
have miseed eomethlng in their 
reading of it.

We have to  be careful, wc 

Americans, or perhaps one merely 
ought to  say we human beings, not 
really to dqiend upon oursdves 
for proportldn in anything.

something th a t makes for fun 
and enjoym ent and immediately 
we set about the business of get­
ting too much of whatever It is.

So it is th a t we have, in the 
weeks since we ventured to say 
we thought it a  healthy and pleas­
an t thing tha t there could be a 
record album about the people who 
live In the White House which was 
so genuindy funny that even the 
people It was about could laugh a t 
it, had many an opportunity to re­
g ret we ever ventured auch an 
opinion. I t is not tha t the original 
piece of humor has turned sour; 
it is merely th a t It began, for a 
brief time we hofie, to be Imitated 
to excess, w ithout originality, 
w ithout taste, w ithout humor. 
About the only thing most of the 
im itators ever proved able to de 
was show a  galling lack of respect 
for the laws of decency and the 
requirements of good comedy. The 
most horrible example of this 
teeap  excess in aUemx>ted exploi­
tation of one record’s popular suc­
cess was something we suspect 
the American public will never see. 
There was on the market, drawn 
with unbelievable crudity, and 
w ritten with unbelievable moron­
ity, a comic strip in w hite the 
President of the United States 
would be an every-day, contem­
porary character.

We doubt th a t it found any tak ­
ers among the newspapers of this 
country, although perhaps some 
Russian publisher might be inter­
ested.

And now, we suspect, the over­
exploitation of the "F irst Family” 
vein of humor will be ending. If  it 
doesn't, H will be chased off the 
stage and screen.

Aside from the laterpbase ex­
cesses in w hite teeap  and inferior 
talents were trying to la tte  en to 
the genuine success of the pioneer, 
there has been no harm done, and 
there has been enly one victim 
who has been handled in a manner 
which never rose much above tee  
level of crude injustice.

considered out of the 875,000 list 
presentod Tuesday night to  the 
bow d of directors by General Man­
ager Richard Martin.

H ie bulk of the briefing was 
conducM by a youthful expert. 
John T. HUghek, who emerged 
from the secrecy-cloaked defense 
Intelligence agency for that pur­
pose.

Hughes backed up McNamara's 
assurances, saying that as late 
as last Monday U.S. aerial photos 
showed that the onetime Soviet 
missUe and bomber bases were 
“ InacUve, still dismantled and 
marked by no military activity.”

Armed with a long pointer and 
12-foot-tall blowups of reconnais­
sance pictures, Hughes recounted 
how h &  altitude planes — U2s, 
though he didn’t say so—gathered 
the first hard evidence of work 
on bases for 1,266-mlle medium 
range missiles last Oct. 14. Three 
days later, he said, these planes 
spotted bases being built for 2,- 
UO-mile intermediate range mis- 
siles.

The chief Soviet objective, he 
said, was to "achieve clandestine­
ly a full operational capability 
for an sj^em s by early Decem­
ber 1962 in order to confront the 
United States with a fait accom­
pli.”

Hughes stressed the close call 
the United States had last fall.

He said intelligence authorities 
reported on Oct. 28 that the 
Soviets had achieved full combat 
readiness for all their medium 
range missiles, able to strike at 
cities as far away as Washington, 
St. Lx)uis and Dallas.

IronicaUy, Hughes said, on that 
very day Soviet Premier Khrush­
chev agreed to dismantle the 
missile bases and pull out his 
rockets. That was six days after 
Kennedy threw an arms embargo 
around Cuba and called on 
Khrushchev to withdraw his of­
fensive weapons.

The longer range missiles never 
did become operational. Hughes 
said, but U.S. Intelligence experts 
calculated the Soviets were rush­
ing to get them in firing shape 
by Dec. 16.

