Kassem's regime has been best
n recent weeks by student strikes
and reported underground move-
ments.

In northern Iraq, nomadic Kur-
dish tribesmen—many of them
pro-Communist — have been bat-
tling for self rule since Septem-
ber 1961. They beat off Kassem's
forces, controlled most of north-
ern Iraq, and at any time could
interrupt the flow of oll from the
western operated oil fields which
supplied Kassem $50 milllon in|
royalties a year, his country's|
chief income.

The Kassem regime also has
been feuding with Britain, the
United 8tates and other Arab
countries.

Pro-Nasser sentiment wis
known to be high in Irag, and
Kassem's recent mounting diffi-
culties were bound to increase |
this.
In the past year and a half he
suffered two blows to his prestige.

The first occurred in June-July,l
1981, when he announced that the
oll-rich sheikhdom of Kuwail was
an integral part of Iraqg. British
forces, which just had given full
independence to the shelkhdom.
rushed back to frustrate the Iragl
leader and Arab League forces
moved into Kuwall as a further
barrier.

The Kurdish revoll showed the
fneplitude of the Iragl armed
forces under Kassem's wavering
leadership,

Kassem gave Western diplomats
the impression of having become

Court Forbids
State Sharing
Barnett Blame

NEW ORLEANS, La. (AP)—The
U.8. 5th Circuit Court of Appeals
ruled today Mississippi could not
accept any blame in the contempt
of court proceedings against Gov.
Ross Barnett and Lt. Gov. Paul B.
Johnson.

““The court has ruled the state
cannot claim anything,” Chief
Judge Elbert P. Tuttle said, '"But
the state has not walved its right
to make additional motions along
this line."”

Garner W, Green, a8 Mississippl
special assistant atlorney general
had argued that Barnelt's acls in
the Mississippl desegregation cri-
sis last fall, ““were the acts of the
state.”

He said the state ‘'stands be-
fore this court as the one respon-
sible for what was done."
Judge Griffin B. Bell of Atlanta
learned forward and asked:
“Are you claiming that Barnett
ia Mississippi?

Green answered: “Exactly.”

Nelther Barnett nor Johnson
were presenl today.

Eight of the nine judges were
on the bench when the hearing
started. Judge Joseph Hutcheson
of Houston, Texas, who has been
ili, was absent.
|  The government set up an elab-
orate ring of guards around the
courtroom before the hearing
started.

The appeals court, which has
never imposed penalties for the
civil convictions, has ordered the
state officials to show why they
should not be held in criminal
contempt for seeking to block ad-
mission of James H. Meredith,
|a Negro, to the University of
| Mississippl.

In briefs filed before the hear-
ing, Mississippi asked that the
charges be tossed out. The slate
argued that Barnett and Johnson
acted as Mississippl officlals in
compliance with state laws—and
not as individuals. The state also
|said the appeals court lacked
jurisdiction mnd the charges were
not properly prepared,

Atltorneys for Barnelt and John-
son called for a trial by jury it
the court refuses to throw out the
case,

The Justice Department sald
statutes providing for jury trial
|apply only at the district court
level. The only issue, it sald, “Is
Ifull disobedience of federal
court orders.”

After the appeals judges lssued
an order prohibiting interference
with Meredith’s admission, Bar-
nett and Johnson each turned the
29.year-old Negro away from the
univeraity campus.

In the civil court contempt
case, the appeals court set jall
penalties and dally fines of
$10,000 for Barnett and $5,000 for
| Johnson until they purged them-
| selves.

But the matter was left pend-
ing. The court never declared
whether—or when—the two had
purged themselves.

Instead of rullng, the court
asked the Justice partment to
bring criminal contempt charges.
In criminal contemp!, a defendant
cannot escape & penalty by agree-
ing to obey the order and purge
himself.

The fine or sentence is almost
unlimited in both types of con-
tempt.

The letter to the board therefore
continued: “We would like to di-
rect thess questions to the curricu-
lum committee:

“1. Why are two-thirds of the
seventh grade students still using
sixth grade reading material?

“2. Will the new low grading
system be & handicap for our stu-
dents when it is time for them to
qualify for college? It is discour-
aging for students to feel that an
A is almost impossible to achieve.

“8. Tests are given to children
to determine their abilities. Who
evaluates these test results and
places the students in their abiilty
groupings?”

The letter concluded: “We would
greatly appreciate your considera-
tion of these problems at your
earliest convenience.” It ls report-
ed that more than 20 parents
signed the letter.

Spokesmen for the group sald
today they hope the board will
study the points raised in the let-
ter at greater length sometime in
the future.

The parents are apparently dis-
pleased that a few able students
are repeating work this year al-
ready mastered with proficlency
last year; that the achool is not
marking on the class “curve” this
year but has adopted a marking
system that requires extra work
for top grades; and that Grades T
and 8 are divided into ability-rat-
ed classes within each grade.

Earlier broadcasts by the new
pro-Nasser regime had sald Kas-
sem was ‘‘destroyed’ but gave no
detalls of his reported death, It
was belleved by some that he
could have fled from his besieged
defense ministry and made good

his escape by boat on the Tigria
River.

Another broadcast today said
that the bodies of two of Kassem's
lieutenants had been found by sol-
diers in the rubble of the bombed-
oul ministry. As soon asx the an-
nouncer read hin statement, other
voices were heard shouting that
the “mad dictator has met his
d:ath beneath the feet of the peo-
ple."
