The {tems
we get from this source if not
added to our book collection are
added to our pamphet collection,
We also put & copy of the orders
received in 2 manila folder mark-
ed “'Government Publications"
which is on a table in the card
catalog area.

Recently, the pamphlet file has
helped supply answers to some of
the following requests: A walking
guide to the city of Paris, Pam-
phlets published by the government
of the Union of South Africa ex-
plaining their viewpolnt on apar-
theld. Bulletins explaining various
aspects of alcoholism. Leaflets ex-
plaining various diseases. News-
paper clippings giving valuable in-
formation about local historical
landmarks. The subjects covered
are varied and many.

Most of the matenial filed in
these cabinets may be charged out
for one week. If the material does
not circulate there will be a notice
to this effect stamped or written
on the item.

In British Somaliland, as in
Somalia today, nine years of edu-
cation s compulsory. Students
usuaily begin with classes in the
Moslem religion, the equivalent
schooling in the U.8. being kinder-
garten. The rest of a student's ed-
ucation usually consiats of attend-
ing public boarding schools, since

® For his first three years, the stu-
dent In in an elementary school,
spending his next four yewars in
what is known as Intermediate
school. At tha close of these seven
years he enters school,
where he spends from two to four
years,

Each year the student must take
& minimum of eight major subjects
inelud geography, history, two
foreign languages (with a choice
of BEaglish, French, Itallan, Arabic

part| and Russian), a sclence, geomstry,

algebra and trigonomsetry. Each
course Is taken throughout the
student's years jn secondary
school, with the course becoming
more advanced each year.

At the end of the second year
of secondary school, an Important
examination must be taken to de-
termine whether the student will
continue. To do this he must pass
in all eight subjects, He then must
pass five subjects with examina-
tions each wemester., Finally, when
he has finished his fourth year, he
receives a certificate which allows
him to go on to higher education.

Educagional Responsibllity

When asked what aspect of
American education first caught
his iInterest, Jama replled it was
the emphasis on marks rather
than upon knowledge, He said he
believed the reason to be the dif-
ference in what education gives
the student. Here is the Unlted
States, the emphasis is on the
soclal status gained through ed-
ucation. On the other hand, In
Somalla the emphasis is on the
responsibility to transform know-
‘ledge into benefits for the coun-
try, It is this sense of responsibil-
ity to the nations, Jama claims,
which makes the difference.

Jama hopes to teach engineer-
ing in one of the few colleges of
his nation; which Is now plan-
ning to expand its higher educa-
tional facilities.

The eastern two-thirds of the
nation was locked in a deep freeze
today and rain and snow covered
the country from coast to coast.

Much of the western third of
the nation was dampened with
snow and rain.

Scattered snow flurries and
strong winds continued to punish
New York State. The winds

The squalls off Lake Erie and
Lake Ontario left 13 inches of
snow between Rochester and Os-
wego and 10 Inches in Syracuse.
