House Republican whip Leslie

Reuther said he believes Ken­
nedy wants an Immediate In­
crease In buying power but Is be­
ing "unduly influenced by the ne­
gative attitude of Congress."

Instead of the three-year pro­
gram with a net tax reduction of 
$10.2 billion which Kennedy pro- 
TOsed, Reuther offered one which 
he said "could be written on the 
back of a postcard”  and enacted 
In five minutes without changing 
the present rate structure.

It calls simply for a $1.60 a 
week cut in taxes for each tax­
payer. He said It would yield $10 
billion within a year.

Patterson Hits 
D eficit C laim

HARTFORD (A P )— Speak­
er of the House J. IVler Pat­
terson, R-Old Lyme, says Gov. 
John N. Dempsey knocked 
down “a straw man” when he 
claimed to have reduced the 
state deficit from $25 millicm 
to $8 million.

'The GOP legislator said last 
night that' Dempsey set up the 
straw man In an address to the 
1961 General Assembly, when he 
predicted a $28 million deficit. He 
set It up, Patterson said, “ so that 
he could appear to be responsible 
for knocking It down In 1963.”

Dempsey had accused the Re­
publican-controlled House of build­
ing the deficit into the budget.

In his budget message to the 
General Assembly last TTiursday, 
the Governor said the deficit had 
been reduced to $8 million, prin­
cipally through tight administra­
tion control over spending by 
state agencies.

Ps/tterson told a Lincoln Day 
dinner audience that “ In fact. 
Gov. Dempsey has tailed to make 
strong use of the very broad pow­
ers of the executive to curtail 
spending by state agenclee.”

He said GOP legislators had 
consistently maintained that the 
1961 legt^itive session was sub­
stantially ta balance and that time 
would bw r tiiem out.

Doubly Successful

W ASHpiGTok (A P )— Just be-^ona l Developmertt which spon-

fore Christmas, the terror of a 
polio epidemic stmek British 
Guiana. ,lts anti-Yankee govern­
ment called for help, and got it 
from the United States.

The Air Force rushed In doctors 
from the U.S. Public Health serv­
ice’s team of four medlcs set to 
work to atop the epidemic by Im­
munizing 100,000 children In the 
South American colony of 600,000 
persons.

Within a month, there were dra­
matic results.

Dr. Henry M. Gelfand, head of 
the health sercice team, reports 
that hospital admissions hit a peak 
of 88 new cases In the week ended 
Jan. 5. But last week only nine 
new cases were reported.

Today the mission is almost 
completed. The health service 
team has returned to its base at 
the Atlanta, Ga., communicable 
disease center. Three members of 
the Baylor group are due home to­
day. ’Two others are staying ta- 
hlnd.

American officials beueve the 
grroup scored a double success— 
not only Stamping out the epidem­
ic but also cauterizing the anti- 
Ameiioan sentiments of Guiana’s 
Mt-leanlng premier, Oheddl Jar 
gan.

The UJ3. Agency for Initsrna-

sored the mercy mission figures 
Ite costs to ths taxpayera will run 
between $40,000 and $50,000. The 
Baylor School donated its help, 
thus keeping down the cost.

Asian Flu Wave Pushes 
Into Midwest from East

CHICAQO (A P )—A wave of in-<^St. Louis reported admissions had
fluenza which has closed schools 
and brought high Job absenteeism 
in several Eastern Seaboard 
states since mid-January is push­
ing into the Midwest.

Asian type flu, similar to that 
which swept the nation In 1957-58 
and again in 1960, has been con­
firmed In several states, Including 
niinols, Michigan, Ohio and Kan­
sas.

Outbreaks of less severe types 
of influenza have been iride- 
spread. TUe first confirmed cases 
this winter were reported last 
month In Robeson Coimty, North 
Carolina. The state reported 66,- 
894 new cases last week.

