As Pretense Fades
The latest development In the 

gradual and perhaps inevitable 
breakdown of the elaborate game 
o f pretense American policy Is 
playing in South Vietnam Is the 
Information that in certain cir­
cumstances, from now on, our 
troops In South Vietnam are going 
to be allowed to fire first on the 
enemy, rather than waiting, theo­
retically, In each encounter, for 
somebody else to fire first.

This Is one more step toward 
the realistic, admission that what 
we sire doing in South Vietnam is 
fighting a war, In the hemisphere 
and on the continent of Asia. One 
cannot blame our official policy 
makers for wanting to keep this 
fact veiled In some pretense, some 
make believa. For if we admit that 
the official troops o f any great 
power have the legal right to go 
Into the soil o f  a smaller power, 
on invitation o f Uie existing gov­
ernment of that smaller power, 
and then fight a war there, we 
must also admit that we ourselves 
have no legal quarrel when any­
body else does the same thing, or 
with the presence of Russian 
troops in Ouba, or -with the possi- 
bUity that, If Cuba should be in­
vaded by antl-Castro guerrillas, 
the Russian troops there should, 
like ours In South Vietnam, begin 
to do some fighting.

For such reasons, we have been 
progressing slowly toward any for­
mal admission that American 
tnxHM are actually fighting a war 
III South Vietnam.

At the saima time, however, 
American poOcy has been unable 
to Imagine- abandoning the gov­
ernment wa aponaor and support 
In South Vietnam. We have found 
It impoasible, in other words, not 
to move in with the armed force 
We c-r-nalder necessary at least to 
stalemate the Communist guer­
rillas. About the necessity for our 
action Washington is certain. It 
has held back from open, formal 
labeling of what we are doing in 
South Vietnam.

I] Inevitably, however, one by one, 
the pretenses are being dropped. 
It la becoming more and more ob­
vious that, when an American cas­
ualty is reported in South Vietnam, 
what has happened has not neces­
sarily been aome Communist guer­
rilla molestation of some peaceful 
American. And the discloeure that 
We may now be going to fire first 
on the Commimist guerrillas, as 
We would naturally do in any full- 
fledged war, is more realistic than 
the kind of pious pretense we in­
dulge in when we snnounce that 
the latest American casualty was 
shot at while he was engaged in 
some noncombatant pursuit, or in 
some “errand of mercy."

But, although this gradual 
abandonment of pretense may be 
inevitable, and more honest, one 
•till cannot welcome it. One must 
•till hope that the rest of the 
world will help lu  go along with 
the pretense. We don’t want to 
declare war on anybody, or have 
anybody declare war on us. We 
don’t want to have the United Na- 
tiona examine the question of 
wbat wa arc diring in South Viet- 
aam.

WaAbington policy can’t aee any 
way of not doing what It-is doing 
In South Vietnam, but it has to 
•ling to the hope that it will not 
ba disclosed nakedly, outside all 
▼•Us of concealment, lUuaion, or 
obvious pretense.

Yes, Bdt Some Are Troubled
We are always on the prowl for 

Insights into the new fiscal wis­
dom, and we suspect we may have 
something more than a clue— s 
smashing verdict, in fact—in a lit­
tle editorial In the British Man­
chester Guardian the other day.

’The editorial lost no time in get­
ting to its main point. In fact, it 
stated it in its own title, which 
was "All Keynesians Now.”

It is short, and will bear quota­
tion, since the context seems only 
slightly different from what one 
finds in Washington, and the con­
clusion almost exactly the same.

“ Last year at this time,” the edi­
torial begins, "Conservative back­
benchers were up in arms because 
of the fsUure of the then Chancel­
lor of the Exchequer to contain 
Government spending within the 
limits of the two and a half per 
cent increase that he had earlier 
promised to observe. On Friday Mr, 
Lloyd's successor at the Treasury 
announced that pubUc expenditure 
during the next financial year is 
to rise by nearly I" per cent—by 
far the biggest increase in any one 
year since the Conservatives re­
turned to office in 1951. But this 
time no one is likriy to demand 
that Mr. Maudling should resign 
On the contrary, the main ques­
tion that is now being asked is 
how far the Chancellor should, in 
addition, cut taxes in his Budget 
in order to take up the remaining 
slack in the economy. We are all 
Keynesians now.

In almost any other year since 
the war,” this British editorial 
continues, “ a rise in public spend­
ing of this order would have called 
for equally massive compensating 
increases in taxation. But that 
was at a time when Inflatiiw, either 
actual or potential, was the chief 
problem with which economic pol­
icy had to contend. We now face 
the opposite danger— that, without 
a sufficioit financial stimulus, the 
economy may be plunged into a 
still deeper recession. In these cir­
cumstances the country can af­
ford—and indeed needs—to have a 
large Budget deficit. Mr. Maud- 
ling's problem is how much larger 
still it should be.”

There it is, plainly enough, the 
editorial of a liberal British news­
paper talking about fiscal policies 
of a Conservative British govern­
ment, and approving that govern­
ment’s formula for increasing pub­
lic spending and cutting taxes at 
the same time in order to attain 
that good promiaaory land of aU 
modem governmental finance—a 
whopping huge deficit.

