ALBANY, N, Y. (AP)—
Gov. Nelson A. Rockefeller
sailed into President Ken-
nedy’s new civil rights pro-

The Republican governor, an
undeclared candidate for next
year's Republican  presidential
nomination, was sharply ecritical
in his first comment on ‘thé pro-
posals Kennedy sent to congress
last week,

Rockefeller chose as his forum
& rally sponsored by the New
York state conference of the Na-
tional Assoclation for the' Ad-
vancement of Colored People.

In his prepared remarks, he
sald the Kennedy program was
“a step in the right direction' but
complained that it covered only
five of 28 legisiative recommen-
dations of the federal Civil Rights
Commission.

Kennedy's major proposals were
designed to reinforce the Negro's
right to vote and fo attend de-
segregated schools, He also asked
for an extension by at least four
years of the life of the Civil
Rights Commission,

Rockefeller sald that, while
Kennedy promised during the 1860
campaign to enact the Democratic
civil rights platform as a firat
order of business, his proposals
“ignore three of his most impor-
tant campalgn promises, and they
are two years too late.”

Rockefeller cited Democratic
platform promises to set up a falr
employment practices commis-
sion, to empower the attorney
general to file civil "Injunction
suits to prevent discrimination,
and to make the Civil Rights
Commission & permanent agency.

By contrast, he said, Republl-
cans have iIntroduced legisiation
in congress to carry out both the

WASHINGTON (AP)—Two of
the most striking impressions you
get in- Cuba are that there are

80 many guns and 80 many
Russians.

Almost half of the pecple carry
machine guns, rifles ‘or pistols,
To a Canadian, it seems a little
unusual to be greeted by a hotel
doorman carrying a Czechoslovak
burp gun or by a pistol-packing
room clerk, Militia boys and girls,
some- 88-young-as 15, carry guns.
One young militia girl I saw was
carrying a rifle almost bigger
than she was.

I went to a Russian motion pic-
ture one evening and noticed that
many boys and girls out on dates
at the movies lugged along their

s — a somewhat incongruous
sight as they held hands with one
hand and carried their guns with
the other.

While initially at least there is
a measure of alarm at the sight
of so many guns, you get a feeling
of some frustration at the sight
of s0 many Russians. Cubans
young and pld constantly mistook
us for Russians, apparently be-
lieving any fair-haired person is
a Soviet citizen.

While I saw literally hundreds
of Russians dressed in _civilian
clothes wandering about Havana
or jammed In the back of trucks
out to factories, 1 saw
very few Chinese. The Chinese
I did see were by far the most
properly dressed of anybody

1

Cuba, even wearing ties, some-
thing the Russians and Cubans
generally do not do.

Food is very short in Cuba, al-
though nobody Is starving, and It
ix expensive in restaurants, Elder-
ly chicken and stringy pork are
the main dishes, along with rice.
Outside Havana, the food is rath-
er less appetizing.

The Cubans are on tight rations:
one chicken a month, one-gighth
of & pound of butter a month
and five egga & month, if you can
get them. Outside of some diplo-
matic meals, I did not see an egg
or a pat of -butter in two weeks In
Cuba.

We were in Cuba at the height
of the sugar cane cutting season
and the government had launched
a nationwide campalgn for volun-
teer cutters. The No. 2 man In
Cuba, economic czar Ernesto Gue-
vara, spent
cane himself in Camaguey Prov-
ince.

It was in the cane fields that I
interviewed him. With, his black
beard, chomping a cigar and
packing what he called a ''ma-
chine-gun'' pistol, he gave the In-
tefview beside a cane-cutting ma-
chine. His pistol, I was told, fires
20 shots and he carries five 20-shot
refills, The interview was conduct-
ed in a semicircle of his guards,
all carrying machine guns, rifles,
pistols and machetes.

El Commandante Guevara was
only too glad to answer any ques-
tion and this seemed to be the
attitude of the Cuban people them-
selves wherever we went, Those
who support the Castro govern-
ment are enormously proud of
thelr guns, their communism and
the houses and hospitals they hgve

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The equalized grand lst idea, ass
a basis for determining state ald
to education, is gaining popular-
ity, a State Department of Educa-
tion official said last night,
Although he wouldn't predict
whether proposals’ implementing
the measure would be passed 1
1963 legislation, Dr. Raymond . J.
Fay said, “We're closer to achleve-
ments In this area than we ever
have been."”
Dr. Fay, director of the depart-
ment's division of adminiatrative
services, discussed pending state
‘ald bills in a talk to about 30
teachers and school officlals.

He said the equalized grand list
idea dates from 1944 and was
first proposed, and, defeated, by
the 1945 Legisiature,
It would establish comparable
values for all towns in the state,
regardless of the percentage of
fair market valuea by which each
tO\l\('in computes its grand list, he
sald.
The new figurea wouldn't affect
the towns' assessment values, but
would be used solely as a for-
mula for computing state educa-
tion grants, said Dr. Fay.
He said the State Department
of Education (s proposing an
“equalized educational support
8(1)%"” which would cost $10,500,-

Inatead of retalning the current
amount of state support figure of
27.8 per cent of the total cost of
public elementary ahd secondary
schools, minus transportation
costs, the plan would fix the
amount at 30 per cent, he said.
Every town would receive more
aid than it is at present, accord-
lnf to an “index of need,” deter-
mined by dividing each town's
equalized grand Hst per puplil into
the highest equalized grand list of
the state's 189 towns.
Another bill, which would cost
$6,250,000, would provide state aid
on an "excess pupils” idea — the
number of pupils beyond what the
formula says a town can support.
A third would sel a "grand list
per pupill median"” a suggestion
that would Immediately eliminate

R surely seems so to thousands
of persons hit this winter by funny
aches and pains and upsets, in.
cluding bloody noses blamed on
“the bloody virus."

Perhaps it's true that brand
new viruses have popped up, and
zght even start \ at a

er rate, says Dr. Ro! Hueb-

ner of the National Institute of Al-
lergy and Infectious Diseases.

Sclentists only recently identi-
fied most of 120 or more viruses
known to cause colds, fevers,
muscular aches and pains, diar.
rhea, coughs and runny noses—a
great variety of mostly minor all-
ments,

Man is thelr target, and man
has evolved and multiplied over
thousands of years.

Biologieally speaking, - viruses
had to evolve also—''They weren't
all present the day man was
kicked out of paradise,” says Dr.
Huebner, directar of the institute's
laboratory of infectious diseases
in Bethesda, Md.

Influenza viruses change or mu-
tate fairly frequently. Any flu
vaccine has to incorporate the
strain of virus blazing up into an
epldemic,

Other respiratory and intestinal
viruses also might be mutating
during chain-reaction epidemics,
reproducing more viruses in each
person. .

Something could fo amiss in the
genetic assembly line so that a
alightly different virus ia produced

bfrom time to time. With more
than three billion people in the
world now, the chances could he
greater that a new virus could
appear, Heubner explains.
There's no way yet to prove
this, Peculiar llinesses this year
could well be due to some old
virus that hadn't been active in
recent years in your locality.

These are easy ons for
infections when doctors and pa-
tienta don't go to the trouble—
and expense—of laboratory tests
to identify the exact virus making
a playground of your body.

Virus researchers: have gone
deeper and are well along in clas-
sifying 10 dozen or more viruses
into types and families — some-
times overlapping—known as echo
virus, R8 or respiratory synoty-
tial, adeno, rhino, entero, coryza,
ARD, and ERC viruses.
