1,621-1,567 — union printers voted
Sundny to reject a. contract set-
tlement proposed by Mayor Rob-
ert F. Wagner and approved by
publisher and union negotiators
March 3.

The strike by Local 6 of the
International Typographical Union
began last Dec. 8101 days ago
—aguinst four newspapers. Five
other major dailies clogsed volun-
tarily at the same time, but one,
the Post, resumed publication
March 4.

Pyblishers' representatives ex-
pressed regret at the printers' re-
Jection of the proposed settlement.
. The vote raised the pessibility
that the ITU Executive Council

Barlow also attacked the ad-
ministration’'s proposed cuts in the
various tax brackets, charging
they have been designed to bene-
fit lower income groups and con-
sumers generally.
