Public hearings will be held five 
or six weeks from now when com­
ments and objections will be 
heard.

Then a revised and final ver­
sion will be drafted, to take ef­
fect 30 days after it is Issued.

In the meantime, Caplin has or­
dered IRS agents to “ resolve rea­
sonable doubts in favor of taxpay­
ers,”  If the taxpayers have made 
good faith efforts to comply.

Behind the bickering was the 
International Ckiban Solidarity 
(fongress, a (fommunist propagan­
da show called to whip up anti- 
American sentiment and support 
for the Goulart government’s 
hands-off-(Juba policy.

Lacerda has called the confer­
ence subversive. His police chased 
conference delegates out of Rio 
this week, arresting some, and 
forcing the conference to meet 
across Guanalsara Bay ta Niteroi, 
outside Lacerda’s Jurisdiction.

(toulart’s government haa nei­
ther encouraged nor condemned 
the conference. Foreign Commu- 
nlsts, however, have reportedly 
foimd it difficult to get Brazilian 
visas to attend the meeting.

Gen. Albino Silva, chief of 
Goulart’ s military household, said 
the federal troops were ordered 
into Rio because strikes' and 
threatened walkouts have pro- 
'duced eestleseness, endangering 
public buildings. State trolley and 
street car company workers are 
on strike.

Lacerda asserted that the action 
was designed to open the way for 
intervention ta his state “ by the 
Cuban government, which would 
give proof of its Influence ta the 
Justice Ministry.”

Donald Tuttle, chairman of the 

board of education, discussed sev­
eral points of interest to taxpay­
ers at the special town meeting 
Wednesday night.

In answer to a question con­
cerning the addition of a kinder­
garten and gymnasium to the 
present school system Tuttle said.

Tnc spade leads 6uts communi­
cations between the two hsuids be­
fore South can clear his top clubs 
out of the way. The average play­
er Would win the first trick with 
the king of spades and rely on 
winning all thirteen tricks In his 
own hand.

The bad break In diamonds 
dooms this hope. South Is down 
one if he relies on the diamonds.

When this hand was played last 
month In the annual Intercolle­
giate Bridge Championships, the 
brilliant students were expected 
to ^ve themselves an extra 
chance. Instead of relying sole­
ly on the diamonds, they were 
to make an attempt to run the 
clubs.

Declarer should win the first 
trick with dummy’s ace of spades 
and should cash the queen of 
spades to discard the ace of hearts 
from the South hand.

A  Northern Ireland government 
official says: "We haven’t  had any 
real trouble In Belfast fear years.
If the problem Isn’t licked, It’s on 
the ropes.”

About one million o f Ulster’s 
population are protestants; the 
other half million Roman Cato- 
alics. A Unionist (Protestant) 
government has ruled the prov­
ince, almost unchallenged, for 40 
years.

The Orange Society, caUed af­
ter WilUam *of Orange, was first 
formed in 1795 "to maintain the 
laws and peace of the country and 
the Protestant constitution.” It 
soon spread Its lodges over most 
of the country.

July 12—anniversary of the 
Battle of the Boyne, in which 
Protestant WlUlam o f Orange de­
feated CathoUc King James II 
Is still the Orangemen’s big cele­
bration day. It was also the day 
which, until recent years, saw the 
bloodiest clashes between Protes­
tant ’ Oionge and Catholic Green 
in the shabby , back streets of Bel­
fast.

The worst clashes have oocuired 
in times of business depression. 
In wartime, Ulster is prosperous 
—its shipyards and plane fac­
tories booming, Its linen industry 
busy on war work. Trouble comes 
with a return to peace-time 
economy.

Much of the orange-green fight 
ing was over which men should 
be laid off first—Protestants or 
(jattiolics.

Foreign firms, which have 
moved into Ulster in increasing 
numbers since World War II, have 
helped wipe out old prejudices.

For the past two years, al 
though imemployment has been 
grovring, Noitoem Ireland has 
known religious peace.

