Favors Salaries

HARTFORD (A P )— Pro­
bate Judge Themuus B. Cknigh 
lin of Stratford urged the 
General Assembly t o d ^ y  
to study the feasibility of put­
ting probate judges on salary. 
At present, the income of pro­
bate judges is based on the 
amount of work done.

In some districts where large es­
tates are common, there have been 
times when the probate judges 
were better paid than any public 
official In the sta/te; in less busy 
districts, however, the Job ls<only 
part-time and the income is slight.

Coughlin told the Judiciary and 
governmental functions commit­
tee that when he campaigned for 
his Judgeship last year he discov­
ered the voters were far more In­
terested In the manner In which 
the Judges were paid than In any 
other aspect o f the Job.

Boss of Guatemala 
To Deport All Reds

By JACK RUTLEDGE '^members of the Organization of
GUATEMALA d T Y .  Guate­

mala (A P )—Vowing tp fight com­
munism "to  the death,”  Guate­
mala’s new dictator. Col. Enrique 
Peralta announced Monday night 
he will deport all Communists in 
the country and let no others en­
ter.

The provisional president told a 
news conference Guatemala is 
calm following Sunday’s military 
coup. But the • Defense Ministry 
charged communist agitators are 
planning disorders.

Communist demonstrations were 
banned, but a mass rally was 
planned today to register'  public 
approval for Peralta, 54, an army 
officer and former diplomat who 
seized power with the avowed 
purpose of cracking down on Com­
munist subversion.

Most political parties in this 
Central American nation approved 
the coup, although Miguel Ydi- 
goras FMentes, the elected pres­
ident it deposed, was a militant 
anti-Communist and a conserva­
tive.

Alberto Herrate Gonzalez, the 
new foreign minister, expressed 

*^hope for prompt recognition by all

American States 
The request presented a prob­

lem for the United States and 
those of Guatemala’s anti-Com 
munist allies In South America 
who feel freely elected govern 
ments are the best defense 
against communism.

In Washington, State Depau-t 
ment press officer Lincoln l ^ t e  
said the United States "is  consult 
ing with other countries in the 
hemisphere on the question of es 
tablishing relations with the hew 
regime

Meanwhile, the State Depart­
ment urged the new regime to 
send a delegation to the Central 
American security conference 
scheduled to start Wednesday in 
Managua. Nicarag^ua 

(Josta Rica and Venezuela an 
nounced they will not recognize 
the Peralta regime. Both coun 
tries also have refused to recog 
nlze governments set up by mili­
tary coups in Argentina and Peru 
Mexico recalled its ambassador 
for consultation.

the U.S. national interest around 
the world. Past Democratic and 
Republican presidents, a  biparti­
san majority in Congress and 
among the people and the Clay 
committee all agree on this, be 
said.

’The presidential message 
launched the annual legislaUve 
bsdtle over the politically unpop­
ular aid bill.

WASHINGTON (A P )—The Prsa- 

ident is like a union and Congress 
like a management negotiating a 
new contract every year when Mfa 
time to put through another for­
eign aid program.

Wherever, you live, the soil you 

have on hand is a good beginning 
for grw in g  plants. Improving ooil 
for an entire lawn requires a fair 
amoamt of work all at once. But 
Itor flowers or gardens, ahrulJS'’Or 
amaU trees, it ts easy by compari- 
aon to improve soil to make plants 
frow  well.

Hemenrber that plants build up 
largely from the energy of sun­
light, plus water and air. A much 
amiuler part of the weight of all 
plant growth comes from soil 
minerals and nitrogen. These can 
be provided with fertilizer. Or­
ganic matter; the partially decayed 
remains of other plants, provides 
many "trace minerals” which 
plants uee In tiny amounts.

Organk; matter — peat moas, 
oomiMet, sawdust, and many oth­
er dead plant materials—improves 
soil in many ways. It holds mois­
ture in droughty sand or gravel. 
It lightens heavy clay or silt to 
Improve air penetration. Plant 
rooU must “breathe” ae well as 
absorb water and plant foods.

Leafy plants need a lot of nitro­

gen. You can add nitrogen fertil­
izer as they grow, or use 10-6-6, 
12-12-12 or other plant food rich 
in nitrogen when you spade or 
plow. Put a little 6-10-5 or super­
phosphate fertilizer below the seed 
row when you plant flowers or 
vegetables.

