During World War II, Rabbi Sil­
ver served as chaplain with the 
U.S. Army, serving from 1942 to 
1946 in Hawaii and the Phillp- 
pinee.

As director of public Informa­
tion of the Union of Ajnerica Heb­
rew Congregations, and adltor of 
its official publlcatiwi, ‘ ‘American 
Judaism,” Rabbi Silver achieved a 
reputation for his essays and ar­
ticles dealing with many phases of 
American Jewish life. He served 
In the posts from 1952 to 1959.

Rabbi Silver is the present 
spiritual leader of Temple Slnal, 
Stamford, and conducts a column 
In the National Jewish Post. He Is 
president of the Association of 
Jewish Chaplains of the Armed 
Forces, and president of the Stam- 
ford-Darien Minister’s League. He 
has visited Israel several timee.

Premier Khrushchev declined
1  Invitation to visit Red China 

and instead asked Mao Tse 
to see him in Moscow.

As an alternattve Khrushchev 
suggested that the Chinese Com- 
mimist leader first send represen 
tatives for high-level talks to 
dear the air over the deep Moe- 
eow-Peking rift.

There was no Immediate reac­
tion fix>m Peking. A New China 
News Agency broadcast eald only 
that the Soviet ambassador to 
PdUng had delivered a letter 
from lOirushchev to Premier 
Chou Bn-iai and other Chinese 
party leaders.

It appeared, however, that it 
would be difficult for Mao to re­
fuse at least to send a delegatlea

^to Moscow. In his Invgatlon to 
Khrushchev, Mao said that if the 
Soviet premier could not come to 
Peking, he could send a delega­
tion or the Chinese would Send a 
delegation to MOscow.
. In his reply Khrushchev de­
clined with tlumks the Oiineae in­
vitation to stop over In Peking en 
route to Cambodia this spring.

The letter, signed by the Soviet 
Communist party’s Centraf Com-' 
mittee, said Khrushchev never In­
tended to 'Visit Cambodia. Soviet 
Prtesident Leonid Brezhnev is go- 
Int Instead, It eald.

The best time for Mao's 'visit 
would be in the spring or summer 
of this year, Tass reported.

If Mao cannot make the trip, 
the letter proposed that the sub­
stitute delegation come about 
May 16.

Early in my married life I  ecn- 
fessed to my wife that my great 
aim in life was to write the great 
American novel, and she went 
right out and bought me a $5 d ic ­
tionary to help the work a lo ^ .

Every half-hour or so for years 
after that she would inquire so- 
liciously, "How about that great 
American novel? When are you 
going to finish it?”

"Finish It, woman!”  I  always 
replied. "How can I  aver begin 
it until I  get a room of my own?”  

Well, about 10 years ago we 
finally moved into an apartment 
large enough for me to have a 
room of my own. Then our daugh­
ter arrived.

’The other day, after a decade 
of pacing back and forth and 
sharpening my pencils I  sat down 
at my typewriter to write the 
opening sentence. My daughter 
opened the door of my sanctum 

I sanctorum and said:
"Daddy. I ’m a big girl now,

I and I  have to have a room of 
I my own.”

I  sighed, closed my typewriter,
I and moved out.

But, looking ahead, I  eetimate 
I my daughter will be grown up 
and married in another dosen

Secretary McNamara, one can 
be sure, didn't mean to say. or 
didn't mean to sound as if he were 
saying, that K waa our idea to 
draw Russian missiles tow’ard 
Canada and away from us, but 
still the fact remains that the ac­
tual words he used were these:

"A t the very least, they (the 
Bomarc bases) would causa the 
Soviets to target missiles against 
them and thereby increase their 
missile requirement or draw mis­
siles onto these Bomarc targets 
that wo"ld otherwise be available 
for other targets.”

This makes it sound as If our 
sole objective in pressing our nu­
clear waiheads on Osnada had not 
been to increase anybody's ca­
pacity to tooot down Russian 
planes or missiles, but merely to 
tr>' and make sure that more 
Russian missiles would be dropped 
on Canada instead o ' upon us.

