More Of The Encyclical

' %CXTIT, It is, in our opinion, & sig-

tentially great Pope. But its logic

any conscience whatsoever. In the
sectors we quoted from in this
ppace yesterday, Pope John had
met forth a theme of interlocking

selationship between men and

"“men, and then between men and
their governments.

~This will be readily understood

“It would be sbsurd, moreover,

they have been given that noble
sssignment precisely because the
wealth of their human endow-
ments has earned them their repu-
tation as outstanding members of
the body politic. Furthermore, au-
thority is a necessary requirement
of the moral order in human so-
clety. It may not therefors be used
aguinst that order. And the very
instant such an attempt were
made, it would cease to be author-
ity . . . order between the political
communities must be built upon
the unshakable and unchallenge-

Pope John next undertook to set
down another basic and inescapa-
ble lay for the relationship be-
tween poilitical communities—a
taw which might be described as
that of the lack of superiority:
. *Very often, experience has

. edge, virtue, talent and wealth.
Yet these inequalities must naver
be held to excuse any man's at-
* ‘tempt to lord it over his nelghbors
- unjustly, They constitute rather a
~source of greater responsibllity in
. the contribution which each and
. J&veryone must make toward mu-
, tual improvement.
' . "“Similarly, political communi-
‘ties may have reached different
fevels of culture, civilisation, or
(economic development. Nelther is
. ‘that a sufficient reason for some
i ~%o take unjust advantage of their
* ‘superiority over others. Rather

pocieties should pursue their par-
ticular interests without hurting

join forces and plans whenever the

By such stages, Pope John came
toward his discussion and recom-
mendation of accomplishments for
men and their political authorities
to attempt together. He devoted a
section of his encyclical to the
topic of disarmament. He acknowl-
edged that "the production of arma
is allegedly justified on the
grounds that in present-day oon-
ditions peace cannot be preserved
without an equal balance of arma-
ments"” but went on himself to
emphasiss the peril of Hving with
the “arma of war ready at hand,"
and to declare the ulti™~'a neces-
sity of a complets proceas of dis-
armament.

“I{ this s %0 come mbout,” he
then observed, “the fundamental
principle on which our present
peac- depends must be replaced by
another, which declares that the
true and solld peace of nations
consists not In equality of arms,
but in mutual trust alone. ...
¢ “There is reason to hope . . . that
by meeting and negotiating, men
may ocome to discover better the
bonds that unite them together,
deriving from the human nature
which they have in common. And
that they may also come to dis-
cover that one of the most pro-
found requirements of their com-
mon nature is this: that between
them and their respective peoples
it is not fear which should relgn
but love, a love which tends to ex-
press {taelf in a collaboration that
is loyal, manifold in form and pro-
ductive of many benefits.”
L L L

Finally, Pope John came to the
question of what kind of political
organization men and natlons
would have to operate in order to
fulfill their higher destinies, The
present system of national states
was barred by structural defect,
he sald, from being able to cope
with the future.
“At this historical moment the
present system of organixation and
the way its principle of authority
operates on a world basis no long-
er correspond to the objective re-
quirements of the common
“Today the universal ecommon
good poses problems of world-
wide dimensions, which cannot be
adequately tackled or solved ex-
cept by the efforts of publio au-
thorities endowed with a wideness
of powers, structure and means of
the same proportions: that is, of
public authorities which are in a
position to operate in an effective
manner on a worldwide basis. The
moral order itself, therefore, de-
mands that such a form of public
authority be established. . . .
“A public authority, having
worldwide power and endowed
with the proper means for the of-
ficacious pursuit of its objective,
which is the universal common
good n concrete form, must be
set wp by ecommon accord and not
imposed by force. . ..
“H i= our earnest wish that the
United Nations Organization—in
its structure and in s means—
may become ever more equal to
the magnitude and nobllity of its
tasks, and that the day may come
when every human being will find
therein an effective safeguard for
the rights which derive directly
from his dignity as a person, and
which are therefore universal, in-
violable and inalienable rights,
This is all the more to be hoped
for mince all human beings, =
they take an ever more active part
in the puble life of their own po-
litical communities, are showing
an Increasing interest in the' afs
fairs of all peoples, and are becom-
ing maore consclously sware that
they are living mémhers of a
world community.” \

Toward the very end, Pope John
discussed, as integral to the mobi-
lization of mankind he had beén
advocating, the question of rela-
tions between Catholica and non-
Catholics In pocial and economic
affairs. He made it quite clear that
he belleved in going slowly and
carefully with his own hopes, but
he did set forth something about
those hopes:
“There s an immense task. in-
cumbent on afl men of goodq will,
namely, the task of restoring the
Yelations of the human family in
truth, in justice, in love and in
freedom: the relations between in-
dividunl human beings, between
citizens and their respective po-
litical communities, between po-
litical communities themselves,
between Individuals, families, in-
termediate associations and po-
ltieal communities on the one
hand, and the world community
on the other. This is 2 most exailt-
ed task, for it is the task of bring-
ing about true peace in the order
established by God.
*Admittedly, those who are en<
deavoring to restore the relations
of social life according to the eori-
terions mentioned above, are not
many. To them we express our
paternal appreciation, and we

in thelr work with ever greater
zeal, And we are comforted by the

crease, especially among those who
bellieve. For it is an imperative of
duty, it is a requirement of love.
Every believer in this world of
ours must be & spark of light, a
center of love, a vivifying leaven
amidst his fellow men: and he will
be all this the more perfectly the
more closely he lives In communion
with God in the intimacy of hias
own soul.

He testified he then heard the
sound of air rushing into Thresh-
er's ballast tanks, and with that
noise, the sound of a wveoice with
another message.

But it was completely garbled,
he said.

He sald the voice he heard sec-
onds earlier sounded ‘‘very re-
laxed, as if discussing a normal
circumstance.’’

In answer to questions by the
court, Hecker, skipper of the sub-
marine rescue ship Skylark, said
he' did not recall that the final
message used the words ‘‘up an-
gle'" as other members of the 8ky-
lark erew testified last week.

He said it was at that point he
had his hydrophone man ask
Thresher "Are you in control?"

When there was no reply, he
took over the mlcrophone and re-
peated the gquestion three times
without a reply.

SAN DIRGOQ, Calif. (AP) — The
Trieste
was to leave today for the Atlan-
tic to help locate the lost sub-
marine Thresher,

The Trieste was loaded in the
landing ship Point Defiance for
the ¢,900-mile trip to New London,
Conn., via the Panama Canal. The
trip was expected to take about
10 days.

The Trieste will be towed to the
point about 220 mlles off shore
where the Thresher is belleved
to have sunk In water 8,400 feet
deep.

The Trieste previously has dived
as deep as 35,800 feet.

The skipper of the 50-ton Tri-
este, Lt dr. Donald L. Keach,
said he hopes Navy search ves-
sels will have located the Thresh-
or before the Trieste arrives,
