Surplus Bill Deadlocked

fiscal period. The Democrats op-
pose such a move.

The Republican proposal was
opposed by administration fiscal
officials, as well as many teach-
ers groups.

The GOP hopes to use $2 mil-
lion of the surplus to help meet
the fund's current deflcit of $4
million, An amendment to this ef-
fect was tacked onto a deficlency
appropriations bill hy the Re-
ngllcan-controllcd House March

passed in the Senate.

September,

The non-profit company oper-
ates Connecticut's only education-
a] television station, Channel 24.

It is presently negotiating with
the operators of Channel 43, in
Bridgeport, which has been off the
air for geveral years, to use the
station to relay Channel 24 pro-
igr'xi.tms into Southwestern Connect-
cut.

The specifications require 'a six-
inch well to be located about 280
feet east and 80 feet south of the
southeast corner of the existing
rrm on the former Swanson

arm,

The well now on the property is
at the opposite corner of the ga-
rage — about 50 feet northwest of
of the northwest comer of the
bullding.

According to the specifications,
the well will start with an eight-
inch steel pipe extending as far as
possible into rock and not less than
10 feet into molid rock. After this
goal has been reached the well will
be tapered to six Inches within
not less than three feet beyond
the eight-inch pipe,

To prevent surface waler seep-
age, a "sleeve” must be driven in-
to the tapered hole over the six-
inch pipe and the space between
the sleeve and the eight-inch pipe
filled with grout.

Dally bailing tests will be re-
quired and the architect will wit-
.nesa the final balling tests.

When the well is drilled, the
contractor will be required to
pump the well conlinuously for
eight consecutive hours and reg-
ister the flow at 15 minute inter-
vals, using an approved device to

indicate “the water level abt all
times while pumping.

The contract further requires
that the test for capacity and the
depth measurement shali be made
in the presence of the architect
and the public bullding commis-
sion, or their representative.

Precautions are also being taken
to protect the current well. It
must be pumped and tested simul-
taneously with the new well to
nssure that the drawing of water
from the new source is not di-
minishing ita water supply and
thereby lowering the water level
and capacity of the existing well.
