Russian Visits Town
In Exchange Program

Yesterday Manchester, more particularly its general man-
ager, Richard Martin, was host to a Russian scholar partici-
pating in a Russian-United States cultural exchange pro-

gram,

Dr. Boris 8. Krylov is a short
(by American standards), compact
man who fitted snugly into the
dark green business sult he wore
yesterday,

His halr s mid-length, a little
wiry and graying, and he wears
rather professional rimless glasses
on a metal bridge.

By his dress he was quite con-
ventionally Western. Only a ahort
toothbrush mustache suggested
other than Western origins.

Dr, Krylov and General Mana-
ger Martin lunched together yes-
terday before starting discussion
of the town government o con-
tribute to the Russian’'s planned
book on methods of state and lo-
cal government.

He has already completed a
work entitled “Parliament of Cap-
italist States,” which his next
book is to sequel

Dr, Krylov, who is a former
judge, ia a senior scholarly worker
al the Institute of Political BSei-
ence and Law of the U.SS.R,
Academy of Sclences,

His work here is being done
through the institute, and may
lead, his uncertain English leads
one to believe, to changes in the
functions of local government in
his country.

What specific
town government is Dr. Krylov
looking at during his three-
month stay in the United States?

He doesn’t know yet, he says,
because his trip s just starting.

As he continues his travels, he
feels he will begin to get a pic-
ture of the functioning of state
and local governments, some firm
ideas which may then bear more
detailed study.

The same, he sald, held true of
his afternoon in Manchester. He
intended to mee what developed
during his discussions with Gen-
eral Manager Martin, rather than
seek specific items of information.

Given the opportunity, Dr. Kry-
lev proved Interest in interview-
ing The Herald's intreviewer.

He wanted to know how large a
circulation the newspaper had,
whether it emphasized Jocal or na-
tional news, how many pages it
ran dally.

(The circulation is about 14,000.
The Herald is chlefly a local news-
paper, but national and interna-
tional news Is given emphasis as
well as local, The average number
of pages is 16, however the daily
total ranges generally from 12 to
24 and larger papers are not in-
frequent.)

He was apparently interested in
the role of the press In the func-
tioning of town government, for
he took notes on the answers.

Last night the tone of the
brasses was something to remem-
ber for a long time, The reeds were
likewise good so far as tone (A
concerned, but both saxophones
and clarinets could stand a shade
of improvement in the matters of
intonation, Other than this, and
even this (5 not really bad, you
have a band of almost unbelieve-
able prowess.

Probably the most Impressive
number last night was the D-mi-
nor Toccata and Fugue, by Jo-
hann Sebastian Bach. The old mas-
ter of Eisenach wrote this for or-
gan originally, but last night's
performance was better than any
organ rendition you will ever
hear. The band approached the
sonority of a greal pipe organ,
with the added advantage that nu-
ances and phrasings in the contra-
puntal texture could be individual-
ly controlled, something impossible
with the original instrument.

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A Healing $70,000?

There was 2 lot of welcome food
for decent, coexistential commu-
nity thought in what went on at
that Board of Education meeting
the other night:

The Iitem of business which
launched the discussion in ques-
tion was that of what the Board
should do with a surplus of $70,000
it found itself holding, in its ap-
propriations for the present fiscal
year.

We do not wish, particularly, to
enter the Board's discussion
whether this money should be held
and spent for school purposes. as
quickly as possible, before the fis-
cal year ends, or whether the
Board should decide to spend half
of it and turn the other half back
to the town's general fund, or
whother, like a very good town
department, it should turm it all
back to the general fund. Let it
suffice, in this connection, to
salute the fact that there were,
in the discussion the other night,
members of the Board who obvi-
ously argued for doing what might
be most falr and right and states-
manlike.

We, for our part, do wish to
dwell, for a few moments, on the
soveral significances which attach
themselves to the mere presence
ahd announcement of this §70,000
surplus.

This kind of spending manage-
ment and report, on the part of
Buperintendent of Schools Wil-
llam Curtis, does nol fit in too well
with the classic controveraial
image of the typical superintend-
ent of schools, good at inflating
and disguising his real budget
needs, and then spending the sur-
plus he succeeds in wangling out
of the appropriating authorities,

Nor, on the other hand, does this
discovery of a $70,000 surplus fit
in very well with the other clasaic
controversial image, that of an ap-
propriating authority, or, In this
case, that of General Manager
Richard Martin, as some sort of
ogre who hates education so much
he wants to cut it beyond all rea-
son. In fact, it would appear that
the ogre of the budget-making sea-
son a year ago had, after all,
recommended adequately.

Finally, the praiseworthy ability
‘of Superintendent Curtis to bring
the school system toward the end
of the fiscal year on such a thrifty
note makes it seem quite appropri-
ate, In retrospect, that the tsacher
organizations of Manchester did
not, in the end, expend too murh:
time and energy in any effort to|
influence the last town election on |
the school budget issue.

