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Aggression By Confusion

The style of what is happening
‘inside the supposed coalition neu-
trality of Laos is the style of Com-
munism at its wily worst.

There la confusion as to who
may be primarily responsible for
the Communist action in the field
which has disrupted the truce in
which the kingdom is supposed to
Mve. It could be just the Pathet
Lao faction inside Laos. M could
be Russia. It could be Communist
China. It could be neighboring
North Vietnam.

There is confusion as to just how
much fighting there really is. This
pection of Asia is famous for its
phantom battles, its campaigns by
publicity releases, ita ability to
conduot absorbing military opers-
tions with a minimum of casual-
ties, and itz ability to keep its
fighting golng on and on without
any final apparent decision.

All this confusion—as to who is
really responsible and therefore
capable of calling it off—as to how
far the fighting goes and how de-
elsive it has been—representia the
cleverest strategy in the Commu-
nist book. 1t worries its opponents
to death, without giving them any
hard and clear-cut basis for their
own decisions. It keeps the op-
position umocertain and guessing,
while the Communist thrust keeps
exploring to see just how far it can
go, just how much it can take, be-
fore it runs into some real road
block. A

When the Communista find out,
they themselvea still have two
choioes. They can keep coming
ahead, and have a real fight of it.
Or they can murmur so sorTy,
please, all 2 mistake, and give up

some of the gains they have just

made.

What the Communists have been
doing in Laos, in this style of op-
eration, is clear emough in gen-
eral, in spite of the planned con-
fusion of its details.

As automatically as M they
thought an agreement for a coali-
tion was merely one more signal
for them to try to take over the
whole country, the Communists
have taken to the field, deploying
their Pathet Lao troops against
the rather insignificant field forces
of the neutral faction while the
right-wing forces of the third fac-
tion, whom the United States once
openly championed, and probably
still influences, stand inactive and
out of the fray. Conceivably. if
this third faction should take to
the field, with United States en-

helm, disport itself on the Ameri-
ean industrial scene.

It began, of course, as a textile
firm, and #t was, at first, within
the textile fleld that Mr., Little
exercised his extraordinary genius
for marriage between the sick-
nesa and health, richness and poor-
ness.
