Dempsey May Act 
On Road Safety
HARTFORD (AP) _  Gov-

ernor Dempsey said today 
that if the General Assembly 
fails to come up with a strong 
highway safety program he 
plans to move by executive or-
der.

With the Governor’s proposals 
for a maximum speed limit and 
chemical test for suspected dnmk- 
en drivers deadlocked between the 
Democratic Senate and the GOP 
House, the Governor said he is 
hopeful that this impasse can be 
broken before June 6 adjournment.

The chief executive said he will 
call for a meeting next with the 
leadership of both Houses in an ef-
fort to ‘‘do our best to get a high-
way safety prbgram for the peo-
ple.”

However, if the Legislature 
gbes home without taking action 
in thia field, the Governor said he 
will then confer with the Attorney 
General to determine how far he 
could go by “executive order."

He said he was particularly in-
terested in "stronger suspension 
penalties to keep drunken drivers 
off the highways.”

Road Bills Passed
HARTFORD (AP) — The Re- 

publican-controlled House hM ap- 
jMcaYfid and sent to the_ Senate the 
GOP version or a maximum speed 
limit bill and chemical test bill.

. The measures conflict with those 
already passed by the Democratic 
Senate. The Republican bills will 
be referred to a committee in the 
Senate as the Democratic bills will 
be In the House;

If any measures are ultimately 
agreed upon, it will have to be 
through the appointment of a con-
ference committee that might 
work out a possible compromise.

The Republican bills were passed 
by the House yesterday .after 
Democrats unsuccessfully tried to 
amend them to conform to the 
versions passed previously by the 
Senate.

Tile GOP speeding bill would set 
an absolute limit of 70 miles an 
hour on superhighways and 60 on 
-other roads. The Democratic 
measure passed by the Senate 
would se f^ ry ln g  limits for autos 
and trucks during daytime and 
nighttime hours. /

The Republican bill unllk^^s 
Senate counterpart, would prevent 
the State Motor Vehicles^cmnmis- 
sioner from suspendlng^ft driver’s 
license for a first sf^eding con-
viction unless suspailsion was spe-

Brooks D i e s ,  
Famed C r i t i c

BRIDGE5WATBR (AP) — 'Van 
Wyck Brooks, who helped uproot 
old literary standards in the first 
part of the century and then dis-
covered the "usual past” in Amer-
ican letters,-is dead at 77. ^  

The famed critic, literary his-
torian and biographer died yester- 
day in Jiia white frame' house in 
this tiny, hlll-bound community.
.. Brooks, a native of Plainfield, 
N.J., who became a New England-
er by adoptloif, created „ a stir in 
1916 , with the publication of 
"America’s Coming of Age.” The 
book became a kind of manifesto 
for young writers who could not 
accept the traditional belief that 
literature -must serve moral ends.

In the book, Brooks said he

Reliable .sources in Beirut • re-
ported six pro-Na.sser members of 
the Syrian Cabinet and of the rul-
ing National Revolutionary Coun-
cil have resigned, leaving the 
Ba’ath Socialist party in control 
of the country.

Six civilian members of the 
25-man Revolutionary Council 
walked out at the same time, the 
sources reported.

Tight censorBhlp ‘ in Damascus- 
prevented direct reports on the 
split between the two factions 
which staged the March 8 coup.

The walkouts left the Ba’ath 
party running what appeared to 
be a one-party regime. President 
Gamal Abdel Nasser made clear

Fears remained of a blowup In-
side seething Haiti as President 
Francois Duvalier strove to crush 
his foes.. Diplomats in Port au 
Prince, the Haitian capital, be-
lieve Duvalier may launch a new 
wave of repression now that he Is 
no longer under surveillance o f ' 
the Organization of American 
States, which sent a fact-finding 
mission to Port au Prince   to In- 
ve.stigate Dominican charges.

