« mosphere of crisis urgency the
Communists were trying to set up,
with the assistance of ‘some Hre~i
brands here in this country, and
push the Laotian right wing, |
whose army apparently would still
be under our influence, out into the
shadowy battle.

That, apparently, would have
been to play-down the Communist
alley, and precipitate that narrow-
ed down two-way division of Laos
which was the original and first
line Communist objective in the
whole current operation,

Somebody has - to -keep cool,
when the headlines begin scream-
ing. In this instance, somebody ap-
parently did. That looks good—at
Jeast until the chaos In Laos sud-
denly grows sharp and ugly again.

Now It develops that three of
the Americans .included in this
Rgroup were agents for our
own Central Intelligence Agancy,
caught during their cloak and
dagger activities for us inside
Cuba, and therefore, one presumes,
quite naturally and legally subject
to arrest, as a minimum.

We were as anxious to get these
American agents back, If we could,
as Castro was eager to get his
agents out of our prisons.

Donovan arranged this, and out-
side of the obvious fact that Cas-
tro's agents couldn't possibly bhe
nice people, like our agents, we
doubt that any fair-minded ob-
server thinks that Donovan should
be abused for doing it. So far, in
his rather merciful avocational ca-
reer, he has helped thousands of
individual lives without giving
away any points in the cold war.
In fact, he has consistently scored
one big point—which is that the
civilization he represents does not
consider it shameful or weak to
care abhout people,

The Roadside Couch

Down in New York City the
highway safety cause s aboul to
receive the practical assistance of
somea profesaional psychologists.

They are to be given their fling
at promoting safety because of the
demonstrated failure of ordinary
appeals to reason and _common
sense—which have been directed
at .motorists for generations now
—to produce any-particular result
in the behavigr'of motorists.

In the new approach, it will be
recognized that motorists do not
head into accidents In the course
of /aﬁy sane or reasonable process,
bul because they are probably ex-
‘pressing a resentment of some
kind,

There s a good chance that any
motorist who causes an accident is
driving along with a mind suffused
with resentment, .or annoyance
against somebody not even present
on the highw#y. He takes that re-
sentment out in behavior just
reckless and defiant enough to
cause tragedy for himself and any
stranger who happens to have the
poor luck to be on the same high-
way with him at the moment of
his distemper,

So, Inatead of.appealing to mo-

toriata to drive safely—often the
exact opposite of what they really
want to do in thelr mental state—
the new style safety campaign will
exhiorl and-encourage motorista to
take a look inside themselves, spot
their own resentments, then bring
them out into the open and talk
about them to somebody until they
are’ able to laugh about them,
thus ending the possibility they
will have to-transfer their hostility
from its real life object to somé
anonymous car just ahead on the
road.
As this kind of campaign ampli-
fiea itself, there can be a welcome
decline of emphasis on all the ap-
peals that have not worked in the
past—the admonition to bé care-
ful of others, when what you may
really be wanting to do at the mo-
ment is huft somebody else—the
admonition to protect your own
life, when you may be full of urge
to risk it.

Instead, the effort will ba to
make you like thalt anonymous
stranger up ahead. In order to do
that, you will also have to like
yourself, and not wish any harm to
that particular human being,
either. AR

We are eynical about such mat-
ters. If this deal was, clean, that
is beautiful, But it*is no guarantee
that the next one will be, or that
the last oné was.

One reason we are. cynical |Is
that we have bean reading the
political news out of the state of
Massachusetis during the past few
years. Thers, everylhing hasbeen
possible.

Connecticut {8, by comparison, a
cizilized state. But one still has
certain memories which make It
advisable not to take that for
granted for too long a period.

One never' knows,

Sometimes the surface appear-
ance of things continues inno-
cent and normal for years on end.
Only some accidental blunder, or
quirk of circumstancea and fate
may suddenly lift the lid for =a
glimpae of something not quite so
pleasant underneath,

But there oughl to be some con-
tinual threat that somebody may
pry under the surface and take an
éxperimental look.

The best guarantee of order and
honesty in public affairs Is a feel-
ing, on the part of those handling
atate decisions, that somebody may
suddenly take an unexpected look
into things.

One of the most {lluminating
stories In state politics in recent
years is that of how two top fig-
ures, one R Democrat, the other a
Republican, conceived the idea of
having their respective party or-
ganizations unite in approval of &
certain major real estate pur-
chase being considered by the
state. They agread, belween
themselved, that the price the
state would pay would be suffi-
ciant to enable the business inter-
est from which the purchase was
to be made to take a generous In-
direct interest in the future cam-
paign funds of both Connecticut
political parties.

This proposition waa proceeding
as if it were routine -— and indeea
it might have gone on being «n-
tirely routine — if it had not oeen
that one of the executives of the
busginess interest involved had the
Puritanical nicety to be sevarely
shocked by this proposition for
using & reapectable business as
agent In mulcting the taxpayers
of the state for the benefit of the
slush funds of the respective po-
litical parties.

This relatively innocent business
magnate communicated his sense
of shock to the right quarters, and
the deal had to be called off. Be-
cause there was never any public
exposure of the story the only re-
auit the public ever could see —
and then without ever really
knowing the precise reason.involy-
ed — was the crimp the incident
put in the career of one of the
two leaders Involved.

