A touch of spring fever 
struck three New Englandl 
college campuses during the 
night and sent students 
swarming into the street* o# 
New Haven, Conn., Provi­
dence, R. L, and Waltham, 
Mass.

Before dawn broke, what be­
gan as spring larks turned into 
full scale riots at the campuses of 
Yale and Brown Universities.

At New Haven it took scores of 
nightstick swinging policemen to 
bring some 1,500 Yale students 
imder control early today. Seven­
teen students* were arrested and 
one required hospital treatment.
. Providence police used dogs, 
motorcycles smd nightsticks to 
drive the Brown students back to 
their dormitories after repeated 
pleas from college officials failed.

One police officer was injured 
when struck by a rock. Nearly 
60 students were taken into police 
custody but only a half dozen or 
Bo were held for court action.

Hundreds of Brown students 
surged from the campus and head­
ed for girls’ dormitories at Pem­
broke smd Bryant Colleges. Some 
girl students tossed undergar­
ments from dormitory 'windows 
which the students carried off tri­
umphantly.

One group descended on the 
home of Brown President Bamaby 
C. Keeney.

Keeney strode down the walk to­
ward the crowd and shouted:

‘ ‘If there is any student from 
Brown here in five seconds he will 
be thrown out of school.”

Some seconds later the area was 
deserted.

Uncle nuodunorton won with 
the quecQ of chibs and did some 
tblBUig- Clearly, the Oolcoel had 
tha ace of elubs. Just aa eleariy, 
South had toe queen of spades; 
so there wasn’t much future In 
toe spade suit.

After deep thought my undo re­
turned toe deuce of diamonds. 
This gave declarer a diamond 
trick, nut paved too way for the 
defeat of the contract. When the 
Colonel took his ace of clubs he 
could return a diamond, and three 
diamond tricks would put South 
down.

Unfmtunately for Undo Throck­
morton, he had a stubborn part­
ner. The Colonel stared at the 
deuce of diamonds and rasped 
“No spades, young men?”

When toe Odonel got in with 
the ace of clube - he led another 
spade instead of pushing a dia­
mond through dummy's k i n g .  
Naturally, South made the con­
tract; and my undo returned to 
dvilian life.

Today’s cdonols are a more 
flexible breed. TTiey would see 
toe brUUance of the switch to dia­
monds, and they would keep a 
fine tactician in the army.

Still J  sometimes wonder how 
acouratdy my unde gave ine the 
hand. Perhaps South had five dia­
monds and only two spades. A 
spade return would put South 
down three; and only a diamond 
return would allow South to make 
toe contract. Neither the army 
nor the bridge table is the place 
for a man who picks the wrong 
time to be brilliant

Hit by Rules  ̂
On Deduction
By B A U a ca i 4U1BBOOK

NBW YORK (A P )—DwindUng 
bualnoaB _. blamed mainly on 
ehangea 'in income tax expaiu* 
account deductions haa given the 
hotel and restaurant Induatry a  
king-sited headache.

In addition to eliminating many 
deductions previously allowed on 
^rounds buidneae waa involved,

e ndse, according to hotel and 
restaurant people, are ao confus­
ing no ona ia aura what they 
mean.

BUeineaemen conaequantly hava 
put the brakee on onpenae ac­
count apending.

Hardeat hit are night clubs and 
the more expensive eating placaa 
—where a cuatomer might
entertained or a deal nego&ated— 
and the big hotels catering to eon- 
ventlon crowda.

Unemployment among workara 
la the induatry is standUy rising 
in many elties.

People arc hecoming more price 
conscious. They are ordering 
eheaper dlehea, fewer drinks and 
looking at the tab more carefully. 
Borne big spendera are becoming 
little spendera.

The ultra-smart mots with an- 
etic fooda, some predict, will have 
to tone down or go.oiit of bustoesa.

Although the new tax regula- 
tiona are MtcMng most of the 
Marne, other factored also man- 
tloned ^  acme persoiu.

Complaints that the slump ia 
having a critical effect come from 
every direoticn.

