Bishop Urges
Episcopalians
Quit Practices

' BAN FRANCISCQ (AP) — Two
practices spreading among Epis-

copalians, speaking in tongues
and laying on of hands, “have
surprised and dismayed a number
of clergy and lay people,’ says
a spokesman for Bishop James A,
Pike. i

Bishop Pike of the Episcopal
Diovese™ of Callfornia admonished
clergymen in a pastoral letter last
Sunday against the practice of
glossolalia, talking “in & tongue
usually unintelligible to the speak-
er or the listener. The subject
regards the Holy Spirit as speak-
ing through him.

But the practice has continued
and the bishop has called for a
re on the matter,

ishop Plke based his letter,
read In 740 churches of Central
coastal California, on a year-long
study by a commission he ap-
pointed to evaluate and make
recommendations on the phenom-
enon, which has mushroomed in
the church since 1858, A number
of Episcopal clergymen and hun:
dreds of the church’s laymen
have experienced it, he noted.

He banned the practice In
Bpiscopal churches as runnin,
counter to the Anglican tradition
of use of the vernacular or native
l.lns\lnce in. worship.

'"We -have not made judgment
that speak in tongues 18 a bad
thing,”’ the Rev. Canon Robert W.
Cromey,  Bishop Pike's exécutive
assistant, said Friday,

“But we want to provide a
framework In which it should
operale, namely, in private devo-
tiona rather than in public."”

Cromey sald that practitioners
of gloasolnlla had sometimes .used
Inying on of hands to assist others
in receiving the ''gift of tangues."
This violates the doctirine of dis-
cipline and worship of the Epis-
copal Church; he declared.

The laying on of hands by the
bishop symbolizes the presence of
the Holy Spirit, he pointed out,
It is used only as confirmation,
ordination to priesthood and an-
nointing of the sick, he said—
“‘and we are very careful about
how this is used.”

“There has never been a ques-
tion about the board's hopea that
Reincke would agree lo become
permanent warden," president of
the board Charles Stroh sald,
When Reincke sald yes, the board
called & meeting to make it of-
fleial.

Reincke took the post on =
temporary basis on Dec, 18, 1961,
when Mark 8. Richmond, a career
penologist, resigned.

Btroh sald the 63-year-old Rein-

cke demonstraled his administra-
Live abilty on his 17 months in
the job.
He sald Reincke will continue
an warden and adjutant general
until Nov 1 when he reaches the
mandatory military retirement
age. He will then resign as ad-
jutant general.

Wood alcohol, when. mixed with
water, wine or fruit juice, forms
a concoction known in the Bowery
as 8 “"Green Lady."” The derelipts
thought that if the mixture turned
smoky, it was safe to drink. It
turned smoky, but it caused ago-
nizing cramps, followed by blind-
ness or coma and—in some cases
—death.

Meanwhile, in a development
unrelated to the Skid Row poison-
ings, the federal Food and Drug
Administration was trying to track
down a shipment of 105 cases of
Spanish brandy which it sald also
contalns wood alcohol. The bran-
dy, the FDA said, is similar to
that which reportedly caused 22
deaths in Spain last month,

All but 96 bottles of the brandy
have been accounted for in the
metropolitan area — 73 in New
York and 23 in New Jersey.

The FDA's warning: "Do not
drink Mosteiro grape brandy 100
proof imported by Broines & Co.,
Inc. It contains poidonous wood al-
cohol. It is labeled 'leas than one
month old." The word'grape' is
spelled with a 'C.' "

Pavioy called off the names of
little-known authors whose writing
apparently iz a sldeline to their
work as nurse's helpers, physic-
ists, geologists, bricklayers and
collective farmers.
“Perhaps, the names of these
and other genuinely talented and
genuinely young authors have not
flashed from the covers of "Der
Stern, “Life'”, or "L' Express,"
nor have they made giddy tours
of Europe and America,” he said
sarcastically,
Paviov was referring to the pub-
lication mbroad of some outstand-
ing young Soviet writers and their
tﬂ&: to the West.

