Legality of Riot Troops

(WMMO&

Alabama’s segregationist gover-
nor, George C. Wallace, instantly
challenged Kennedy to explain his
authority for using txroops.

He recalled what the President
had said at his news conference:
‘“You yourself have stated, Mr.
President, that no federal ques-
tion is involved and the situation
has not changed since your mak-
ing that statement.”

When Kennedy announced the
troop movement Sunday ht he
had not explained his authority.
Justice Department lawyers, when
first asked about it by newsmen,
beat around the bush,

They then gave this explanation:

Kennedy wa#d acting under fed-
eral authority—Title 10, Section 33,
of the U.B, Code. It empowers a
president to use troops to suppress
“"domestic violence, unlawful com-
bination or conspiracy' if it inter-
feres with, or denles, citizens of
rights' or protections guaranteed
them by the Constitution.

Monday Kennedy messaged
Wallace this same explanation,
But Wallace insisted again, both
at a news conference and in a
second telegram to Kennedy, that
the United States cannot legally
call out Army units as long as
state and local officers can and
will put down violence,

The Justice Department further
said the section of the code under
which Kennedy acted was exactly
the same law he invoked at the

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UN Must Have Its Qwn Tax

The problem of how to pay for
its own worid police role opera-
tions, and how to collect from fits
own members for that purpose, is
the headline problem of this spe-
cinl pession of the United Nations
General Assembly.

The background, briefly, is this.
Certain nations, like Russia and
France, have refused to accept
their assessed share of the bill for
United Nations police force oper-
ations llke those in the Congo and
those in the Gaza Strip in Pales-
tine.

Last summer, the World Court
decided a case in which the legal-
ity of such assessments upon Unit-
ed Nations members was at stake,
mnd ruled that these assessmenta
were valid,

Last December, the United Na-
tions General Assembly voted, 78
to 17, with 8 abstentions, to accept
this World Court ruling. By this
vote, nations which refused to pay
such assessments would, unless
they declared themselves finan-
clally unable to pay, be deprived
of their voting power in the Unit-
ed Nations.

Now, in this special session, the
United Nations is scheduled to dis-
cusy and enact, if it can, some sys-
tem for assessing the costs in
question. Obviously, the world or-
ganization seeks a solution which
will get the money for {ts necea-
sary police role operations and not
drive any members out, or deprive
them of voting rights either. It
wants & system all nations will ac-
¢ept and honor.

In this situation, the British
have devised a compromise. Under
the British plan, the first $10,000,-
000. of each operation would be
assessed among all the members
of the United Nations, with each
paying its full proportionate share.
Expense above that amount, how-
ever, would be assessed differently,
with the underdeveloped nations
of the world being billed for only
half of their proper share, and
with the economically established,
developed nations making up the
difference.

There are, ready to receive dis-
cussion, other variations of the
same “lkdu. And there are, -also,
some propositions of & very ap-
pealing nature, from theoretical if
not the practical point of view.
Bome members think that nations
which play an aggressor role
which calls for the intervention of
United Nations police forces should
make special payment for their
villainy and for the trouble they
have caused. By the same princi-
ple, nations which have been vic-
tims of aggression would, quite
Justly and naturally, not have to
contribute to the cost of the police
action, The only trouble with this
is that the aggressors never ad-
mit they are the aggressors.

The big trouble with all of these
propositions is that there can
never be an end of bickering
and differing interpretations, and
continual tax rebellion, so long
ms the United Nations tries to
collect thess expenses from its
members a5 nations.

There will be just as much trou-
ble forever for such o brand of
United Nations expense collecting
aa there would ba today if the fed-
eral government st Washington
were o announce that it has just
undertaken & special policing oper-
ation in the state of Alabama, as
a result of which it will, In due
course, levy a special assessment,
called Assessment for the Quelling
of Race Riots in Birmingham, upon

ness transnction, or privilege upon
which it would be relatively easy
for the world organization to make
its collections with a minimum of
performance by any individual
member state.

Since it seems to us that this is
the inevitable and necessary solu-
tion of the problem of financing
the United Nations, we have been
waiting expectantly for somebody
connected with the organization,
or desirous of supporting it, to at
least introduce the proposal for
tentative, preparatory discussion.
We have even been expecting some-
body to begin making suggestions
about what specific kind of tax it
might be. One stray thought is that
it might be a tax on travel across
national boundaries. Or we could
tax International oratory about
peace. Or uranium at the mine.

Sooner or later, #f the world
survives, the United Nations will
have to be given its private inter-
national source of income, so that
no individual nation or minority of
nations has any financial veto over
its operations policing against ag-
gression and for peace, .

Sure Sound Like Alpert

There is great risk of unfair-
ness, one can be sure, in judging
men and policies by any surface
similarities, or by some superficial
atmosphere or impression they
may give off.

John Me-
Clelland D-Ark., said the investi-
gation of Lipscomb's death is be-
ing watched closely and could fig-
ure in Senate investigations into
the drugs racket this summer,
Timothy Black, a friend of
Lipscomb has been charged with
posseasion —of narcotics para-
phenalia.

A med-
ical examiner said the injection
caused the death of the National
Football League player,

Nuclear Scientist
Accused of Spying

SOUTHEND, England (AP)—
Giuseppe Martelll, an Italian nu-
clear acientist, was accused in
court today of being a spy for
the Soviet Union.

Martelli, 30, was employed by
the European Atomic Energy
Community Euratom and
had been working since last No-
vember In Britain's Culham Re-
search Laboratory in Oxfordshire.

He was arrested April 28 upon
his return_from a trip_to Brussels
and accused of committing “an
act preparatory to the commis-

Astronaut Releases

Orb on Third Pass

CAPE CANAVERAL, Fla. (AP)—Astronaut Gordon
Cooper raced 'round and 'round the world today en route
toward an American man-in-space record. He described his
flight as “quite a thrill,” and launched his own private satel-
lite into orhit.

As Cooper's Faith T spacecraft sped high above the South
Atlantic Ocean during the third of his intended 22 orbits, the
pilot pushed a switch which ejected a 10-pound sphere from
the base of the capsule.

_The sphere, 5.75 inches in diameter and equipped with two
high intensity flashing lights, settled into an orbit slightly
different from that of Faith 7.

Cooper reported to a tracking post on  Ascension Island
that the sphere had been released successfully. But there
was no immediate report on his observance of the xenon gas
lights which were to blink once every second.

However, Mercury Control Center reported later that it
had received a partially garbled message from Cooper which

indicated that perhaps the experiment was not as success-
ful as originally thought. 4
