Cooper —Calm,
Dozes Easily

CAPE CANAVERAL, Fla. (AP;
—Call it nonchalance, or just
easy going, but sometimes—with-
in the privacy of his sky cabin—
it's hard to tell whether astronaut
Gordon Cooper is awake or asleep.
Even in the last tense minutes,

‘““Hello down dere! Did 1 take
pictures, pictures, pictures!"
Cooper exclaimed to communica-
tor Virgil Grissom on the ground
at Guaymas, Mexico. Then he re-
ported he was turning the capsule
360 degrees on its yaw axis to
take the “MIT jobbies.”

He referred to a series of eight
horizon pictures made especlally
for Massachusetts Institute of
Technology, which is studying the
poasibility of using the horizon as
& navigation reference point for
spaceships returning from the
moon.

“You bhave my sympathy,"”
Grissom commented.

“I'm not complaining,'” Cooper
replied.

Grissom then passed on some
camera lens setting and filter
suggestions from Mercury Control
Center. Cooper went shout his
picture-taking business and sped
across the Southern United States
to the start of his 17th earth
orbit,

Cape Canaveral contacted Faith
7 at 9:09 am. and astronaut Alan
B. Shepard Jr. commented on
how well Cooper was conserving
his fuel and oxygen.

“You sure are a miser on
consummables,"”  Shepard said.
““You're saving things very well.”

During the 16th orbit, Mercury
Control Center at Cape Canaveral
evaluated the condition of the as-
tronaut and spacecraft systems
and then waved Cooper's Faith 7
past a Fo-no-go decision point over
Australia.

Cooper, 36, an Ailr Force major
completed his first 24 hours in
space shortly - after 8 am. while
whirling eastward in his 16th or-
bit.

GENEVA (AP)—Delegates from
78 nations today opened a confer-
ence that could become history's
most ambitious attempt to lower
the barriers to world trade,

The aix-day ministerial meeting
of the General Agreement on Tar-
iffs and Trade unanimously elect.
el  Economics Minister Hans
Schaffner of Switzerland as chalr-
man, C
Apparantly referring to the
United States, Britain' and the
Common Market nations, Schaff-
ner declared in an opening speech,
“"Whether our efforts will be re-
warded will ultimately depend on
the attitude and the policles adopt-
ed by two or three large partiei-

u‘it

Schaffner sald success will de-
pend on whether they stick to
their promises of following a 1ib-
eral policy In world trade and
whether they can bridge the gap
between their differing views,

The meeting of ministers
launches complex and difficult ne-
gotiations  that are expected to
continue untll the end of next
year,

The basis for the negotiations
ig the U8, Trade Expansion Act
of 1962, Because of President Ken-
nedy’'s sponsorship of the act, the
new round of tariff-cutting nego-
tiations—the alxth in GATT's 15-
year history—is being called the
Kennedy Round.

The U.8. act authorizes across-
the-board reductions of American
tariffs by a maximum of 50 per
cent in return for equivalent con-
cessions from the benefiting na.
tions.

By far the major beneficiary of
American concessions will be the
sbx-nation European Common
Market. The negotiations between
the United States and the Com-
mon Market will be the first im-.
jortant confrontation of conflict-

tariff and trade policles of the
:::rld's two biggest economic un-
The Common Market, under
French leadership, maintains that
cutting American and Common
Market tariffs by an egqual per-
centage would be unfair because
American tariffs on industrial
goods generally are higher than
those of the Common Market. The
Common Market feels the goal of
the Geneva talks should be to
harmonize the tariffs of the two
glants,

The United States has rejected
this approach, claiming that it
would violate the letter and the
spirit of the Trade Expansion Act,

Many of us were at least par-
tial critics of President Eisenhow-
er when he sent federal troops into
Little Rock. The criticism of which
we speak was not founded on the
theory that he was violating
state’'s rights or state sovereignty,
but on the poasibility that he had
other and hetter recourse he might
have tried first.

