WASHINGTON (AP) — The 8u-
preme Court has left until next
term the question of whether a
businessman—a restaurant owner,
for instance—can on his own con-
stitutionally discriminate in the
serving of customers. Also: Can
he ask authorities to help enforce
his discrimination?

The tribunal did not take up
these problems Monday as it over-
turned the convictions of 44 sit-in
demonstrators protesting segrega-
tion in four states.

In this series of cases, the court
declared it-unconstitutional for a
state to require segregation and
use its powers to enforce it

However, in 'a separate opinion,
Justice _John M. Harlan said. the
right of the private businessman
to operate on a segregated basis
was ‘“‘ostensibly left untouched"

Reaction Split
Toward Ruling

KANSAS CITY (AP)—The U.8.
Supreme Court’'s approval of the
area method of regulating natural
gas prices brought reaction as
divided as the .court itself.

““Perhaps this decision will clear
the way to real strides toward re-
moving the chaotic conditiong.sur-
rounding wellhead gas pricing to-
day,'" said Johnny Mitchell presi-
dent of the Texas Independent
Produceras and Royaity Owners
Assoclation.

“The long range effects could be
very, very bad for consumers,"

The extent of its possible effect
on exercise of exchange disciplin-
ary powers was not clear.

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Beyond The Quibble

The Supreme Court, in what
seem to have been historic rulings
yesterday, decreed further limita-
tion upon the rights of private in-
dividunls or corporations to do
what they please with their own
property—in the specific context
of practicing segregation on it.

Curjously enough, the curtail-
ment of private rights decreed
yesterday is effective only where
the individual! or corporation in-
volved has the. backing of local
law or the vocal support of local
officials In maintaining practices
of segregation on his property.

If a property owner lives up
North, where there is no law di-
recting segregation, or where no
police chiefs or mayors or gover-
nors openly defend the practice of
segregation, he can segregate an
he pleases po far as the Supreme
Court is concerned—in this partic-
ular ruling on this particular day
at least.

But If he lives down South, and
the law tells him lo segregate, or
an officlal praises segregation, and
he then segregates—then he ia vio-
lating the Constitution,

Tne intent of this Supreme
Court ruling is obvious. It is one
more mixture of legal intricacy
with the praiseworthy desire to
make the Constitution a practical
as well as a theorstical umbrelln
over the natural, inevitable and
completely justified progress of
one part of the American famlily
toward hasic equality with the rest
of the family, ¥

But the potential results are
somewhat curious. One way for
the South to strengthen its ability
to fight integration, for Inatance,
would be for It to repeal all its
laws and regulations and rulings
and official statements in favor
of megregation, so the South and
itz institutions could have at least
&3 much freedom to segregate as
they could have up North.

Such comment on our part, so
far, echoes the reaction of stuffy
conservatives, like Arthur Krock
of the New York Times, who dis-
like having the law teased and
bent and stretchied and twisted,
particularly In certain directions,
and who have a rather easy time
of it making rulings such as that
from the Supreme Court yesterday
look questionable, )

And we ourselves occupy a sort
of middle ground, in which we
maintain that there must be a con-
tinual and fluld inter-action be-
tween the heart of man and the
laws of his land, and in which we
fear the conseguences of having
either ever run too far out ahead
of the other.

But those who crv alarm over
the Supreme Court's theoretical
step forward yesterday into the
rights of private citizena in order
to advance the status of the rights
of one section of the American
famlly were also the same critics
who would never have had the Su-
preme Court rule against segrega-
tion in public schools either,

It was possible to quibble over
that, too,

But the great truth about It re.
mains, it seems to us, that it help-
-ed stimulate and launch and au-
thorize the beginning of the strug-
gle for an end of ségregation in
the nation's schools and that it did
80 when there might still he —the
Jury is always out on this one—

Pope John XXIII was reliably
reported today to have suf-
fered a new and severe set-
back in his illness. Ome of
Italy’s leading surgeons was
said to have spent the might
at his bedside.

The 81-year-old ruler of the Ro-
man Catholic Church canceled his
regular weekly general sudience
in St. Peter's Basilica but ap-
peared at his apartment window
to bless a crowd of 156,000 fn S8t
Peter's Square below,

Referring to the feast day of
the Ascension Thursday, he said:

"“We follow with our desire the
Lord " who ascends into heaven,
And, not being able to follow him,
we remain on earth, In his Holy.
Church, imitating the example of
the aposties who gathered, invok-
ing the Holy Ghost."

An informed source sald one of
Rome’'s top surgeons, Pietro Val-
donl, spent the night in the apos-
tolic palace and that another doc-
tor, Plero Mazzoni, also was there
part, if not all, of the night,

Mazzoni takes care of the Pope
when the pontiff's personal phy-
sician, Prof. Antonio Gasbarrini,
is at his home in Bologna. Val-
doni{ was consulted when the Pope
frst became seriously {1l with
anemian and 8 stomach disorder
six months ago. At that time doc-
tors ruled out . ‘

Gasbarrini, reached at Bologna,
sald he had no immediste plans
to come to Rome. He declined
comment on the Pope's condition.

The Pope stopd at the third-
floor window. -about three min-
utes. Seen through binoculars, he
peared very pale, But his
voice, carried through micro-
phones, was vibrant and strong
as he gave his Dblessing. He
paused twice to clear his throat.

The audience in the Basilica
was canceled 40 minutes before
it was to have started,

The cancellation was the first
since last November, when a sim-
ilar weekly audience was called
off at the Iast minute,

A day later the Vatican an-
nounced that the Pope was suffer-
ing from a stomach disorder and
anemia. The exact nature of the
allment never was disclosed.
There have been reports that the
Pope was suffering from cancer
or an ulcer.

The pope has appeared to re-
cover although there have been
reports of relapses. Reports cir-
