General Manager Richard Mar-^ 
tin has instructed the public works 
department to "discontinue use of 
blacktop material for repair of 
concrete walks or curbs,” and to 
use cement for repairs as much 
as possible during the present fis­
cal year.

Town directors have received 
frequent complaints, according to 
Director Richard Woodhouse, 
about the off-color and the poor 
performance of the bituminous 
patching material used for side­
walk patches.

Woodhouse and Mayor Francis 
J. Mahoney toured parts of Man­
chester this week, and found 
many instances of sidewalks In 
need of repair, Woodhouee says.

Since patching seems inade­
quate and replacing whole squares 
of sidewalks is expensive, Wood- 
house says he wdll propose a study 
that might improve the quality of 
sidewalks when they s j»  first In­
stalled.
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At present, new work ia con­
tracted out, and the quality ovef- 
seen by the town engineering de­
partment.

Samples of Installed concrete 
are sometimes taken for analysis, 
to make sure it meets towm stand­
ards.

Woodhouse proposes to meet the 
problem by checking Manches­
ter’s specificaitiona for such work 
against the speclficaitions In 
neighboring towns, to see If our 
requirements are more lax.

Presumably the performance cf 
other town’s sidewalks would al­
so be checked, to see if they etand 
up.

The <h rectors might also ask 
for more stringent inspection of 
the work in progress.

Taxpayers share an Interest 
with householders in sidewalk in­
stallations. ,

New sidewalks installed by the 
town’s contractors—alt about 80 
cents per square foot—are paid 
half by the town and half by the 
property owner directly affected.

Sidewalks in subdivisions, when 
built by the developer, are paid 
for from the total sales price of 
the house lots—in effect by the 
householder — and then turned 
over to the town with the. streets 
for maintenance, after inspection.

All replacement is the town’s 
responsiibillty, and is paid from 
the public works department’s 
curb and sidewalk fund.

Farmers Reject Wheat Platt; 
Stinging Defeat fo r  Kennedy

W A S H IN G T O N  (A P ) the plan and 696,948 againat.Ato eliminate all wheat acreage
Wheat growers have voted 
strongly against stricter con- 
l^ ls  on their crops, capping 
the biggest campaign ever 
waged In the American farm­
lands with a stinging defeat 
for the Kennedy administra­
tion and its farm policies.

The administration had thrown 
Ita prestige and strength behind 
Iw program in a battle against 
farm groups demanding less ra­
ther than more government In 
agriculture.

Secretary of Agriculture Orville 
L. Freeman had predicted that de­
feat of the plan would result In 
“ chaotic" wheat market condl- 
tl&ns.

The extent of the defeat In 
Tuesday’s referendum was meas­
ured by the fact that the admlnls- 
tratlon proposal failed to muster 
a simple majority of the votes. 
Approval by at least 66.7 per cent 
of those voting was required for 
adoption.

Complete returns gave 647,151

The vote In favor was 47.8 per 
cent of the total—far short of that 
required. This was the first UiAe 
in 18 referenda that a vriieat con­
trol program had been rejected.

A record outpouring of votes— 
particularly In .-tlie non-commer­
cial wheat arrias east of the Mis­
sissippi 7-^verwhelmed the favor­
able . vbtes cast in a small portion 
of the commercial wheat states of 
the Great Plains and Pacific 
Northwest.

In only one region—the south­
east—did the administration plan 
get a heavy majority. This region 
troduces relatively little wheat 

but has become accustomed to 
rigid controls on Its cotton, tobac­
co and peanut crops.

The national vote turnout among 
the farmers was lower than ex­
pected, but the total of more than 
1.13 million was more than double 
the number voting In any previous 
wheat referendum.

The plan would have required,, 
farmers to reduce 1964 crop plant­
ings 10 per cent from this year.

The effect of the referendum ia

and marketing controls and to re­
duce price supports—now at |2— 
to about $1.26. But supports would 
be limited to m w ers making the 
10 per cent reduction In plantings.

But there was the possibility 
Congress would enact a new pro­
gram more satisfactory to farm­
ers.

The defeat carried many per­
sonal and political impllcationa. It 
gave credence to administration 
critics that farmers want less fed­
eral interference rather than 
more. Freeman had staked his 
prestige on the contention that 
farmers were willing to accept 
more effective controls to halt 
over-production and s t a b i l i z e  
prices. j

It could mean that President 
Kennedy will change his farm 
policies and move now In the 
direction of reducing govern­
ment’s role in agriculture. Oppo­
nents had campaigned on the con­
tention that approval of the wheat 
plan would open the door to quotas

Greensboro Arrests 
Total 1,200 in Week

GREENSBORO, N.C. (AP) 

Racial unrest showed no sign of 
subsiding here today as more 
than 900 Negro students were re­
leased from Jail to the custody of 
North Carolina Agricultural and 
Technical College.

But some progress was reported 
In racial disputes elsewhere In 
the state.

A court order Issued at the sug­
gestion of Gov. Terry Sanford 
virtually cleared three temporary 
Jails set up in Greensboro to 
house more than 1,200 persons, 
held on various charges resulting 
from racial demonstrations.

More than 1,800 persons have 
been arrested during the last 
Week.

The college students were 
placed In custody of Dr. L. C. 
Dowdy, acting president of the 
state-supported college. They

^were ordered to appear In court 
for trials beginning Thursday.

