Across from St. Peter’s Sam- 
pletrlftl workmen prepared the 
Sistlne Chapel and ac^ining Vati­
can apartments for the centuries- 
old procedure of papal election.

Once the conclave is begun the 
cardinals will be locked in their 
quarters until they have picked a 
new Pope.

Two Allots will be cast each 
morning and afternoon until some­
one gets the required two-thirds 
majority.

Windows of the Siatine Chapel

will be whitewashed to lareserre 
utmost aecrecy.

The size of the College of Cardi­
nals, increased to an all-time high 
by Pope John, has created un­
precedented problems.

When Pope John X X m  was 
elected In 1968, there were only 
52 cardinals. Each was accompa­
nied by two or three aides.

Each cardinal is provided sepa­
rate sleeping quarters along with 
accommodations for his aides.

Cooking tad dining facilities 
also murt be set up since the 
prelates cannot leave the conclave 
area.

The press for space is such that 
the cardinals reportedly will be 
restricted to only one aide each 
this time.

There is no telling how long the 
conclave will last. Pope John was 
elected on the I2th ballot in a 
four-day conclave. His predeces­
sor, Pope Plus Xn, was picked 
in 1989 in 20 hours.

Crosscurrents set in motiem by 
Pope John’s liberal policies indi­
cate the selection of the church’s 
262nd pontiff will not come easily 
or quickly.

Physicians Baffled in Atlanta 
At Epidemic of Birth Defects

WASHINGTON (AP) — A team 
of medical detectlves-rhuntlng a 
ghostly and epidemic killer of 
babies—Is baffled and looking for 
hblp.
j Ihe epidemic of birth defects 

struck last fall in Atlanta, Ga., 
and laid 16 newborn vulnerable 
to death. Only two survived.

The defect was a ballooning of 
spinal cord tissue at the base of 
the spine, . a meningomyelocele. 
It leaves a child open to Infec- 
tim of the nervous system and to 
hydrocephalus, the trapping of 
fluid in the cranium, causing en­
largement of the head and some­
times brain damage.

Doctors knew mat the spinal 
cord forma in the first 28 days of 
pregnancy, often before a wom­
an knows she is pregnant, before 
she has seen a doctor.

The question that haunteddoc­
tors waa! Did some common Auc- 
toiv-disehae, drug or diet—occur 
In all the eases?

They got on tha mum aarly. in

^September, while the trail was 
still hot. They took blood sam­
ples from v i c t i m s  and from 
mothers.

Macmillan Said Keener 
Than Kennedy on Meet

former President Dwight D. 81i- 
senhower -visited London and ap­
peared with Macmillan on tele­
vision shortly before the 1659 gen­
eral election.

Macmillan has met with Kennedy

Although Anderson’s review of 
the pensian plan funds showed 
toert it waa -wed on its -way to be­
ing fully funded—the plan now 
has assets to cover 75 per 
cent of its liabilities even if all 
town employes retired immediate­
ly—discu^on after the meeting 
revealed that toe reasons for toe 
funds continued improvement 
were not the expected one.

The board had assumed that 
the fund was building up rapidly 
—hopes are that the plan will be 
fully funded by 1974—^because 
both employes and town are pay­
ing a planned percentage of em­
ployes salaries toward the pen­
sion assets.

At present cmpiqyes contribute 
2M per cent of- ihelr monthly 
salary, while toe town contributes, 
in theoiy, 5.2 per cent.

Acting ContiToller Russell Ga- 
lipo disagreed with TPB chair­
man Henry Becker on the town’s 
actual contribution.

When the directoin approved the 
budget for fiscal 1963-1964, they 
cut $20,000 from the requested ap­
propriation for persomvel retire­
ment and insurance costs, a susn 
Galipo says was taken from to* 
oontribuUon to toe retirement 
fund.

He oonvputes toat toe town wGl 
mrat about 4 per cent ot the em­
ployes salary as contribution to 
toe fund, rather than. 5.2 per cent. 
There havq been shnilar (xits be­
fore,. he thought.

The continued success ot toe 
fund, Anderson suggested, must 
then be atUbuted to the fact toat 
the town’s contributions to the 
plan remains with the fund even 
when an employe drops hla mem­
bership.

