Buddhists Mourning 
As Diem Asks Calm

SAIGON, South Viet Nam (AP) 
—Milling crowds gathered in front 
of Buddhist pagodas today for 
memorial services for a monk 
who burned himself to death in 
protest against President Ngo 
Dlnh ' Diem’s religious policies.

Combat police in battle dress 
blockaded at least five pagodas. 
Including the one where the 
monk’s body lay. Monks said po­
lice granted permission for about 
100 Buddhists at a time to enter 
the building to pay homage.

One pagoda defied a govern­
ment ban and flew a giant five- 
colored Buddhist flag until police 
ordered it doym.

There was no violence, how- 
•ver.

Some of the Buddhist anger also 
is directed at the United States 
because American weapons, fur­
nished for the war against Com­
munist . guerrillas, have been

Halt Called 
In Mercury 
For Gemini

WASHINGTON (AP) — 
Space chief James E. Webb 
announced today that there 
will be no additional Project 
Mercury orbital flights.

Instead, Webb said, the Nation­
al /-•'VC ■-.v.'c.'i ani Space Admin­
istration will move ahead with the 
program for the two-man Gemini 
spacecraft, which will practice 
the space-docking maneuvers that 
will be required later for Apollo 
flights to the moon.

Webb told the Senate Space 
Committee that the decision 
against another Mercu»,- flight 
was reached this morning at^ a 
conference with Associate Direc­
tor Robert Seamans Jr. and Dep­
uty Administrator Hugh ' Dryden.

Project Mercury directors and 
the seven original Mercury astro­
nauts had urged that one more! 
Mercury flight be attempted, this' 
one of about 1(X) hours.

But Webb said plans and prep­
arations tor another Mercury ■ 
flight would slow development of 
the Gemini program, the first 
flight in which is now expected 
early in 1966.

“ We cannot conduct a flight In 
the Mercury program with a sec-, 
ond team, or plan for a flight' 
operating up to two weeks and 
make the changes in the work on 
the ground, without delaying the 
Gemini program,”  he said.

“ It will require the first team 
in the manned spaceflight pro­
gram to do the work we must do 
in the Gemini Project.”

The 22-orbit flight of Air Force 
Maj. L. Gordon Cooper Jr. last 
month completed the scheduled 
series of planned Mercury flights.

But the astronauts and others im­
mediately started urging still an­
other one-man orbital flight.

They argued that such a flight 
would provide enough useful hew 
information on man’s ability to 
perform usefully for a long pe­
riod in a weightless’^condition to 
justify the additional cost.

They also argued that such a 
flight would help fill In the gap 
before the first Gemini flight, 
keeping public Interest alive and 
maintaining the technical staff 
intact.

"We -will proceed at once to a 
very careful thoughtful and vigor­
ous reorientation and realignment 
of NASA to move with Gemini.”

Hamilton Gets

A  contract to study environ­

mental control and life support re­
quirements for a mann^, earth 
orbiting space station has been 
award^ Uie Hamilton Standard 
Division of UAC by the National 
Aeronautics and Space Adminis­
tration.

The six-months stydy for 
NASA’s manned qpace craft cen­
ter at Houston, Tex., is aimed at 
establishing design approaches for 
advanced environmental control 
systems to support a 24 man space 
station orbiting continuously 200 
to 300 miles-above the earth.

Duration of the orbital flight 
would be from one to five years.

Two space station ooncepts are 
being considered in the NASA 
study; an artificial gravity, free- 
module rotating space station, and 
a zero gravity, one module non- 
rotating station.

Hamilton Standard presently is 
devieoping space suits and port­
able life support systems fort 
NASA’s Apollo moon Iknding pro­
gram. It ĥas also been selected 
by Grumman Aircraft Ekiglneep- 
ing Coup, to provide the environ­
mental control system tor the 
Apoilo lunar excursion vehicle. ■

Two Men Shot 
During R i o t s  
In Cambridge

CAMBRIDGE, Md. (AP)—Two 
white men were shot and at least 
four other persons were injured 
when a race riot erupted in this 
small Eastern Shore community 
late Tuesday night.

A tense racial situation flared 
Into -violence when a crowd of 
about 100 whites followed an equal 
number of Negro demonstrators 
back into the Negro section.

The Negroes had just finished 
their second march on the town’s 
courthouse and jail protesting the 
sentencing of a Negro boy and 
girl. The 16-yearHDlds, who had 
been arrested several times for 
participating in racial demonstra­
tions, were adjudged to be delin­
quent Monday and sent to state 
training schools for an indeter­
minate period.

A handful of city police tried: 
to keep the two groups separated, 
but the whites swarmed across 
the street toward the marchers 
just as they reached the Negro 
section.

The fight had just started when 
shots were- fired. One . shotgun 
blast struck the two white men. 
Another slammed through the 
window of a second-floor apart­
ment occupied by a white woman.

