ButIt May Serve No Purpose

The town directors have asakeds

for a mesting with directors, engi-
neers and the counsel for the
Eighth District to discuss proposed
sewer developments in the north-
sast section of town.

The meeting may well never
take place, however, since the dis-
trict has already tentatively pro-
posed to handle all its sewage
problems itself without extending
its present boundaries into the
northeast section.

Town directors met informally
with Eighth District president Phil-
lip Burgess and director Winslow
Manchester last month, and agreed
to study proposals to ald the dis-
trict in providing sewage treat-
ment for a housing development
and a paper producer to the east
of the present district.

The response from the town
direclors was not favorahle, many
of them saying that perhaps con-
solidation was the solution to the

roblem rather than town gid tol

e district.

f The district's directors later
voted to develop their sewage
treatment plant and system to han-
dle potential growth within the
present district boundaries.

This leaves & developer with the
responsibility — imposed by the
Town Planning Commission — of
providing sewer hook-ups for a
proposed development although
there will be no place to direct the
sewage, and thus having to install
septic tanks too,

It also leaves the Lydall and
Foulds Paper Co., Parker 8t., with-
out treatment for industrial wastes,
which it now must empty into
Lydall Brook.

When the town and district di-
recltors broke up their informal

meeting, they agreed to meet form-
ally, with the district's engineers
Bowe Albertson Associates along,
to talk over the problem again.

Whether there is anything to talk
over Is now udp to the district of-
ficials to decide.

Kennedy's reply to De Gaulle
was matched in emphasis by his
appeal for greater European unity
and increased cooperation with
the United States.

“It is not in our, interest to try
to dominate the European coun-
cils of decision,'" he said. “'If that
were our objective, we would pre-
fer to see Europe divided and
weak, enabling the United Btates
to deal with each fragment in-
dividually.

“Instead we look forward to a
Europe united and strong—speak-
Ing with a common volce—acting
with &8 common will—a world pow-
er capable of meeting world prob-
lems as a full and equal part-
ner."

The United States, he continued,
looks forward ‘‘to a united Europe
in an Atlantic partnership—an en-
tity of interdependent parts, shar-
ing equally both burdens and de-
cisions.”’

He sald “this Is no fantasy” but
rather a realistic goal to be
achieved by concrete stepsa to
solve common military, economlc
and political problems,

STOCKHOLM, Sweden (AP) —
Angry reaction to what officials
called the worst spy scandal in
Swedish history may force Soviet
Premier Khrushchev to cancel his
visit to this traditionally neutral
nation a second time.

The government disclosed Tues-
day the arrest of a Swedish air
force colonel charged with spying
for the Soviet Union for the past
15 years. For five of those years
he was Swedish air attache in
Washington. It also ordered the
expulsion of his two alleged cgl-
tacts, the first secrelary of e
Soviet Embassy and the Soviet
military attache.

Col. Stig Erlk Wenneratrom,
decorated by both the United
States and France, was arrested
Friday. Police said he admitted
selling military secrets of Sweden
and other countries to the Krem-
lin.

Although the other ‘countries
were not identified, they presum-
ably included the United States,
which honored Wenneratrom with
its legion of Merit.