Hughes gave a detailed descrip­
tion of many other weapons tun­
neled by the Soviet Union into 
Cuba, lliese included antiaircraft 
rockets emplaced at 24 sites pro­
viding "continuous cover of the 
north coast of Cuba” and key 
southern areas, coast defense 
missiles, battlefield missiles 
mounted on treads, suid a variety 
of tanks, mortars and the like.

The defense intelligence expert 
disclosed the Soviets have given 
added punch to their advanced 
MIG21 lighter planes since the 
crisis abated—and that this was 
detected by reconnaissance pic­
tures.

He said a low level surveillance 
plane noted evidence on Nov. 10 
that the Soviets were fitting the 
MIGs with 7-mile-range air-to-air 
missiles.

Hughes' presentation highlighted 
these points, not made public be­
fore:

That nuclear warhead bunkers 
were seen at all medium range 
and intermediate range missile 
sites. Up to now. officials have 
only said they assume nuclear 
warheads were in Cuba.

That 18 Soviet ships were on 
their way to Cuba when Kennedy 
ordered the blockade on Oct. 22 
and that 16 of them—including 
five with large hatches indicating 
missiles below—reversed course.

That U.S. Navy planes and 
ships shadowed these ^ v ie t  ships, 
and e^ht that later brought out 
the missiles, all the way back to 
their home waters.

maintenance of security of our 
itelligence collection efforts on 
the other.”

The two-hour briefing by Secre­
tary of Defense Robert S. McNa­
mara and John T. Hughes, spe­
cial assistant to Gen. Joseph 
Carroll, director of the Pentagon’s 
Defense Intelligence Agency, was 
remarkable for several reasons.

One was the detailed photo­
graphs, projected on a 12-foot high 
screen. Another was that it 
revealed intelligence collecting 
methods still being used. Tradi­
tionally, a spy operation is blank­
eted in secrecy for many years.

Some of the photographs were 
made at high altitudes (perhaps 
above 80,000 feet). Others were 
low, one described as low as 600 
feet.

One of the dramatic photo­
graphs caught the stark shadow of 
the camera plane as it flashed 
across a harbor area at 600 miles 
per hour—low, low down.

The clarity and detail of the 
reconnaissance pictures in black 
and white were amazing. A Single 
color photo of an antiaircraft mis­
sile base showed vivid colors 
sharp against a velvety black 
back^ound.

With a long pointer, Hughes 
called attention to some of the de­
tails; A missile shelter tent "100 
feet in length and 17 feet wide” ; 
mortars so sharply defined that 
the caliber could be measured; 
missiles minus nose cones: men 
running toward weapons as the 
camera plane screamed over their 
heads.

It was obvious that all of the 
Intelligence didn’t come from 
aerial reconnaissance. McNamara 
touched obliquely on the usually 
hush-hush work of agents and In-

when It meets on Monday, which 
means a fresh slate of business. 
When the Senate recesses, rather 
than adjourning, the pending bus­
iness carries over until the next 
meeting.

Since Jan. 18, the pending bus­
iness has been a motion by Sen. 
Olntot) P. Anderson, D-N.M., to 
take up a proposed rules change 
that would permit filibusters to 
be halted by three-fifths o f the 
senators voting Instead of the 
two-thirds majority required un' 
der the present rule.

The argument over this has 
kept the Senate from formally or­
ganizing committees and getting 
on with legislative buadness.

Action on Anderson’s motion 
was blocked by the non-stop de­
bate of Southern opponents ^  
any change in the present rule.

The 64-42 teat vote was on the 
question of limiting debate and 
thus putting an end to this South­
ern flow oratory.

With 96 senators voting on the 
cloture motion, it would have re 
qulred 644tp put it over. Thus the 
attempt fell 10 votes short.

Although proponents of a rules 
change failed to muster the nec' 
easauy two-thirds majority.^ to lim­
it further debate, they were 
cheered by getting a majority.

They had said In advance this 
would show that a majority of 
the Senate favored a change in 
the antifilibuster rule if only they 
could get a chance to vote on it.