The Communicable Disease Cen­
ter of the U.S. Public Health Serv­
ice In Atlanta reported Friday 
that peneumonia-influenza deaths 
have been above the epidemic lev­
el past five weeks.

The report, based on figures 
from 108 cities, showed aksharp 
upswing in deaths in the week 
ending Feb. 8.
. In Ohio the Cincinnati Health 

Department said absenteeism 
among the city’s 82,000 public 
school students Jumped to 28 per 
cent Friday from 16 per cent the 
day before. Three deaths were 
blamed on flu, which the depart­
ment said was caused t y  an Asian 
type virus.

An Asian flu outbreak among

Health officials in Tennessee say 
influenza cases have tripled in 
Memphis since last week. About 
5(X) cases had been reported by 
Friday, and officials ^ d  there 
probably were other cases not re­
ported.

In Chicago, about 35 miles south 
of Great Ixlces, Health CJornmis- 
sioner Samuel L. Andelman said 
absenteeism in schools and major 
industries is lower than in 1962. 
He said the city stands a good 
chance of escaping the flu wave.

Health officlris In Washington, 
D.C., said absenteeism in ths Dis­
trict is running high among feder­
al workers where the flu seige is 
expected to last Into March. Flu­
t y ^  illness also was widespread 
in nearby Maryland and Virginia.

In Baltimore, health authorities 
said Friday night that the flu out­
break apparently had reached a 
peak and was subsiding. Some 
hospitals in Maryland’s Eastern 
Shore area were curtailing visit­
ing hours to help curb the spread 
of the disease.

A  confirmed case of Aslan flu 
in upstate New York was blamed 
on a trip to Baltimore. A state 
health department spokesman 
aald the man who had the disease 
had been a recent visitor in Bal­
timore.

The squalls off Lake Erie and 
Lake Ontario left 13 inches of 
snow between Rochester and Os­
wego and 10 Inches in Syracuse.

Watertown, N.Y., reported -6 and 
Massena 2 above. Arctic air plum­
meted the mercury to -10 in the 
northern and central sections of 
New Etagland and to 10 above on 
the southern coast. Philadelphia 
reported 9. Boston 8, Washington 
14 and New York City 11.

Subzero temperatures prevaiiled 
In the Upper Mississippi Valley, 
the Great Lakes and in the east­
ern sections of the Ohio Valley.

One of the coldest spots in the 
country was Pellston, Mich., were 
the mercury dipped to -28.

Maj. Gen. Ralph Mace, com 
manding officer of the Army post, 
issued an order Thursday that sol­
diers and civilians alike must show 
proper flag courtesy during i 
treat.

VIENTIANE, Laos (AP) — CM 
nese Communist coolies ara build­
ing roads Into Northwest Laos 
similar to those constructed In 
northern India before the Chinese 
push Into Ladakh, reliable sources 
say.

Intelligence reports Indicate the 
Chinese are eng;aged in othsr sur­
reptitious activity on their border 
'With neutralist Laos, Including 
stockidUng of arms and ammuni­
tion.

The CMnesa Communists have 
been active since December 1961 
In building a road from the Yun­
nan province town of Mouang 
Mang Into Phong Saly in northern 
Laos. An estimated 10,(XX) coolies 
have been constructing a highway 
suitable for light trucks. Recent 
reports indicate they now are 
working on a road between the 
border town of Lau Ten and Mu- 
ong Sing, in northwest Laos.

This area fell to proOimmunist 
Pathet Lao forces last May/fluring 
the push south toward Thailand.

Once the new road network Is 
completed, the Laotian towns of 
Nam Tha and Phong Saly wM be 
linked for the first time.through 
China.

The Chinese also are reported 
using pack animals and coolies 
to carry arms and ammuniUcm 
into Muong Sing. These arms are 
believed Intended tor Pathet Lao 
forcea In tha agaa.