To know that the Conservative 
government in Ebigland is thus 
leading the way for the new fron­
tier financing of the Democratic 
regime in Washington, and appar­
ently having a much easier time 
of it, does something or other for 
us, we’re not sure just what. Even 
after the policy of spend more, tax 
leas, and ever-bigger deficits be­
comes some sort of world consen­
sus, we will still find ourselves 
confused. Obviously enough, we 
are “all Keynesians now.” But not 
all of us can explain to ourselves 
just why we are.

Some of us are still mired in the 
crid-fashioned idea somebody will 
have to pay some day.

Both vehicles were going seat on 
Rt. 44A. The car, in the lead, alg’ 
naled for a right turn into Rt. 81, 
started to make tha turn, then 
swimg back onto Ri. 44A In 
sort of ’aaml-U-turn- The truck 
driver said ha braked and pulled to 
.the left to avoid a crafii. The car, 
however, accelerated as K to go 
north into Grant Hill Rd., Callen­
der said.

The truck rammed into the side 
of the car and both vehicles cfllmb- 
ed th* bank on the north side to 
Rt. 44A. They then crossed the 
road to th* field on the south aide, 
th* truck, apparently dragging the 
car which wa* partly pinned be­
neath it.

At some point, according to 
Callender, the car snapped the air 
lines on the truck brakes. That 
caused the emergency brake on 
the trailer to lock in place but ap­
parently left the tractor without 
brakes.

Trooper Tomasek planned to 
talk with Plourde as aoon a* pos­
sible.

A ron^n  Says 
Depot Taxable
The old New Haven Railroad de­

pot site, in the North Efod, which 
the town could not tax a* long as 
the depot - building stood, is now 
taxable.

This is the gtat of an opinion 
rendered by Town (founscl Irving 
R. Aronson at the request of Jo­
seph Murphy, town assessor.

Atty. Aronson’s opinion stetes 
Oiat the Depot Sq. property is ho 
longer tax exempt because It "is 
not being used exclusively, or even 
indirectly, for railroad purposes at 
this Ume, nor was it so used as of 
Got. 1, 1962.”

As a result, it may be included 
on the tax roles for the 1963-1984 
fiscal year.

Lest year Atty. Arthur J. Le- 
Clalre Jr„ then town counsel, 
ruled that the property wa* not 
taxeible, although the depot build­
ing itself was not in use.

Atty. LeClaire said that the 
railroad was using the property 
Just by awning it, and not renting 
It or loaning it for other than rail­
road uses.

Atty. Aronson reversed the pre­
vious opinion because the depot 
building has sine* been tom down.

According to state statutes, 
property owned by railroads, but 
not being used for railroad pur­
poses'. is subject to taxation' by 
whatever town the property la lo­
cated in.

The old depot site is valued at 
810,312 by the town assessor’s 
'Office. This amount has not been 
included in the overall town as­
sessment of $161,321,841, conv- 
puted in January of this year.

The $10,312 increased in the 
town’s assessments will be reflect­
ed in the report from the Board of 
Tax Review, which has been mak­
ing adJustmenU in the tax assess­
ments during 'the last two months.

Two other opinions from Atty. 
Aronson exclude employes of the 
Redevelopment Agency from par­
ticipating in the town pension pro- 
gnm , and clarify th* procedures 
for filing and releasing welfare 
reimbursement agreements and 
liens.

Since “ the executive director 
(of the Redevelopment Agency) 
and his secretary, having been 
hired by the MRA, which agency 
has a separate budget approved 
by the federal government.” they 
are not employes of the town, and 
so are not eligible for the town' 
pension plan.

MOSCOW (AP) — Premier 
Khrushchev warned today 
that the Soviet Union "would 
come to the aid of its frienda” 
should the West launch any 
attack on Cuba or Red China.

“The imperialists must know,” 
he told an election rally in th*
Kremlin, "that if they unleash a  
new atomic war they will them­
selves be burned in toe fires of 
that war.”

Thus he went a step beyond 0«- 
fense Minister Rodion Y. Malin­
ovsky, who, in a  speech Friday, 
threatened th* United States wito 
atomic war If an attack la 
laimched on Cuba. IQiruahchev ex­
tended tMs to include Red China, 
saying it was being menaced by 
Formosa.

He seemed to be making anoth­
er overture to Peking, with which 
Moecow h u  been locked in an 
ideological dispute over how to 
advEuice the cause of communism 
in the wwld.

The premier also took a firm 
stEuid on the question of nuclear 
dlsarmEunent. Ha declared the So­
viet Unitm will never go beyond 
Its offer of two or three on-site 
inspections a year under a  treaty 
to bEui nuclear testing.

Khrushchev accused the United 
States of dragging out nego­
tiations at Geneva, then men- 
tioried the two to three inspec­
tions annuEUly wMch the United 
States considers far too few.

“Nothing else can be expected 
from us,” he said.

The premier's warning of sup­
port for the Soviet Union’s friends 
, against any attack came enly a  
few hours after Red China made a