"The Mg Increase in modem in­
dustry in and ground Belfast has 
tended to obscure toe old re­
ligious lines,”  said a government 
ofl^aL  “Nowadays, the best man 
gets the Job and no one asks If he 
goes to Mass or chapel.”

Another sign of toe changing  
times is a move to get St. Pat­
rick's Day approved as an of­
ficial holiday In Northern Ireland 
as it ia in toe ReptibUo to the 
South.

aider myself a career man and a 
professional Marine. I am ready, 
prepared and trained to go into 
combat whenever the button is 
pushed. I ’ll be proud to go back 
and serve as a Marine wherever 
they send me.”

Slay has never been in combat. 
Convicted of striking and chok­

ing recruits, Sgt. Slay got an even 
suffer sentence than Marine B. 
Sgt. Matthew C. McKeon, who ts 
1956 led a night march on which 
six recruits drowned at Parrla Is­
land, N.C.

Slay’s sentence is subject to re­
view, first by the commander of 
the Marine Corps Recruit Depot 
here and later by higher authori­
ties. It is not uncommon for such 
sentences to be reduced.

Slay, father of an infant girl 
and four stepchildren, did not talk 
to newsmen after the sentencing. 
His civilian attorney, John E. Pat­
terson, was asked to have Slay 
comment briefly. “ No,”  Patter­
son said. “ Not briefly—not at all.’’ 

Slay’s wife, Janet, said firmly, 
He didn’t do all those things.” 
"Thiunping recruits is taclUy 

tolerated as a training practice 
by all hands at recruit depots,”  
Patterson had argued before the 
sentencing.

The prosecutor, Maj. Daniel B. 
Hunter, replied, "The very fact 
that we’re here shows that this is 
not so. I know of* no one on this 
depot in a responsible position who 
tolerates this.”

Fifteen young Marines who had 
been drUled by Slay testified for 
the prosecution rarlier in the trial. 
But they returned to testify for 
the defense and all but one said 
they would be willing to follow 
Slay into battle.

Is the main pic­
ture. TTiere have been suggestions 
that the situation nrdght be just a 
bit mixed up— ŵlth here and there 
a deserving Republican agent 
somehow on the Bailey-Kelly list.

The really big scrap over these 
Insurance lists, over the splitting 
of the conunlssion pie, was not, 
however, a matter of rivalry or 
political warfare between the two 
major parties.

■The big scrap of modern times 
over toe slicing c f the commissions 
was •waged largely behind the 
scenes. R  was. to be specific, be- 
Mnd the scenes of the Lodge ad- 
minlstoatlon, and it was a war­
fare between two brands of Re­
publicans. One brand consisted of 
the Republican leaders who be- 
loi^od to the regular party or- 
gaidnaticm. The other brand con­
sisted of the then State Comp­
troller F̂ red Zeller and his per 
Bonal organization, consisting of 
those insurance agents around the 
state ■wboee names were supposed­
ly listed in a little black book 
whose contents Zeller Shared with 
no one, not wito the Governor of 
the time, nor -with the party chair­
man of the tone.

The big drive, then, was to 
force Ileller, somehow, to be^n 
sharing this choice patronage with 
toe regular state organization of 
his own party. But this was 
Zeller’s personal statewide or­
ganization, which made him an 
automatic factor In every state 
convention, which probably en­
abled him to withstand various 
efforts to purge him from toe 
state ticket, and then finally 
pOayed its part In helping him win, 
in IMS, the high nomination, toat 
for governor, he had always been 
flirting with, ever since he had 
shared the state ticket with Ray 
Baldwin in 1938.

As we can remenAor what now 
seems somewhat ancient history, 
Zeller -was ne'ver forced into spllt- 
tiing the commissions among peo­
ple the state organization favored, 
but we do have some dim recol­
lection toat the list of those who 
were in his little black book was 
once made public, causing some­
what less gossip toan anyone had 
expected.