Li planting trees or shrubs, pile 
the dark, richer top soil to one 
'Side o f the hole, and lighter-colored 
subsoil separately. U s e  topsoil 
around the roots, cuid fill In the 
top with subsoil. Add organic mat­
ter, but no fertilizer, unless it is 
below the roots. Then add fertilizer 
after the plants have started grow­
ing.

thewill be published as soon 
injuncUon is dissolved.

Five unions, representing some 
200,000 men who man the nation’s 
trains, are ready to call a strike 
whenever the railroads begin cut­
ting jobs.

President Kennedy also is ready 
to act. He is prepared to invoke 
emergency procedures of the Rail­
way Labor Apt, providing 30 days 
for a presidential board to recom­
ment a settlement formula and 30 
more days for additional negotia­
tions.

The carriers have asserted that 
featherbedding — their term for 
jobs they contend arc no longer 
needed—has cost railroads |«X) 
million a year.

Changes will include Immediate 
dismissal of 13,000 locomotive fire­
men with low seniority smd rules 
changes on freight and yard serv­
ice which will eventually eliminate 
at least 25,000 jobs.

Some 27,000 locomotive fire­
men’s jobs erill be dropped when 
present employes leave the com­
panies—that is, when the firemen 
die. retire or quit.

The unions involved — firemen, 
engineers, conductors, trainmen 
and switchmen—have denied the 
charges of featherbedding and 
point to a cut of 50 per cent In 
the rail work force In the last 
16 years.

The Msinohester Chamber of 
Commerce has endorsed the aqual- 
ized educational support plan. Un­
der the plan, additional state aid 
to education would be distributed 
on the basis of the individual 
town’s school enrollment and its 
ability to pay.

Under the plan, wealthier towns 
would receive lees additionid state 
aid per pupil than poor towns.

The chamber is urging Sen. Fred 
Doocy and Rep. Paul Groobert snd 
Ste've Cavagnaro to support the 
governor’s plan, estimated to eost 
the state $10,600,000 during the 
next biennium.

An alternate plan proposed by 
the S t a t e  Board of Education 
would eost 327,500,000 fOr the 
same period.

Frederick G. Nassiff, chamber 
president, says, "It does not Sesm 
fair that conununities which art 
extremely wealthy and have a high 
grand list should continue to re­
ceive the same amount per pupil 

towns which are not so wealthy. 
We are in favor of this aquallaa- 
tion plan.’’

WASHINGTON (AP)—The Ken 

nedy administration was under

Sen. Wayne Morse, D-Ore., said 
he was awEdting an answer from 
Atty. Gen. Robert F. Kennedy to 

M arch ' 20 letter in which he 
proposed enforcement of Neutrali- 

Act provisions against Ameri­
cans EUid non-citizens taktog part 
in expeditions to other countries.

Morse, who heads a Foreign 
Relations subcommittee on Latin 
America, denounced toe raids 
Monday as ineffective and danger­
ous.

Sen. John Sherman Cooper, R- 
Ky., said in an Interview he 
agrees t̂hat the United States can­
not peimit the exiles to dictate 
toe course of U.S. policy. But he 
said that policy isn’t firm enough.

"The best thing we could do to 
reduce provocations in the area 
is to make it clear that the Soviets 
must withdraw all of their troops 
from toe area,”  he said.

Sen. Barry Goldwater, R-Ariz., 
member of toe Senate Armed 

Services committee, ssid toe ad­
ministration first encouraged toe 
refugees “ but -now it appears we 
are backing off.”

T h is  is the type of thing that 
stems from gi'ving Khrushchev a 
no-in'vasion pledge,”  he said.

Ann-^ud wanted to convert the 
building into a restaurant.

The TiPC last night noted that 
a non-conforming use of the Ismd 
on Oakland St. has been going on 
for some time. The only sustaining 
business in the Oakland St. area 
has been Pero Orchards, it was 
pointed out by Alvord.

At the March 11 public hearing, 
several persons were against the 
zone change for reasons that a 
Business Zone would allow the 
sale of liquor and that area is on 
road that leads to Vernon Circle 
shopping area.

Reasons for not changing the 
zone, by the TPC, was that such 
a zone change would create spot 
zoning and would introduce 
Business Zone into a predominant­
ly residential section of town.

The second TPC denial involved 
a request from the Bantly Oil Co. 
to change from Residence Zone B 
to Residence Zone C two vacant 
lots on Elro St. The applicant not­
ed a desire to build an apartment 
building for five or six families 
Spot zoning waa the reason for the 
denial.