Board of Finance 
Approves Budget

Tha Hebron Board at Education 
has approved a budget of <188,282 
for the fiscal year of 1963-64. While 
this amount is an Increase of <34,- 
058 over the present budget, it ap­
pears to be about the best that can 
be done. Bhctra expenses to be. met 
will Include pay for three more 
fuU-tlme teachers, also a part time 
kindergarten teacher and anoUier 
full time custodian, made neces­
sary owing ■ to Increased duties. 
There will also be an additional 
day of nursing service provided 
for 1964, and provision is made for 
extra expense in holding a class 
for mentally retarded elementary 
pupils.

School Supt. Aram Damarjian, 
howeveâ , says that part of this 
increase will be offset by an antici­
pated increase in state grant in 
aid of education of <5,000.

Tuition payments for p u p i l s  
from other towns attending the 
mentally retarded claas will large­
ly offset that expense, making at 
least a small dent in the increase.

The estimated value of eonstruc-
rion begun In Manchester during 
March is morq than||^dbuU« the 
amount estimated started In Feb­
ruary, according to Thomas Mona­
han, town building Inapeotor.

B u t the March 1963 total la 
about a quarter leaa than th e  
amount for the same month In 
1962.

Estimated costs o f building starts 
in Msnchester during Che month 
total $167,293, including the price 
of three new single-family dwell­
ings and $48,000 in huMneas oon- 
Btrucrion.

This compares favorably with 
$74,027 In construction begun In 
February 1963 but not so favor­
ably with the $215,730 estimatod 
for buUding costs in March 1062.

The three single-family homes 
were estimated to cost a total of 
$48,000. Two of them, oh Fleming 
St„ are valued at $17,000 each.

'The new business construction 
includes a $27,000 addition to the 
Iona warehouse on Regent St., 
$11,000 for Installation of fixtures 
in the new First National Store at 
Center St. and Henderson Rd„ and 
$10,000 for remodeling at W illle’a 
Steak House, 446 Center St.

The total f  all alteratlona and 
additions was $71,746; $28,125 was 
estimated for miscellaneous con­
struction, Including a four-family 
house at 16 Lyness St. valued at 
$28,000.

Other building atarts are esti­
mated at. $18,273 for affidavits for 
additional cost beyond earlier eatl- 
mates, and $1,150 for the erection 
of signs.

About $1,908 will have to be 
taken o ff the town tax rolls to re­
flect demolitions of three garages 
and a portion of a mill building.

A l' told, $623.50 was taken in by 
the building department In fees to 
cover, departmental costs.

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Argentina Loyalists 
Say Navy Ends Fight

MiTlwr Independtthcta which reb­

£tenoa Alrea harbor. The exact 
whereabouta et  the fleet waa im- 
known.

The government claimed Tuea- 
day n i^ t  that Vazquea haa com­
municated hla allegiance to Gui­
do but this could not be con- 
flrmed. Astigueta said Vasquez 
had been offered the post of chief 
tt  naval operations.

There were reports, however, 
that the navy rebels would refuse 
to accept Vasques as their chief 
and attempt to continue their re­
volt, aimed at keeping followers 
ol ousted dictator Juan D. Peron 
from running in the June 23 elec­
tions for president and congress.

All information pointed to a gen­
eral rebel retreat. But their 
moves may be in the form of a 
strategic withdrawal for a pos­
sible regrouping of forces at Puer­
to Belgrano, a navy base 380 
miles south ol Buenos Aires.

One rebel plane, with 11 per­
sons reported aboard, landed at 
Montevideo across the River Plate 
in Uruguay, The Urugi^yan gov­
ernment did not say immediately 
what, it planned to do with the 
occupants. The rebels were not 
identified.

Government forces opened an 
offensive after daybreak. Bomb­
ers and Jet fighters attacked the 
strategic rebel naval air base at 
Punda Indio, about 80 miles south­
east ol Buenos Aires. The loyalist 
command said army tanks moved 
into the air base and forced its 
surrender.