So if that relatively small but |
welcome surplus of $70.000 does
nothing else at all, it could prove |
fts own worth many times over if
we could all just let it smooth'

down the dust of automatically
suspicious community controversy |
over educational spending. This is|
& controversy which is periodically
stereotyped in every community in
the state. We would much rather
Mve in a town where pencils are
kept sharp, but personality knives
are not used; where to want more
money for educatlgq, is not to be a
reckless spender and where o
want some balance and economy
is not to be a reactionary foe of
education; where It can be conced-
ed that candor and mutual respect,
not new laws or new powers for
anybody, are the only real basis
for a decent, community-serving
relationship between various arms
of government and various schools
of thought and interest among a|
town's cltizens and taxpayers.

They could,’inatead, be
held next November, as they were
originally acheduled to be held, un-
der Guatemala's constitution.

But the trouble with a poasible
election next November was that
the wrong people, or the wrong
party, might win It. That, in fact,
was what the revolution three
weeks ago was all about. The mill-
tary took over in order to be sure
that the election was called off.

So we, and the military junta,
are both now agreed that the elec-
tion next fall shall not be held as
scheduled.

Our benign, principled influence
comes when we exact the promise
that an election will be held In
1965, after the military junta has
had two years to prepare for it

right people win it.

We do not really mean the irony
which may have been creeping into
some of these sentences of ours,

This is & matter of sadness, and
a measurement of the distance we
have to go, If we are going to try
to play some role in helping our
neighbors toward political freedom
and responsibliity.

The modest fact that, In addi-
tion to automatic recognition for
any kind of regime which happens
to proclaim itself anti-Communist,
we are now atlempting, in our di-
plomacy, to obtain some assurance
that the regime in queation may
some day hold an election repre-
sents a degree of progress for us
in our cold war relationships with
our good neighbors,

“We must recognize' said As-
nistant Secretary of State Edwin
M. Martin discussing thess prob-
lems before the Pan American So-
ciety of New York, 'that failure
of the democratic process in any
one of the member atates is a mat-
ter of concern to the entire com-
munity, that interruptions of
democratic and constitutional gov-
ernments in one country inevitably
encourage antl-democratic ele-
ments elsewhere.” Right wing
military juntas are, in other
words, no real or durable answer
to Castro.

There is much talk [n legislative
circles along the line that the In-
vestigative unpleasantness be-
tween the two parties is having a

savage side effect on the progress
of legislation.

There is, indeed,
fect.

But it is by no means one-sided.
It may wind up helping the prog-
ress of the session along much
more than |t hinders it.

At the very end of the session.
one side or the other may attempt
to force & special mession In order
to take care of necessary items of
the state's business. Blood may be
bad.enough, or Inter-party com-
munication poor enough, to pro-
duce such &an eventuality, It Ia
rather eany to produce.in the com-
pulsory adjournment sy#tem, and
there was one year when just one
individual got mad enough at
everybody to keep in his own
pocket bills that everybody knew
had to be passed.

But, contrary to the usual es-
timate now going through the
Capitol corridors, this session s
quite likely to arrive at itz ad-
journment date in just as good &
general shape ay any other ses-
slon, Including those in which the
two party leaderships have been
in full and good-humored commu-
nication with one another

The normal measure for the
progress of a seasion—and the one
now being used in these corridor
estimates—involves the number of
bllls passed. This year, the session
is behind all previous sessions in
the number of bills passed up to
this date.

This may result in a closing end
rush and jam greater than that
In any other session. But not
necessarily so.

This may be the session which
actually passes fewer bllls than
any other recent session. nolt be-
cause It {8 jammed up, but because
It chooses, ‘in the declalons of its
committees, nol to try to pass
them,

It is, we Llhink, going to come
out with fewer favorable reports
from committees than any recent

In short, the aggregate ‘busi-
neas on the calendar” in this ses-
slon is likely to be much less than
usual,

As aguinst the progress statistic
of the number of bills passed, in
which this session is behind, we
would hazard the guess that n sta-
Listic for the number of measures
disposed of, so that this session is
no longer concerned with them,
would show this seasion well
ahead of any of its predecessors,

If. as we suspect, thls session
may be a faslt one underneath,
even though it looks slow on the
surface, it can be the very lack
of an easy relationship between
the two party leaderships and the
very presence of a somewhal
Puritanical |nvestigative atmos-
phere, which s responsible,

This very atmosphere has been
discouraging to the scores of Iit-
tle special deals between leader-
ships and between their individual
legislative followers which, in the
usual session, speed questionable
pleces of legislation toward ep-
actment in bi-partisan pairs. This
very atmosphere has gperated to
strike caution into legislators who
normally. have little hesitancy
pressing  specizl measures in
which lhe{ themselves have gome
Indirect ind of economle Inter-
est. This may wind up the clean-
est session on record, jusl be-
cause the two parties aren't co-
operating as usual.

We remember back last winter,
before the Investigative un-
pleasantness had begun, express-
ing some uneasiness over the
moral tone shaping up for this ses-
sion. But now we begin to think
this may be the most wholesome
session in a long lime. In any

To the Editor,
There can be no question of the
demand for continual and increas-
ing effort to conquer disease, for
as & major killer, cancer is a ma-
jor enemy.
Because cancer {s such an Insidi-
oud disease with a quiet beginning,
and a tendency to spread, it is ex-
tremely important for men and
women to learn new health habits.
They must know the value of pe-
rlodic examinations and the sig-
nificance of danger signals. They
must reach physicians while their
cancer is still local, before it has
spread to other parts of the body.