The five-nation OAS mission re-
turned to Santo Elomingp 'Thurs-
day night after two days of talks 
with Haitian officials. After talk-
ing with Dominican President 
Juan Bosch, the mission is expect-
ed to return to Washington in a 
day or two.

Still, this tiny 
change gives South an easy grand 
slam instead of a doubtful.< small 
slam.

Attempts Throw-In 
South tried to throw West into 

the lead and get a favorable (Re-
turn. Declarer took the king of 
clubs, drew two rounds of trumps, 
cashed the tnp diamonds, and 
then took the ace of clubs.

tigation has not turned up any-
thing illegal.

Under the state insurance sys-
tem commissions received by the 
agent of record on the purchase 
of insurance policies for the state 
have been distributed among sub-
agents as political patronage.

The practice of splitting the 
commisrion money among sub-
agents was followed in Republican 
stat eadmlnistrations jilso , Fred 
Zeller, Republican former state 
controller, testified before the in-
surance committee.

Zeller defended the system as a 
"necessary spoils system of pa-
tronage.”

The present controller, Ray-
mond S. Thatcher, a Democrat, 
provided the committee with a few 
names of recipients of the split 
commissions btrt said that loyalty 
prevented him from naming them 
all.

Bailey, testifying before the 
committee voluntarily on April 4, 
said, ‘ "The subagent for the most 
part does nothing. Perhaps it is 
wrong, if this is public money, to 
distribute commlssicHis. ’Then let 
the Senate bill, that provides no 
commissions shall be paid at all, 
be adopted.”

An innocent - inquiry by Lucky 
Hammer, Republican of Branford, 
one of the two women state sena-
tors, sparked the investigation.

She asked why the almost $800,- 
000 ))ald to the Kelly firm on re-
newal of two-year policies "should 
not be at lea^ 90 per cent used 
for c(filege scholarsMpe and edu-
cational purposes,”  and she intro-
duced a bill to that effect.

This brought spirited objections 
and, finally, public knowledge of 
the oommlsslon distributions.

One nice thing to do at this 
son of the year—it seems spring, 
In restive spirits at least, all 
around the worid—is to boycott 
oocasiMts of great formality.

Thera was a sort of croas-niff 
boycott toe other day. In which “we 
delivered An intentional snub, and 
received one which was something 
of a surprise' to us.

Intentionally,' deliberately,, plan-
ning to have his absence noticed, 
American Ambasaiulor to Moscow 
Foy D. Kohler kept himself con-
spicuously among the missing at 
the annual May Day celebration In 
Red Square in Moscow.

We have always attended^ these 
occuions in toe paat, even when 
we knew we might hear ourselves 
attacked, or suspected we were 
supposed to be frightened by some 
of the big weapons rumbling past.

But this year Chiba’s Castro was 
scheduled to be the prominently 
honored guest at the Moscow ob-
servances, and we don't even 
recognize Chiba. Besides, we think 
it has been reprehensible and 
naughty of Russia to send weapons 
to a country We don't recognize- 
especialiy when it is a country lo*̂  
cated only a yard or two from 
Guantanomo. So we did the direct, 
pointed thing. We stayed away 
from Red Square on May Day.

Over In Karachi, Pakistan, in 
something o f toe stune spirit, at 
Just about the same time. Presi-
dent Ayub of Pakistan was boy-
cotting a distinguished gathering 
to which he himself should have 
played the host personally. It was 
a meeting of that awesome alliance 
Secretary Dulles once created, 
once called the Baghdad Pact, 
then, after the defection of Bagh-
dad, toe Central *lTeaty Organisa-
tion, to hold toe line against Com-
munism. In this, as In 8EA*rO, 
Pakistan has always been a most 
stalwart member. As CENTO 
opened its meeting in Karachi the 
other day. Secretary of State Dean 
Rusk was attending as the dis-
tinguished representative of the 
United States.