Later on, however, something
else did happen. The original own-
er of the real estate in question
sold it to another business- con-
cern which In turn sold it to the
state, which now owns it. We have
never had investigative curiosity
enough- to try to ascertain wheather
the price eventually paid by the
state had changed, or to try to
pry into the possibility that part
of the price may somehow atill
have found & way into the patriotic
role of helping maintain and sup-
port our two party system. But
If we were » legislator, and didn't
have .to do the work ourselves,
we'd vote, for- every invesatigation
that came along,

powerful
to these are added the retrieva.
ble Diacoverer capsules with their
high-resolution photographic pay-
load capabitities, no region on
earth will be immune to. the prg-
ing eyes of satellites, As yet, ob-
jection to the presence of orbit-
ing reconnainsance vehicles has
been, and may continue to be,
purely verbal. It may well be that
no nation on earth would contem-
plate triggering a war by under-
taking active countermeasures,
But of this we cannot be certain.
The significant point is that as
far as we know, no armed nu-
clear satellitea have been orbifed
to pose potential threats to stra-
tegic areas on earth, though it
must be admitted we know noth-
ing about the functions of the re.
cently orbited Russian Cosmos sat-
ellites, The presence of such
armed and highly provocative sat-
ellites would create an intolerable
situation for our military which
may result in putting this count
squarely in the activa anti-satel.
lite_ business.

Counter-Measures Considered
‘Bome acientists have Indicated
that the obvious and easiest way
of eliminating reconnaissance or
offensive satellites would be to
spray-a cloud of particles Into or-
bit in a direction opposite to that
in which an offensive satellite is
moving, Other scientists are un-
certain whether we can orbit
enough particies to Insure some
type of contact, Assuming that the
concentration of particles can be
achleved, we then aimply wait un-
til the two run into one another.
The offensive satellite will be

traveling at about five miles a |

second and the incoming particles
at this altitude must also ess
the same speed, Thus the particles
would Inevitably close on the sat-
ellite with a relative speed of al-
most 10 miles a second. Eveén a
grain of sand traveling at 10 miles
e _second can damage or destroy
vilal equipment in the satelite,
thus pulling the teeth of the of-
fensive satellite.

Once stable materials llke sand,

avel or small stones are in or-
it, they will stay there for sig-
nificant periods, even decades, and
thus present a hazard to all fu-
ture satellites in that orbit or even
traveling through it. The finely
divided material would move in
an orbital ring which would circle
the earth to create an extremely
Beoause of this
condition, stable particles are in
disfavor. To overcome this objec.
tion. the cloud of particles may
be composed of lce or some other
maferial which would sublime un-
der the radiation of the sun. The
particles would then be effective
and deadly but for a brief peri-
od, then dissipate as a harmless
as,
Another method of destroying of-
fensive satellites would be to blow
them up by alming an explosive
device or "killer'" mechaniam and
then launching the device to ren.
dezvous with them In_orbit. Once
an offensive satellite. Is launched,
its orbit can be computed with
sufficient accuracy to enable the
killer device to effect & rendez-
vous, unless the offensive natellite
can take evasive action in a ca-
pricious manner, We are, however,
uncertain as to whether an un-
manned offensive satellite can take

‘extensive evasive action and still

remain operational.

Now that orbiling astronauts
have' discovered they cAn maneu-
ver their vehicles, other methods
present themselves for the destruc-
tion of offensive satellites. By
drawing close to an offensive sat-
ellite, the astronaut can subject it
to radiations of various types to
render electronic and mechanical
components inoperatiye. He can
incinerate the offensive asatellite
by using mirrors to concentrate
solar radiation on Ats surface, He
can also deatroy the delicats com-
ents by using an explosive
shell. An orbiting astronaut in a
maneuverable satellite apparent]y
can dispose of any threat in the
aky.

One question neods answering:
Is a country go to ait idly by
and watch Its offensive satellites
shot out of the aky? And, if it
Isn't what course can that coun-
try take?

Al this time international law
applicable to space In nonexistent,
Today, the airspace over a coun-
try Is considered Inviolate and any
viclation brings Instant reétaliation
—"“If such retaliation lies within
the capability of that country."

There exists no laws governing
reconnaissance or armed satellites,
If a country decides to take ex-
treme measures against offensive
satellites and these satellites are
in turn, protected, there is an ex-
cellent chance that a shooting war
will occur—in space,

Unleas the cold war ceases on
earth, this observer can foresece
a complex of offehwive satellites
herded- by = p—-of watchful
astronauts in fighter satellites —
much lke shepherds herding a
flock’ of sheep. Intelligence from
computer stations on earth can
signal the approach of satellite de-
stroyers. When the enemy ap-
proaches to destroy the offensive
satellites, the astronauts can ma-
neuver o either disable the de-
stroyers, In which event the of-
fensive satellites will remain in-
tact; or the fighters will be shot
down, In which event the offensive
satellites will be inactiviated.

The objective of one nation to
{ establish and wmaintain offensive
satellites and the other to elimi-
nate them provides the “mgkings’’
of a hot space war. However, thls
observer believes that once the
mission Is completed, be It the
maintenance of offensive satellites
or their destruction, the war in
the sky is over. and need not spill
over to the surface of the earth,

From the above it must bhe rea-
lized that war in space is simply
an extension of conflict in a ver-
tical direction. The onl{» difference
is the degree of mobility. Mili-
tary men will appreciate the fact
| that the association of mobility
with maneuverability to evade of-
fensive measures is not necessari-
ly present in space.

Untll such time as we are cer-
tain of never pursuing a war in
space we must be prepared for
& hot war on earth. In this war
all the Techiiologicai advances and
skills mobilized in the space race
may be used. Orbiting bombs in
special orbits, auperbombs to be
exploded at high altitudes and nat-
ural bombs from deep space may
be the weapons of the future.

Congress in passing the TVA
Act set forth several goals for
the agency.

It was to harness the Tennessee
River to provide flood control,
navigation and-power.