" I t ’s hurting, and hurting bad,”  
BEUd a mkeaman for the Ten­
nessee Restaurant Association, 
which reports business off 6 to 16 
per cent. " I t  likely will get worse 
before it levels off.”

"Collapse is a good way to 
explain it,”  complained manager 
Joe B. CEdliban of the Benson 
Hotel in Portland, Ore., which has 
been EiffeCted "seriously.”  "The 
traveling people no longer bring 
their wives.”

"Restaurants are cutting 
penses every place they ( 
entertainment, food, help, erven 
turning off more lights,”  said 
Sherman Billingsley, owner of 
New York’s Stork Club. "The 
business wUI never be the 
sgain.”

His business le off 80 to 40 per 
cent and he said half of the res­
taurants in New York would have 
to close if their creditors decided 
to clamp down on overdue food 
amd beveran  bills.

lit San Francisco, Charles F. 
Delano, executive vice president 
of the Golden Gate Restaurant 
Association, commented:

“ Some of our members report 
losses of 16 to as .high as 60 per 
cent in the first two mcinths tills 
year. Patronage is falling off 
sharply and its causing layoffs. 
There’s confusion about the tsuc 

''regulations. Tour businessmaii 
doesn’t really tuiderstand.”  

“ BusineBs , has been awfully 
slow,”  said Chick Hedrick, owner 
of the Co pa Atlanta, a plush night 
spot in Atlanta, Ga. “ We just 
can't get people out. Everybody 
says business is off.”

A complaint heard frequently in 
.Pennsylvania, goes something like 
this:“ What knocks yoii for a loop 
is not so much what the rules say, 
but what they don’t say.”

“ The ealesman and traveling 
man feels he is going to the 
penitentiary if he uses his expense 

.accotmt,”  said assistant manager 
Dale Overfelt of the Interlude 
night club in Kansas City. ' 

The National Restaurant Asso­
ciation, blaming the expense ac­
count crackdown, reported. busi­
ness in 700 better-type restau­
rants in 40 major cities oft 16 per 
cent for the first quarter, com­
pared with last year.

"Since less than half their busi­
ness comes from expense account 
spending,”  ̂ Thomas W. Power, 
association counsel, said, "this 
means businessmen have cut back 
at least 90 per cent in restaurant 
busihesB entertaining.’'

Although the Treasury Depart­
ment softened the regulations 
somewhat on March 20, reports so 
far indicate little pickup in busi­
ness, Power said.

Dr. Elizabeth Alton could not 
be present but sent a note to the 
eholrman indicating her approval 
of the plans. Although McCarrick 
did not read the letter to the 
board, he indicated that Dr. Alton 
was not considering resigning.

10 days ago when she walked out 
of a board of education meeting 
was declared out of order at the 
tlma She hod said she would sub­
mit a letter of resignation.

Miller’s opposite number, John 

M. Bailey, Democratic national 
chairman, returned the favor 
against Rockefeller who until re­
cently, at least, looked like the 
man on the inside track in the 
Republican race.

Bailey accused Rockefeller of 
lacking leadership in his own 
state of-New York. Not to be out­
done, the governor has had sopie 
luiQomplimentary things to say 
about the way Kennedy is lead­
ing.

But Bailey, like the Republi­
cans, also got carried away by 
his dreams of political plenty and 
invaded New York to tell the 
Democrats he expects them to 
carry the state for Kennedy in 
1964.

Even the cave-dwellers knew 
that nothing bums a man up so 
quickly—Including his ambitions 
—as building a fire under him. 
The Republicans, having built one 
under Kennedy, are throwing logs 
on it steadily.

This week many bf them 
popped up in the Senate to an­
nounce that the President’s pol­
icies had caused a “ great leap 
backward’ ’ in United States pres- 
'Uge abroad.

But it’s still so early all this 
criticism was as mild as cough­
ing under a blanket compared 
with what the Republicans will do 
later. What they're doing now is 
hardly more than warming up 
their motor on a frosty morning.

Kennedy, who will be running 
again in 1964, for many months 
to come has, an advantage over 
any would-be Republican candi­
date or, for that matter, all the 
Republicans put together.