Yev-
geny Yeviushenko, whose ecri-
ticlsm of the Boviet cultural scene

CARRY TREATMENT KIT IN
SNAKE . INFESTED COUNTRY
By Wayne G. Brandstadt, M.D.
Newspaper Enterprise Asan,
Since most' of the snakes found
in thin country are not polsonous
and since all snakes perform =
usefyl service by preying on small
rodents that destroy orops and
compete for man’s food supply, it
is & great mistake to kill them
sxcept to identify a snake that
has bitten a human being.

If you are so unfortunate as to
surprise & venomous snake and
are bitten before you have =a
chance to retreat (remember that
no make in his right mind is
going to chase you), you are go-
ing to need prompt treatment,
Only most important firdt ald
measures may save your life, The
use of a tourniquet and the mak-
ing of a series of incisions has
been advocated for so many years
that most persoris are afraid not
to apply these measures, al

there is growing evidence that
they do little or no good,

On the other hand, such mea-
sures can do harm in that when
a tourniquet In lied there In
always danger of damage,
due to deprivation of the lUmb
below the tourniquet of oxygen-
ated blood.

This increases the danger of
gngme. and incisions increase

e danger of infection,' If inci-
slons are made they should be
few, and should be made only in
the vicinity of the bite.
Incisions can do no poasible
good unless made within 30 min-

eér be made on the hands or feet.
Ice packs or immersion in ice
water (but never iced smalt wa-
have been advocated, Al-
though they are not' univerzally
recommended, they may ald in
slowing absorption of the venom.
The sooner after & mnake bite
that antivenin Is given, the better.
If it is not readily available at the
nearest hospital or pharmaoy, try
the nearest board of health or the
nearest zoo. ;

One word of csution Is re-
quired. The antivenin oontaina
horae serum, and In anyons who
is wsonsitive to this substance,
the cure may be worse than the
diseaso

Remember: many persona have
survived a snake bite without an-
tivenin. This may be because the
snake has recently killed a ro-
dent and has not fully recharged
his battery, because the snake is
small, because after the fangs
penetrated the cl they didn't
get very deep Into the skin, or
because effective first ald meas-
ures were promptly applied.

As soon as possible after the
emergency measurea haye been
taken, a er of tetanus toxold
and an antiblotic should be given,
since - shake bites are usually
grossly contaminated with various
disease germs. 8o If you are go-
into an unknown area, you
should find out about the kinds of
venomous snakes that you might
encounter. When tramping about
in the woods, knee-high leather
bootas will give you some protec-
tion.

Look well where you step and
where you place your hands, Be
sure to carry a mnake bite kit
with you if the area iz known to
have poisonous’ snakes. If you
never use the kit, it s still money
well spent.

The Flesh And The Cause

If there is an illness in the body
of Pope John XXIIT—and

has, ever since the Italian national

elections, been some reason for an

additional mental slress which
might not help any battle against
the physical symptoms.

What this good Pope encounter-
ed, In the results of the Italian
national elections, was a surface
election result which exposed him
and some of his policies and tac-
tics to a glib and opportunistic
brand of reproach and criticisne

The surface result, in the Ttal-
fan elections, was that the Com-
munist ‘party came out with the
highest. vote, for its own ticket, it
had ever received.

Thiscould- mean there were
more Communists in Italy this
election than ever.before.