In the Little Rock situation,
Governor Faubus and local offi-
clals were not themselves taking
the action of extremists. They re-
fused to assist the cause of inte-
gration; they did not themselves
oppose violence to It, In Little
Rock, then, there may have heen
some chance of an early reconcili-
ation, and some of us have always
wondered what the result might
have been if the grand personal
figure of Eisenhower, already the
elder statesman, had appeared on
the scene and attempted to actom-
plish, by example and persuasion,
what military force fiever really
could. -

The nature of the reason for
which we questioned President Ei-
senhower's use of the federal mili-
tary power in Little Rock offers a

.~key to one reason why, on the
other hand, we approve President
Kennedy's resort to the use of fed-
eral troops in Mississippl, and now
in Alabama.

President Kennedy has not pos-
seased the vast personal prestige,
the potential position above poli-
tics, the elder statesman attributes
which might have made personal
effort at moral leadership effec-
tive.

But beyond the fect that Presi-
dent Kennedy does not yet pos-
sess the kind of personal standing
Eisenhower had won for himself,

other night up in Boaton, before
the World Trade Center, by Chria-
tian A. Herter, the former Elsen-
hower secretary &f state who is
now Presldent Kennedy's Special
Representative for Trade Negotis-
tona, )

Herter, in this speech, was back
to a familiar advocacy of freer

advocacy of compartmentalized
and limited trade inevitably in-
volved in the Common Market con-
cept,

The concept of free trade has
been moving ahead, and ought to
continue to move ahead, through
the organization known as the
General Agreement on Tariffs and
Trade, or GATT.

This GATT Is having a meeting
of its forelgn ministers in Geneva
next week, ‘to open the 1964 trade
negotiations among its members.

And Mr, Herter, the other night,
discussed one of the chief prob-
lems this GATT meeting would
have to face.

“The most important unknown,"
he said, “is whether or not the
ECC will move toward free trade.”
The EEC Is the European Eco-
nomic Community which is the
Common Market, and to which
France refused, last winter, to al-
low Britain to be admitted.

One possibility at Geneva, Her-
ter sald, would be that the six
Common Market countries would
appear there and negotiate as a
bloc,

But it could be, he sald, with
what seemed to be a gleam of
hope, that the other five members
of EEC, still upset because France
had blackballed Britain, might go
to Geneva and deal there as in-
dividual = nations. This prospect
Herter seemed to regard as poten-
tially the more fruitful

In other words, the cause of
free trade in the world may be
better served if the Common Mar-
ket, instead of staying solld, dis-
integrates.

Nobody in official power or re-
sponsibility anywhere dared intl-
mate such a thing a few months
ago, when the Common Market
was the great international sacred
cow. Bul there was never any real
chance of anything different in

new world unit building a new
tariff wall around itself, had to
be a step whose real direetion was
backward, not forwird. People
who must have known it all along
are now beginning to admit it.

But we do not see much more
that President Kennedy might
have done in either Mississippi or
Alabama to avoid the crisis dével-
oping, and we do not see anything
less he could have done, once crisis
had appeated, than to send in rep-
resentatives of law and order who
could be relied upon not to be-
come partisans themselves.

To have to consider this sort of
thing necessary is a horrible con-
fession of domestic failure for any
American to make, and one hopes
each instance of it will prove, mer-
cifully, to be the last to prove it-
self necessary.

The world record is held by a
Soviet Andrian Nikolayev, who be-
gan a ®4-hour, 34-minute flight
across 1,612,000 miles on Aug. 11,
1862, Cooper will go 600,000 miles
at most.

Whatever else Cooper does, rec-
ord or not, he will prove for
American space gcientists the
ability of a man to survive and
work during prolonged space
flight.

Over Bouth Africa he tested the
ability of an astronaut to sight
three million-candlepower lights
on the ground.

If he gives a favorable report
such lights probably will be placed
around the world to guide future
astronauts back from trips to the
moon.

This whole business started at
8:0¢ a.m. Wednesday when Cooper
blasted off Launch Pad 14 here.
He went into a true orbital atti-
tude over Bermuda at 17,546 miles
per hour.

Bermuda thus became the first
low point on his flight — 100.2
miles—while he reached a maxi-