Included among those released 
were 162 persons—including sev­
eral Juveniles — arrested during 
demonstrations Tuesday night.
Approximately 800 other demoh- 
strators, mostly Bennett College 
students, remained In Jail.

Officers set up a three-hour 
shuttle relay starting about 12:30 
a.m. to move the students from a 
former polio hospital and the 
Greensboro War Memorial Coli­
seum to the AAT College campus.
Nearly 250 students housed in an 
armory were releasM early Tues­
day night. Many ■ of the girls 
sobbed as they left the converted 
hospital building. Several male 
students staged a sitdown for 
nearly an hour to assure the re­
lease of the coeds first. w  uk,

DES MOINES. Jowa (AP)—The 
United Presbyterian General As­
sembly neared Its close today 
with a call ' for greater, peace­
making efforts among nations, 
among races and among the sep­
arate bodies of Christianity.

It applauded what it called the 
new “ cordiality in associations” 
between Protestants and Roman 
Catholics.

It appealed to the U.S. govern­
ment to work with patience and 
persistence to obtain a workable 
agreement with the Soviet Union 
for controlled disarmament.

Delegates also approved a 
church constitution revision re 
qulrlng local congregations to 
make “ certain that membership 
is not refused because of color,
SHfiii 6? wanaiy cenditien.”

promise that the demonstrations 
would cease , “ for the time being.’- 
The mayor promised. In turn, to 
continue efforts to get public eat­
ing places to desegregate. Seven 
already have lowered racial bar­
riers.

In addition, Graberek pledged 
to work for a public accommoda­
tions law, under - which no new 
business would be licensed unless 
It agreed not to discriminate 
against the races. He also would 
try to get chtirges -dropped 
against those arrested during the 
prior demonstrations.

Wallace Vow§ 
To Bar Negro

BIRMINGHAM, Ala. (AP) — 
Gov. George C. Wallace, thrust­
ing state sovereignty into the 
path of federal authority, has set 
out to block court-ordered deseg- 
regaUon of the University of Ala­
bama.
,. '5?®, yp.u.ti^ .KPYsrnfflT
laid his constitutional auUiortty on 
the line Tuesday after the univer­
sity board of trustees had agreed 
to admit two Negroes and U.S. 
Dlst. Judge H. Hobart Grooms 
refused to delay the June 10 en­
rollment.

“ I embody the sovereignty of 
this state,”  declared Wallace, a 
veteran of battles with the feder­
al government, "and I will be 
present to bar the entrance of any 
Negro who seeks to enroll at the 
university.’ ’

Thus, Wallace embarked upon 
the same course followed last fall 
by Gov. Ross Barnett of Missis­
sippi who barred Negro James H. 
Meredith from the University of

BOSTON The traf­
fic (iirector of the Chase 
Brass & Copper Co. of Water­
bary, Conn., testified today 
that the production of that 
firm is absolutely dependent 
.upon continued railroad serv­
ice.

George R. Fraser said that last 
year the New Haven Railroad han­
dled 60 million pounds of material 
from the firm.

Speaking’ before an Interstate 
Commerce Commission hearing on 
the proposed merger of the Penn­
sylvania Railroad and the New 
York Central, Fraser said he took 
no position on that union, nor on 
whether the New Haven should be 
included.

He said he asked only that rail 
service, from whatever company, 
continue to his plant.

The hearing examiners have 
heard testimony from more than a 
score o f New England business 
and Industry spokesmen that they 
oppose the PRR and NYC merger 
unless the New Haven is made a 
part of It.

Sitdn Ruling Shows Harlan 
Disagreeing with Grandfather

WASHINGTON (AP)—The Su­

preme Court’s declsiohs this week 
on sit-in demonstrations made 
one thing clear, left another up 
in the sir, and may mean one of 
the Justices disagrees with his an- 
cestw.

Brilliant, sunny weather favored 
the celebration.

The storm of confetti became a 
paper blizzard as the motorcade 
moved along Broadway.

Russia Pushes 
N-Sub Fear as 
NATO Parleys

WASHINGTON (AR) — Russia 
has started a campaign of fear 
propaganda in an effort to arouse 
opposition in North Africa, the 
Middle East and southern Europe 
against the operation of U.S. Po­
laris submarines in the Mediter­
ranean.

The campaign was timed to be­
gin with the meeting of the North 
Atlantic TVeaty Organization coun­
cil In Ottawa but ths real purpose 
as seen by U.S. officials Is to stir 
up .fear of nuclear war around 
the shores of 0\e Mediterranean.

The kickoff was a Moscow note 
delivered to the State Department 
Monday night. It was also sent 
to a number of other countries 
including those in the Mediterra­
nean area.

The note proposed that the 
great sea between Europe and 
Africa be declared a "zone free 
of nuclear missiles.”

The Russians said they are pre­
pared to join with the West in 
“ reliable guarantees that the area 
of the Mediterranean Sea would 
be regarded, In case of any mili­
tary complications, as being out­
side the sphere of nuclear weap­
ons.”

The note said that If the West­
ern powers did not go along with 
its proposal, then Russia would 
have no choice but to keep its 
rockets aimed at the Polaris pa­
trol routes, at Western-aligned na­
tions . on the Mediteiranean and 
at Polaris submarine bases. Nor 
would any of the neutral nations 
in the area ■ be safe In event of 
conflict, the Russians added.