Becker comi>lained toat be was 
not aware iff the cut in toe town’s 
contribution because toe pension 
fund allocation is grouped with all 
other personnel b e n e f i t  costs 
when toe directors give the final 
budget approval, obscuring where 
cuts were made. He promised to 
investigate.

The Controaers Office, whioh 
maintains cost accounts for each 
town department, has a distribu­
tion breakdown, however.

Proposed changes in toe plan 
which the board will oooslder at 
future meetings Include: .

Offering a survivonhip option 
on pension payments. This would 
cost toe plan nothing, but would 
redistribute l^ e f it  payments.

In essence, payments to an in­
dividual would be reduced to com­
pensate for payments to a surviv­
ing spouse. Reaohsdullng of pay­
ments would bs booed on actuarial 
eMmates o f too prohaUs faiereass 
ia amtoor at

Another change would increase 
the future servlM benefits from 1 
per cent to 1>4 per cent. This 
woud nteah larger payments after 
retiremeiifta to members now ac­
tive, but would not affect those 
already retired on an earlier plan.

It would also require an Increase 
in the percentage of employe sal­
aries contributed by toe employe, 
or the town, or both.

The plan at present, with 1 per 
cent benefits, works in toe follow­
ing way:

Each month toe employe con­
tributes per cent of his salary 
to the plan. Over a year’s time, he 
has thus contributed 30 per cent 
of one month’s salary (12 months 
time 2% per cent).

Monthly payment to retired 
town employes in the current plan 
equal 1/30 of their total contribu­
tion to the plan. Thus if they re­
tired after one year participation 
in the plan, they would\.receive 
1/30 of 30 per cent of a month’s 
pay, or 1 per cent of a montlj’s 
pay. \

To raise the percentage to 1% 
per cent would require an Increase 
in the proportion of the months 
pay that Is contributed to the plan, 
or else hinder the plans progress 
toward being fully funded.

Alternately the town could raise 
its share of the contribution to the 
program, or both could.

Another suggestion would reduce 
retirement age to 62. The effect on 
the plan, said Anderson, would be 
to increase the liability by about 
80 per cent, while reducing the 
time for amortization of the costs.

At present, an employe can re­
tire at age 80, but must take a re­
duction In his monthly pension pay­
ments.

Other proposals Include an In­
crease in the minimum payment to 
plan members, and a hike in the 
maximum disability payments or 
a reduction in the minimum time 
required in the towns emplov. or 
both.

Town Treasurer Walter Leclerc 
suggested that the board consider 
a vested interest clause In the 
plain.

Becker requested that copies ol 
the complete plan be mimeo­
graphed and distributed to town 
departments and employe groups, 
to help employes In deciding which 
Improvements they most wanted.

Between damage to its root sys­

tem from that too close and too 
solid sheath of ice our fields wore 
ail winter, and the w-lthholdlng of 
rain which has been the consistent 
pattern ever since the sheath of 
ice removed itself, the hay crop of 
1968 is a pitiful thing.

And, at its marshland or river- 
bank best, or in some field of 
fresh and vigorous seeding and 
manuring, a field of hay can still 
be a beautiful green pageant, 
flowing in the breeze, glinting In 
the sim, glistening in the shower, 
and singing in Us death, even 
above the motor accompaniment 
for thi siveet clutter of the knife 
bar.

Oitr favorite brand of hay will 
always remain, we are afraid, that 
timothy, tall and rugged and beau­
tifully plumed, which was once fa­
vorite with farmers who had some 
horses to feed. Its chief virtues, its 
regularity. Us neatness. Us length 
which gave Us windrows and Us 
heaps such binding togetherness, 
are, to the modem agriculture, no 
more important than the horse for 
whom the timothy was supposed 
to be a good diet.

The modem style in hay, we are 
told, is for the leafy varieties, 
which have lots of “bottom” to 
them, and which are never heaped, 
but rushod straight into bale or 
Rilo.