TUSCALOOSA, Ala. (AP)—Two» 
Negroes—a girl and boy—went to 
their first classes at the Univer­
sity ot Alabama today and white 
students extended friendly hands 
in an atmosphere of tranquility.

Three girls walked with Vivian 
Malone as she went from her 
dormitory to a classroom build­
ing. They chatted as they 
strolled.

And a white youth called .James 
A. Hood “ Jimmy” ' in advising 
him that he had taken the wrong 
turp along the tree-lined campus 
at one point.

Across from Comer Hall, where 
Miss Malone went to study busi­
ness administration, a National 
Guardsman in green fatigue uni­
form stood. Nearby were three 
federal marshals.

The marshals had followed the 
20-year-Old Negro discreetly In a 
car from her dormitory a quarter 
of a mile a-way.v The car was well 
behind Miss Malone and three 
white coeds who chatted with her 
as they walked along to class.

One State Highy/ay Patrol car 
drove around the area. But there 
were no crowds and no incidents. 
Students at the university seemed 
to take the situation In stride.

Hood, 20, the other Negro ad­
mitted to the school Tuesday un­
der Natiotml Guard protection 
also was h unescorted.

Both left their respective dorm 
itories shortly before 8 a.m. An 
automobile, apparently provided 
by the marshals, was waiting for 
Miss Malone.

She declined to enter and start­
ed walking.

Two white women went with 
her. A third joined them as they 
crossed the campus.

The huge campus quadrangle 
was thronged with students hur­
rying to classes. Nobody paid any 
special attention to Miss Malone.

Hood walked from his dormitory 
to the cafeteria and found it al­
most full.

He went to a table and had 
breakfast alone.

One Guardsman also Was In the 
cafeteria, but it did not appear 
that Hood had other protection.

Hood then walked to Woods Hall 
for his first class In ‘ political

A few newsmen were present.

Moral Crisis 
Stressed in 
TV Address

WASHINGTON (AP) —  
President Kennedy has warn­
ed the nation that discrimina­
tion against Negroes has 
lighted “ fires of frustration 
and discord”  that threaten 
Ijves and the public safety.

The President outlined a broad 
legislative program he will pro­
pose to Cong;res8 next week. Ha 
said it will be baaed on the 
proposition “ that race has no 
place in American life or law.”  

A great change is at hand, ho 
said, and "our task, our obiiga- 
tlon, is to make that revolution, 
that change, peaceful and con­
structive fqr all."

Kennedy appeared Tuesday eve­
ning on radio and television in 
a fireside civil rights lecture to 
Americans of both North and 
South only hours after Alabama 
Gov. George C. Wallace bowed to 
federal pressure and stepped 
aside to let two Negro students 
register at the previously all- 
white University of Alabama 

” I hope that every American, 
regardless of where' he lives, will 
stop and examine his conscience 
about this and other related Inci­
dents,”  said Kennedy.

"When Americans are sent to 
Viet Nam or West Berlin, we do 
not ask for whites only,”  he said. 
"It ought to be possible, there­
fore, for American students of 
any color to attend any public 
institution they select without hav­
ing to be backed up by troops.”  

“ In short,”  .Kennedy added, 
“ every American ought to have 
the right to be treated as he 
would wish to b etreated, as one 
would wish his children to be 
treated. But this is not the case.”  

Kennedy, declaring that Amer­
ica faces “ a moral crisis as a 
country and as a people,”  said 
he will ask Congress to make a 
civil rights commitment “ it has 
not fully made In this century.”  

The President said he will pro­
pose legislation that would:

1. Prohibit stores, hotels, res­
taurants and theaters from dis­
criminating against Negroes.

2. Allow the federal government 
to take a more active part In 
court suits aimed at desegregat­
ing public schools.

3. Afford grreater protection for 
Negroes’ right to vcjte.

Acknowledging the new laws 
are not enough, Kennedy said, 
however, that in too many parts

W. Evers, one of the South’s 
prominent Negro leaders, was 
mortally wounded In the drive­
way of his home early today.

Evers, 37, Mississippi field sec­
retary of the National Association 
for the Advancement of Ctoloiied 
People, died about 60 minutes lat­
er in University Medical Center.

Evers had been’ directing -a 
massive civil disobedience cam­
paign against racial discrimina­
tion in tt;e Mississippi capital.

Police launched a widespread 
search for his assassin.

“ This is most unfortunate,”  
said Jackson Chief of Detectives 
W .B. Pierce, who asked the FBI 
to assist in the investigation .

In New York, Roy T. Wilkins, 
executive secretary of the 
NAACP, said the death of Evers 
“ demonstrates anew the blind 
and murderous hatred which ob­
sesses too many Misslssippians.”

The blood-spattered shirts, bear­
ing the legend “ Jim Crow Must 
Go.,” remained In the driveway 
for several hours.

Evers staggered past his sta­
tion wagon, parked in the drive­
way, and collapsed in the carport.

His wife. Merle Beasley Evers, 
30, became .^hysterical when she 
saw her husband.