Democratic Leader Mike Mans­
field of Mimtaha had given ad­
vance notice that unless there 
were at least 60 votes for limit­
ing further debate on Anderson’s 
motion, he would immediately 
adjourn. It generally is considered 
a leadership perogative to deter­
mine adjoiniiment time.

Sen. Paul H. Douglas, D-ni., 
like Javlta said it was clear
that a m ajori^ of the Senate 

really wanted to close debate and 
therefore were voting in effect to 
take up Anderson’s motion”  to 
consider his three-fifths rule pro­
posal.

He said, as did Javits, that he 
believed the Senate should have 
been g^ven a chance to consider 
this point before voting on ad­
journment.

Johnson said Mansfield's motion 
to adjourn waa not debatable un­
der the rules and ordered the 
clerk to call the roll.

Javits said tha vice president 
had seen and heard him trying 
to make his point of order. Also, 
he said, he had told Mansfield in 
advance what he intended to do.

"W e haven’t heard the last of 
this If this Is the way the Senate 
will of the majority is to be 
will of the majorit y  ia to. be 
thwarted, It is a most dangerous 
thing.”

Douglas said that a coalition of 
Southern Democrats mid conserv­
ative Republicans—"the unhedy 
alliance," he called it, had suc­
ceeded In defeating meaningful 
civil rights legislation for this ses­
sion of Ctmgress.

“ And it was done In such an 
artful way," he added, "tto t  it 
will be diffleult to fix responsl- 
bUlty.”

Javits said, however, that " I  
think this particular occurrence 
was the responsibility of the pia- 
jorlty leader and the viiee presi­
dent."

Re said he didn’t dispute that 
the customary practice is to rec­
ognise the majority leader ahead 
of other aenaton, but he said ho 
should have been recognised to 
make hia point of order after 
Mahafield had moved to adjourn.

Offers Drug B ill
W ASHINGTON (A P ) —  Strict 

regulation of the importation of 
dangerous drugs and penalties for 
violators were proposed today by 
Sen. ’Thomas J. Dodd, D-Conn., 
chairman of the Senate Juvenile 
Delinquency subcommittee.

Dodd said his bill is another in 
a series he w ill offer to curt illicit 
and illegal use of drugs. Last week 
he introduced a measure to regu­
late the shipment of so-called pep 
pills and goof balls In interstate 
commerce.

“ While there is a recognised 
medical need for barbiturates and 
amphetamines,” Dodd said, " it  is 
nevertheless estimated that half o f 
the total of these drugs produced 
in the United Statee eventually is 
funneled Into toe Illicit market 
through crtmiiial and other devious 
methods.”

The 37-yeap-old defensive cap­
tain, defensive right end and de­
fensive ooach with the National 
Football League Eastern Confer­
ence champions, was, in short, tre­
mendous. Robustelli had an ex­

Robustelli spoke out 
in defense of Ws teammate Sam 
Huff, especially in the champion­
ship game with Green Ba>'.

"The letter D fits Huff perfect­
ly,” Robustelli told his listeners. 
"He haa tremendous desire. We 
had two weeks after the season 
ended before our game with Green 
Bay on Dec. 30 and we all remem­
bered that we were humiliated for 
52 weeks.

" I f  Huff played rough againat 
Green Bay the way some people 
claim then I ’d say the officials did 
not do a good Job,’ ’ he added.

“Jimmy Taylor (Green Bay fuU- 
back) doesn’t wear a halo over

his heed," the speaker said. 
"There are always two sides to 
every story.”

Huff, it may be recalled, and 
Taylor had choice words for one 
another after the title game.

Robustelli found out that there 
are many learned Giant fane in 
Manchester among the youngsters 
during a lengthy question and an­
swer period.

Harry Wismer.

Wismer, a controversial figure 
who has a separate 12.5 million 
fraud and slander suit pending in 
another court action in Boston, 
listed the team’s assets at $271,999 
and its liabiliUes at $l,S41.(XX) in 
the petition filed in Federal Dis­
trict Court Wednesday.