A teacher’s day doe* not consist 
of eight hours. !f7ie majority of 
elementary teachers airtve at the 
schools at 7:80 or a little later. 
They leave the building between 
four and five o’clock In Me after­
noon and oftentimes, much later.

These "after school”  b o m  are 
necessary to help pupUs wllh spe­
cial problems In their daily stndlea, 
to prepare blackboards for tha fol- 
lovdng day, to go over 
lessons and exams, to receive par­
ents interested In their children’s 
problems and a great many other 
details wMch must be attended to 
in order to lufve a smooth-running 
classroom.

Special meetings designed to 
solve dally teaching problems 
often called for after-school h o m .

A teacher’s day is in reality, 
never over. At home, there are 
papers to correct, plans to com­
plete and pupils to wotry about 
A teacher may spend five .to she 
hours each evening correcting the 
day’s work and preparing for the 
next day.

The U.S. '-mark, announced Iw 
the National Safety Council in Chi­
cago, was set in a year that saw 
79 million American veMcles trav­
eling a total of 767 billion miles. 
That would equ 
round trips to toe moon.

No other nation came close In 
either number of vehicles or mile' 
age. But the fatality rate on a per 
capita basis was in some cases 
startlingly similar.

West Germany’s record la worse 
than that of America, although 
German f a t a l i t i e s  decreased 
slightly.

On the streets and autobcUins 
of the Bonn republic last y ^ r  
14,(XX) persons were killed. That 
toll. In a nation of 58 million, 
would be about 48,(KK) If projected 
among the 187 million people of 
the united States.

On the. ‘s8m8 terms, Austria 
just about matched the United 
States. Thera was mourning 
among its 7 million people for 
1,696 traffic dead.

France ran close. A nation of 
46.2 million. Its toll was 10,112.

The Canadians' auto driving 
habits and traffic regulations most 
closely resemble those of the Unit­
ed States. With almost one-tenth 
as many people, Canada’s safety 
record was better. TTie dead to­
taled 8,44().

A crackdown on the tipsy. A 
new law empowers Swiss courts 
to jail any drunken driver for six 
months and lift his license for a 
year.

Built-in precautions. Effective 
next Jan. 1 French car makers I 
will be required by law to install 
seat belt fittings, though not the 
belts, on all models.

Reception of the Idea of seat 
belts, which the National Safety 
Council estimates could save 
6,000 American lives a year, is 
about as spotty abroad as in the 
United States.

Of two nations In which deaths 
were up moderately last year, 
Sweden took to the belts readily 
and Italy not at all. It is estimated 
half of Sweden's cars are equipped 
to strap in the drivers and their 
front seat companions.

The West German Automobile 
Club believes a considerable de­
crease in the number of scooters 
and motorcycles — vehicles which 
it deems fatality-prone — Is one 
reason tor a alight downward 
trend in the German death toll. 
Also cited are improved driver 
discipline and the fact that a rise 
in the number of cars slows traf­
fic.

A reduction in the number of 
motorcycles and bicycles on the 
road Is called a factor in a 8 per 
cent drop In Britain’s fatalities 
last year. The British Transport 
Ministry also lists a campaign 
against drinking drivers and a 50- 
mlle speed limit on holidays and 
weekends.

In France, safety campaigns as 
Americans know them are rare, 
but city police crack down after 
particularly bad accidents, in It­
aly, safety education has been 
handled largely through state-ap- 
proVed drivtog schools.

Norway has a special problem 
because practically nobody was 
permitted to drive a car during 
the German occupation In World 
War n  and driver education was 
limited by car rationing that per­
sisted until 1659.

Publicity campaigns and In­
creasing skill of the people behind 
the wheels helped to reduce the 
Norwegian toll somewhat last 
year, even though the number of 
cars Increased by 20 per cent.

These figures and recommenda­
tions seemed to the study commit­
tee, chaired by Milton Johnson of 
RockvUle, to be the moat practical 
solutions to any area refuse dis­
posal project.