Portunatdy, of course, for the 
present Democratic era in state 
politics, there are no party ^ lits  
or party tecUons or party rivalries 
but fairtead aiQ manners and de­
grees of perfect harmony under 
toe generous and undenstandliig 
rule of Papa Bailey, In which all 
are for one and one for all, and 
toe splitting of commissions 
therefore, is on a very high level 
How -very petty It is, for toe nasty 
RepiAdicans to question, for an in- 
stsmt, who is now getting what 
for doing nothing.

M  The FraakUa tastttntjs 
The Soviet Union’s claim to 

possossioa of the moon may be a 
good Wt clooer than wo expect il 
the latest geopolitical develiy- 
mants are indicative of the 
shape of things to come. This is 
the concluaicm drawn by Andrew 
O. Haley, past president of the 
American lUxdiet society and the 
International Astronautlcal Feder­
ation and at the present time gen­
eral counsel for both organlza- 
tiohs.

Mr. Haley, a frequent visitor 
to the caidtals of the world—both 
east, and west—and thus in a po­
sition to know what'is going on 
in the realm of astronautics, be­
lieves the Russiana will claim the 
moon by virtue Of their fulfUlment 
of all the accepted procedures for 
claiming of a territory when they 
finally put a man on the moon.

To assess the problem in its
g' roper perspective it is necessary 

> go to tenrestrlal precedent as 
to what constitutes the proper 
claim to a virgin territory. In an 
address to the Philadelphia Chap­
ter of the American Institute of 
Aeronauts and Astronautics, Mr. 
Haley indicated that traditional­
ly ' there ha-ve been three accept­
ed methods by which nations 
oould lay claim to virgin lands.

The first is by the “ twig and 
tuif”  method in which a country 
symbolically accepts possession of 
a land by accepting a token like 
a twig or a branch or a piece of 
turf from that land. England laid 
claim to Australia by ̂  this meth­
od. And it must be remembered 
that her explorers, by only put­
ting foot on a tiny section, suc­
cessfully clsdmed an entire conti­
nent. In reverse thta could be the 
planting of a flag with the ver­
bal announcement that the land 
was being claimed.

The second method Is by map­
ping. When Roald Amundsen flew 
over the North Pole In 1926 he 
mapped and photographed the re­
gion, and to this day Norway 
claims this land in the north. A 
third method is to establish a con­
trolling or police force—either cl 
vilian or military—to monitor the 
new land; the Spaniards did this 
effectively in establishing and 
maintaining their rule in the New 
World.

Soviet Claims Improve 
By analogy, the Russians may 

be able to claim all three meth­
ods when they put a man on the 
moon. In September, 1969, they 
landed Lunik II on the moon and 
thus established their “ flag”  by 
the dropping of a pennant on the 
lunar surface. About a month lat­
er Lunik in  flew around and pho­
tographed roughly half of th 
unseen hidden side of the moon. 
Thus they succeeded in photo­
graphing or mapping the moon. 
The only method remaining is to 
put a policeman or a soldier on 
the moon and, under terrestrial 
precedent, they have a valid claim 
to the moon.

It may be recalled that at the 
time when the Soviet lunar activ­
ity was at its height, their lead 
ing space authority. Professor Lê  
onid Sedov, and Premier Khrush­
chev both said that they had no 
intention of claiming the moon for 
the Soviet Union. This apparently 
was the party line at that time 
and scientists and political ob­
servers in this country were con­

tent with tiWM ateteonttit̂ - *ud> 
donly the party Una underwent a 
complete revereal. Now the Sovi­
et Union la indlcatlnf that their 
decieion to rmounoe all claim to
tlib moon wae baeed on oomplete 
dleanhament on earth. And today, 
astute obeervera esc this oomplete 
disarmament as presumaUy the 
primary Ruaelan baala for their 
“ disarmament poUoy."