(1) Britain should beef up its con­
ventional forces under the North

The two questions are closely 
linked, Wilson maintains, as Brit­
ain could afford to strengthen its 
conventional forces only if it gave 
up its nuclear dreams.

Britain could make a bigger con' 
tribuUon to NATO’s conventional 
arms strength.

’nua makaa tfaa Gold ^Btar Me­
morial Bridge something o f an 
honest rarity among modem day 
toll projecta.

H u  ton on this bridge haa been 
an honest toll, as we classify 
tolls, becauBS it haa bean a trril to 
pay for this bridge, and because it 
has been taken off ■when the 
bridge itself haa been paid for. The 
temptation, with tolls. Is tq impose 
them first for the honest purpose 
o f paying for the specific new fa­
cility the public is using, and then, 
after that bridge or stretch of 
road is paid for, to keep on collect­
ing the tolls and using the revenue 
for, other things—perhaps other 
roads and bridges, but perhaps, as 
is now helnr proposed down in 
New Jersey, for general state pur­
poses.

But the people who originally 
set up the Gold Star Memorial 
Bridge project had some decency 
and intelligence. They wanted to 
be rid of the toll charge in their 
locality when the bridge was paid 
for.

So, after 20 years of tolls, the 
bridge is now a free bridge.

In addition to providing an 
example of an honest toll project, 
this New London bridge also tells 
another story—the story of how 
building public projecta on credit, 
by a process of borrowing, even 
borrowing on the basis of tolls 
increases the ultimate cost of such 
projects.

’This Gold Star Memorial Bridge 
cost roughly $6,000,000. In the 20 
years in which it has been a toll 
bridge, the toll revenues have 
amounted to $11,000,000. In other 
words, the $6,000,000 project, 
when interest' riiargea and ex­
penses of toll collecting were add­
ed to It, came up to a final total 
of $11,000,000. The $6,000,000 
bridge cost $11,000,000, when M 
■was built this way.

One news story about the final 
freeing o f this bridge said that 
these statistics proved that the 
bridge had been a "sound invest­
ment.’’

Instead, of course, what it really 
was was a relati'vely smooth and 
painless way of making the peo­
ple pay twice as murii for the 
bridge as it should have cost.

Had the state paid cash for the 
bridge, it could have saved the 
people $5,000,000.

Well, it’s good news that, on the 
Gold S'tar Bridge, the public la 
ha-ving to pay only $5,000,000 more 
than the project might have eost

Now and then there comes, in 
oontrast to tha usual proas of busl- 
nssa at the normal legrlalativo 
hearing, the quiet Interlude, which 
produces friendly informal collo­
quy among legislatora who are, 
for a change, and for a momont 
or two, free to take up good of 
the order kind of topic.

We found ourMlves in the midst 
of such a charming Interlude, the 
other afternoon, when we attend­
ed what started to be a hearing 
before the Legislative Rules Oom- 
mittee, and what ended up as the 
kind of informal discussion we 
have just described.

There were, as it happened, bills 
among those being heard which 
directly concerned l e g i s l a t o r s  
themselves. It is the Rules Com­
mittee, it became apparent when 
that body turned over to the Leg­
islature, at the outset of this 1963 
session, such wonders as unlimit­
ed office space for even minor 
Assembly satraps, and the Ha­
waiian Room as well, which looks 
after legislators. Even on this day, 
there was one measure b e f o r e  
them which concerned their i^ys- 
Ical comfort. It was a bill intro­
duced by Commander R o b e r t  
Barnes of Montvllle, succinctly di­
recting the state public works 
commissioner to “enlarge the park­
ing space on the grounds of the 
state capitol to the extent neces­
sary to provide parking facilities 
for four times the number of mo­
tor vehicles which can now be ac­
commodated.

’Ibis measure, if 'it  could specify

Committee, this day, was bored 
with tanglblea, and besides fiobo- 
dy appesTed to say svsa ons word 
for such a wonderful measure.

NEW YORK (AP)—L. Judson 

Morhouse, who resigned as Re­
publican state chairman during a 
grand jury probe of the scandal- 
tainted State Liquor Authority, re­
ceived $18,000 in fees from Play­
boy Ehiterprises, his attorney 
says.

In Albany, Gov. Nelsmi A. Rock­
efeller. commenting on a Life 
magazine story, which first re­
ported the Morhouse-Playboy tie- 
up, called it good journalism.