Army tanks occupied Rio San­
tiago on the heels of fleeing reb­
els, the command reported. Rio 
Santiago is near La Plata which 
was in rebel hands Tuesday but 
which the government claimed 
was retaken after a  tank clash 
during the night. La Plata is 35 
miles southeast of Buenos Aires.

“The beginning ol a  tragedy is 
under way lor Argentina,” a mili­
tary officer said. “Too many lives 
will be lost.”

This apparently was a refer­
ence to & e loyalist command's 
order to attack the navy rebels in 
an all-out offensive.

Barlier a  rebel broadcast from 
the Puerto Belgrano area said the 
navy will not surrender and that 
“we will fight to thq deaths”

The revolt erupted Tuesday 
morning in an effort to block the 
elections June 23 for president 
and Congress. The Guido govern­
ment p i l l e d  to let the Peronists 
take part, and the navy feared 
they would / win, since about a 
third of Argentina’s voters usual 
ly vote Peronist.

Two violently anti-Peronist gen­
erals touched off the revolt with 
a  breakfast time appeal, but it 
soon appeared they were only 
frqntlng lor the navy. The air 
force and apparently most of the 
army stood behind the govern­
ment and opposed another mili­
tary coup,'

26-27. Soviet notes accused the 
United States of encouraging Cu­
ban anti-Castro groups to make 
the attacks, and said the United 
States bears full responsibility.

“The U.S. government categori­
cally rejects this charge,” tho 
U.S. reply said. " I t  wishes to re ­
mind the government of the Union 
of Soviet Socialist Republics that 
immediately after the recent a t­
tacks on Soviet merchant vq^els 
an official spokesman stated that 
the U.S. government is strongly 
opposed to, and is in no way as­
sociated with, silbh attacks.”

LONDON (AP)-H arold WUson 

said today his talks with Presi­
dent Kennedy, convinced'him that 
his Labor party is closer than 
Prime Minister Harold Macmill­
an’s ConservativeB, lo much of 
America's foreign policy.

The Labor partj  ̂ leader cited 
toe thinking of h is' party qnd toe 
Kennedy administration on cer­
tain aspecte of defense' and on 
United Nations and African mat­
ters.

Wilson praised the precision 
with which he said President Ken­
nedy attacked problems. He gave 
a news conference this descrip­
tion o f  his meeting with the U.S.

In Idle Claims

An Increase of 2.8 per cent was 
noted in the number o f uhemploy 
ment claims registered in Man­
chester for the week ending March 
30, as the State Labor Dept, re­
ported a layoff of 20 employes 
from an area machinery plant.

WASHINGTON (AP)—The shad­
owy outlines ot a policy crisis in 
the Kramlin hAV6 cast a doep un- 
certainty over the future develop- 
ment of Soviet relations with the

the outsideUnited States and 
world In general.

The best-informed U.S. officials 
discount reports abroad that Pre­
mier Khrushchev Is in serious 
political trouble, faced with tough 
opposiUon inside the Soviet ruling, 
group. So far as can be Judged 
from here, he is still the dominant 
wlelder of power in Moscow.

Yet the accumulation of trou­
bles with which the Soviet govern­
ment is now beset, including the 
long and, serious argument with 
Red China, is a condition for 
which Khrushchev as the leader of 
the government and the Commu­
nist party must take major re­
sponsibility. This could lead to 
personal difflculUes for him.

In broad policy terms, authori­
ties here see the present period 
in Moscow as one of great inde­
cision, and the question which con­
cerns them Is what the trend of 
Soviet policy will be when the 
time of debate over various pos­
sible courses of action comes to 
an end.

The brief period of seeking 
friendlier relations with the Unit­
ed States, which began in the 
aftermath of the Cuban crisis last 
fall when Khrushchev was play* 
Ing put his chosen role of savior 
of the peace, has long since ended.