Despite all this, despite the fact 
that'the meeting of this great alli-
ance was being held hi his own 
capital. President Asnib boycotted 
it, and lent his own foreign min-
ister down to read his- message.

And the message was Just as 
pointed aa Ayub’s personal ab-
sence. It amounted to a warning to 
toe United States not to be send-
ing arms to naughty India, a 
country located only a yard or two 
from Pakistan. If we don't, the 
snub seemed to say, Pakistan wUl 
continue making Ms own little un-
derstandings with Communist 
China, and there will be even more 
paper, and lees tiger, in those key 
anti-Communist alliances in which 
Pakistan used to be our star mem-
ber.

-There afe faahionA in diplomacy 
as In everything else, and this 
looks as if it might be the begin-
ning of a whole season of empty' 
places M the head table, unused 
tickets, and greetings extended by 
rank too low for the occasion.

"Through 
the 'Valley of the Kwai,’’ by Er-. 
nest Gordon, begins as other pri-
son camp stories have begun and 
ended: tales of capture, suffering 
and humiliation. But here, having 
reached the very bottom of the 
abyss, this community of forgot-
ten men began to undergo a spirit-
ual triumph whlidi more than bor-
dered on the miraculous.

Men gave up-their lives for their 
brothers. They helped each other 
to live, men Just able tp crawl min-
istering to those Unable to move. 
The whole life of the 'camp was 
transformed. P-f i s o n e r s made 
anesthetics from plants; started a 
univenlty, a library, a 40-piece or-
chestra, adil a churck in the Jungle. 
Ernest Gordon entered the war an 
agnostic, but in the last hour when 
reason alone failed, fourid his 
life’s answer in the Christian talth. 
Today he is dean of tne Chapel at 
Princeton University. He was'call-
ed to the ministry in the “Churrii 
'Without Walls”  In the death camp 
on the banks of the Kwai.

He 
said they had been waiting about 
an hour. I learned there were 
other guerrillas nearby, all 
armed.

We dumped the guns, we 
climbed in the raft and piitt- 
putfed back to the boat. A few 
minutes later we climbed aboard, 
hauled up the raft and headed 
across the Florida Straits back to 
the keys.

Walsh brought out that driving 
oonditlons were excellent at the 
time of the arrest and that the 
cruiser’s speedometer could not ac-
curately measure speeds between 
units of five miles per hour.

Mayor Mahoney then took the 
stand in his defense and testified 
that the speedometer on his auto-
mobile read 35 miles per hour for 
that entire distance. Tlie prosecu-
tor cross-examined the defendant.

Speaking to the jury of 12, Atty.

'Walsh and the Prosecutor Kelly 
stressed their case.s. The jury for 
this case was made up of students 
of modern problems and business

$432,762 Received

I the fire district special'fund $359,- 
I 540.78 toward the $359,756 and the 
1 dog license fund $8,748.93, ex-
ceeding its expected $8,100.

The parking meter fund stands 
at $14,476i91, with no revenue 
coming in» since the parking met-
ers were removed.

Scanlon Says 
Citizen Unit’s 

Facts W rong
Lawrence Scanlan, chairman of 

the town office building commit-
tee, (TOBC) replied today to op-
ponents of the proppsed new town 
office building which was author-
ized by a special town meeting 
last week.

The opponents, known as "The 
Aroused Catizens Groupl’’ earlier 
this week delivered a petition to 
First Selectman T. C. Wright 
calling for a special town meet-
ing to rescind action taken at 
previous town meetings concern-
ing the new town office building.

Subs^uently the citizens group 
circulated a flyer deploring "the 
recent hasty action on the new 
town office building by what 
seems to have been a majority” 
and changing that the voters at 
the April 24 meeting "were brain-
washed with untrue facts and fig-
ures and approval of the expendi-
ture of $40,000 was railroaded 
through." The citizens group said 
they feel the library basement is 
the best solution to the town’s 
problems at this time and feel that 
it can be remodeled -for roughly 
$6,000.