As President he can hold a tel­
evised news conference every 
week—which can be like a 30- 
mln^e campaign talk to the na­
tion—or do something - around the 
White House which gets his pic­
tures in the papers every day.

It’s amazing how he stays to 
focus.

For a politician this is the hap­
piest, because it’s the best and 
most inexpensive, kind of public 
exposure. No Republican can 
match him in it imtll the psu'ty 
formally picks its candidate to 
the summer of 1964.

Even then he won’t get as much 
attention as the President.

The Democrats, with Kennedy 
a sure thing as their candidate, 
will lack the special excitement 
of the Republicans who still must 
find one. But there isn’t a politl' 
clan who wouldn’t trade excite­
ment for contentment any day.

The politicians of both parties 
never feel so content to a presi­
dential campaign as when their 
candidate is trying to renew his 
lease on that house on Pennsylva 
Ttia Avenue.

Seventeen students were arrest­
ed during the melee which began 
as a spring lark and ended after 
police drove the students back to 
their room.s.

One student required hospital 
treatment and a policeman re­
portedly was hit. with a flying beer 
bottle.

Peter H. Dominick Jr .,  son of 
the Republican U.S. senator from 
Ck>lorado, said he spent about a 
minute looking into the muzzle of 
a police revolver.

A senior architectural student, 
he said he also was hit In the arm 
with a nightstick.

Dominick said the petlceman 
announced he was under arrest, 
then pulled a gun as Dominick 
tried to flee out a third-story win­
dow of a dormitory.

The student insisted that he had 
done nothing wrong and a faculty 
member persuaded the policeman 
that Dominick was innocent and 
should not be arrested.

The patrolman left without ar­
resting Dominick.

The riot had been expected. 
Campus police locked the gates to 
the old campus where freshmen, 
live, in an effort to keep students 
inside, and assigned extra men to 
'ihursday night’s shift of police.

But students burst out shortly 
before 1 a.m.

About 300 students carried one 
of their classmates wrapped in 
tissue paper before them and 
chanted: "E v il! evil!’’ as they 
marched toward Helen Hadley 
Hall, a dormitory for women 
graduate students.

"We want sex, we want sex," 
they cried as they reached the 
building. The girls Just looked out 
the windows and amlled.

The students than moved toward 
the Taft Hotehj'ii few blocks away, 
with many Alpperclassmen joining 
their ranjts'

As toe front ranks approached 
the hotel, police began herding the 
students back toward the old cam- 
j * s .
• Nightsticks were swung in the
air as the police pressed in. Yale 
students said some of the swings 
landed, though apparently police 
were not ti^^g to hit the stu­
dents.

The mob, now numbering 1,500 
by some estimates, ran back to­
ward toe college grounds.

By 2 a.m. police had broken up 
all but a lew clusters of students.

"There was no brutality,’’ police 
Lt. Everett W. Shaw said after­
ward. “Every time something like 
this happens, toe police are ac­
cused of brutality.” ^

The reason for sugar cost in­
crease has been due to sugar beet 
producUon falling snort , of what 
was expected and sugar imports 
falling behind.

Bill Seeing Light
HARTFORD (AP) . There’s 

daylight ahead for a bill that 
would give Connecticut lesidents 
an extra hour of daylight for nine 
months of the year.

The measure, which wodld ex­
tend daylight saving time from 
six to nine months, won Hcnise 
approval yesterday and was sent 
to the Senate, where no heavy 
opposition has been sighted.

The bill has bi-partisan support.
CJonnectlcut is now on daylight 

saving time from April to October. 
Under the proposed change, day­
light saving would begin the last 
Suitoay in February and continue 
to fhe last Sunday In November.

The bill would become effective 
Ju ly 1. 1964. if similar action is 
taken by New York and Mass­
achusetts.

Both the New York and Mass­
achusetts legislatures are con­
sidering the proposal. The New 
Yory legislature is in adjournment 
and won’t  meet in regular session 
until next January.

maiily will seek medical data 
during the ' long-duration mission 
to determine if a man’s ability to 
perform is impaired by prolonged 
exposure to space weightlessness.