But it could also mean that
there was merely a reéadjustment
In the formal voting streagth of
the various parties, following
Premier Fanfan{'s coalition ‘ar-
rangement of a year ago which;
for the first time, took the Left
Wing Socialists out of their pre-
vious alllance with the Commu-
nists,

The election in which this re-
alignment of Italian voting took
place came along at & time when
Pope John had heen making clear
some of the high bread principles
toward which he would like to
lead contemporary world thought
and action. In the world, he has
found himself compelled to con-
ceive of some kind of coexistence,
not merely from his view of the
terrible alternative, but ‘also from
his view of the sacredness of the
creations of God, even wnen Lhey
appear in tragically mistaken

¢ial and talked with him: who be-

These principles of his for the
world have also been applied in his
conduct ‘in relation 'tp the politics
of his own Italy, It used to be said
that the Church stimulated voting
for the Communiats in Italy by the!
high-handed and vigorous way in|
which It threatened any who did |
vote for them. Observers lrequenf-l
1y thought the Vatican's role in
Jtallan politics hoomeranged. But
this time the Vatican's effort to
direct the voting of the Italian-peo-.
ple was relatively mild and gentle.

Now {f the surface result of
these Ttalian elections had been a
numerical decline in the Commu-
nist vote, the happy. enlightened
thcorizing that followed . could
have been something like this: It
is good, it is a blessed relief and
it is good atrategy, too, to be in-
telligent and broadhinded about
the cold war and about parties and |
people, to preach the reconcilia-|
tion rather than the annihilation
of men, and the election remult
shows that this is really the way

—to —handle the Cantrhunisty and
bulld up the causes of freedom,
and, for tha! matter, of ‘Christian-
ity.

Now there is more work for his
lawyers, in the charge that he
paid and offered to pay money to
Influence members of the jury
Which disagreed in Lhe Nashville
case last fall.

We imagine that every time
Democratic + National and State
Chairman John Balley reads or
heara mention of the fact that his
children are involved in the firm
which handles insurance for the
state of Connectlicut, of which he
has been political boss, he suf-
fers a deep, desperate twinge—a
twinge of the kind that tears »
man's heart out, bit by bit,

We assume that, out of his un-
questioned affluence, he would, as
of today, gladly pay a million dol-
lars to have the whole story re-
pealed and run back off the rec-
ord, so that at least that one part
of it never happened.

If we may progress from our
imagined delving into hia personal
emotions to the realm of pure,
hard, practical politics, we also
have some suppositions lo make.

It seems to us that the very
same phase of the story whicH
must be causing John Bailey most
personal pain and anguish, from
the emotional point of view, is also
the specific phase of the story
which has been doing him the
worst damage from the sheerly
political point of view, It was this
element of his own personal con-
nection with the Insurance com-
mission picture which first es-
tablished the probe itself as a go-
ing, growing proposition, destined
inevitably to apread its headlines
out from the state across the na-
tion.

It was this element of personal
connection which made it impos-
sible for him or his party to de-
fend the Insurance patronage sys-
tem as just another politics as
usual tradition.

It anybody had ever drawn for
John Balley an anonymous pic-
ture diagram of the set-up and
linkage which had now been re-
vealed, and had” told John Baliley
that this was the creation of some
rival politicd] boss, Balley would
have read”it in a moment for the
dangergus, vulnerable, and, above
all, unnecessary thing that it waas,
The question we have been ask-
ing all along has be¥n obvious all
dlong. What comes over people?
How do they permit themselves to
do, blandly and with sublime con-
fidence in thelr own invulnerabil-
ity, the precise thing they would
spot in an instant In the behavier
of anybody else?