VATICAN CITY (A P )—  
Pope John XXIII was reliably 
reported today to have suf­
fered a new and severe set­
back in his illness. One of 
Italy’s leading surgeons was 
said to have spent the night 
at his bedside. -

The 81-year-oId ruler of the Ro­
man (Jatholic Church canceled hia 
regular weekly general audience 
in St. Peter’s Basilica but ap­
peared at his apartment window 
to bless a crowd of 16,000 in 8t. 
Peter’s Square below.

Referring to the feast day of 
the Ascension Thursday, he said:

"We follow with our desire the 
Lord ' who ascends into heaven. 
And, not being able to follow him, 
we remain on earth, in his Holy. 
Church, imitating the example of 
the apostles who gathered, Invok­
ing the Holy Ghost.”

An Informed source said one of 
Rome’s top surgeons, Pietro Val- 
donl, spent the night in the apos­
tolic palace and that another doc­
tor, Piero Mazzoni, also was there 
part, if not all, of the night.

Mazzoni takes care of tiie Pope 
when the pontiff’s personal phy­
sician, Prof. Antonio G asbar^i, 
is at his home in Bologna. Val- 
doni was consulted when the Pope 
frst became seriously 111 with 
anemia and a stomach disorder 
six months ago. At that time doc­
tors ruled out surgery.

Gasbarrini, reached at Bologna, 
said he had no immediate plans 
to come to Rome. He declined 
comment on the Pope’s condition.

The Pope stood at the third- 
floor window, about three min­
utes.

Vernon property owners quee-4i)lay. Oo-ohaiirmen of the dance
tloned tlhe BUre Dietrict Zohtag 
Board aharply l a s t  night on 
whether the board was proposing 
too m'uoh power for Itself, If the 
planned zontag goes Into effect.

Atity. Hethert Hannohury said 
he hae always understood the pow­
er divtslon of town boards allo­
cates to a planning commission the 
decision of future use of town 
land, allocates to a zoning board 
the decision of present use of land, 
and allocates to a zoning board of 
oppeala the reaponatbllitiy of grant­
ing variances to present rules.

Under the proposed planned zon­
ing, said Haimabury, the zoning 
board would decide varian<^, and 
would be able to ohange zones.

"W hat has happened that the 
zoning oomanlsslon is t a k i n g  
over?” he asked.

Hta Idea was embeUtohed by 
Seymour Lavitt, who opposed the 
tentative new zones as “bad zon­
tag” and said the greatest danger 
was ta “the assumption of power 
by the zoning oommiaslon.’’

The zontag commission would 
be able to ohange the laws as time 
passed, he said. Conunlsslon mem­
bers would be able, theoretdoally, 
to  re ject a  building on the basis of 
its ugliness, he said.

Samuel Pearl, Box Mt. Dr., said 
i f  the majority o f  the board dls- 
Uked him personally, they could 
turn down his application for a 
buUdtag petmlt.

Pearl and Lavitt held that per­
mits should be iesued in aoccwd- 
snce with set regulations, and 
should be under the charge of a 
buUdtag Inspector.

Oharles Brown, <taainnan of the 
zoning board, said that the plan­
ning board, and the zoning board 
of appeals, as well as an outside 
consultant, had helped to -work 
out the proposed setup.

Several persons questioned a 
poxiposed 20,000-square-foot mini­
mum for buildings ta the CAX 
area. Many of the lots now owned 
by persoiu ta this proposed area 
are undesized, and owners would 
have to  sell ta groups to prospec­
tive commercial builders.

Brown agreed the square foot 
minimum might be too high, and 
promised the board would study 
^  problem.

Other persons questioned the in­
crease ta minimum footage re­
quired for property wMch may 
be changed from C-2 zone to CB 
zone, from 200 to 400 foot front­
age. Brown said this was done to 
a ttract a  higher type of com­
mercial company.

Ralph Gaston, Box Mt. Rd., 
'thought the proposed plan should 
include industrial land next to the 
railroad.

Aitty. Robert Kahan, Summit 
Rd., c a l l^  the Industrial zoning 
of an Emo Station on Rt. 83 
"spot zontag.” Brown countered 
th at the present naa ot the prop­
erty is of an Indiutrial nature.

Herman Olson of the chamber 
of oommerce thought the land al­
located for industrial use is not 
good enough. He called it a 
"swamp.”

Atty. John D. LaBelle of Man­
chester filed a  protest on behalf 
of Ms client, Alexander Jarvis, ta 
regard to minimum property sizes.

Harold Qudah of Gerald Dr., pro­
posed that access for InduMrial 
areas near residential areas be 
Hmlted to main highways, rather 
than to residential street, wher­
ever possible.

Kran KUpatalok, chairman of 
ttie phuinilng oommiaslon., spoke 
In favor of 'the zoning plm , say' 
tag it  does for oommercial and 
industrial growth patterns what 
subdi'vislon regrulatkms do f o r  
housing patterns.

A crowd of some 110 persons 
showed up a t the meeting lest 
night, many becarue they thought 
the hearing was on a  so-oaUed 
atrip zone proposal, to change a  
oommercial zone to residential on 
R t.

Heaven knows how wildly expan­
sive and credit-blown we would 
get if we were told that sound eco­
nomic theory now backs up what 
we have hitherto known, even 
while we succumbed to it, to be 
an illusion.