This all hap^M , in the modem 
field of hay, ^ tll such mechanical 
erfflclency and despatch there is 
never a need for human being to 
sweat, or protect against the heat 
of the day by finding a few wild 
strawberries over at the edge of 
the field, or by resorting to a 
jug of ginger beer or oatmeal 
water, or, in that last resort which 
was so often the best resort of 
all, to the natural spring which 
lay In the lower swamp comer of 
the field, fringed \rith blue flag 
and calomel.

possible these days, would be the 
season of year when we would 
make that annual rediscovery—of 
how wonderful it is to di-lnk from 

spring. The most wonderful 
thing about It would be that we 
would first have earned our way 
down to the comer of the field 
where the spring would be hiding 
itself from everybody except the 
sky.

And, as 
speaker after speaker began de­
claring in favor of an end to ail 
such special and occasional appro- 
ipriatlons to special groups, there 
seemed uncertainty whether the 
House would add this glorious 
piece of legislation to its final ac­
complishments for the ’ 1963 ses­
sion.

The final desperation measure 
of calling for a roll call vote, with 
its clear implication that nobody, 
but nobody, would ever dare go on 
actual record as voting against the 
nationality group Involved, guar̂  
anteed the survival of the appro­
priation.

But even here the House showed 
how crazy it can get- on occasiqn. 
There were, even on this fortnal 
roll call. 95 foolhardy souU/who 
registered themselves against the 
appropriation, and this in face of 
the fact that one of the last speak­
ers just before the vote had 
warned them that thia was a 
measure which, had its appeal for 
a “ large bloc of voters.”

That was also the evening the 
House pi-oceeded to snarl itself up, 
'but good, because ojjponents of a 
measure permitting Sunday opera­
tion of coin-operated dry cleaning 
establishments refused to say die, 
and persisted In questioning a 
voice vote and then a rising vote, 
both of which had gone against 
them, until they finally produced 
a roll call on this issue too. Here 
the roll call was not on the meas­
ure itself directly, but on a mo­
tion to reconsider and take anoth­
er vote on it.

Finally, by a vote of 128 to 114, 
the House decided that it did not 
want to reconsider its previous 
vote and vote on the bllij^agaln, 
and that ended the matter, after 
some 20 minutes of wTangling on 
a night when the House did not 
have time to finish its calendar.

Even after it had got ready to 
go home, that night, the House 
found itself in for an additional 16 
minutes wrangle — again coming 
down to a roll call vote on a mo­
tion to reconsider a bill already 
passed — because two Democratic 
legiolators wished to have a little 
amendment sport with a Republi­
can purity measure forbidding 
members of the General Assembly 
to receive commissions on state in­
surance. The sponsors of this re­
form measure hardly dared let it 
back into the clutches of the 
House, in the berserk mood that 
sometimes magnificently dignified 
institution was visibly developing, 
and they won a narrow vote 
agaiinst reconsideration, 106 to 92.

Wonders of the Universe

One Way Moon Trip 
Gould Put U.S. First

Placing oqe or more men on 

the moon by means of a one-way, 
long-duration trip has been pro­
posed by some space scientists 
as a way to put an American on 
the moon before the Russians. It 
has long been the contention of 
some astute observers that, with 
their operational big boosters, the 
Russians are almost certain to be 
the first to land a man on the 
moon with specific Intention of 
laying claim to that satellite. These 
scientists hold that only some he­
roic measure will beat the Rus­
sians and this may require an im­
mediate one-way trip to the moon.

About a year ago two Bell Aero- 
systems Company engineers, John 
M. Cord and Leonard M. Seale, 
Indicated that by 1966 we could 
assemble the hardware to put an 
American on the moon. They re­
ported that he might have to stay 
there for as long as three years 
before returning to earth, but If 
the objective is to establish priori­
ty on getting to the moon this ia 
one way of achieving that goal.

They visualize a booster with a 
thrust of from SOO.CXX) to 1,1(X),0(X) 
pounds being necessary to launch 
the earth-escape payload of from 
6,000 to 9,000 pounds to the moon. 
The moon landing craft would 
have a gross weight of about 2,- 
200 pounds. Once on the moon the 
big problem would be to keep the 
astronaut supplied with the nec­
essary materials to keep him 
healthy and permit him to execute 
a well-developed research pro­
gram.