Afterward, the grief-stricken 
Mrs. Evers said, “ The children, 
we were up. And the children 
came out and tried to talk to their

Wilkins was arrested in Jack- 
son June 1 alcmg with Bvers and 
Helen WUcher, a Jackson Negro 
housewife, for picketing stores on 
Capitol Street—the city’s main 
downtown thoroughfare. All three 
were charged with conspiring to 
restrain trade, a felony.

Evers had directed the antiseg­
regation campaign which led to 
more than 600 arrests during the 
past two weeks.

Two weeks ago a  soft drink bot­
tle filled with gasoline was hurled 
onto the carport of his honae it 
did not explode.

A  muscular 6-footer, Bvers In 
a recent interview discussed 
threats on his life and said. "It  
I  die, it will be in a g;ood cause. 
I ’ve been lighting for America 
just as much as the soldiers In 
Viet Nam."

Bvers repeatedly deplored vio­
lence.

“ I do not believe in violence 
either by whites or Negroes. ’That 
Is why I  am working tirelessly 
with the NAACP in a  peaceful le­
gal struggle lor  justice,”  he said.

I  
don’t ever Intend 'to live else­
where. But I ’m  determined we

But Kentucky rifle?
Atoolutely ridiculous, say folks

. ,^®2?*’**.*"* ^  Pennsylvanians, 
historical evidence traces the ori­
gin of the long rifle to Ctentlnental 
Europe, through German and 
Swiss Immigrants who settled in 
eastern Pennsylvania in the early 
18th century.

The distinctive feature of the 
hunting weapons used in the Ger­
man forests and the Swiss moun­
tains was the rifled barrel, provid­
ing greater range and better ac­
curacy than the smooth-bore mus­
kets of the English.

Early American settlers brought 
the musket with them, but the 
wave of immigration from the 
Continent in the early 1700s lo­
cated German and Swiss gun­
smiths in the lush valleys of what 
Is now Lancaster County, south­
east of Harrisburg and west of 
Philadelphia.

These gunsmiths began turning 
out the weapons common to their 
homeland for use on the frontier 
that then was their backyard.

The large-bore, heavy, cumber­
some weapon of the Oontinent be­
came the lightweight, small-bore, 
graceful weapon of the American 
woodsman.

The typical rifle weighed seven 
to nine pounds, was about five 
feet in length and fired a  .46-cal- 
Iber ball.

It waa loaded by ramming pow­
der and ball through the Mrrel. 
The firing process began some­
what like lighting a modern 
cigarette lighter: ’The trigger 
tripped a flint that ig;nited a 
primer that fired the o h i^ e .

Modern marksmen can attest to 
the distraction of that first flaiA 
of the primer, but the colonial 
marksmen learned to ignore it 
and earned a proficiency for ac­
curacy that was chronicled in 
both the diaries of the frontier and 
of the Revolutionary War.

Its range and accuracy were 
equalizing factors for the un­
schooled militiamen against the 
trained armies of England. On the 
frontier. It tipped the scales de­
finitely in favor of the American 
woodsman.

It still was earning its reputa­
tion in the war of 1812 as Andrew 
Jackson’s Tennessee and K6n-. 
tucky rlflemenii sighted through 
the mists at charging British 
troops in the battle of New Or­
leans.

By then the romance of the 
frontier and the frontiersmen had 
earned the generic title, "K en­
tucky rifle" for the long rifle.

None of the earlier names, such 
as "Lancaster rifle,”  had caught 
the historians’ fancy. Efforts to 
attach the name of Daniel Boone 
to the rifle never caught hold.

Boone was one of the woodsmen

«that helped earn a  reputation for 
and fron^ the rifle. It was Ironic, 
because be was born in eastern 
Pennsylvania not too far from 
Lancaster, and learned to handle 
his weapon on the Peniuylvanla 
frontiers. His family moved west­
ward In 1780 when he was about 
16 and lie went on to win fame in 
Kentucky and help attach that 
state’s c la to  to the rifle.

Pennsylvania still maintains the 
Boone birthplace near the city of 
Reading as an historic shrine.

It hopes to reclaim its right to 
the long rifle in a shoot-out on the 
Boone nomestead this September.

A challenge to the match was 
issued earlier thss year, bom  of 
noetalgia 'and nurtured by unadult­
erated press agentry.

’The idea is that the states will 
shoot two rounds, one at the Boone 
homestead and one somewhere in 
Kentucky, with at least temporary 
title to the rifle going to the win­
ner.

In any event, the two states 
hope to gain lots of tourist dollars.

Food in U.S.
On Upbeat

TULSA, Okla. (AP)—My coun­

try’s rsaUurants, ‘Us of the# 1 ‘ 
•ing.

Today you’rs  making life a  
pleasure for the weary, wayworn 
traveler.

Remember when H was said 
there were only Uiree cities In the 
United States where a man could 
get a decent meal—New York, 
New Orleans and San Francisco?