At the same time, however, he 
said the team has entered into 
profitable radio and televisicHi 
contracts for the 1963 season 
which he claimed would result In 
substantial revenues if the team 
is allowed to operate.

His attorney, WUllam Richter, 
said the Titans have asked for 
an injunction prohibiting the 
league from any action in con­
nection with the franchise.

Foss said he had no knowledge 
of the team’s request to continue 
operations, nor had he been 
served with injimctlon papers.

"This is the first I ’ve heard 
about it," Foss said.

"This ■will ail have to be gone 
over from a legal standpoint, and 
we’ll have to take it up with the 
council—the other seven owners,’ ’ 
hs said. ‘Until then, I  Just can’t 
make any comment on It.”

Foss said the league’s "princi­
pal concern is getting the people 
paid that the team owes debts. 
That has to be done first.”

McNamara and Arthur Sylves­
ter, assistant secretary of defense 
for public affairs, were septed off 
to a side as the 6-foot-l Hughes, 
dwarfed by a 12-foot projection 
screen, pointed to reconnaissance 
photogn^aphs of Cuban military 
bases and Soviet arms and ships. 
He used two wooden pointers, 
jointed together with tape, to 
reach the location under discus­
sion—no mean task when It was 
at the top of the screen.

The coast-to-coast audience was 
the largest Hughes ever addressed 
but the experience of intelligence 
briefing hardly was new. As a 
special assistant to the director 
of the defense intelligence agency, 
Hughes often fills in top military 
brass and congressional groups.

What’s the route from Trenton, 
N.J., where Hughes was born on 
June IS, 1928, to briefing the na- 
ti(Xi on Cuba?

Along the way, Hughes attend­
ed New Jersey State College at 
Trenton, was graduated from 
Clark University, at Worcester, 
Mass., and served three years in 
the Army as a lieutenant. He’s 
rounding out 10 years In intelU' 
gence work, three with the Army 
and the remainder with the De 
fense Department.

Lord-Wood, tat his report on the 
completion of Phase I, told the 
Agency he la confident tbe city 
can work out an agreement with 
the New Haven R^lroad for the 
spur that passes through the re­
development area.

There are two bills before the

One bill would affect only 
Rockville, the other would affect 
the state.

Rather than acquire the proper­
ty through condemnation, how­
ever, the city will probably be 
able to acquire it by outright pur­
chase at fair market value. At 
present, said Lord-Wood, the city 
and railroad differ on what Is fair 
market value.

Lord-Wood explained a number 
of details that must be effected on 
various items.

The city must present evidence 
of adoption of a bousing code, he 
said. A certificate from the town 
clerk would be sufficient.

AU members of the agency, end 
all town officials who would have 
a vote in matters relating to rede­
velopment must declare whether 
they do or don’t have any financial 
intereat in the redevelopment area.

This Includes the mayor, ooun- 
cU, building inspector, city en­
gineer, and department of public 
works Buperintendent, said Lord- 
Wood.

Also, a written opinion by the 
agency counsel is needed on the 
local and state laws on oonfUct of 
interest. In some cases, an offi 
clal may have to refrain from vot­
ing on matters related to the area 
of redevelopment in which he has 
a financial interest, said the con­
sultant.

A change in the zoning ordi­
nance wUl have to be made, he 
said, to clear up a technicality. 
The ordinance m ^ es  no allowance 
at present that there be one park­
ing space for the first 8,000- 
squsire-foot unit of redevelopment 
area, although it does require one 
for each 8,000-square-foot unit 
thereafter.

Boarding and lodging houses

A caah grant from the state

HARTFORD (A P )—The State 
Welfare Commissioner says only 
two other states have a more lib­
eral program than Connecticut in 
medical care for the aged.

Commissioner Bernard Shapiro, 
testifying yesterday at a legisla­
tive hearing on the Kerr-Mills 
program, said Connecticut benefits 
lag only behind those in New York 
and Massachusetts.