Planning Agency has released Its 

yesterday | regional study of refuse problems.
But the final report, although 

subject lo some changes as the 
study oommlttee reviews its find­
ings. will probably remain sub­
stantially similar to the prelimin­
ary work discussed today 

The NERSA study investigated 
the possibilities of regional refuse 
disposal for nine northeastern 
(Capitol Region communities, in­
cluding Ellington, East Windsor 
and Tolland besides those already 
named.

The committee investigated vari­
ous possibilities for individual and 
group ventures, including disposal 
projects for individual towns, for 
the whole study area and .for 
groupings of towns within the area.

case having all towns tote their 
refuse to a central site.

The study suggests that Elling­
ton, Tolland and East Windsor, if 
they were interested in a joint dis­
posal facility, might cooperate 
with towns north of the 
tol Region.

The nature of toe disposal op­
eration recommended was partial­
ly dictated by the quantity of 
refuse that a joint facility must 
handle. Incineration seemed the 
only practical answer to the study 
group.

The Incinerator’s location pre­
sented problems the group did not 
feel to a position to comment on, 
according to Town Elngineer Wal­
ter Fuss, one of the committee 
menrtoers.

The report recommends that it 
be located near the projected p<^u- 
lation center of the five communi­
ties, which would bias it toward 
Manchester, the town with by far 
the largest population.

The size of ths proposed Incin­
eration plant, capable of handling 
the projected 465 tons of refuse 
per week that the five towns will 
put out by 1965, requires an expen­
diture of about $1,700,000, accord­
ing to the study committee.

Finding such a large sum and 
operating such s large project, 
would require a great deal of co­
operation between the five com­
munities.

The study group looked at three 
alternative forms of management 
for the plant as a privately own­
ed commercial operation, a joint 
project operated by the commun­
ities, or a reegional to^Ilation 
nui by a regional authority.

The tentative recommendation is 
for an area refuse disposal author­
ity. with the plant subject to tax­
ation by the town in which the 
incinerator is located.

The committee favored having 
the incinerator taxable, OS It 
would require services from Rte 
community much as on Industry.

An authority to finance and 
manage the incinerator could b* 
established under existing le ^ lo -  
tion. Chapter 105 of ths Stats 
Statute.s allows towns "to join to  
perform any municipal function 
that they are allowed to perform 
separately,” by vote of too com­
munities’ legislative bodies.

The law stipulates that each 
town appoint two members to'the 
authority for the flrst 6,000 popu­
lation. Euid one addltionto member 
for each additional 6,000 papula- 
tion.

S-Year Terms
The authority as formed srould 

determine terms of service, for 
the representatives, with mem­
bers eventually serving three-year 
terms, and one-third ^  the mem­
bers being reappointed yearly.

The contribution from each 
member community, if any was 
required beyond a basic charge 
per ton for refuse, would be deter­
mined by the authority.

The initial financing for the 81,- 
700,000 cost would be the respon­
sibility of the operating authority, 
but the study committee haa rec­
ommended a 20-year revenue bond  ̂
for the purpose.

The principal and interest on 
the bond could be paid off from
the estimated $4.72 per ton operat­
ing cost. After the bonds were 
repaid. Incineration costs would 
probably remain the same, how­
ever, to pay for repairs or addi­
tions to toe plant.

A revenue bond issued by an ki- 
dividual authority would not count 

c^pi" against toe individual town's in­
debtedness.

The NERSA study began to Sep­
tember 1961, sponsored by toe 
CRPA and staffed by volunteers 
from toe communities concerned. 
The original committee has dwin­
dled some over the past year and 
now includes three members. The 
third besides Johnson and Ehss, Is 
Lee Chisolm, who represents toe 
CRPA.

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Last Test Ban Recoil?
Thera has been no satisfactory 

policy explanation of any kind for 
the way in which the January proe- 
pect of some kind of thaw in the 
nuclear test ban negotiations al­
tered Itsrif into a new February 
freexe.