’The Ruaatane say the moon 
would belong to the entire earth 
if “ real”  freedom existed on the . 
earth. This la said to be the ob­
jectives of the Soviets who claim 
that only in this way can they in­
sure the moon will not be used 
as su base for aggression. It la of 
extreme faitereet to note that these 
objectives are not mouthed by 
their secondary poUtietans. This 
statement is echoed by the high­
est echelon in the political and sci­
entific circles in.Russia.

The argument the Ruseiane use 
is that some of our generals have 
Indicated that whoever controls 
the moon controls the world. If, 
they say, tola la true, then the 
moon should be forbidden to all 
who would use it in thla fahlon; 
and the only way to prevent its 
use as a war base is to insure 
peace on the earth.

U.8. Refuses Reoogidtiea 
It should be remembered that 

when the Russians planted their 
pennant on the moon former 
President Elsenhower indicated 
that the United Statee would not 
recognize their sovereignty on that 
planet. We would refuse to con­
cede that any nation on this earth 
would claim thla body. Thya thla 
country immediately went on rec­
ord as saying we would not 
recognize territoriaJ rights on the 
moon.

There are some interesting over­
tones to the change in the Soviet 
party over the past eight months.
It appears that when the Russian 
claims on the moon were rather 
nebulous they were quite agree­
able to renounce territorial rights 
for fear of losing these rights if 
we landed a man on the moon 
first. However, the change tn 
their policy indicates that they do 
pot consider this country capable 
of beating them to the moon and. 
thus, they can take this step with­
out compromising their position at 
a later date. Their policy at this 
moment indicates that they may. 
Indeed, put a man on the moon 
by 1967 as they have claimed.
, In this country knowledgeable 

scientists generally concede the 
Russians will get to the moon 
first. Whether we will recognize 
this claim on the moon is another 
story. It may well be that when 
toe first American gets ready to 
land on ,the moon he may be met 
by a Russian who may say: “ Wel­
come aboard! Here are a set of 
rules for your stay. As long aa 
you obey these rules you can stay. 
If you don’t obey, get off my 
land.”  Thus, if wo get to the moon 
after they do. we either obey 
rules or we fight over them. And 
if we fight over them, our ter­
restrial wars will violate a ■virgin 
celestial body.

Let us hope that when the as­
tronauts of the two countries meet 
on the moon they will behave and 
react much like the sclentlilts in 
Antarctica. They have been able 
to live in peace on the frozen con­
tinent.

A love for.old houses but a de­
sire for modern conveniences 
posed a problem for the Norman 
Johnsons of 'Jike St., Vernon. 
They solyed it by agreeing to con­
vert a barn on their property into 
a home. The result is a perfect 
blending of toe charm of the past 
with toe comforts of the present.

The barn was originally a part 
of the Grady farm of 900 acres. It 
was purchased, together with the 
farm house next door, by the 
Johnsons from fltephen Rose about 
eight years ago. Rose used the 
barn to house 40 head of cattle.

The Johnsons lived In the farm 
house. A horse and some sheep 
were kept In toe barn until about 
four years ago. About this time 
Mrs. Johnson decided toat she was 
tired of living in old houses and 
enduring toe lack of time-saving 
equipment. A “ For Sale” sign was 
placed on the farm house, and a 
search for a new home began. Af­
ter weeks of not finding just the 
"right place” to relocate, the 
couple decided to investigate the 
possibilities of converting the 
barn into a custom-planned home.

The couples four children, over­
joyed at the thoughts of remain­
ing in a familiar neighborhood, 
joined their parents in planning 
the conversion.

Their present home of four bed­
rooms, spacious living room with 
dining area, kitchen, family room 
and two bath.s, plus a separate 
four-room apartment, was the re­
sult of many pleasant hours spent 
tgigether over a drawing board.