Playboy Enterprises is the own­
er of the Playboy clubs through­
out the country featuring scantily 
clad waitresses dressed as bun­
nies.

One of the clubs opened here 
after a dispute over a license 
and Monday charged in court 
that it had been the victim of 
coercion and duress on the part 
of the State Liquor Authority.

Rockefeller declined to say 
whether he agreed with State 
Senate Majority Leader Walter J. 
Mahoney who described the ar­
ticle as an effort to harm the 
Republican governor nationally.

Mahoney, a Republican, who 
also wa.s named in the Life ar­
ticle, said Monday in Albany that 
the magazine was "going way out 
In left field in an effort to tie up 
all Republican leaders with mis­
conduct in the State Liquor Au­
thority. "He said the article made 
no allegation of wrongdoing 
against the GOP leaders.

The article said Mahoney's law 
firm had represented a Roches­
ter, N.Y., man in an SLA matter. 
It also mentioned other prominent 
Republicans as having repre­
sented clients before the author­
ity.

Mahoney told a news confer­
ence he had not handled the SLA

A t the time the county system 
was abolished, he said. Gov. John 
Dempsey, who was then lieutenant 
governor, promised that there 
would be no effect on the mutual 
aid systems.

First, there is personnel on duty 
at all timea familiar with the 
equipment available in each town.

Second, the jails provide a cen­
ter of operation which can no 
longer be provided through taxes 
levied on the county, since the 
county has been abolished.

He said he met yesterday with 
Howard Reynolds, president of the 
Tolland County Mutual Aid, to dis­
cuss possible alternatives, and 
came up with none.

Aside from the problem of the 
mutual aid facilities, said the sen­
ator, there would be a problem 
of where to put the jail inmate.s.

Supposedly, the inmates of the 
Tolland and Litchfield jails would 
be moved to the Hartford jail on 
Seyms St.

However, he said, the Tolland 
jail is now being used on occasion 
for overflow numbers from the 
Hartford jail. Hov’ rvill the Hart­
ford jail meet these new demands, 
he asked.

There is a plan to build a $3 mil­
lion jail in Haddam as a single 
facility for all jail inmates, he 
said, but this would be costly n6t 
only for construction, but also 
would necessitate great transpor­
tation costs to the state, to allow 
Inmates to show up for their 
court hearings at courts all over 
the state.

As a final sally. Senator Welles 
remarked that it is peculiar that 
the three jails the Democratic con­
trolled state government seeks to 
close are three jails where Re­
publicans were elected sheriffs.

Let’s take another look at the 

stomach and at an amazing new 
treatment for peptic ulcers. It has 
long been knowm that the stom­
ach is primarily a reservoir which 
edlows a man to eat a meal and 
then forget about feeding himself 
for a few hours. It is only sec­
ondarily an organ of digestion.

All its digestive functions can 
be performed, by the intestinOs. 
That is why it is possible to live 
without a stomach but, because 
of the new developments about to 
be described, many an ulcer that 
would have been treated by re­
moving all or part of Uie stomach 
can be treated without surgery.

It is of some interest at this 
point to note that the stomach 
juices can dissolve animal tissues. 
Why then do they not dissolve the 
stomach’s own lining? To ainswer 
this we must assume that the gas­
tric juice is capable of dissolving 
only tissues that are dead. In per­
sons who have peptic ulcers the 
acid and pepsin of the gastric 
juice actually do dissolve the 
stomach’s lining. This leads to 
the conclusion toat In some way 
not completely understood the liv­
ing cells of the stomach wall are 
weakened before the gastric juic­
es attack them.

Some ulcers erode the duoden­
al wall BO deeply that they de­
stroy the tissues around an ar­
tery. Although the artery is 
more resistant to erosion than 
the lining of the duodenum, it 
too may be eroded In time. The 
resulting hemorrhage Is an 
emergency that calls for prompt 
hospltislizatlon. In the past, bed 
rest, sedatives, and transfusions 
were relied on to stop the bleed­
ing and. In persons who had had 
ulcers for many years, removal 
of til estomach was often per­
formed to eliminate the secre- 
ttons of the eroding Juices.
Now, thanks to Dr. <5wen Wan­

gensteen, the distinguished sur­
geon at the University of Minne­
sota, and his colleagues, better re­
sults can be obtained by a simple 
process of freezing. This Idea did 
not develop overnight nor was it 
used on human beings until it 
had been carefully tested in lab­
oratory animals.