It has been succeeded in East- 
We.st relations by a period of 
stalcmato with evidence of Soviet 
stalling on such Issues as Berlin, 
Cuba and disarmament.

Within the Communist bloc 
there is a kind of slow-motion 
sparring between Moscow and Pe­
king over proposals to restore 
some degree of unity, but with 
results which so fa r . are unpre­
dictable.

The chances as estimated here 
are that Khrushchev and Red 
Chinese leader Mao Tze-tung will 
soon open up negotiations through 
lower level emissaries. The pros- 

. pects for their actually overcom­
ing basic differences are not con­
sidered very great.

Two developments this week 
shed a little fresh light on the 
complex of problems with which 
Khrushchev and others in the 
Kremlin are grappling. The first

*-*a big range, of studies must be 
carried out before man flies 
there,’ ’ wrote astrophysicist Yuri 
Lipsky in Pravda today.

However, the Soviet government 
gave no hint of Lunik’s mission. 
Close studies of statements by 
Soviet scientists who should know 
turned up few clues.

Nikolai Barabashov of the Khar- 
,kov Observatory mentioned the 
need for better photographs and a 
robot observatory in an article he 
wrote for the Soviet news agency 
Tass.

Vladimir Slforov, a radio engi­
neering and electronic expert, pre­
dicted that Lunik 4 "will help to 
introduce clarity In photos of the 
lunar surface and to measure 
more accurately the height of the 
lunar mountains and the depths 
of the craters.”

Lipsky said "the physical con­
ditions on the lunar surface must

be studied as well as its soil and 
its temperature. The density and 
composition of the lunar atmos­
phere must be analyzed. ■ The 
small details of its relief must be 
photographed and the radiation 
and seismic conditions deter­
mined.”

He did not say how many of 
these tasks Lunik 4 will under­
take.

Sir Bernard L<ovelI, director of 
Britain’s Jodrell Bank Observa­
tory, speculated the Russians will 
try to land the space vehicle on 
the moon Intact.

After its launching Tuesday, 
the Russians said the rockets will 
reach the area of the moon in 
3V4 days, presumably late Friday 
or early Saturday. The distance 
is about 238,850 miles.

It was the first Soviet moon shot 
announced since 1969, and the in­
strument capsule was five times 
heavier than its three predeces­
sors, testifying to the tremendous

lift power' of the Soviet rockets.. 
The feat impressed Washington.

Sen. Howard W. Cannon, D- 
Nev., a member o f  the Senate 
Space Committee, said it showed 
the Russians obviously are much 
more' advanced in some tech­
niques than the United States.

Supporters of the program to 
get an American on the moon saw 
the shot as a challenge and proof 
of the need for an all-out effort. 
. The Ranger program of prelim­
inary moon flights is under study. 
American authorities do not plan 
another launching until December.

D. Bralnerd Holmes, chief of 
the U.S. manned space effort, 
said the program is proceeding at 
"a  reasonable and proper pace.”  
He said no sound program could 
be guided by "what the other fel­
low is doing."

Ted Interesting As Ever, 
Recalls Deal Bid for Joe D.

SCOTTSDALE, Ariz. (AP)< 
— If Ted Williams has 
changed, it isn’t discernible to 
the naked eye or sensitive ear.

Outspoken, forthright, explosive 
Intense, inquisitive, nervous and 
controversial, the big guy is as 
Interesting as ever as he discusses 
baseball and baseball players, 
asking as many questions as he 
answers.

Sitting do'wn, standing up, smil­
ing, frowning, swearing, making 
sweet talk, gesturing, moving 
about but constantly talking, the 
great slugger relived his glory 
days with the Boston Red Sox.

“ I have no regrets,’ he began.
T don’t think I ’d do a single 

thing differently if I were starting 
out again—except maybe concen­
trate a bit more on fielding. And 
I certainly wouldn’t feel any dif­
ferent about most of you writers.”  
he added defiantly.

Except for a slight' paunchines 
around the middle and some lines 
on his ruggedly handsome face, 
Williams at 44 looks about the 
same as he did when he retired 
as an active player at the end of 
the 1960 season.