Their report charges that many 
of the expenditures presented by 
the TOBC at the April 24 meet-
ing are unnecessary and others 
are "magnified out of ail propor-
tion to our needs.” The group said 
that the library as a temporary 
stop gap would be a "decided im-
provement over present conditions 
and would give the town a breath-
er to do some thoughtful plan-
ning.”

The group called for defeat of 
items in tomorrow’s budget meet-
ing that would allocate funds for 
the new building.

In his reply, Scanlan noted the 
townspeople debated the issue for 
two and a half hours and that one 
of the group (Nathan fi. Gatchell), 
charging that the new building 
’was "railroaded through,” served 
as the moderator of that meeting 
on April 24.

Scanlan also said "the TOBC 
has been accused of misrepresent-
ing the cost of renovating the 
library basement. This is untrue. 
The costs {H-esented were honest 
and realistic because we followed 
the state building code which the 
town has adopted.

'"rhls group has quoted lower 
figures because they have ig-
nored the code on more than half 
a dozen points. These people are 
not stupid. They know that the 
library basement cannot be done 
over without following the build-
ing code but all they want is to 
get the town committed to the 
library because once the offices 
are there, there they will stay.

"This group has mocked the 
idea that the town is in a good 
financial position to fineuice anew 
building. Analyze this for one mo-
ment., In four to five years addi-
tions' to the regional school and 
elementary school are anticipated 
If the offices were In the base-
ment of the library, would you 
feel favorable toward a new of-
fice building on any site, of 'any 
size, and of any architecture, with 
$12,000 to $16,000 invested in the 
library, and two new school ad-
ditions confronting you?”

He' also said that there are ap-
proximately 100 sq. ft. in the li-
brary basement and after allow-
ing space for library needs, boiler 
room, storage, toilets, stairways, 
closets and haliways; the' reniain- 
ing usable office space would be 
a 20 by ,15 ft. room for five offi-
cials, their desks, chairs and filing 
cabinets.

Denver, Colo., and two Mierpas. 
But the said he did not know 
which two reached the top.

"All Americans will join me in 
saluting our gallant countrynien.” 
President Kennedy said. Cheers 
echoed in newspapers of Britain 
and in those of Japan, another 
nation of avid mounbdneers.

Except for attempts the Chinese 
Communists may have made, the 
American expedition is the 15th 
since 1921, when an eight-man 
British team explored the north-
ern approaches to the mountain. 
It is the largest and costliest and 
it reached the summit earlier in 
the year than any of the others.

The expedition’s leader, Norman 
G. Dyhrenfurth, 44, of Santa Mon-
ica, Calif., devoted all his ener-
gies over the last three years to 
organizing the climb. The son of 
a S'wiss Himalayan expert, he 
climbed to about 25,000 feet as a 
member of the second unsucces-

ful Swiss attempt on Everest In 
1962.

Dyhrenfurth chose 18 Ameri-
cans and one Briton from more 
than 169 candidates on Oie basis 
of ability to work as a team. They

gracticed for two weejcs climbing 
tt. Rainier in Washington' last 
fall.
Backers, chiefly the National 

Geographic Society, poured more 
than $400;000 into the American 
trek. The 895 portera carried 34,- 
640 pounds of food and supplies.

The team assembled at Kat-
mandu Feb. IS and a week later 
began the 200-mile trek through 
the Himalyas to Everest.

It established the firrt climbing 
camp at 22,200 feet March 29 The 
next camp went up 500 feet high-
er. They located camp three on 
April 4 at 23,000 feet, camp tour 
at 26,100 feet' on April 13, camp 
five at 26,000 feet April 38.

On Tuesday, preparing for the 
final assault, the first assault 
team established camp six at 27.- 
800 feet.