As Cooper sweeps about the 
globe, medical sensors attached to 
his body will relay to gro\md sta­
tions information on heartbeat, 
blood pressure, temperature, res­
piration and other parameters.

Doctors at each station will 
watch for any signs of stress 
which might dictate early termi­
nation of the flight.

As a means of preventing deteri­
oration of muscle tone during the 
long weightless period, Cmper 
plans to exercise by pulling on a 
bungee cord—a giant stretchable 
rubberband-like device attached to 
the spacecraft floor between his 
feet.

The Air Force Major, 86, will 
eat regularly to maintain his 
strength. The menu includes bite- 
size tidbits and new dehydrated 
space foods which, when mixed 
vrith water, produces spaghetti, 
beef and gravy, chicken or lob­
ster.

Cooper will rest periodically, 
and plans to take a nap for eight 
hours from the ninth to the 15th 
orbits. If he oversleeps, a ground 
station in Australia will send a 
radio alarm signal to wake him.

The inflatable 30-inch balloon, to 
be ejected on a 100-foot line during 
the sixth orbit, is to determine 
drag effect at the orbital altitude 
100 to 170 miles high and to check 
Cooper’s ability to Judge distances 
in space.

The flashing beacon satellite, 
which will trail the capsule in a 
slightly different orbit, . also will 
be u s^  in a distance-judging test 
aimed at developing techniques 
for space rendezvous.

A television camera aboard 
Faith 7 may give American home 
viewers their first look at «>e of 
their astronauts in orbit.

’The camera is to beam pictures 
of the pilot during the capsule’s 10 
passes near Cape Canaveral and 
some '.,I^toB will be converted to 
normal TV scan and fed as swift­
ly as possible into conunerclal 
networks.

Cooper will use other csuneras 
to take movie and still photo­
graphs of stars, cloud formations, 
land features, zodiacal light and 
other space features.

Geiger coimters and other meas­
uring devices will chart the 
amount of radiation along the 
orbital path.. Two high frequency 
radio communications tests are 
planned with the extendable an­
tenna to test techniques for con­
tacting the Gemini manned space­
craft, a future project.

The raft and shark repellent are 
among the survival gear Cooper 
will carry.

ger stores in the same general 
area had been damaged by blasts.

Kroger officials at (Cincinnati 
had no Immediate comment but a 
spokesman said an executive 
would be sent to St. Louis to help 
in the investigation. The same 
procedure was followed at the 
time of the earlier bombings.

Thursday night’s explosion dam­
aged a new supermarket in a 
southwest St. Louis residential 
area, in the 4700 block of (Chip­
pewa, and the adjacent Gasen 
Drug Store. Another hit a Kroger 
market in South St. Louis (County 
at Highway 21 and Lindbergh, and 
a third damaged a store In East 
St. Louis, 111., across the Missis­
sippi River. All four were dam­
aged extensively.

No arrests have been made In 
the three explosions that occurred 
under similar circumstances in 
March.

Teng Hsiao-ping, top theoretician 
of the Chineae party, and Peng 
Chen, mayor of Peking.

Today, as If to dispel any illu­
sion that Peking's "hard line”  is 
weakening, the official Peking 
People’? Daily published a long 
denunciation of Yugoslavia’s new 
constitution.

Taking a scarcely-concealed 
slap at Khrushchev, who has ac­
cepted the Yugoslav Communists 
back in the fold as reformed sin­
ners, Peking's mouthpiece said 
the constitution proves ’ ’that they 
were talking sheer nonsense who 
consider that the Tito group have 
shown some repentance and 
changed their wrong policy.”

Two months ago, Mao and the 
Chinese party’s central committee 
invited Khrushchev to come to 
Peking for a Red summit meeting. 
Acceptance would have been tacit 
acknowledgpnent that the Chinese 
communists were on a par with 
the Soviets as leaders of the com­
munist world. Khrushchev coun­
tered by asking Mao to come to 
Moscow, or to send a delegation.