| Warin Space—Part 2

The ability of the Russian as-
tronauts to rendexvous in space
indicates that they may also pos-
sess the ability to fmmobilise "our
reconnaissance ' satellites. And if
by any chanoe the nuclear powers
this earth begin orbiting nu-
clear weapons as a deterrent, it
follows that these weapons can
also be immobilized.
We hear 1 iy littie about orbit-
ing nuclear weapons in space
and there iz good reason for this
lack of comment, Our Department
of Defense copsiders the presence
of weapons In space a most Irra-
tional step, As a point of fact,
the entire question of such weap-
ons s a highly controversial one.
It is pointed out that the pres-
ence of weapons orbiting the
earth is a highly provocative act
and no nation would want to un-
dertake a step so fraught with
danger.
There are ways in which lo get
around the provocative features
of this situation. There are some
planners who suggest that we
might put nuclear warheads in
orbit &t 060,000 to 75,000 miles
above the earth. These would cir-
cle the earth In 70 hours 33.5 min-
utea, and 125 hours 2.5 minutes,
Thus, high abave the earth would
be warheads which would take a
long time to drop from orbit to
the surface. The significant point
about high-altitude orbits s that
they could never be used for sur-
prise attacks because of 'the
length of time the missiles would
take to come out of the orbit to
impact a target. It may be this
virtue that would render these or-
biting bomba non-provocative. In
thin case we are simply storing
weapons by dispersing them in
deep space.
As long as peace reigned on
earth thesé weapons would con:
tinually circle the earth with noth-
ing to make them come in. How-
ever, If a nation decided on & surs
prise attack and could succeasful-
3; consummate such a “strike,”
e orbiting weapons could. be
brcaght in as retaliatory weapons.
Within 24 hours-after the surprise
attack these retsliatory weapons
would be impaoting thelr nuclear
warheads on the aggreasor. It is
generally assumed that the pres-
ence of these retaliatory weapona
at extremely high altitudes can-
not be considered provocative be.
cause. of the long time required
for them to return to earth.
Planned Provocation
However, there Is another type
of orbit which ean be used if one
nation wanted to intimidate the
other. It could use & highly el-
typlcal, synchronous orbit to
send the nuclear payload deep
into space and then have it come
in within 300 miles of the surface
of the earth, at its perigeé point,
Such a satellite would circle 'the
earth In 28 Hours and 58 minutea
and, once it had been launched to
orbit over a particular perigee
point on the earth.this point would
not vary. Thus, if an Island were
chosen for the subperigeal point,
the warhead would regularly pass
over this paint once a day, ev-
ery day, and then sweep out into
space, It i5 this feature of a sta-
ble perigee over a selected tar-
get — especially if that point oc-

ogee, it would be 44,278 mlles
above the ’:r‘i"t;“ of t}wo‘e;;zg
and. movi (& speed
miles per hour, When it reached
perigee it would be but 300 miles
above the surface of the earth
and at that time it would be mov-
ing with a speed of 3,100 miles
per hour. Because of this wide
speed variation, it might prove
an exce y difficult ohject to
intercepl. It could- prove almost
im ble to attempt to refdez-
vous with a payload of this type
of an orbit, though the dastruc-
tion of this payload should not
prove too difficult.

Lifetime Not Known

One question remalins to be an.
swered before any such wea
systems can be considered realis-
tic -or contemplated for -use-in
space. The lifetime of bombs and
electronic system in orbits high
above the surface is not too well
known. One of the Httle-known re-
sults of the 100-day Mariner 2
flight is the furnishing of informa-
tion concémming the longevity of
highly sophisticated electronic sys-
tems” after spending months n
space subject to powerful short-
wave radlations, At this time
we know that electronic systems
subject to more powerful radia-
tiona than in the vicinity of the
earth are good, for at least 100
days. How much more than 100
days Is as yet unknown, and this
unknown may prevent the reali-
zation of these space weapons in
the foreseeable future.

The other not too surprising rea-
son for doubt is that at this time

tempiated a weapons system of
this type, lacks the giant boost-
ers necessary to orbit a nuclear
payload In the eccentric synchro-
nous’ orbit, 3 Sy
Considerablé research and de-
velopment, excluding boosters, re.
mains to be done before a sys-
tem of this lyne beécomes feasi-
ble.

Coastal Sentry sclentists led by
America's first world-orbiting as-
trenaut, Jehn H. Glenn Jr,, will
form the last link in a chain of
tracking statiens pesitioned
around the world te monitor Coep-
er's flight and te" report back te
Cape - Canaveral.”