And the safest, soundest gen­
eralization, the one proved most 
often by history itself, is one which 
says that no summit can change or 
cheat fundamental forces which 
are already at work.

Most of the time, diplomacy 
comes second, the fact, the reality, 
the policy first.

When a Napoleon rose in Eu­
rope, no mere sitting on a raft in 
the middle of a stream with the 
Czar of Russia really had power 
to  keep Napoleon out of a Russian 
campaign.

The real concern between Rus­
sia and China is not what the 
speeches say, a difference over the 
interpretation and implementation 
of Communist dogma, but an al­
most inevitable measuring of fron­
tier against frontier, population 
mass against population mass, 
geopolitical pattern against pat­
tern. And these factors are not 
likely to  be eliminated from the 
relationship between Russia and 
China by any summit meeting of 
leaders July 6. ~

A summit cannot resolve such 
conflicts. I t  can, conceivably, se­
lect weapons, whether of peace or 
of war, with which they shall be 
conducted. A summit can always 
buy a certain quantity of time.
That is the one standing recom­
mendation for summitry by any­
body; talk la better than violence; 
so long as life is tolerated, there 
can be hope. Even Napoleon and 
Alexander, if they had talked long­
er, might have grovm old ̂ d  lazy.

There is one other thing to be 
said for summits. Tliey have many

Another Piece Of The Dream
Gradually, we .are beginning to 

piece together a desigpi for living 
which, if we can ever get it all 
filled in and really pieced together 
in practice as well as in imagina­
tive theory, will give us an equiva­
lent of the good old days, and the 
kind of value for the money which 
made them possible.

Only a few days ago, we com­
mented longingly on the develop­
ment, way over in Greece, of a 
thing called the Farmobll, which 
looked to us like the first develop­
ment of real transportation for 
everyman since the days of the 
horse and Henry Ford’s Model T. 
The Farmobll is a kind of im- 
adomed chassis which could never­
theless carry everybody and every­
thing at moderate speeds, in mod­
erate comfort, with moderate gas 
consumption, almost everywhere. 
And with quantity production, it 
was estimated, the cost of this 
transportation could get down to 
about $900, which would be some­
thing comparable, under present 
day monetary values, to what our 
grandfathers had to pay for a 
horse and buggy.

No sooner did we have the 
transportation angle of our de­
sign for living settled, in imagina­
tion at least, than we ran into an 
equally sensible proposition for an 
even more basic phase of living— 
that of the domicile Itself.

The house that would go with 
the Farmobil is being builit down in 
Guatemala, by an imaginative 
young American who thought de- 1 
cent living conditions might do 
more than rightist dictatorships to 
chase Communism out of Latin 
America. The house he is selling 
to the Guatemalans is built of 
concrete blocks with tile floors, 
has three rooms with kitchen and 
bath, paved streets, running water, 
electricity and sanitation, and 
fenced-in yards front and back.

The price tag on this house runs 
from $640 to $700—complete—not 
the down payment. - |

The down payment, in fact, is : 
$100, followed up by monthly pay- j 
ments which average $16 over a 
four year period. |

Red China^s Industrial Gains 
Rated Impressive Since 1949

(Oontinned from Page One)

All the same, the Chinese are 
not content. The planned output, 
they told us, is three million tons 
^  steel a year. Very good; when 
Would this target be achieved? 
This was one question they could 
not or would not answer. When 
pressed,-they estimated the pres­
ent output of this particular plant 
at one and a half million tons. 
But that didn’t matter; what 
counted was the three million of 
tomorrow.

There were six open hearth 
steel furnaces but only Nos. 1 and 
6 were working. This was a rather 
low proportion of the steelmaking 
capacity. One answer for this soon 
became apparent. The heavy rol­
ling mill, we were told, will pro­
duce rails, girders, plate, sheet 
and tubes.

They are proud of their rolling 
mill but—it is not yet built.

Today the main output is pig 
iron from the three blast fur­
naces and cast iron, largely In

the form of parts for agricultural 
machinery.

Still, they do produce steel, 
bar, rod and strip. And since 
they started from scratch six 
years ago, this is a  miracle in 
ItseU.

Our travelling group encounter­
ed this confusion between achieve­
ment and future reality all over 
China. At a children’s palace in 
Shanghai — Where midtUe school 
children come after hours for the 
usual cultural and recreational 
activities with a strong ideologi­
cal tinge, we asked if they were 
especially selected.

Of course not, we were told: 
all children can come. Yet among 
the hundreds there was not one 
who did not wear the red neck 
scarf of the Pioneers, the young 
Communist society.

There was no conscious decep­
tion here. The Chinese really 
wished to believe that the chil­
dren’s palace was open to all, 
just as they wished to believe 
that every (jhinese citizen is free 
to choose his own work and to

come and go as' he pleases. As 
with some other peoples, what 
they tell themselves three times 
is true.

1 treasure the memory of our 
visit to the Wuhan steel works 
not only because it gave me a 
glimpse 4nto a fascinating aspect 
of the Chinese mind but also be­
cause it greatly increased my per­
sonal prestige.

At Wuhan, hobnobbing with the 
open hearth men I disclosed 'that 
I once had been a steelworker 
'myself. Steelworkers in China, 
like poets, have considerable pres­
tige. At once, my status as the 
steelworker-poet became unassail­
able.

’The description of. myself as a 
former steelworker was perhaps 
not • absolutely accurate but it 
was near enough. And I felt no 
twinge of conscience about it; one 
good gap between the ideal and 
the reality deserves another.