They see a three-step program 
to accomplish the mission. The 
first would be to launch a "boiler­
plate" version of the cargo pay- 
load flights with equipment and 
supplies. About 22 cargo rockets 
would be required to maintain the 
one-man base for the first year. 
Landing of the manned capsule 
would follow after robot television 
cameras indicated that all was in 
readiness. Once the man were 
down, then about 10,000 pounds of 
cargo per year per man would 
be required to maintain him and 
this would further require some 
13 cargo launches.

On the moon the astronaut 
would have to seek shelter under­
ground. Thia could be the cargo 
vehicle which would be about ten 
feet in diameter and ten feet long. 
However, to protect the astronaut 
against solar flare radiations, the 
cargo vehicle should be covered 
by about 34 feet of moon rubble.

When the one-way trip concept 
was first proposed, this writer did 
not think it merited serious con­
sideration. However, with the re­
cent Russian vow . to claim the 
moon when they land there, it 
appears that the proposal does. 
Indeed, have considerable merit.

Risk Minimized
There are some scientists who 

view this scheme as a most de­
sirable one In which the astronaut 
will be risking his life only once 
with an untried system. To be

realiatlc, however, we must admit 
that the aztronaut will be rizklng 
his neck In setUng down on the 
moon, then again In taking off 
from the moon.

It a long ztay on the moon ia 
undertaken, it may be poeelble tor 
the astronaut to launch small pay- 
loads from the moon to the earth. 
Even a small mammal may be 
launched earthward from the 
moon. In doing this, ths astronaut 
would be testing and checking out 
the system in getting off the moon 
before he attempts to Isave. Thus, 
he may minimise risk in getting 
away from the moon.

One most attractive feature of 
this scheme is that the man will 
spend a great deal-of time on the 
surface and he will be in constant 
communication with the earth. Re­
sults from his Investigations eSn 
be telemetered back to the earth 
to give earthbound scientists a 
definitive picture of the lunar sur­
face. It must also be pointed out 
that he would not be too isolated; 
certainly not as much as was Ad­
miral Byrd at the south pole when 
he wintered there. The astronaut 
will have radio. And perhaps, a 
television to keep him Informed.

There Is a possibility that our 
technology will advance to where 
payloads sent to the moon will 
be larger and we mAy even launch 
more than one men to the moon 
for the extended stay.

The Saturn CIB may be opera­

tional in 1966. Using this booster 
means we may be able to put 
from 80,000 to 40,000 pounds In 
orbit. This booster can also send 
about 15,000 pounds to tne moon 
and can land a payload In excess 
of 6,000 pounds. This is considera­
bly larger than our Mercury cap- 
aule. A significant feature ot this 
larger capsule is that it need not 
contain a re-entry shield, though 
it must have landing gear to set 
down on the moon.

Once the man lands, the CIB 
can continue to furnish supplies 
to the man at the rate of per­
haps 3,000 pounds per launch. Or, 
if our orbital rendeivous techni­
ques are operational, we can as­
semble In earth-orbit the payloads 
from two ClB boosters and per­
haps land 8,000 pounds on the 
moon.

With this capability it appears 
that it would be well to coruiider 
sending companions to Join the 
first astronaut, for three such 
launches a year could supply 
them with the necessities of life. 
After a lengthy stay on the moon, 
which may be aa long as three 
years, the necessary equipment 
would be available to take them 
off—or a normal manned landing 
could be undertaken with the goal 
of establishing a settlement on 
the moon with a regular rotation 
sequence for its Inhabitants.

■There appear to be many ways 
of getting to the moon and some 
sacrifices must b4 made. If It is 
the will of this country to get to 
the moon first, this method mer­
its serious, consideration.

Council Slates 
Hearingson 

Zone Policy
The Town Council will hold two 

meetings wiUi the Planning i.nd 
Zoning Commission this month, 
to be arranged by Town Manager 
Terry Sprenkel.

The first meeting will be an 
executive session “ for whatever 
purpases the commission and 
council shall decide at the meet­
ing.” The second meeting shall in­
clude the public which shall have 
Uie right to speak.” Town Atly, 
Edwin Lassman will attend both 
meetings.