Remember when ketchup was 
the all-American food, because It 
was used from coast to coast to 
cover up culinary horrors? It 'was 
the only thing that tasted the 
same everywhere—but It took a 
strong man to shake It out of the 
bottle.

Only a generation ago the well- 
equipped motoring tourist needed 
a  stomach pump as much as a 
tire pump. He didn’t need to 
climb a mountain to find adven­
ture. All he had to do was stop at 
a  roadside Blde-a-Wee or Dew 
Drop Inn—and order the blue 
plate special.

A gastronomic map of America 
would have shown It to consist 
largely of a vast desert- where 
the natives took revenge on pass­
ing strangers by insisting that 
they partake of local grub.

Each region had developed Its 
own way of ruining good food.

In New England they boiled a 
piece of meat until It disintegrat­
ed. In the South they tossed it Into 
a kettle of boiling lard until It 
gave up and sank. In the West 
and Southwest thby fried It until 
you couldn't tell it from booth 
leather. In the Midwest they used 
all three methods.

The great camouflage material, 
besides the ever ready ketchup 
bottle, was gravy. It flowed over 
the cook's errors In a thick, clab­
bered, inVpenetrable—and Indiges­
tible-flood,

The greatest mystery In the 
land, aside from what happened 
to Justice Crater, was what went 
into restaurant hash and meat 
loaf. One thing rarely found- 
flavor.

Thera were only two national 
salads—soggy cole slaw or limp 
lettuce . drowned in bacon grease.

TAXES: The House Ways and 

Means Committee, drafting a tax 
cut and revision bill, has rejected 
President Kennedy's proposal that 
a $300 credit against income tax 
be .substituted for the present ex­
tra .personal exemption and retire­
ment Income' credit for persons 
over 65.

The Trea.sury e.stimated that 
the propo.sal, liberalizing tax 
treati^ient substantially for aged 
taxpayers in' the low- and middle- 
income group.s, would reduce gov­
ernment tax revenues $350 million 
annually.

Al.so rejected wa.s a Kennedy 
propo.sal to allow bu.siness firms 
to deduct the cost of research 
equipment as a current expense.

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Earlier Plea b y  Kennedy 
Might Have Eased Tension

WAamNOTON (AP) _  Prezi- 

gent Kennedy, faced with a racial 
criele that threatens violence and 
lives, finally appealed In a nation­
wide broadcast for an end to dis- 
erimlnation against Negress.

He did five things In Ms talk 
Tuesday night; #

1. He blamed all BO states, not 
Just the South where racial preju­
dice le most intense, for discrim­
ination.

2. He made equal treatment for 
Negroes an urgent necessity by 
noting that violence and lives are 
threatened.

8. He asked all white Americans 
to examine their conscience and 
cooperate In ending discrimina­
tion.

4. By the broadcast he put the 
full weight of his office behind his 
^lea to give Negroes the constitu­
tional rights denied them.

B. He outlined steps he wants 
Congress to take in this direction

Tl>y passing laws to overcome seg- 
rm tlo n .

That he make such a talk had 
been urged on Kennedy, from vari­
ous quarters for vreeks as racial 
tensions increased and, in some 
places, burst Into riots.

The Indications were that be 
wouldn’t.

He finally did It a few hours 
hfter compelling the admittance 
of two Negroes to the Uni verity  
of Alabama over the completely 
empty resistance of Oov. George 
C. Wallace.

If Kennedy had , made the same 
kind of talk earlier In Ms admin­
istration some, If not most, of the 
present tensions might have been 
avoided although perhaps noj un­
less he had followed the tam with 
action.

By the same token race rela­
tions in the United States now 
might have been far more ad­
vanced if President Dwight D. 
Eisenhower had made a similar 
plea just once in his eight years 
in office.

It is clear Kennedy felt com­

pelled to talk now not because 
racial discrlmlnaUon Is any worae 
but because of (he ctisie he men­
tioned.

TMs Is becauae Nenoes, realis­
ing they can accompUsh ter more 
by oMIecUve action than alone, 
have begun to batter against 
racial barriers in demonstrations 
which, if frustrated, could become 
riots.

Just how much effect Kennedy’s 
talk has depends on. three th la ^ :

1 .How well he was able to stir 
the conscieftpe of the nation, par­
ticularly the South where segre­
gation is worst.

2. How thoroughly and forceful­
ly he follows up by executive ac­
tion in the field of civil rights and 
in pressuring Congress for civil 
rights laws.

8 .  How much Congress will go 
along with him—meaning just how 
much Republicans are willing to 
team up with NorUiem Demo­
crats to overcome th e . opposition 
of Southern Democrats.

Kennedy ' made two points on 
the legislation he will lay before 
Congress;

—He wonts a law giving Ne­
groes the right to be served in 
public tecilltles, like hotels and 
restaurants. This seems to mean 
a  law forbidding proprietors of

such facilities, if they are In­
volved In Interstate commerce at 
all, to decide on their own to re­
fuse to serve Negroes. On May 2i 
the Supreme Court ruled no state 
or city law can force such a pro­
prietor to discriminate. It didn’t 
yet say whether they could do It 
on their own.