Under the program, the states 
and the federal government each 
pay half o f the coet of core for 
oldsrly persons with low inoome. 
It now is operating In 27 states 
Shapiro said.

The states are given latitude in 
deciding what benefits to provide 
and in saying who can qualify for 
them.

But U.S. authorities long have 
been concerned that Fidel Ciastro 
might succeed to transplanting his 
revolution by undercover means 
and stir up insurgency aimed at 
overthrowing governments friend­
ly to the United States.

The U.S. Army now maintains 
four Special Forces groups, each 
mode up of more than 1,200 men 
trained to a  fine edge in the tech­
niques of combatting guerrillas.

He added that the Soviet forces 
he said the United States Is nego­
tiating to get out of Cuba “cannot 
be used to invade another coun­
try.”

“They may be used to main­
tain some sort of control within 
Cuba, but obviously they are not 
a force that con be used external­
ly,” he sold. “And in addition, 
Cuba cannot possibly launch any 
amphibious equipment and, quite 
obviously, our power in that area 
is overwhelmii^.”

The risks in such a situation 
would be so alarming, Kennedy 
told his news conference Thurs­
day, that he believes “the Soviet 
Union will pr(x:eed with emution 
and care."

And the President said the some 
goes for the United States, which 
be sold must not be stampeded 
Into rash action on the b a ra  of 
rumor and hearsay concerning 
Soviet strength in Cuba.

Kennedy’s rwnarks, dellversd 
with obvious feeling, represented 
a  blast aimed at two taigets:

1. At the Kremlin leaders who 
eonUnus to keep a  fcxmidable 
supply of short-range arms to 
Cuba.

Kennedy -voiced full confidence 
that such secret stockpiles do not 
exist. But he readily conceded he 
eould he -wrong.

If he Is, Kennedy implied, It 
wouldn’t make much difference 
becauee hidden weapons would 
have to be . uncovered end p ^ e d  
in poeition before use—and this 
would be discovered by arila l re­
connaissance.

He said:
“We cannot prove that there is 

not a  missile In a  ca-ve or that the 
Soviet Union isn't going to ship

Cuba completaly dominated the 
news conference, with Kennedy 
making these other major points:

Kennedy said he 
waite a  better definitian of ' ‘in 
due course” and wonders if a 
withdrawal eould ha accomplished 
this winter.

One ot Kennedy’s principal crit­
ics, Sen. Kenneth Keating, R-N.Y. 
told The Associated Press 
Wednesday he is offering the ad­
ministration reports of Soviet 
strength in Cuba but is unwilUng 
to disclose his sources.

Said Kennedy: “We have to 
move with hard intelligence. We 
have to know what we are t a l k ^  
about. We cannot base the laatto of 
war and peace <m a  rumor or re­
port which is not substantiated, or

way out as secretary of state. ^

“I  have the highest confidence 
in him,’’ Kennedy told a  news 
conference Thiu-sday. If Rusk was 
concerned about his poeition, this 
could have come os something of 
a  birthday present. The former 
Georgia boy will be 54 on Satur­
day.

'There is. some reason to believe 
that Kennedy woifld like Rusk to 
take a more active public lead in 
the development of foreini policy 
in the counixy. Some of Rusk^s as­
sociates think that he shoifld oc­
casionally be more active behind 
the scenes. But Kennedy said that 
actually he and Rusk are agreed 
on the basic roles which the sec­
retary of state should play.

Oilefly, these ore that Rusk 
should be Kennedy's main adviser 
on all matters of foreign policy, 
should run the State Department, 
should direct the day-to-day dl- 
jdomacy of the United States, and 
should advise the President on 
“larger policies affecting our se­
curity.”

He has felt, according to clese 
associates, that his effectiveness 
behind the scenes, in bringing is­
sues into focus for presidential 
decision, required him to avoid 
public controversy, hard stands on 
disputed positions, when he cotfld.