In January, the Russians were, 
once again, back to where they 
had been once before, in 1960, ac­
cepting the principle of interna­
tional Inspection inside Russia. 
They wanted to permit two or 
three international inspections a 
year inside Russia, and we insist­
ed we had to have 10 or 12. But 
the Important thing was not the 
number but the principle. It is 
doubtful that we have any real 
military fears which make us de­
mand international Inspection in­
side Russia as part of a nuclear 
test ban. We do want Russia to 
a cc^ t  the principle of interna­
tional inapection here because we 
do consider that ]>rinclpie essential 
to other phases of world disarma­
ment, if the world should ever get 
near such a goal.

When the Russians went back to 
their previous acceptance of the 
principle, President Kennedy re- 
^wnded with a  token announce­
ment that we, for our part, would 
auq>end our underground nuclear 
testing out in Kevadh. This, again, 
was noithing very Important to 
anybody, either to the Russians or 
to ourselves. It was merely a dem­
onstration of our readiness to es- 

^^H sh a good mood for negotia­
t e ^

So Ifar as surface developments 
the public could see, the next thing 
that ha{^>ened was that Russia re- 
ijuested that the intimate little 
talks directly between Russia and 
ourselves in New York and Wash­
ington be called off and transfer­
red back to the meeting of the 
whole United Nations sponsored 
disarmament committee at Gene­
va. President Kennedy responded 
with the announcement that we 
were resuming underground test­
ing out in Nevada, and, on the sur­
face at least, what might have 
been a good moment had been lost, 
with nothing gained, and with no 
particularly sensible policy expla­
nation available to say why, either.

This surface lack of any par­
ticular reason for the backward 
step In negotiations Is made the 
more baffling by what purport to 
be accurate. If informal, reports of 
some progress actually made in the 
New York and Washington discus­
sions. These reports say it was 
agreed, in these discussions, that 
Russia, the United States and Brit­
ain would sign their nuclear test 
ban treaty, when and if they did, 
without trying to insist that Com­
munist China and de Gaulle France 
subscribe to it immediately. There 
was also reported to be agreement 
on an important phase of any 
meaningful Inspection principle, 
which was that inspections inside 
ene country would be made at the 
request o f other countries which 
bad become suspicious. Also, re­
portedly, there was tentative 
agreement on what would be the 
eomposition of the international in­
apection teams.

All this, had it taken place out 
in the open, in formal negotiations, 
might well have been hailed as evi- 
tfance o f speedy and impressive 
grogreas toward the conclusion of

Watch The Baathists
The regime which has Just 

come to power with at least some 
degree of violmce In Iraq has at 
last begun to wear something of a 
character In the world's news 
analysis.

The key source of disciplined 
mass support for the revolt seems 
to have been a political party 
which calls itself the Baathist So­
cialist Party. This party seems an- 
tl-Communistlc, and strongly pan- 
Arabic. But its anti-Communism 
does not go so far as to make it 
indulge in any particularly warm 
sentiments toward the United 
States or Britain. And Its pan-Ara­
bic Instincts do not include any 
disposition to serve as yes-men for 
Egypt’s Nasser, who has the title 
of president of the United Arab 
Republic, but now only one coun­
try, his own. still included In the 
"united” part of the title.

It appears, from this brief de­
scription, that the one factor 
which leads the new regime in 
Iraq out into association with 
something outside itself is the fact 
that the Baathiat movement itself, 
which controls the key party in 
the revolution in Iraq, already has 
something of an international 
character. In fact, one Syrian 
politician who helped found the 
movement now proclaims the revo­
lution in Iraq merely the "prelude 
to climactic events In the Arab 
world.”