When the family c o m p l e t e d  
plans they hired a contractor and 
work started. Mrs. Johnson smil­
ingly recalls that her husband was 
reluctamt to leave, for work each 
morning but rushed home each 
night, eager to check on toe prog­
ress of the building. He finally ad­
mitted he was imhappy because 
he could not put his o'wn skill.s to 
work on toe home they had plan­
ned. He had formerly been a build­
er- This fact, plus his eagerness, 
helped convince his wife toat he 
should leave his regular job and 
take over the building of the 
home. His ambition more than 
paid off, and with toe assistance 
of two helpers he had the house 
ready for occupancy in t h r e e  
months.

The Johnsons were fortunate 
that when they sold toe farm 
house the new owners did not 
want toe barn, or the acre of land 
their present home, stands on. It 
was rather difficult, they men­
tioned, to decide the fate of the 
farm animals, since they were 
nearly all beloved, and had been 
named for close friends.

Perhaps the only one that Mrs. 
Johnson was happy to part with 
was Oscar, a duck, her husband’s 
personal pet. Oscar, it seemed, had 
a short temper and waa quick to 
vent his displeasure on everyone 
but his especial friend. His shai^ 
bill was put to good use when his 
desires were thwarted, and Mrs. 
Johnson made it a point to arm 
herself with a broom when she 
ventured out in toe yard. With his 
owner however, he was sweet and 
tractable, and accompanied him 
on motor trips, providing he could 
occupy the front seat.

Oscar was given to a young man 
who assured Johnson that he 
would be well cared for. His bad 
disposition caused his undoing, 
and shortly lifter his removal he 
ended up as the piece de resis­
tance on his new owner’s dinner 
table.

The sturdy construction of the 
almost 20 year old former barn is 
evident in the interior of the 
house. Wide beams, not usually 
found in modern homes, give the 
large living room with dining area 
a feeling of hominess and stabil­
ity. The decor is gradually becom­

ing colonial, as Mrs. Johnson re­
places tradition pieces with an- 
tlque.s.

The kitchen is filled with all toe 
modern conveniences that were 
lacking in the farm house, and 
they are thoroughly enjoyed be­
cause of toe extra time they pro- 
■vlde for outside interests.

The men of the family use their 
extra time for planning additions 
to the house. A three-car garage 
is almost completed, and a hobby 
room is the next project.

A pine-paneled family room is 
toe nightly gathering place of the ^  
entir'' group. A built-in bar pro- 
\ides space for a 1,000 piece puz­
zle to be left, undisturbed, until 
completed. Mrs. Johnson is or­
ganist at toe Vernon Methodist 
Church- and her children are all 
musically inclined. Carolyn, a 
freshman at Rockville High 
School, and Christine, a Grade 6 
student at Lake St. School, tire 
members of church choirs.

Johnson Is employed at the Ful­
ler Brush Co., East Hartford. His 
favorite pastime Is building. . .  
anything and everything. His 
daughter Christine, also shares 
his hobby, and has an electric 
Sander of her very own, with which 
she is refinishing an old school 
desk and chair. His son, Norman, 
who recently served in toe U.S. 
Marine Corps, helps his Dad wito 
the man-sized chores around toe 
place.

The youngest child, Ellen, is a 
kindergarten pupil at Lake St. 
School, which is directly across 
the street from her home. Sandy, 
a magnificent tortoise-shell cat, 
completes the family group.

This home, perhaps because it 
was planned by them, fits the 
every need of toe family at all sea­
sons of toe year. In wintertime It 
has ample room for many g;uests, 
and in summertime the grounds 
and gardens are made for outdoor 
ll'ving.

Foundations of a former barn, 
nearer to toe street, have been left 
imtooiched and serve as a walled- 
in patio. Large circles, the re­
mains of old silos, are now used 
as flower-beds.

merely that they were ordinary 
and necessary business expenses.

The new regulation makes It 
clear that entertainment outlays 
intended simply to foster business 
good will do not ordinarily qualify 
as deductible henceforth. But 
some of the most common good 
will expenses will still be recog­
nized by IRS.