It all started with the fact, 
known for many years, that all 
chdmical processes are slowed 
down by lowering the tempera­
ture under which they take place 
The lower the temperature, the 
slower the reaction. The produc­
tion of acid Bind pepsin by the 
stomach is a chemical process 
and tests on dogs proved that 
cooling the stomach reduced the 
production of these substances.

The stomach of a man with 
a bleeding duodenal ulcer was 
cooled to icebox temperature 
(about 60 degrees) for 48 hours. 
His pains of niaiiy years dura­
tion and his bleeding stopped 
and the operation to remove a 
part of . his stomach was can­
celed, acid seorettons slow­
ly increased, however, and the 
eooUng had to be repeated. 
Although this treatment cannot 

be applied to every patient with 
duodenal ulcer, it can be recom. 
mended to most 'at a great sav­
ing of time and discomfort. 
Eventually it may be possible to 
perform gastric freezing as an of­
fice procedure. As with all great 
discoveries the Ideas behind this 
treatment were known for many 
years. They were merely waithq; 
for some genius to put two and 
two together.

BRITONS RENT THEIR TVs
LONDON (AP)—A recent inves­

tigation by a British consumer 
guide turned up Information that 
approximately 80 per cent of new 
television sets reaching the pub­
lic in England are rented rather 
than bought.

Hie consumer guide indicated 
that unless a bought set was kept 
more than four years, renting 
cheaper. <But the main reason giv­
en for renting is that if anytMng 
goes wrong, the renting company 
scurries over to fix the machine. 
Rental companies compete to of­
fer the best service \rith no re­
pair charge. Most firms send 
repair truck to the house within 
24 hours, and some even main- 
toin Sunday and holiday service.

Since rental profits increase 
proportion to the length of time 
a set is kept, rent is reduced 
annually as an inducement not 
to chsuige sets. For example, 
19-inch model, costing $176 to buy, 
would rent for $1.20 a week, re­
duced by seven cents each week, 
it is used. An advance payment 
for the first three months 
requtoed by law, and generally the 
rentof must sign an agreement to | 
keep ttis set ^  least a year.

"I don't think people recognize 
generally what a mess this execu­
tive structiire la,’ ’ he told report-, 
ers. "After all, there are 120 to 
125 agencies that I ’m supposed to 
keep in touch with personally.’ ’

Under the new constitution, the 
state agencies will be concen­
trated Into 20 major departments 
with lines of authority more 
sharply drawn.

Other changes would lengthen 
the term of the governorship from 
two years to four; reapportion the 
state Senate cm a formula based 
80 per cent on population and 20 
per cent on area; establish a 
court of appeals under the Su­
preme Court; eliminate the office 
of justice of the peace; bar a 
graduated income tax and estab­
lish the nation’s first constitution­
al Civil Rights Commission.

BUENOS AIR ES (A P )—  

Loyalist m ilitary leaders m - 
nounced today the Argentine 
navy has ended its revolt 
against President Jose M aria 
Guido. Rebel sources in th is 
capital called the announce­
ment “ lies and not near the 
truth.”

Earlier the rebels, repented to 
be retreating under heavy gov­
ernment air and ground assaults, 
talked of a possible truce. Tlia 
revolt, chiefly aimed at followara 
of ex-dictator Juan D. Peron, be­
gan Tuesday.

The pro-Guido navy ucretariat 
announced an end of the navy's 
rebellious operations, q u o t i n g  
what it called a communique from 
the commander of the big rebel 
navy base at Puerto Belgp’ano, 850 
mUes south of Buenos Aires. Tha 
secretariat quoted the rebel base 
commander as saying "all opera­
tions have ended.”

Later War Secretary Lt. Gen. 
Benjamin Rattenbach told news­
men “ the navy has ended—total­
ly—their rebellion.’ ’

There was no direct, independ­
ent word from Puerto Belgrano 
on whether the loyalist announce­
ments were correct.

Earlier the government claimed 
a rebel fleet threatening a show­
down attack on Buenos Aires had 
ended Its operatiems. Tha rebels 
here denied this.

Acting Navy Secretary Joaa 
Manuel Aatigueta announced that, 

'The natiohal fleet, through (fleet 
c<Hnmander) Rear Adm. Eladio 
Vaaquez, has communicated to tha 
a c t i^  ns'vy aecretary that It has 
oeaaed Its opataUans.”

Rebel aourcea aiald, toMnmr.