"You writers haven’t changed^of them all, said today’s stars are
a bit,”  he shouted. “ Only the oth­
er day, a guy asked me to dis­
cuss present day hitters. I told 
him there wasn’t a hitter in the 
big leagues who couldn’t improve 
and that went, for guys like Mick­
ey Mantle, Willie Mays or any­
body. The guy made it appear 
that I 'was criticizing Mantle and 
Mays. I never intended that.

"I  wrote to both Mantle and 
Mays telling them exactly what 
I said. I  regard Mantle and Mays 
as among the greatest hitlers 
I ’ve ever seen. Those guys are 
super stars.’

Now a special batting Instructor 
to Red Sox players, Williams ad­
mitted he misses the 'thrills of his 
20 turbulent years with the Red 
Sox.

“ I think I can stUl hit,”  he de­
clared, ‘but If I tried to nm I ’d 
probably have a heart attack. I 
quit when I had to after playing 
as long as I could.”

The winner of six batting 
crowns, recipient of two Most Val­
uable Player a'Wards and o'wner 
of a .844 lifetime batting mark, 
the man who rates with Babe 
Ruth among the greatest sluggers

equal to those 6f his day.
"Players like Mantle and Mays, 

as well as Henry Aaron and A1 
Kaline rate with the best,”  he 
said. " I ’d rate them right behind 
Stan Musial, Joe DlMagglo, Jim­
my Foxx, Hank Greenberg and 
Ernie Lombardi as the five great­
est hitters I ’ve ever seen.”

In their prime, Williams and Di- 
Maggio were constantly being 
compared; Each had his own 
staunch and vehement followers.

"I  was flattered at the compari­
son,”  Williams recalled. "1 al- 

'ways looked up to Joe as a plav 
er. But the comparison was IW' 
fair. DlMagglo had more things 
going for him. He had great play­
ers around him and a team that 
was always winning. I certainly 
think he had better press relations 
than I did.

Was it true that a DlMagglo-for- 
WilUams trade was discussed?

"Absolutely,”  Ted replied. "In 
fact, the swap was agreed upon. 
I think It was in 1949. The Yan­
kees were supposed to give Di- 
Maggio and another player for 
me. They shook hands on It but 
the neect day the deal was called 
off.

State Investigation Discloses
ATLANTA (AP) — Atty.* 

Gen, Eugone ( ^ k  has con­
cluded after a state investiga­
tion that Wallace Butts, who 
for 22 years coached football 
ht the University of Georgia, 
divulged vital team informa­
tion to Coach Paul Bryant of 
the University of Alabama 
prior to last fall’s game be- 
twee the two schools.

Cook’s findings, made public 
Tuesday by Gov. Carl E. Sanders, 
stirred sharp attacks from attor- 
neya for Butts and Bryant. The 
lawyers said Cook’s conclu.slon.s 
were unwarranted, inaccurate and 
in some instances untruthful.

As the Georgia repqrt was re­
leased, NCAA President Robert F. 
Ray said a preliminary inquiry 
indicated possible violations of 
the rules of the National Collegi­
ate Athletic Association. Investi­
gations also are under way by an 
Alabama legislative committee, a 
U.8. Senate group and the South­
eastern Conference.

In his lengthy report, Cook con­
cluded the information given by 
Butts ” wa« unethical and improp­

er, and unsportsmanlike, and that* Sanders declined comment on*
the furnishing of such information 
might well have vitally affected 
the outcome of the game in points 
and margin of victory.”

Alabama won 35-0 in the Sept. 
22 opener for both teams.

Cook said he found no evidence 
that “ any consideration passed to 
Wally Butts either directly or in­
directly because of th? transmit­
tal of football information con­
cerning the game.”
• The slate investigation was or­

dered more than two weeks ago 
by Sanders after the Saturday 
Evening Post said Butts and Bry­
ant rigged the game. Both men 
denied the accusations. Butts sued 
the Post for $10 million in a libel 
action.