The expedition hiis not escaped 
the tragedy marring the history 
of assaults on Everest. John E. 
Breltenbach, 27, of Jackson, Wyo., 
was killed by .an ice fall March 
23, the 12th victim of the moun-
tain’s perilous face. His body is 
buried, probably forever, under an 
enormous mass on the Khumbu 
Ice Cascade, at 18,000 feet.

The exp^ition saved many 
lives for the one it lost. Scores 
of hill dwellers in eastern Nepal 
owe their lives td smallpox vac-
cine the Americans had flown in 
when they discovered an epidemic 
raging in a number of \rillages.

weight and richness, a certain 
piognancy, a something far more 
deeply interfused, is simply not 
there.”

In other early works—"The Or-
deal of Mark Twain”  and The 
Pilgrimage of Henry James” -.- 
Brooks continued his criticisms of 
American culture.

But it was not until after a 
four-year period of mental depres-
sion spent in hospitals that brooks 
did his major work.

His flve-voitime "Makers and 
Finders; A History of the Writer 
in America, 18(X)-1916’ ’ was a mam-
moth undertaking. In it he tried to 
show that American writers did 
not have to look to Europe for 
their literary heritage; that they 
had a rich, "usable” tradition 
in their own land.

The first Volume, called "The 
Flowering of New England" won 
the 1987 Pulitzer Prize for history 
and became a best-seller.

Some critics of Brooks’ work said 
it was overly romantic in its glorifi-
cation of America’s Literary past. 
He countered by accusing modem 
writers of lacking a capacity for 
sentiment.

"Unless ive cultivate tender-
ness,”  he asked, "what will become 
of a human world that is now as 
red as nature in tooth and claw?”

In 1946, Brooks was awarded the 
Gold Medal, of the Institute of Arts 
and Letters for his essays and crit-
ical works.

"A humanly rich and warm crit-' 
ic of literature and life,” an old 
friend. Mark Van Doren, said of 
him last night.

Van Doren, a poet, teacher and 
critic, said, -"Such men are rare

at any time and certainly have 
been rare in recent times.”

^ t l c  Malcolm Cowley once 
summed up Brooks' contributions 
this  way:

’ ’It isn’t Mr. Brooks’ definition 
of the American tradition that is 
important for the world today.

"It la his recovery of the tradi-
tion in volume after volume . . . 
his love of letters as an art and 
his integrity as a lonely scholar. ’ 

Brooks Is survived by his widow, 
Gladys Rice Billings Brooks, and 
two sons, Oliver K. Brooks of Red-
ding and Charles Van Wyck Brooks 
of New York City.

4. A slowdown on exit permits 
for U.S. citizens living In Haiti. 
The issuance of visas was speeded 
up later. About 1,(XX> Americans 
reside here, but there has been 
no sign of an exodds.

6. The first secretary of the U.S. 
Embassy was stopped at a road-
block at 2 a.m. when driving to 
work and made to stand in front 
of the headlights with hla hands 
up before he wa^ released.

DUvaller's regime demanded 
lalst week that the United States 
Withdraw the 60-member Marine 
Corps,. mission, which has been 
training the Haitian army. Less 
than half the Marines are pre-
paring to leave in the near future. 
The rest are being incorporated 
in the military assistance advisory 
gp-oup which supervises the use 
made of American military equip-
ment furnished Haiti.

On the American side, officials 
in Washington make no secret 
of the Kennedy adfnlhlstration's 
'distaste for Duvallers dictator-
ship: The United States cut off 
aid to Haiti for six months in 
1961-62. Thursday the State De-
partment .warned U.S. citizens to 
"avoid unnecessary travel to 
Haiti” because of the tense and 
potentially explosive situation In 
the country.

U.S. Ambassador Raymond 
Thurston has not talked to Du- 
valier iu more than five months. 
He has had to take up’ diplomatic 
problems with Rene Chalmers, 
Haitian foreign minister.