Significantly, Mao in reply pro­
posed that the Moscow meeting 
take place in mid-June rather than 
mid-May as Khrushchev recom­
mended. This suggests that Mao 
.does not want his delegation to 
engage in a debate with the Soviet 
party's central committee, which 
is to meet^Iate this month to dis­
cuss ideologicfkl matters.

The (Oinese''i,appear trying to 
win as ..piuch suppai$ as possible 
from other CommuniiSt parties be­
fore the Moscow meeting. Presi­
dent Liu Shao-chi arrived in Itapoi 
today for his first visit to North. 
Viet Nam, which only recently 
showed strong signs of siding with 
Peking.

Last month Liu visited Indone­
sia, and the big Ck>mmunist party 
there seems to be orienting ItseU

toward ths Chines* after
initial waveitog. ,

Peking holds that Khrushchev’s 
policy of peacefq) coexistence is 
an unacceptable revlelon ofiMarx- 
ism-Lenlnlem, that war with the 
Weet still is Inevitable and that 
even a nuclear war would bo 
worthwhile because the Commu- 
nlsta would be hurt less than the 
West.

Khruahchev contends that com­
munism can and .must win the 
world by peaceful means or means 
that won’t produce a world con- 
fUct. He holds that a nuclear war 
would devastate both sides'.

DAM ASCU S, Syria (A P )—  
After a week of riotous pro- 
N a s s e r  demonstrations, 
Syria’s National Revolution­
ary Council accepted today 
the resignation of Prime Min­
ister Salah Bitar, It named 
Dr. Sami Jundi to form a new 
government.

The move appeared aimed- at 
heading off threats to the pro­
posed union of Syria, Iraq and 
Egypt in a new United Arab Re­
public.

Bitar supported Syria’s break 
from the iU-fated U.A.R. union 
with Egypt in 1061. His Ba’ath So­
cialist party had been under at­
tack in the Cairo press for perse­
cuting Arab unity and supporters 
ot U.A.R. President Oamal Abdel 
Nasser.

Before the resignation Bitar’s 
Ba'athtsts appeared to be holding 
out strongly against pressure to 
reinstall pro-Nasser army officers 
and give pro-Nasser factions a 
lalger voice in the government.

Bitar'took over after a bloodless 
coup March 8 but his six pro- 
Nasser cabinet ministers resigned 

Jast week, touching off the demon­
strations.

The ' Revolutionary Council an­
nounced it had accepted Bitar’s 

' resignation after a fourth all-night 
aesslon, and named Swpi Jundi.

Jundi, about 40, a dentist, 'was 
minister of guidance in Bitar's 
resignation-riddled cabinet. He 
was the only remaining minister 
not belonging to Bltar’s mling 
Ba’ath Socialist party.

Former Red Aide 
Sentenced to Die

MOSCOW (A P )— A  Soviett 
military tribunal today sen­
tenced former Soviet official 
Oleg Ponkovsky to death for 
espionage. His British code­
fendant, Greville Wynne, got 
an eight-year prison term.

The two. were convicted by a 
military court after a five-day 
trial.

Th« verdict and sentence were 
read by the court president, Lt. 
Gen. Viktor Borisoglebsky.

Wynne’s sentence was broken 
down t o ' consist of three years in 
prison and the remainder m a Cor­
rective labor camp.

Penkovsky was stripped of all 
his medals, colonel’s rank and 
World War n  decorations.

The crowd broke into SO seconds 
of applause as the sentences were 
read.

Wynne, a British businessman 
for whom the prosecution had 
asked a 10-year term, had asked 
the court for clemency, saying it 
was the 11th birthday of his son, 
Andrew.

"It will be such a shock for my 
little boy,’ ’ Wynne told the three- 
judge military tribunal, "that I 
am not with him to wish him 
many happy returns.’ ’

"1 ask you to remember my 
son, my wife and my aged father.
I very much want my aged father 
to see me, but in England," 
Wynne added in concludbig his 
lO-mlnute plea for mercy behind 
closed doors.