But it was clear that it was a 
matter of the Pope's health.

An unconfirmed report said that 
he might have suffered another 
setback Tuesday night or early 
today, and that his doctors ad­
vised him not to leave his apart­
ment.

One source reported the Pope 
recently has .suffered alternate pe­
riods of good spirits and fatigue 
and that regular blood transfu­
sions were needed to maintain his 
strength.

Valdbnl was one of the doctors 
consulted when the Pope became 
ill in November. At that time the 
doctors ruled against surgery.

During the winter the Pope’s 
personal physician, Prof. Alberto 
Gasbarrini of Milan denied the 
Pope had cancer. But when the 
re^ r ls  revived two weeks ago, 
the doctor declined to comment.

Besides his stomach disorder, 
the Pope is known to suffer from 
a chronic prostate condition.

In his brief appearance at the 
window today, the Pope made 
only one reference to cancellation 
of his audience in the basilica. 
‘ ‘But inside St. Peter’s, or out­
side, it is always good." he said.

He recited the Regina Coeli 
(Queen of Heaven) prayer, which 
usually is said at noon in place 
of the Angelas during the Easter 
season. He wished the crowd “ a 
good feast day of the Ascension 
of Christ." Then, after giving his 
blessing, he disappeared behind 
the window cu rta il.

Compromise Asked
HARTFORD (A P )—Gov. John N. 

Dempsey summoned leaders of 
both parties together today to 
draft a compromise on new high­
way safety measures.

The Democratic chief executive 
issued the call, while at the same 
time announcing that he was will­
ing to accept some GOP modifica­
tions of his highway safety pro­
gram.

Dempsey said yesterday he was 
particularly eager to obtain pas­
sage of an absolute speed limit and 
a chemical test law.

However, he emphasized he 
would reject any provision to weak­
en the license suspension powers of 
the State Motor Vehicles Commis- 
.sloner.

Although Dempsey had asked for 
an absolute speed limit of 66 miles 
an hour, he said he was willing to 
bow to House Republicans who are 
in.si.stlng on a top of 70 miles.

An absolute maximum of 70 
miles would be better than no 
maximum, which Is the case now, 
Dempsey said.

The governor also said he would 
accept a chemical test law with 
implied consent. This would mean 
that any driver who refuses to take 
a test for drunkenness would have 
his license automatically suspend­
ed by the Motor Vehicles (Jommls- 
sioner.

For Sewer Cost Aid

Town directoni decided last night that a plea from the 
Eighth District for fintincial aid to provide sewer treatment 
facilities for a proposed eastward enlargement of the dis­
trict at least merits some study.

Alternately, the 
money used for this purpose could 
be spent to enliwge the plant’s 
(taxable) production facilities, 
thus also increasing employment.

Again, the geographically log­
ical hookup would bo with the 
Eighth District aewera.

In making Ita plana, the Eighth 
District thua hEui four alternatives 
to consider.

’The present fscUiUes for aew­
age treatment are now at capacity, 
and will need enlargement to han­
dle new developments that ara ex­
pected over the next 20 yefira plus 
the proposed redevelopment proj­
ect’s IncreEises. ’This basic step 
would add about 1.4 mills to the 
district’s present 2.6 miU rate 
charged for both fire and sewer 
services, and would Include addi­
tion of a secondary treatment 
plant.

Alternately, the dlstrtot could 
enlarge to take in now residentlEd 
areM in the northeaet:

It could enlarge to include the 
effluent from the paper plant;

It could presumably be enlaiged 
to  liandle both of these additional 
dhores.

Thla eKpaiision would require an 
addition of about 2.7 mills to the 
preaent 2.6 mill rate, more than 
doubUng it to 5.2 mills, which the 
distriot dlreotora do not think the 
taxpayers wHl look upon favor­
ably.

f Disagreeing with Grandfather

(Oonttmied tmm.JPmgt One)

rfuiU H u lu i, who la a  member 
of the present court—disagreed 
with that majority ruling In 1883.

He said, in effect, that rail­
roads, restaurants, and places of 
amusement'are not really private 
In the sense that a  man’s home 
Is because they are ’’charged 
with duties to the public,” are 
subject to city and state regula­
tions, Sind therefore are Instru­
ments of the state.

The court In those days had lit­
tle sympathy for the Negro’s 
hcq>e8 for full acceptance In the 
American community.

A  few years later (1898) the 
court majority—again with Har­
lan disagreeing—went even fur­
ther and said It was all right for 
states to segregate Negroes so 
long as their treatmoit was equal 
to that given whites.

This remained the law of the 
land imtil 1954 when tte modem 
court, reversing the court of the 
19th Century, ruled that separate 
meant unequal and knocked out 
segregation in public schoola

Then this week the court ruled 
on a batch of cases in which a 
number of Negroes had been ar­
rested, mostly on trespass charg­
es, for sit-in demon^ations at 
lunch counters vdiere they were 
refused service along with white 
people.

A  court majority threw out the 
conviction. ’The reason: The store 
managers had been under pres­
sure not to serve them. The pres­
sure, the court' said, came from 
state or city laws or local offi­
cials.