Mayor John Madden said his 
purpose in raising the issue was to 
"discuss the whole aspect of zon­
ing and planning . . . the sltua- 
tio. as It affects the town. . . . 
I would like to determine what 
factors are considered in chang­
ing zones; . . .  If conflicts of in­
terests between public and pri­
vate Interests are considered; 
. . .  If the public Interest . . . ;s 
considered when changing zones. 
. . . All this is part and parcel 
of planning and zoning . . . The 
planning and zoning regn»latlons 
are critwia established in 1959 
have chmged for today because of 
the increase in the average in­
come of the lower middle income 
group . . . and the fast-chang­
ing economy.”

Councilman Thomas Burgess 
asked that the matter first be dis­
cussed In an executive session so 
the Council could better acquaint 
Itself with the zoning regulations, 
“ clear the air between the two 
boards” , and draw up the ground 
rules to be used in a public ses­
sion.

Councilman John Egan opposed 
the idea of an executive session 
before a public session. He felt the 
Council could use the ideas of the 
public regarding zphlng when dis­
cussing the matter with the Plan­
ning and Zoning Commission.

The matter of purchase of land 
in the vicinity of the new high 
school for the town’s use was 
again tabled until the next meet­
ing. Town Manager Sprenkel re­
ported “negotiations are not pro­
ceeding satisfactorily." He said he 
talked to the property owner next 
to the high school and he is not 
interested in selling his land at 
this time.

Donald Bennett, a Republican, 
was appointed constable to fill the 
un^xpired tem f of Parry Roberts. 
The appointment of a Democratic 
constable was tabled until the 
next meeting.

Atty. Edwin Lassman, John 
Malln, Robert Skinner and Allyn 
Hilt were appointed by Mayor 
Madden as a committee to ‘ 'study 
possible changes in the firearms

ordinance." This ordinance was 
passed at the last meeting. How­
ever, it was the feeling at that 
time that it was not the best pos­
sible ordinance, and a committee 
of interested persons should pro­
pose changes to it.

In answer to a question by 
Mayor Madden regarding an ordi­
nance on sidewalks, Atty. Lass­
man said the planning and zoning 
commission has a sub-division 
regulation regarding the construe- 
tlon of sidewalks in any develop­
ment.

Sidewalks are not mandatory ac­
cording to the regulation, but sub­
ject to the discretion of the com­
mission. It was felt that the loca­
tion of sidewalks should be flexible 
.so that there would not be dupli­
cation of sidewalks in some areas; 
and in some instances they might 
not be required. Too manv unnec­
essary sidewalks it was felt, would 
be a large liability to the toim.

Bleachers have been ordered, 
with a seating capacity of 150 peo­
ple, for the Little League field. 
They are expected to be ready for 
use about the middle of ' this 
month.

The proposed amendments to 
the town plumbing and heating 
codes were adopted by the council 
with minor amendments.

The Gounoil transferred flihds 
from several accounts to remedy 
overdrafts in other accounts. The 
torvn cannot make interdepart­
mental transfers before the last 
three months of the fiscal year.

The transfens included: $4.25 
from the contingency’ fund to the 
board of tax review for supplies 
and expen.ses; $300 from contin­
gency fund to town auditor; $500 
from .sanitary investigation to 
town hail rep^rs and equipment; 
$199.27 from renovation of Legion 
Hall to Probate Court; $893.10 
from the Avpry Street School ad­
dition account to the Orchard Hill 
School account; $23.38 from the 
■Wapping School addition account 
to the Orchard Hill account. It 
was noted that the Avery Street 
and Wapping School additions 
have been completed and no addi­
tional expenses are anticipated. 
These transfers were requested to 
close out the accounts and provide 
andltlonal funds for the Orchard 
Hill School construction account.

NEW YORK (A P )—It  la «cc«pt- 
•d as show business gospel that in 
•very comedian beats the heart of 
a hidden Hhmiet.

But Nanette Fabray, one of the 
blithest comediennes of our day, 
harbors no frustrated hopes of 
plajrlng Lady MacBeth. No tragic 
tears for her, thank you.