—He wants a law from Con­
gress to authorize the federal 
government to step In more fully 
ui lawsuits to end eegregatlon in 
public education. As of now a 
Negro denied admittance to a seg­
regated school in almost all areas 
must file Me own siilt. Few Ne­
groes can afford sueJv expense.

Some Negro leaders M l, how­
ever, that unless COngress passes 
a  law permitting the government 
tq file a suit in any case where 
a  Negro’s civil rights are denied— 
not just In selected fields—all 
other measures are Insufficient.

It seems pretty certain at this 
writing that Kennedy will not' ask 
for such authority.

Also, despite reports to the con­
trary, he is not likely to ask for 
an FBPC—a Fair Employment 
Practices (Jommisslon—to prevent 
discrimination against Negroes al­
ready In jobs or seeking them.

Kennedy’s talk was hardly more 
than the starting whistle. It's his 

I foliow-up that counts.

a record for Greece, and Ms par­
ty won naUonal elecUons In 1966, 
19B8 and 1961. The king said he 
accepted CaramanllS’ resignatlbn 
with “great regret.”

But King Paul said that refus­
ing the invitation from Queen 
Elizabeth n  after it had been ac­
cepted might be "a  blow to the 
friendship and mutual confidence 
which exists within the NATO al­
liance.”

The king’s communique said 
Greece must not ignore the re­
gret felt by most Britons over the 
April incident nor could It spurn 
the British government’s apolo­
gies and assurances that such 
demonstrations would not be al­
lowed to recur.

In April Queen Frederlka was 
Jostled by demonstrators who 
claimed Greece still held political 
prisoners from the 1947-49 Com­
munist civil war. On one occasion

she and her- daughter Princess 
Irene hed to take refuge in a pri­
vate home.

Greece was swept by a wave of 
feeling against Britain, lU recent 
adversary in the Cyprus dispute. 
The op^sition brought censure 
motions against the Caramanlls 
government. The goyemment sur­
vived the vote aftet a  week of 
showdown debate. Caramanlls in­
sisted that there were no political 
prisoners in Greece, that prison­
ers from the civil war were guilty 
of common crimes or acts against 
the state.

The pace at which thoug'ht 

waves, feellnga. awareness, reali­
zations, determinations, resolves 
and passions work their way 
through the life of a  nation com­
munity is not to be determined by 
any formula wa know.

What all of us really know, in 
the matter of our national issue of 
race relations. Is that we have 
been living on borrowed time for a 
very long time.

How much more time we can 
borrow, how much more lee-room 
we can find, nobody knows.

.The full-blown crisis could now 
be opening.

Or we could be as lucky as some 
at our best intentions deserve, and 
■till have a chance of working our 
way past that critical point of In­
tersection of issue and time when 
our very existence as a  nation 
could be Involved.

President Kennedy, a t the Imad 
of this nation’s  pubhc thinking and 
policy Impulse, thought last night 
that there Is no more time to bor­
row—that we must be out and do­
ing.

As If to prove the validity and 
the urgency of his view, we have. 
In this morning's news, a sample 
of how the crisis can nm Ediead of 
our own best accomplishment.

Yesterday, a t Tuscaloosa, this 
nation managed a direct confron­
tation of federal and state power 
peacefully, to the necessary vic­
tory for the federal power, and to 
the milestone result of the suc­
cessful token Integration of the 
last hold-out state imlverslty In 
the country.

Last night, a t Jackson, Miss., a 
bullet in the back of a Negro dvU 
lights leader compensated, tragi­
cally, for the lack of violence at 
Tuscaloosa.

The President had one thing 
right, among many others, last 
night.

It has to be eveiybody, every­
where.

I t h u  to come out of us, the 
people.

Somewhat miraculously. It 
seems to us, the issue is growing! 
simpler as it is growing more in- j 
tense and dangerous.

It is coming out in fewer and j 
fewer words, in simpler and more 
direct thought.

"This nation,” said President 
Kennedy last night, "for all Its 
hopes and all Its .boasts, will not 
be fully free until all Its citizens 
are free.”

But each of us can find our 
own words for it. And each of us 
must find the heart for it.

There is no more time' to be 
wasted in irresolute, evasionary 
wistfulness that somehow, some­
time, things will turn out all right.

It has to begin to happen Inside 
us. Now.
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Ooimeil, which makes these statis­
tics public, reassures us all thaij 
such calculations "will still be. In 
relative terms, far short, of the 
figures which would cause concern 
or justify counter-measures.”

As for the honors for this ac­
complishment last year, they are, 
superficially speaking, about even. 
Russia explcxied cleaner bombs, 
but more of them. Our explosions 
were dirtier, but not quite as 
heavy.