When "pan-Arabism” seems 
likely to stand as the main foreign 
policy of the new regime, and when 
there is such expectancy of possi­
ble future events In Syria, the po­
tential outside effects of the re­
volt In Iraq may also reach to the 
nation of Israel. Arab unity is de­
sirable if it enables the Arab 
world to unite in Its own destiny 
and thua rid itself of Its fear of 
that new nation of Israel. But if 
Arab unity merely halts at the 
point of common enmity to Israel, 
and merely wastes itself In trying 
to repeal a piece of history not 
likely to be undone, then there is 
trouble. What Is desirable is 
enough Arab unity and strength 
to persuade the Arabs they can 
afford to leave Israel In peace. 
■Whether the new regime in Iraq 
will be able to reach or cooperate 
across Its own borders toward 
such sane and moderate objectives 
—whether its pan-Arabism Is to be 
sane and constructive, or merely 
nostalgic and vengeful — these 
would seem to be the first ■vital 
questions emerging from the dust 
of revolt.

The First
We have little doubt that any- 

[ one asked to name some of the 
I cheaper, degrading Institutions of 
modern society would get around, 

j sooner or later, to listing the 
beauty contest, and the shenanl- 

I gans connected with It, as one of 
I modernity's more questionable in- 
I ventions. A good many people over 
I in FYance were horrified, the 
I other day, w-hen a supposedly 
demure mathematics teacher had 
the good figure and the em ^rras- 
sing good luck to win a national 
beauty contest. And we, in this 
country, have trouble remember­
ing all the talent and scholarship
and personality that goes Into our 
improved version of the beauty 
contest, and occaalonally let slip 
some reaction which betrays that 
we still think of the beauty con­
test as something decadent and 
vulgar.

Over In France the answer to 
such riiallow thinking is always 
speedier than it is here, and the 
people who professed to be shock­
ed, over in France, while they 
ogled the winning charms of the 
mathematics teacher, were refer­
red directly to the first beauty 
conteet on record.

TTile grew out of a quarrel at a 
wedding which was taking place 
a few thousand years ago, the 
quarrel being anibng three god­
desses, Hsra, Athena and Aphro­
dite, each of triiom claimed to be 
the moet beautiful.

They decided to have their re­
spective charms Judged, and decid­
ed oil Paris, a handsome young 
mortAl. t e ^  the Judging. And, up 

Mt, Ida, dlai^yed her.

Way way back In the ages dark, 
the good newspapermen of Con­
necticut used to get paid for cov­
ering the Legislature. Rumor has 
It that the emolument Involved— 
we think it was $300 a session— 
was so handsome an amount in 
those days that editors themselves 
usually proclaimed themselves the 
legislative correspondents for their 
papers.

■We ere not sure Just how this 
pleasant fiscal relattonshlp be­
tween the state, or the sovereign 
General Assembly, to put it more 
accurately, and the newspapermen 
who covered It, came to an end, 
long before we arrived on the 
Hartford scene. But we assume 
that there must have been, some 
time early In the present century, 
a growing feeling that perhaps the 
press was demeaning itself and 
perhaps coloring its reports of the 
General Assembly by consenting 
to take the Assembly's gold. Any­
way, the Independence and digrnity 
and poverty of the press were all 
guaranteed In one simple decision, 
by which the ancient custom was 
abolished.

Since we thus understand that 
the impetus for aaking newspaper­
men off the Assembly payroll came 
at the initiative of the gentlemen 
of the press thmselves, we there­
fore consider ourselves free. In 
■view of present circumstances, to 
broach the question of a possible 
renewal of the ancient and lucra­
tive custom.

The present circumstances to 
which we refer include the fact 
that the General Assembly is get­
ting close to the point where it has 
everybody except the newspaper­
men of the state on its payroll, and 
the further fact that thj General 
-Assembly is becoming more and 
more concerned with its own pres­
tige.