The “ quiet” business meal— 
with or wdthout martinis—remains 
deductible as in the past, and It 
isn't necessary to make a sales 
pitch or land an order.

However, the atmosphere In 
which the meal is eaten must be 
“ generally conducive” to a busi­
ness discussion, even If biulness 
Isn't discussed. That means no 
band, vocalists, strtpteasera, or 
other “ major distractions."

The chorus girls and Gypsy fid­
dles can stay in the picture if the 
buisiness man's entertainment is 

associated with the active con­
duct of trade or business”  and if 
it directly precedes or follows a 
substantial and bonaflde discus­
sion.

A convention qualifies as a bona 
fide business discussion.

If the taxpayer shows there is 
a clear business purpose, he may 
play host at a nightclub, ball 
game, theater, or other entertain­
ment spot.

I f  the entertainment has a busi­
ness purpose, the businesaman 
may invite his cuatomer's wife 
and his own wife as well. Their 
food and drinks are deductible. 
But a wife's travel with her hus­
band to a convention may not be 
deducted unless there is a busi­
ness reason to come along.

She would be deductllfle, for in­
stance, if she served as her hus­
band's secretary or had a role in 
the convention program.

The membership dues of coun­
try clubs and the costs of operat­
ing yachts or hunting lodges would 
be proportionately deductible if 
more than 50 per cent of their 
use Is devoted'to "ordinary and 
necessary”  business.

Limitations were eet on deduc­
tions for travel when the taxpayer 
tacks a vacation onto his business, 
trip, if he is away from home for 
more than a week and if the pleas­
ure Jaunt occupies more than 26 
per cent of his total time away 
from home.

In such a case, he can claim 
a deduction only for that portion 
of his transportation costs and ho­
tel bills which rejaresent the buel- 
ness portion of the outing.

ToMn Starts Job

Removal of the 25,713 cubic 
yards of sand spread on town 
roads last winter has begun in 
the soutl^est section of town, 
according to Deputy Director of 
Public Works Chester Langtry.

Langtrj’ says the department’s 
highway division will move in a 
clockwise direction to the north­
west. northeast and southeast 
sections.

“This is a continuation of a 
policy that was adopted two years 
ago which calls for the starting 
of the sweeping operation in a 
different quarter of the town each 
year so that in a four-year period 
of time, all of the people will re­
ceive their atteirtion.” he says.

Scrapers and payloaders are 
preceding the power sweepers this 
year, to pick up the heaviest ac­
cumulation and haul it away in 
trucks, because of the "abnormal­
ly large amount of sand this 
year,” he says.

Most of the sand is In the gut­
ters, bottom of hills and in a 
number of catch basins, says 
Langtry.

GETS X22A JOB
Fiber glass, integral gear box 

propellers will be developed by 
Hamilton Standard for the U.S. 
Navy’s X22A vertical takeoff and 
landing (VTOL) research plane.

The lightweight propellers are 
being built by th^ United Air­
craft Corporation division for 
Textron’s Bell Aerosystems Com­
pany, developer of the tilting-duct 
aircraft.

The plane’s four propellers will 
be installed inside ducts that will 
swing to horizontal and vertical 
positions. This will enable the 
X22A to take off straight up, fly 
forward in normal flight, hover, 
and then set down vertically like 
a helicopter.  ̂The ducts increase 
the propellers’ thrust In takeoff 
and landing, and act as wing;s in 
forward flight.

The ducted propellers will be 
mounted in tandem, two in the 
front section of the fuselage and 
two in the aft section.'

Bell Aerosystems is building 
two X22A aircraft for the Navy. 
Capable of flying up to 350-miles- 
an hour, the VTOL craft will be 
used in a program, managed by 
the Navy, to study the mechanical 
and aerodynamic problems as­
sociated with such a dual-tandem, 
ducted propeller design and to 
evaluate the military potential c." 
the aircraft. The plane will have 
a two-man crew and will be able 
to carry six passengers or a 1,- 
200-pound cargo.