Sanders said the report would 
be filed in the minutes of the 
executive department and a copy 
sent to Commissioner Bemie 
Moore of the Southeastern Con­
ference. I

The governor .said there would 
be no further state action since 
no violation of any criminal 
statute was indicated and Butts 
is no longer associated with the 
university. Butts resigned as ath­
letic director in February.

Cook's request to contintie a probe 
into the question of gambling.

"The report speaks for Itself,” 
Sanders said.

"I personally regret the whole 
affair, all its ramifications, and 
the unfortunate effect it will have 
on collegiate football, regardless 
of the final outcome,”  he said.

Cook said he ^concluded that 
George P. Burnett, an Atlanta in­
surance salesman, actually over 
heard a telephone conversation 
between Butts and Bryant.

Burnett, who said he accidental­
ly was cut into the call Sept. 13 
said he was paid $.5,000 by the 
Post for his story.

Cook said his conclusion was 
"that the information which was 
overheard being given by Butts 
was not casual in nature but it 
related to football plays, forma­
tions and patterns, and was of 
vital concern and importance in 
respect to the offensive and de­
fensive plays, formations and pat­
terns of the Georgia football 
team,”

There was no evidence. Cook 
said, that Butts received any con­
sideration for allegedly passing 
the information to Bryant.

The commission delivered to 
Congress a 1,600-page report on 
its $l-million study of the secu­
rities Industry — a study that in­
evitably focused on shady prac­
tices.

It contained proposals for legis­
lation, new reg^ulatlons, and tight­
er controls by industry groups to 
drive out crooked or unqualified 
salesmen; to purify the advice 
pouring from tipsters; to prevent 
the kind of manipulation that 
boosts new ’ ’hot issues”  to out- 
rsLgeous prices, and to guarantee 
the public more solid Information 
about companies floating stock.

Cary said not all recommenda­
tions of staff investigators "have 
yet been adopted”  by the com­
mission, itself. With the com­
ment that "grave abuses do oc­
cur,” he added that the commis­
sion will imdertake a continuing 
study of problems uncovered.

Despite abuses, Cary continued, 
"the picture presented is not one 
of pervasive fradulent activity” 
such as developed at Senate hear­
ings which produced securities 
laws In the early '30s.

Terms of the 1961 law calling 
for the study placed almost no 
limit on how far it should extend 
Into the protection afforded in­
vestors or the activities of market 
professionals.

Worry U.S. Aides

WASHINGTON (AP) — U.8, In­
telligence experts are concerned 
about extensive road building by 
Red China along its southern bor­
der. Some think it could be a pre­
lude to thrusts into Thailand, Bur­
ma, or elsewhere in the Southeast 
Asia rfee bowl.

They recall that fiie Communist 
Chinese imdertook considerable 
road construction and establish­
ment of advance supply dumps 
before attacking India's northern 
frontier last tkll.

Red (jhina was described M  
working feverishly to develop a 
series of military bases and a 
vast network of roads and rail­
ways radiating from her Yunnan 
Province. -

Thi.s South (jhina province hor- 
ders directly on Burma, North 
Viet Nam and Laos, and comes 
within a few miles o f Thailand.

Philip McDonnell, on the staff 
of the U.S. Army’s Area Analysis 
Intelligence Agency, anetlyzed the 
problem In Military Review, jour­
nal of the Army (fommand and 
General Staff (College at Ft. Leav­
enworth, Kan.

One of the most Important 
routes, he said, is a road stretch­
ing from Kunming, provincial cap­
ital of Yunnan, southwestward.

This road, McDonnell said, has 
been completely rebuilt or re­
paired in recent years.

OBSERVINO A FEW RUL£S 
INCREASES CYCLING SAFETY 
By Wayne G. Brandstadt, M. D.

Flowers are not the only things 
that bloom in the spring, tra la. 
There are also bikes. Riding a 
bicycle is wonderful exercise for 
children. But no child should be 
allowed to have one until he has 
learned the safety rules.