Thurston plans to leave for con-
sultation in . Washington shortly 
before May 16, the date the United 
States considers the legal termina-
tion of Duvalier’s six-year term 
in office. However, in 1961, Du- 
valier proclaimed himself elected 
for a new six-year term which he 
inaugurated May 22 of that year. 
He did this by placing his name 
unopposed on all the ballots in 
elections for the legislature.

Robert Newbegin, then U. S. 
ambassador, did not attend the 
1961 inaugural, managing to be in 
Washington at the time. The same 
thing happened at last year’s 
celebration of the first anni-
versary o f , Duvaller’a new term.

April 1951, to give federal aid to 
depressed areas with unemploy-
ment. At that time 20 major In-
dustrial areas and 90 smaller ones 
met the depressed requirements. 
Detroit was one Of them.

Joining Cavanagh in his plea 
were Mayor Joseph W. Barr Jr., 
of OH City, Pa., and Hulett C. 
Smith, West Virginia's commis-
sioner of commerce.

Barr said  ̂federal money Is 
needed because "communities suf-
fering from severe economic 4e- 
presslon^Aimply do not have the 
tenda ahd resources to reshape a 
decllrilng ecdhomy."

And Smith sold his state of West 
Virginia is unique in its economlp 
problems. Nearly the entire state 
—61 out of 56 counties—is desig-
nated a depressed area. All three 
men said the program should be 
broadened.

President Kennedy's budget esti-
mated for the 1964 fiscal year 
starting July 1 calls for $10.4 bil-
lion In federal aid to state and 
local governments, almost four 
times as much as President El-
senhower’s $2.7-blllion request in 
1954.

This Is 5 pretty good example 
of increatdng^ state  ̂reliance en 
federal held since In' the some 
10-year period spending by states 
and local governments from their 
own funds only doubled.

The biggest single factor in thp 
Increase In federal aid is help for 
highway construction. In the 1954 
budget It la estimated over 60 per 
cent of the federal money will be 
for highway construction and pub-
lic assistance grants.

The roots M the present system 
—help to the states by Uncle Sam 
-Lgo back to Civil War ddys when 
Congress In 1862 passed the Mer-
rill Act which established the 
land-grant colleges and set cer-
tain federal' minimum standards.

Later came federal aid for agri- 
eulttire, highways, vocational edu-
cation and rehabilitation forestry 
and public health. As the govern-
ment pumped out more money, 
it naturally had Its fingers in 
more local pies. This meant con-
trols.

The latest, figures on hew much 
Michigan has been getting from 
the federal government—both for 
the state and local communities 
and Individuals within the sta te- 
are fi«m  the report of the secre-
tary of the Treasury for 1961. The 
figures for 1162 won't be out ter 
another few weeks.

The totimated value of new 
construction begun in Manriiester 
during April was up to $268,545, 
sn lncreasq,of about $100,000 ever 
the figure for the preceding month.

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How many fans know that a 
rule, in effect since 1887. stipu-
lates that each player must leave 
a deposit of 830 on his iinlfdrm? 
The deposit is returned to the 
player at the end of the season.

How about the money that 
comes in at the gate? How much 
does the visiting club get?

In the National League, the vis-
itors receive 28V>i cents for every 
paying customer, ho matter how 
much the fan has paid at the box 
office. The league .collects ŝ x 
cents on every admission.

In the American League there 
is a different system. The visiting 
team gets 20 cents for every fan 
who sits in the bleachers and 30 
cents for every grandstand cus-
tomer. The league collects- six 
cents on every admission.

What are some of the incidental 
expenses connected with running 
a club?

Well, the Cleveland club, for ex-
ample, spent 176,000 for railroad 
and plane fares last season. The 
Indian.s paid hotel bills totaling 
$61,625, exclusive of meals. Meal 
money, at $10 a day per man, 
came to $7,750. Players get meal 
money only when on the road.

Players receive no salary dur-
ing spring training. The only 
recompense other than meal mon-
ey is $5 a week for laundry and 
incidentals.