The prosecution Friday de­
manded 10 years in prison for 
Wynne and execution for Penkov­
sky, also charged with passing 
Soviet secrets to Washington and 
London. Both are 44.

The court agreed to hear 11th- 
hour appeals from the pair before 
handing down the verdicts.

The public was barred from the 
courtroom but V/ynnt’a wordq 
Wiere reported to Western news­
men later by the businessman’s 
Soviet lawyer, Nikolai Borovik.

Wynne was arrested last No­
vember while on a trip through 
the Soviet bloc. He was accused 
of helping Penkovsky pass secrets 
to the West.

Borovik said Wynne repeated 
his allegations that British . offi­
cials had threatened and black­
mailed him when he tried to get 
out of the business of contacting 
Penkovsky.

"He said,” Borovik reported, 
"that he was never a spy and

Bishop U r g e s  
Episcopalians 
Quit Practices
'  SAN FRANCTSGQ (AP) — Two 
practices spreading among Epis­
copalians, speaking in tongues 
and laying on of hands, "have 
surprised and dismkyed a number 
of clergy and lay people,”  says 
a spokesman for Bishop James A. 
Pike. 1

Bishop Pike of the Episcopal 
Diocese' of California admonished 
clergymen in a pastoral letter last 
Sunday agaiqst the practice of 
gloBsolalia, talking '«in a tongue 
usually unintelligible to the speak­
er or the listener. The subject 
regards the Holy Spirit as speak­
ing through him.

But the practice has continued 
and the bishop has called for a 
report on the matter.

Bishop Pike based his letter, 
read in 740 churches of Central 
coastal California, on a year-long 
study by a commission he ap­
pointed to evaluate and make 
recommendations on the phenom­
enon, which has mushroomed in 
the church since 1958. A number 
of Episcopal clergymen and hun­
dreds of the church's laymen 
have experienced it, he noted.

He banned the practice in 
Episcopal churches as running 
counter to the Anglican tradition 
of use of the vernacular or native 
language in worship.

"We have not made Judgment 
that speaking in tongues 1* a t>ad 
thing,” the Rev. Canon Robert W. 
Cromey, Bishop Pike's executive 
assistant, said Friday.

“ But we want to provide a 
framework in which it should 
operate, namely, in private devo 
tlons rather than in public.”

Cromey said that practitioners 
of gloasolalia had sometimes uked 
laying on of hands to assist others 
in receiving the "gift of tongues."'” 
This violates the doctrine of dlS' 
cipline and worship of the Epis­
copal Church,' he declared.

The laying on of hands by the 
bishop symbolizes the presence of 
the Holy Spirit, he pointed out. 
It is used only as confirmation, 
ordination to priesthood and an- 
nolntlng of the sick, he' said— 
"and we are very careful about 
how this is used.”

Bishop Pike's letter called glos- 
solalia a gift and admitted claims

"There has never been a ques­
tion about the board’s hopes that 
Reincke would agree to become 
permanent warden,” president of 
the board Charles Stroh said. 
When Reincke said yes, the board 
called a meeting to make It of­
ficial.

Reincke took the post on a 
temporary basts on Dec. 18, ^961, 
when Mark S. Richmond, a career 
penologist, resigned.

Stroh said the 63-year-old Rein­
cke demonstrated his administra­
tive ability . on his 17 months in 
the job.

He said Reincke will continue 
as warden and adjutant general 
until Nov 1 when he reaches the 
mandatory military retirement 
age.

But he expects that a search­
ing appraisail of policy now un­
der way will result in Russia’s 
concentrating on its revolutionary 
goals among the "have-not”  na­
tions, rather than concentrating on 
furthering the revolution at home.

That has been one of the sore 
points between Moscow and Pe­
king. Red China, denouncing Mos­
cow as cowardly, has demanded 
that Russia press Communism 
more aggressively in the develop­
ing nations.

And this hard. line has been at­
tracting supporters in the Com­
munist /samp. The State Depart-' 
ment officisJ said the Indonesia 
(jommunlst Party, for instance, 
appears to be swinging toward 
R ^  China.