Thus the court went back to 
that 1883 decision which said the 
14th Amendment prohibited states 
from compelling discrimination 
against Negroes. In short, this 
meant for the future:

The court was telling states 
with segregatlcHi laws not to sir- 
rest N ^ ro es  on a trespsiss charge 
when, protesting a  restaurant 
manager’s refusal to serve them 
at a  white counter, they stsiged 
a  sit-in.

But the court left unanswered 
the questiem raised by old Judge

Harlan 80 years ago: Can an en­
terprise—run to make money off 
the public, like a restaurant or 
^eater—discriminate against Ne­
groes on its own without state 
UwT

Justice l^niliam 6. Douglas said 
pretty much what Justice Harlan 
said in 1883 although he was just 
giving his own views which were 
not the controlling opinion of the 
court majority:

He said there are few private 
enterpitees, catering to the pub­
lic, which are not under some 
state or city control pr ,?regula- 
tion. This, he said in effect, 
makes them public and not pri­
vate and so they must serve all 
people.

But the present Justice Harlan 
was not in full agreement with 
Douglas or the rest of the court 
m a j^ ty . At one point he said an 
“ individual’s right to restrict use 
of his property . . . lies beyond 
reach of the 14th Amendment.”

This could be Interpreted as 
meaning that, where there. is no 
compulsion from state or local 
law, a  private enterprise, like a  
restaurant, has a  right to refuse 
to serve Negroes.

If this is a correct interpreta­
tion of his thinking, then he seems 
to disagree with his grandfather.

Pianist, Tenor 
Give G>ncert

John Duffy, blind composer- 

pianist whose "Brief Improvisa­
tion" was the opening selection on 
a recent Manchester Civic Orches­
tra concert, gave another of hia 
annual Hartford recitals last hight 
at the Avery Memorial Auditori­
um.

He was assisted by Ftancols Ck>- 
derre, tenor, in a program featur­
ing works by British and Ameri­
can composers. Mr. Duffy opzened 
the program with half a dozen 
preludes by Abram Chaains, whose 
style now seems quite dated and 
anachronistic, but whose music 
was well adapted to the perform­
er's temperament and technical 
abilities.

A  group of songs by Mr. (3o- 
derre came next, in which he dem­
onstrated a pleasing lyric tenor, 
and exceptional diction. Every 
word was easily imderstood, no 
small acconyilishment when ring­
ing Ekigllrii, and he sang with ar­
tistic feeling and good intonation.

Three English works came next, 
as played by Mr. Duffy. I  can't say 
I  was at all impressed with the 
last of this group, Gardiner’s

"Shepherd Fennel's Dance." I t  
really is a very weak comporitlon 
in which the composer beUbors a 
thematic idea out of all proportion 
to ita si^lficance. In the hands of 
a virtuoso it might astound for 
technical dash, but Mr. Duffy was 
unable to supply such abandon.

at City. Hall to present a medal 
to Cooper.

The 36-year-old major from 
Shawnee, Okla., told his welcom- 
ers at the airport:

“ Small-town boys know you are 
Indeed a success when you’re in­
vited to a parade in New York 
City. It is a great honor and I 
th a^  you all very much.

"Now, I want to Introduce my 
wife, Trudy, on my left, and my 
mother, Mrs. Hattie Cpopor, on 
my right.”

He also Introduced his daughters 
and expressed pleasure it was 
“ such a beautiful sunshiny day.”

Vice President Johnson com­
mented :

“ This is his day and we all do 
him honor. It is wonderful that all 
you good people of New York are 
giving this outpouring from your 
hearts in this tribute.”

The red carpet extended about 
60 feet from the airplane to the 
lead automobile of a 20-car motor­
cade.

Cooper sat in the r ^  of thC' 
lead car as the motorcade set out 
for the city. He was accompanied 
by Johnson and Patterson.

Security police occupied the sec­
ond car. The astronaut’s wife and 
mother were in the third auto­
mobile and the daughters in a 
fourth.

Cooper came here fresh from 
the cheers of thousands of persons 
in Washington, the praise of Pres­
ident Kennedy and thunderous ap­
plause from a Joint session of 
Congress.

Cooper concluded his eight-min­
ute address to the Joint meeting 
of the Senate and House Tuesday 
with a prayer he composed on his 
17th orbit, spinning high over the 
Indian Ocean, and recited into a 
tape recorder.

It was a prayer of thanks for 
“ all these startling and wonder­
ful thingrs that you have created,”  
and a prayer for help "that we 
may shape oiir lives to be much 
better Christians”  and "that we 
may show the world that a dem­
ocracy really can compete nd 
still is able to do things in a big 
way. . .

Cooper’s first stop 'was at the 
White House, where Kennedy 
pinned on his lapel the Distin­
guished Service Medal of the Na­
tional Aeronautics and Space Ad­
ministration.

Then Kennedy noted that Coop­
er’s space voyage came within a 
few days of being exactly 36 
yean after Qiarles A. Lind­
bergh’s historic flight across the 
Atlantic to Paris.

Some people asked Undbergh 
why he 'wanted to brave the At­
lantic in his little plane, the Pres­
ident said. Just as now some peo­
ple ask “ Why go to the moon?”

Kennedy i^ d  Lindbergh an­
swered; “ It is not so much a mat­
ter of logic as it is a feeling.”

Ho predicted that the United 
States will reach the moon in this 
decade and said the coimtry “ is 
interested in demonstrating a 
dominance of this new sea 
(space), making sure that in this 
new great adventurous period that

Americans are playing their great
role.”