“ I  adore light comedy,*’ .said 
Nan, who is winding up a nine- 
month role as First Lady in Irv­
ing Berlin’s Broadway musical, 
"M r. President;*’ in which she is 
oostarred with Robert Ryan.

‘"n ie only thing is that niusical 
comedy is looHed down on as a 
second-class citizen in the per­
forming arts. Drama is consid- 
tfed  the grand lady, the matarl- 
arch, of Uie theatrical world.

"Actually, J’Ve found that most 
musical comedy performers can 
do a good Job in drama. Look at 
Gertrude Lawrence, Mary Mar­
tin, Red Buttons. But the rtep the 
other way is rare.

"In  the theater you have to 
start with drama. You can gradu­
ate to comedy only if you're well-, 
trained. To me, comedy is - the 
highest form of theatrical endeav­
or, requiring more understanding 
and a better sense of timing.’ ’

Nan, who started as a tap danc­
er at the age of S, played in the 
old "Our Gang" comedies, aitd 
learned mimicry from that cross­
eyed master of the silent screen, 
Ben Tiu^pfo.

After growing up, however, she 
switched to ingenue roles in dra­
matic plays. It was producer 
George Abbott who advised her to 
Tetum to light comedy in "Hlg^ 
Rutton Shoes.’’

Miss Fabray went throu^ an 
emotional ordeal a few years 
iMck, complicated by a divorce, 
career crises, and fear <rf en­
croaching deaiCness.

Today all those troubles have 
melted away. Nan is profoundly 
happy with her second husband, 
screenwriter Ranald. MacDougall, 
and their 4-year-old son, Jamie.

"Because of my hearing loss," 
she recalled, " I  used to try to 
make people adjust to my world.

It was ,my husband who ootnrinoed 
me tlii* bras ridiculous—a p i  
went out and bought--a hiering 
aid. - =■■

"Now I  wear it eve(;jnshere—in­
cluding onstage. I  couldn’t work 
without it. People who realty need 
a hearing, aid but don’t-wear one 
don’t realise what a whole new 
world awaits them. It ’e fantasttc; 
And a hearing aid la easier to 
wear than glasses.’ !

Nan, whose own hearing aid 
can’t -be seen beneath her reddish- 
brown hair, said the gadget Ipas 
an added advantage.

" I  find it a big help," she said, 
"to be able to turn it off, get rid 
of life’s harsh noises, a>^ .ouJoy 
quiet; j t  is beautiful sometlines to 
be able to retreat. to a . peaceful 
glade of my own making ^ th  one 
little flick of my hearing aid.”  

Nan and her family are cur­
rently camping indoors at the 
same hotel here in which Presi­
dent Kennedy keeps a  suite, and 
she and her son have a speakiig 
acquaintance with him.

As 1 turned to rleave, Jamie, 
stepped tip and flipped out a 
small paw:

"Shake the hand that shook the 
hand of the President of the Unit­
ed States," he said gravely.

HOLLYWOOD (A P ) — This sum­

mer CBS Television will be offer­
ing two Van Dykes—Dick on re­
runs and brother Jerry on a new

Confusing? Possibly. But It’s 
also possible that television and 
the show world are big enough for 
two talented Van Dykes.

Talented they are. Most Amer­
icans are becoming familiar with 
Dick’s abilities via his triple Bhn- 
my-winning show and'the current 
film "Bye Bye B ir^e.”  Now Jer­
ry has a chance for steady ex­
posure with “ Picture ’This."

Folks who catch the show— 
Tuesdays, starting June 2S at 
9:30 EDT—will be seeing no Car­
bon copy of Dick.

“A Mend suggested the differ­
ence between Dick and me," said 
Jerry, who is years the young­
er. "He said Dick is an actor who 
does comedy and I  am a comedi­
an who does acting.

"That about captures it. Dick 
is more the college graduate type 
—smooth, polished I ’m less 
smooth, more of a country type.

'"They curled my hair and tried 
to make me .look like him until I  
rebelled." He now sports a crew- 
cut.

"Picture This”  is yet another

"It plays beautifully," said Jer­
ry. " It  is simple, which 1s the 
way quiz shows should be.