That there were any explosions 
at all was, of course, the fault of 
the Russians, who broke their own 
voluntary ban on testing. TTiere 
was some possibility that, if the 
Russians had delayed a few weeks. 
It might have been the United 
States which would have been the 
first to renounce the voluntary, 
unpoliced ban, but the Russians 
couldn’t wait for that poaslbility.

Now international rumor has It 
that the Russians want to do some 
more testing. In that case, we 
should have to think up some new 
explosions too.

That might produce another 
3,000 human monstrosities, in fu­
ture births to people now alive. 
But what of that? NObody knows 
whose they would be.

Agrain, By Smoke
The fact that bac* In 1968, when 

Pope John was eventually elected, 
outside newsmen misinterpreted 
the density of the smoke signals 
from the Vatican and spread a 
premature report that a new Pope 
had been chosen, was the fact 
which inspired the report, the 
other day. that the Vatican had 
adopted, for the election of Pope 
John’s successor later this month, 
a more modem signaling device.

Fortimately, in respect to tradi­
tion and to actual provision bar­
ring all kinds of mcxlem c»mmunl- 
cations instruments from inside 
the deliberations of the College of 
Cardinals, any new kind of signal 
has been ruled out, and the world, 
once again, will get the newa of 
the deliberations inside by read­
ing the smoke that comes from 
the long pipe atop the stove in 
which each session’s ballots are 
to be burned. If the ballots have 
been inconclusive, they will be 
burned by themselves, and will 
give off a thin smoke, white or 
gray. If there has been a  choice, 
some straw will be mixed with 
the ballots, turning the smoke 
thick and dark.

This Is the way it has always 
been, and It is pleasant and com­
forting to think that it will be this 
way again, even If that is some­
thing of an annoyance to some 
eager beaver broadcaster who 
wants to be able to scoop the world 
without ever having made himself 
a proficient smoke reader.

By Radioactive stork
The two rounds of nuclear test­

ing Russia and the United States 
engaged in last year doubled the I 
amount of radioactivity in our a t­
mosphere.

Thia doubles the odds which cal­
culate how many people now living 
will produce a defectl-Oe child. Be­
fore these tests, the chances were 
only one In a million that you, as 
an individual, would prociuce a 
child deformed or defective be­
cause of the radioactive poison in 
the atmosphere.

After last year’s test rounds, 
your chances of producing a mark­
ed offspring became one in 500,- 
000.

At these cxlds, last^ year’s tests 
will produce an estimated grand 
total of 8,000 children with gross 
phyalcal or' mental defects.

view of human feeling and experi­
ence. It Is the kind of statistic we 
never let Influence our actual con­
duct because we are completely In­
capable of {manning that one of

Big And Beautiful
It will always rain soon after 

the peonies come out because there 
is something In nature which con­
siders the size and weight and 
glory of the peony bloom a showy 
imposition and affront, and de­
lights in trying to bedraggle It 
down out of Its proud pose and 
slush It Into dust.

But the peony, except in the 
most violent of storms, or except 
when it Is already ready to re­
lease petals anyway, proves strong 
and obdurate and upright, and can 
manage to be as glorious after a 
rain as before it, and thus justifies 
that human faith which takes the 
big faithful family retainer just 
about everywhere there is a gar­
den for It to stand guard over.

Our ancestors always pretended, 
of cxiurse, that the only reason 
they bothe.red with the peony was 
that they prized its medical prop­
erties. 'They would take its seeds 
or its roots, either one, and brew 
up some kind dynamite for 
their digestive systems. It was 
probably one of those medicines 
which made anything after it­
self seem good. Anjbvay, the rec­
ord says that our ancestors weiit 
so far as to name the plant after 
Paion. physician to the gods.' and 
so the theory which says the plant 
was valued for its medicinal prop­
erties has to be honored.

But as of today we gather that 
it is a long time since anybody has 
brewed root or seed, and yet we 
find the peony still the big bloom 
boss of just about everybody’s 
June garden.

Wherever it blooms, It' proves 
that you can be big and still be 
beautiful, that, if you can create 
a pink or a white pure enough, a 
profusion thereof remains thrill- 
ingly Welcome, and that, in the 
hand of the true artist, the peony 
is also a bloom that can be brought 
indoors, and arranged delicately.

In the sight of pe<»iies in full 
bloom there is something medici­
nal. after all, and sometimes the 
euphoria one  ̂ experiences at the 
sight of them Is such one imagines 
that they have a fragrance, quite 
as distinctive if not quite as lovely 
as they are. Prom it one imagines 
how the medicine may have tasted.

Open Forum
Time To Consolidate

To the Biditor,
The Eighth Utilities District 

will have to incresuie sewer serv­
ices due to the normal growth of 
population in that area. The dis­
trict filtration plant is operating 
at capacity or over, that will also 
have to be expanded. North End 
voters will decide whether or not 
to do this at A refer^idum in the 
near future.

Three very essential services 
are controlled by the town gov­
ernment for about seventy per­
cent of Manchester. We, in the 
North End have our own fire and 
sewer departments and we buy 
water from a private company.