We may soon arrive at the stage 
where It will seem natural and 
logical to put each correspondent 
formally on the payroll for at least 
the amount given an assistant 
doorkeeper. But, for the moment, 
or for a starter, we would suggest 
the retention of a certain defer­
ence to the famed independence 
and freedom and right to knowness 
of the gentlemen of the press, and 
avoid. If we could, formal entrance 
of any correspondent’s name bn 
any payroll at any stated regular 
figure.

We would, for a starter, Insti­
tute payment o f special fees, not 
to be classified as salary, for spe­
cial services, for such newspaper­
men as cared to render such serv­
ices.

Without presuming to set or 
recommend any particular fees 
w i t h o u t  consultation with our 
brethren of the profession, we do 
feel free to list some of the serv­
ices we might include In our cata­
logue.

These might include: Listening 
to resolution by which General As­
sembly congratulates tiddly-winks 
team of town of Tipwink; sitting 
all through debate on particular 
bill; covering particular legisla­
tor’s remarks at public hearing: 
one day’s non-coverage of any­
thing going on in Hawaiian Room; 
covering particular legislator’s re­
marks at public hearing with ob­
vious note taking procedure; not 
publishing conjiection between In­
dividual legislators and certain 
special bills: covering particular 
legislator’s remarks at p u b l i c  
^ r l n g  with note taking proced­
ure plus eventual publication of 
adequate summary of legislator’s 
speech; covering party caucuses 
from inside c o v e r i n g  party 
caucuses through glass doors; 
printing weekend statements of 
legislative leaders, etc.

Each of these suggested services 
would, in Ume, tend to establish Its 
own relative position on the scale 
of fees. We o f the Fourth Estate 
would certainly want to lie fair 
about things, and we know, al­
ready. that the guiding spirits of 
the General Assembly are no pik­
ers, but reasona’oly g e n e r o u s  
toward everybody.

We know what our own highest 
fee will be. It will b* for listening 
to anybody on either side of the 
dog bill.

WASHINOTON (AP) — In the 

give and tsdee of. a  fast-moving 
news CMiference President Ken­
nedy sometimes crashes through 
the careful restraints worked out 
by his official advisers and voices 
in loud, clear words some hard 
truQi of international relations 
they would prefer to soft pedal.

In the last few days under the 
stress of question and answer the 
President has thus thrown the in­
sight of sharp understanding on 
one of the problems involved in 
the present disarray of the West­
ern Alliance. This la the problem 
of U.S. leadership.

It arises in many different con­
torts and it appears to be much 
on the Prealdent’a mind. A little 
more than six weeks ago in a 
year-end re-view of his adpilnis- 
tiatkni he stressed the need to get 
things done even at the cost of 
disagreement and unhappiness in 
friendly capitals.

He does not conceive of the 
United States as being in a popu­
larity contest. He sees it in to­
day’ s dangerous world as saddled 
wim a lonely responsibility to see 
that the necessary things get done 
at the right time and in the right 
way to save the world from nu­
clear destruction and from  Com-
m u l^  conquest.

T m  problem as Kennedy eees 
It—tte  problem which is at the 
core of bis differences with 
French President Charles de 
Gwille-rKMune clear ,,ln a few flash­
ing phrases at hla news confer­
ence last Thursday. Kennedy waa 
toik iiy  otaot fireaticn of a  nucle­
ar foroa under the North Atlantic 
Treaty Otianlaattoa.

Missiles with nuclear vmrheads 
may have to be fired on five min­
utes notice, he said, and the de­
cision to fire may have to be al 
most insfantaneous.

“ Who is going to be delegated 
on behalf of Europe to make this 
Judgment?” the President asked. 
“ Someone has to be delegated 
with that authority.

“ If It isn’t the president of the 
United States it will h îve to be 
the president of France or the 
prime minister of Great Britain, 
or someone else.”

His remark appears to have 
been more generous than practi­
cal. It does not appear to be pos­
sible that the total and final con­
trol over nuclear forces almost 
entirely supplied by the United 
States would be handed over to 
the chief of a foreign government.