He should know, for example, 
that if he is involved in an acci­
dent, the fact that the other fel­
low was clearly to blame is 
small compensation for the loss 
of an arm or a leg.

As traffic becomes heavier, 
bicycle riding is becoming more 
hansrdous. Some public schools 
are providing enclosed riding 
arenas where the children can 
ride In relative scUety. A fine 
Idea!
For those who must ride on the 

public highways, the American 
Automobile Assn, has proposed the 
following rules: Always ride on 
the far right hand side of 
road — that is, in the dlrectuxi' of 
traffic, not against it. Use the 
edges of sidewalks or Uke^stands 
for parking your bike. Always 
ride in a straighr line; avoid 
weaving. Always obey traffic 
rules and slgiials. Always give 
proper hand-^gnals. Always steer 
with boUj/hands. Always get off 
and wbXk across busy streets. Nev­
er book rides behind cars or 
tpu^s. When riding in a group, 

Iways go single file.
Also, do not carry passengers. 

Slow down, look, and listen at all 
iiitersections. Do not speed in 
busy areas. Yield the right of 
way to pedestrians, autos, and 
trucks. If you must make repairs 
do so well off the road, keep your 
bike (handle grips, tires, biakes, 
bearings, sind rear reflector) in 
safe operating condition at all 
times.

And finally, don’t coaud down 
long or steep hills. Keep an eye 
out for obstacles, moving or oto- 
wise. A few seconds of careless­
ness may mean a few weeks in 
the hospital.

I might add, of course, that 
motorists should be especially care­
ful in approaching and passing 
children on bikes. Let's all join 
forces to make the world safe for 
bicycle riders.

SEOUL, South Korea (AP) —

Navy Seeks

BUENOS AIRES (AP)—A 
(tolumn of loyalist army tanks 
and 3,000 troops rolled into 
the Argentine coastal resort 
of Mar del Plata today and 
took over the rebel navy base 
there without firing a shot. 
The seizure left the rebels 
with one last stronghold as 
they sought a truce to end 
their uprising.

The rebel fleet commander. 
Rear Adm. Eladlo Vasquez, 
turned up at Government House 
this morning for his second meet­
ing on a tnice with loyaUst mili­
tary leaders.

The navy rose up in rsbeUlon 
Tuesday in an attempt tq over­
throw President Jose Maria
Guido.

The rebels were still in com­
mand — but apparently l o s i n g  
ground — at Argentiiia’s largest 
navy base, at Puerto Belgrano, 
350 miles south of here.

Associated Press correspondent 
Robert Berrellez reported from 
Puerto Belgrano that navy and 
marine garrisons there were dig­
ging in and setting up fortifica­
tions against a posrible move by 
loyaUst forces on the base. Loyal­
ist troops were reported in Bahia 
Blanca, about 25 miles from the 
base. They occupied the city of 
200,000 Wednesday.

.Eterrellez said navy units put up 
antiaircraft posttiona at the base 
and that cirtlians were being or­
dered away. Marines established 
roadblocks, he reported.

Berrellez said, however, the 
rebels appeared glum.

Vazquez ordered the rebel fleet 
that had been threatening an at­
tack on Buenos Aires to steer for 
Puerto Belgrano. Berrellez quoted 
a navy rebel spokesman as say­
ing that the aircraft carrier Inde- 
pendencia with 22 jet fighters on 
board was in the vicinity of the 
base.

The Argentine news agency Tel- 
press reported that tbe rebel 
^mmandante Espora air base at 
Bahia Blanca was being aban­
doned by the rebels. The agency 
quoted a base spokesman as say­
ing: "It’s all over."
. The base at Mar del Plata wa<i 
the navy’s second most Importan'; 
rebellion stronghold. It is 280 
miles southeast ot this capital.

An eyewitness told The As­
sociated Press by telephone that 
the loyalist takeover of Mar del 
Plata was uneventful and "not a 
shot was fired.”  Navy units bad 
evacuated the base.