Cooper, a man of few worito, 
was true to form. “I didn’t really 
have much to say,”  drawled the 
Oklahoman, “ and after ail that, 
all I can say te it certainly te a 
great honor to be Invited here and ., 
to be presented this award and 
to thank you all very much.”

Then, Joined by Vice President 
Johnson and Sen. Clinton Ander­
son, D-N.M., cludrman of tha 
Senate-House Space Committee, 
Cooper rode in the White House 
parade limousine at the head of 
a motorcade up Pennsytvaia 
Avenue to the Capitol.

It was one, long, tremendous 
ovation. Police estimated the 
crowd at 250,000 despite early 
morning rain that' let up Just In 
time.

Cooper said he te constantly 
amazed at the public’s response 
to the space program. He su d  tt 
shows America’s confidence that 
the country “ can conduct peace* 
ful research programs; that we 
can conduct them openly, honest­
ly and under the surveillance ot 
every man, woman and child In 
the entire world."

CRPA Has Month to Decide 
Among 5 Alternative Plans

The khape of the Caplfol Region^altamate plans of development fen*
In twenty years will be discussed 
by members iof the regional plan­
ning agency and as many as 600 
town offlcdals, invited to a special 
CRPA meeting at the Connectlcnit 
'General Life Insurance Co. In 
Bloomfield at 8 p.m. tomorrow.

Officials Invited from Manches­
ter include the town directors, the 
general manager, and members of 
the town planning oommlsslon, 
development commission and re- 
develojirnent agency.

The invi'tatlon Is more than a 
matter, of courtesy. The CRPA 
repre-sentatives m-ust choose an 
overall plan of development for 
the region on June 20; since the 
plan can only be put into effect 
by town officials, the agency con­
siders it imperative that local 
policy makers find out as much 
about the five alternate plans for 
the region, and instruct thedr rep­
resentatives to vote for the one 
they think most suitable to their 
commiailty and the region.

In 1961 the CRi^A prepared five

the region. Since then, oontriibU' 
ting studies have indicated some 
of the implications of development 
under ea<^ of these plans.

To guide growth In a fairly or­
derly pattern during the rest of 
the 1900s, the agency will now 
have to pick one of these plans — 
the 56 regional representatives 
from the 26 active member towns 
will each cast one vote for their 
choice on June 20.

However, since the plan cannot 
be imposed on any town — the 
CRPA has only an advisory func­
tion — it will be up to local offi­
cials to accept and Implement the 
final plan.

BOSTON (AP) —  Young 

Everett Knowles extended 
hjg right arm and shook 
hands with a visitor this 
week.

It waa more than a gesture 
of friendliness.

It was medical history com­
ing alive.

A year ago today the iS-year-old 
youngster was wheeled into a hos­
pital operating room with his 
right arm gone from about three 
In^es below the ehoulder.

His arm was carried in separ­
ately In a bucket of crushed Ice.

Befwe that day of May 28, 1962 
was to and, doctors at Boston’s 
Massachusetts General hospital 
re-attached the boy’s arm to Ms 
body for a slgnlhcant medical 
breakthrough.

Doctors say they know of no 
other successful re-implantation of 
a limb.

When an Associated Press re­
porter called on him, the red- 
haired, freckled-faced youngster 
gaily shook hands, gingerly mov­
ing the arm that had been lopped 
off by the wheel of a freight train.

And Just for the heck of it, he 
w ^ le d  his right fingers.

Khowles told the reporter at the 
Knowles home In suburban Somer­
ville that he’d rather be playing 
baseball than recounting the ac­
cident.

Farewell Rally 
For Cuba Boss 
One of Biggest

MOSCOW (AP)—Soviet Premier 
Khrushchev, addressing a huge 
farewell meeting for Cuban Prime 
Minister Fidel Castro, warned to­
day that the situation In the Car­
ibbean carries possibilities of be­
coming worse than last October.

In a speech of more than an 
hour, Khrushchev, in shirt sleeves 
and bareheaded In a brollihg sun, 
declared: . .

“ If the U.S. government does 
not show necessary common sense 
and understanding of the situation 
and permits itself to be drawn 
into a dangerous path, a situation 
even more formidable than that 
of last October might arise in the 
world. < ,■

”If such a situatiem is created 
by the agg^ressive forces of imper­
ialism, clearly It would be much 
more difficult to emerge from the 
crisis than It was In 1962.

Stopping only occasionally for 
smEdl bursts' of applause, while 
Castro looked on, IQiiiishchev con­
tinued: ... ■ , .

“A breach of obligations as­
sumed by the United States would 
not be regarded otherwise than 
perfidy. This would radically un­
dermine trust and make coming 
to terms more difficult.” '’

He pledged that the Soviet Un­
ion would defend Cuba if the Unit­
ed States should attack that na­
tion.

Responding, Castro thanked'’ the 
Soviet people for their cordial 
hospitality during his 'visit In this 
country.

” An avalanche of love fell upon 
us,”  he declared.

He was unable to begin speak­
ing for several moments after he 
stood up because , of roaring ap­
plause.

The Cuban revolution has 
again borne out the Marxlst-Len- 
inist teaching that- in the modern 
world the balance of forces Is in 
favor of the Socialist camp,”  Cas­
tro declared.

“ Cuba has buried the ol^ capi­
talist Society forever as a corpse 
which will never come to life 
again.”