Within the boundaries of the 
district, there are large tracts of 
industrial areas that are undevel­
oped. If these lands are developed, 
they must be supplied with these 
services.

If the voters of the district ap­
prove an expenditure to expand 
sewage facilities, district taxes 
will increase. If they reject, the 
district win then be deficient in 
their services. Any housing in 
new sections will have seiptic 
tanks. ’Thl.s is undesirable.

There will be more growth in 
the district, in population and in 
industry, Tbe entire town will 
benefit from this growth and 
should share in its initial cost. 
However, there is no obligation 
for them to do this and it is unfair 
to ask them to do so, when the fa­
cilities are o\vned by one section 
of the town only.

When new industry locates In 
the district, they will require sew­
er facilities and water. ’The Man­
chester Water Co. will no doubt 
increase rates if the.v have to ex­
pand. A little over a year ago, we 
in the district paid f^hlgh rate for 
water. ’The water Wfe had was too 
dirty to bathe tn or drink. The 
water company dug wells and fur­
nished clean water and increased 
the rates from high to exorbitant. 
These few points indicate a need 
for consolidation. I t  has been said 
by district people that we will have 
to consolidate sometime. If this is

their thinking, let them do It now. 
This would benefit the people plan­
ning for Manchester’s future. Con­
solidation would enable them to 
provide fire protection, water and 
sewer facilities by the most prac­
tical and economical methods.

As a separate district. It would 
be Impossible economically to pur­
chase the Manchester Water Oo. 
The town of Manchester consoli­
dated could do this. Then possibly 
In the future, we could hive our 
water rates more In line with other 
communities.

Sentiment should have no place 
in a decbrion for consolidation or 
separation. The tax increase due 
to" sewer expansion plus our higher 
water rate will bring our cost 
for these facilities higher than 
those of the rest of Manchester. 
If we stay separate, we stand 
alone and pay the cost of future 
expansion of the.se facilities by 
ourselves.

A third Negro student, Dave 
McGlathery, plans to enroll 
Thursday at the university’s 
Huntsville center, 160 miles north­
east of Tuscaloosa. Gov. George 
C. Wallace declined to say wheth­
er he will stand in the doorway 
there as he did futllely here 
Tuesday.

He turned back federal officials 
and delayed registration of the 
two. Negroes only briefly at the 
University of Alabama. Then he 
yielded to an Alabama-born gen­
eral of the state’s 17,000-man Na­
tional Guard, federalized by pres­
idential order.

The breaching of the racial wall 
in Alabama, which had been the 
only state without token integra­
tion in public schools, provided a 
dramatic prelude to a demand by 
President Kennedy for obliteration 
of color lines in the nation.

Kennedy said Tuesday night in 
a nationwide radio-television 
broadcast that he will seek un­
precedented legislation next week 
to eradicate racial barriers in pri­
vate businesses serving the pub­
lic. This includes hotels, restau­
rants, theaters and retail stores.

‘T shall ask the Congress . . . 
to make a commitment it has not 
fully made in this century to the 
proposition that race has no place \ 
in American life or law,” the 
President said.

The 4S-year-old governor, grim 
and determined, stood off federal 
officials in the first meeting at 
the university. He read a procla­
mation to "denounce and forbid 
this lll^al and unwarranted ac­
tion by the central government.”  

Graham said he had been com­
manded to ask Wallace to step 
aside.

Wallace, who had earlier been 
told by the President to g^ve up 
his defiance, replied: 'T  wish to 
make a statement.

"But for the unwarranted fed- 
eralisation of the National Guard,
I would be your commander in 
chief. In fact, I am your com­
mander in chief.

"I know this is a bitter pill for 
you.”

For the youthful governor H ob­
viously was bitter defeat.

Wallace said again that Ala­
bama's citizenry should refrain 
from violence, he denounced the 
federal government’s "trend to 
military dictatorship”  and then 
almost angrily unhooked a micro­
phone from around his neck, let 
it drop to the floor and left the 
doorway.

of the country wrongs are inflict­
ed on Negroes because they have 
no remedies' at law—and "unless 
ths Congress acts, their only 
remedy Is the street."

In congress, leaders of both 
parties promised to put their 
shoulders to the wheel.

" I  recognize that Congress has 
a responsibility In this field,”  said 
Senate Republican Leader Everett 
M. Dlrksen, "and there should be 
some action In this session on ef­
fective civil rights legislation. To 
this end I will devote my best 
efforts."

Senate Democratic Leader Mike 
Mansfield predicted, "We'll have 
civil rights legislation at this ses­
sion and it looks like we will be 
in session for the remainder of 
the year.”  House Speaker John 
W. McCormack, D-Maas., said the 
President's speech "would have 
great weight with the country as 
well as Congress.”

But from a southern Democrat 
came warnings of filibuster and 
violence.