The issue which the President 
therefore sharply posed Is the Is­
sue of American leadership. In 
the present state of International 
affairs it is essentially the ques­
tion of whether the Allies now, In 
changing circumstances, will ac­
cept that leadership as 
or less permanent, 
decisive arrangement.

WASHINGTON (AP) — Sen. 
Bourke B. Hickenlooper of Iowa 
said today Republicans Intend to 
continue to “ call attention to the 
failures, weakness and confusion”  
of Kennedy administration for­
eign policies.

Hickenlooper, who heads the 
Senate Republican Policy (Com­
mittee, accused the Democrats of 
glossing over the hemispheric 
danger presented by the So-vlet 
military bastion in Cuba.

"The Republicans are not going 
to follow blindly a mistaken and 
troublesome policy,”  he said In 
an interview. “ We Intend to con­
tinue to call attention to the fail­
ures, weaknesses and confusion of 
recent poUcles. All you have to 
do is to look around the world to 
see something Is -vm>ng.”

Although he did not couch it as 
such, the statements of Hicken­
looper—senior GOP member of 
the F orel^  Relations Committee 
—ob-viously were made in answer 
to charges by Chairman J. Wil­
liam Fulbrlght, D-Ark., that Re­
publicans were endangering free 
world unity by "divlelve partisan­
ship and irresponsible attacks on 
our nation’s foreign policy.”

Fulbrlght directed his criticisms 
In a weekend statement primarily 
toward New York Gov. Nelson A. 
Rockefeller, Sen. Barry Goldwa 
ter, R-Ariz., and Sen. Hugh Scott, 
R-Pa.

BELEM, Brazil (A P )—Un­
der constant U.S. ^  and iM  
watch, the hi-jacked Venezue­
lan freighter Anzoategui waa 
anchored in Brazilian waters 
today with her pro-Ck>mmo- 
nist captors reported ready to 
surrender to Brazil.

A Brazilian government source 
said the ship will be taken into 
custody, but the government has 
Indicated that the pro-Communiats 
who seized the Anzoetqiui arlU be 
given asylum and not turnediover 
to Venezuela.

Wllmar Medina Rojas, leader of 
the bond that seized the ah^ on 
the high seas last week, was 
quoted by Havana radio as send­
ing this message to Rio de 
Janeiro:

"W e are anchored in the terri­
torial -waters of Brazil between 
the mouth of the River Amapa 
and Maraca Island. We are awrtt- 
tog Brazilian authorities aboard. 
S i^ed, Wilmar Medina Rojas.”  

Maraca Island is about 8(K) 
miles northwest of Belem. The 
river Amapa flows into the sea 
near the northern tip of the is­
land.

The naval base here earlier an- • 
nounced that Brazilian ships were 
keeping watch on the 3,137-ton 
freighter. Another destroyer, the 
Bertioga, was putting out from 
Belem on an ocean survey mis­
sion. The na-vy base said she 
could easily be diverted to the 
Anzoategui.

The Havana broadcast said two 
members of the Armed Forces for 
National Liberation (FALN) are 
en route to Recife, Brazil, to nego­
tiate asylum for the hijackers.

'iTie pro-Oommunist. foes at the 
Venezuelan government seised the 
ship after she put to sea last 
week. In an effort to embarrass 
President Romulo Betancourt, an 
enemy of Cuba's Prime Minister 
Fidel Castro.

But the incident failed to ac­
complish one adm-—to prevent his 
-visit to the United States. Betan­
court flew to San Juan, Puerto 
Rico, and will leave from there 
Tuesday for Washington.

The U.S. research vessel Gibbs, 
manned by civilians, is keeping 
a sea -watch on the freighter 38 
miles to the east, said an Asso­
ciated Press dispatch from Para­
maribo, in Surinam, Dutch 
Guiana.