The victory of the revolution In 
Cuba, which he said lies only 90 
miles from the biggest center of 
Imperialism, also proved anothei’ 
Marx - Leninist principle: That 
the Imperialists ine'vitably dig a 
grave for themselves, he added.

JFK Pledges Troops 
To Back Enrollment

WASHINGTON (AP)—President 

Kennedy has made It clear he will 
use U.S. troops and marshals if 
needed next month to crack racial 
barriers at the University of Ala­
bama.

But he voiced hope at his news 
conference Wednesday that Ala­
bama’s seg;regationist Gov. George 
C. Wallace would back away from, 
the threatened federal-state colli­
sion by heeding court orders to 
Integrate the school. . .

A federal court at Birmingham, 
told the university Tuesday It must 
admit two Negroes June 10—one 
at the main campus at Tuscaloosa, 
the other at the Huntsville branch.

Wallace has declared -that he 
personally "will be present to baur 
the entrance of any Negro \riio 
attempts to enroll. This is legal 
resistance and legal defiance.”

Alabama is the only state with 
all its public schools atiU segre­
gated.

♦ In his news conference that
ranged from flights to space to his 
trip to Rome, Kennedy also dis­
cussed another facet of the civil 
rights problem: The recent out­
breaks of racial -violence at Bir­
mingham, Ala.

The President said he will de­
cide In the next few days whether 
to propose additional civil rights 
legislation. He did not go into de­
tails, but a Justice Department 
spokesman said any additional 
proposals would be in the fields 
of education and public accommo­
dations.

The Birmingham situation 
prompted Kennedy on May 12 to or­
der 3,000 troops into Alabama mil­
itary bases — so they would be 
nearby should they be needed to 
quell any disturbances in Birming­
ham.

Ruling Puts 
Boutwell In 
Connor Out

BIRMINGHAM, A â. (AF)
A federal court ordfor sent a 
thousand Negro children back 
to school today and a state 
court ruling gave this racially 
beleaguered city a new gov­
ernment.

The Negro pupils, ousted for 
antiseg^regation marches, returned 
to classes under an appellate 
judge’s ruling that reversed a 
Birmingham district court Judge.

Fast-breaking legal develop­
ments then produced an Alabama 
Supreme Court decision which put 
newly elected Mayor Albert Bmit- 
well, a comparative moderate, 
and nine councilmen in charge of 
the city’s government.

The state tribunal upheld a low­
er court and said a change-of- 
government special election super­
seded any title to office by vet­
eran Police Commissioner Eugene 
Connor, an archsegregaticxilst, 
and two other commissioners.

School Supt. Theo Wright said 
the 1,081 pupUs were being rein­
stated immediately in compliance 
with the decLsion rendered 
Wednesday night by chief Judge 
Elbert P. Tuttle of the 8th U.S. 
Circuit Court of Appeals.

School board attorney Reid 
Barnes said he would press for a 
new hearing on Tuttle’s decision.

The Atlanta, Ga., judge said 
the children were illegally arrest­
ed. He ruled that the City Schotd 
Board could not prevent the pu­
pils from completing this term.

Seven days remain in the school 
term.

Tuttle overturned a decision by 
U.S. Dist. Judge Clarence W. All­
good of Birminghaiju-Within eight 
hours alter Allgoo|9*4lfused to re­
instate the 1,081 <^pils expelled 
at suspended Monday.

Tuttle said the school board’s 
reason for its action was a policy 
of suspending or expelling any 
pupil arrested for any cause. He 
ruled,... hpweyeL. ..tiiat the pi^ihL 
“ were engaging in legally perinli- 
sible activities”  and were “ illegal 
ly arrested for exercising this con­
stitutional right.”

In granting a temporary Injunc­
tion against ouster of the pupils, 
Tuttle said in an accompanying 
opinion “ it appears shocking that 
a board of ^ucation should thus 
in effect destroy the value of one 
term of schooling for so many 
children.”

News of Tuttle’s decision set 
off wild celebrations at a mass 
meeting and integration leader Dr. 
Martin Luther King Jr. said his 
position had been vindicated.

School board members held a 
night meeting but made no Im­
mediate comment.

Sturdy Segregationist Wallace 
Fights Fourteenth Amendment

WASHINGTON (AP) — Ala­
bama’s Gov. George C. Wallace 
wants it both ways. He’s not like­
ly to have it eitoer way.

He has denounced federal courts 
as “ Irresponsible”  and ’ ’lousy.” 
But he is calling on a federal 
court—the Supreme Court—to help 
him. '

He says he -will defy a lower 
federal .court order, .which he 
doesn’t like, but is a^ing the Su­
preme Court to give him a inllng 
he would like.

In'defying federal court he says 
his resistance is ’ ’legal’ ’ but he 
hasn’t cited any law to Justify It.

If Alabamians tried this locally 
— defying their own state court 
orders which they didn't like and 
sulking other state courts for or­
ders they wsmted—Wsdlsuie would 
have his hands full keeping peace.

Alabama is the only state in the 
union with no desegregation in Its 
public school system. The 43-year- 
old Wallace, who took office this 
year, vowed during hla campsdgn: 
“ Segregation forever.”

On Tuesday, Federal District 
Judge H. H. Grooms told the Uni­
versity of Alabama it must admit 
two Negroes June 10. The Board 
ot naiirteea agreed to thla. Not 
WaUace.'