"If the President tries to en­
force his legislative proposals I 
think it will mean violence," said 
Sen. Allen J. Ellender, D-La.

Noting a statement by an offi­
cial of the Southern Christian 
Leadership Conference that Ne­
groes would stage civil disobedi­
ence demonstrations In Washing­
ton If southern senators filibuster 
against civil rights legislation, 
Ellender said;

"The threat I just heard tonight 
that the Negroes will He In the 
streets ,lf there Is a filibuster— 
which there will be—will mean a 
lot of bloodshed. I ’m sorry this 
is what Is in store—more vio­
lence, bloodshed without ques­
tion.”

In Birmingham, Ala., which 
was tom by racial strife last 
month, the Rev. Martin Luther 
King Jr. disclosed a telegram he 
sent to Kennedy which praised the 
President’s speech as “ one of the 
most eloquent, profound and un­
equivocal pleas for justice and 
freedom of all men ever made 
by any president.”

Sitting behind his desk and us­
ing few gestures as he spoke, 
Kennedy reeled off statistics to 
show the plight of Negroes.

"This is not a sectional Issue,” 
said the President. "Difficulties 
over segregation and discrimina­
tion exlrt fii every city, in every 
state of the Union, producing in 
many cities a rising tide of dis­

content that thriatena the publie 
safety."

Not long after ha spoke racial 
violence flared In Cambridge, 
Md., 86 mites east of the capital. 
Two white men were wounded by 
shotgun blasts as whites and Ne­
groes skirmished. Bricks flew and 
fires broke out in three white 
business places.

Said Kennedy; “ The fires of 
frustration and discord are tnan- 
ing in every cHy, North and 
South, where legal remedies are 
not at hand. Redress te sought 
in the streets, in demonstrations, 
parades and protests which create 
tensions and threaten violence and 
threaten lives.”

Kennedy said the crisis cannot 
be met by repressive police ac­
tion, left to more demonstrations 
or quieted by token moves.

“ It is time to act in the Con­
gress, In your state and local 
legislative body and, above all, In 
all our daily lives,”  he said.

The fire district special reserve 
fund had $117,139.86, from the 
$118,501.86 allocated.

Town reorganization Itself is In­
herently more Important^ than the 
other possible Charter changes, he 
said, particularly with the man­
date of 2,600 voters behind tt.

"Any member who does not 
study tods request personally is 
shirking his responsibility,’’ Atty. 
BaUey said. “

"This talk about shirking re­
sponsibility is ridiculous,’’ replied 
I^ n a rd  Seader, chairman of toe 
sutooommlttee.

Seader supported the sufocom 
mlttee proposal, but objected to 
the yes or no r^iort that was ap' 
parently expiected of the group.

"There is always anotoer way to 
solve a problem,” he said, suggest­
ing that the subcommittee report 
back on a  variety of possible ways 
of organizing the town g;ovem- 
ment.

Plepler and the, third subcommit­
teeman, Vinton Fischer, both sup­
ported the subcommittee arrange­
ment, Fischer asserting that s 
larger gp'oup was too unwieldy to 
exchange and develop ideas.

(Oontinned from Page One)
bombs were tossed Into bualnesB 
establishments operated by adiltes 
In the Negro section. Police found 
homemade fire bombs fashioned 
from beer bottles filled with gaso­
line in two of these places.

Col. Carey Jarman, state police 
superintendent, and Maj. Cisorge 
E. Davidson, Maryland field forces 
commander, rushed to this nor­
mally quiet town on the Choptank 
River at 1 a.m.

Davidson said he had canceled 
all state police leaves and had 
called in enough reserves to "suf­
ficiently support the local authori- 
Ues.’’

Two Negro teen-agers were 
struck by bricks thrown by car­
loads of white youths. The sepa­
rate Incident occurred as the Ne­
groes walked alone in flie Negro 
section. One youth had to have six 
stitches taken In his head; the 
other required only first sild.

Jerome Shenton, 86, owner of 
an auto paint and fender shop, 
and George Bernard Todd, 42, a 
fire insurance adjustor, were 
struck by shotgun pellets as they 
sat in a car in front of Shelton's 
shop. Minutes before Shelton’s 
shop' was the target of a crude 
fire bomb, The men were treated 
at a hospital and relesused.

A general alarm fire in a 
grocery store operated by a white 
man finally was brought under 
control, although a mob of some 
200 Negroes pelted firemen' and 
stole poUce with rocks, bricks and 
bottles w fore they were dis­
persed. A deputy sheriff fired his 
revolver Into the air at the height 
of the disturbance, and helmeted 
state police wielding riot sticks 
and assisted by K-9 dogs broke 
up the crowd.

A trooper and a fireman were 
struck 1̂  bricks and required 
treatment.

The front windows -of a  house 
occupied by the only Negro mem­
ber of the Dorchester County 
School Board,* were smashed by 
bricks. The woman, Helen Waters, 
had voted with the board Monday 
when it turned down a request for 
more rapid school integration.
