Normally, when two great pow-
ers, or two great antagonists
the field of political philosophy are
planning % hold a joint confer-
ence in an effort to resoive their
own d@ifferences, both will special-

Normally, sach of the prospec-
tive conferees will be at some pains
o appear more oonciliatory and
rensonsble than the other.

Normmailly, each wishes to have
not only the watching world, but
f%a own population, get the im-
preasion that, if the approaching
oonference is likely to fall, that
wili be because of the impossible
position taken by the other fellow.

All these noermal Iaws are being
viciated, W rather spectacular
fashion, by the two Communist
glants, Russia and China, as they
prepare for their summit disous-
slons opening July B.

They are making the kind of ad-
wvance noise which suggests that
nelther of them would be very
sorry to have the conference can-
eellod before X begins, and which
warns that, even ¥ the conference
10 held, it has almost no chance of
succesn.

The Chinese Communists made
the most savage pre-conference
gesture, the other day, when they
released & Jetter attacking the
lsadership of Russia in a manner
20 direct and savage the Kremlin
announced it would not be publizh-
od In Rusaia. But the Chinese have
broadomst X into Russia, and they
have bean handing the text of #t
out at their embasay in Mosocow,
and one of Russia's supposedly
secure satellites, Rumania, has en-
tered the oold war between the

two Communist giants, and enter-
od & on the surprising side by pub-
lishing the Chinese attack.

This has had the result of spur-
ring Moscow, which had agreed
with Peiping to cut down on pub-
¥e quarreling before the July 5§
meeting, Into its own open attack
on Peiping and its highest leader-
ship.

For a Jong time, American pol-
fey has been aware of the long
range historical possibility —per-
hapa almost the {nevitabjlity—that
Russia and China would come to a
geopolitical parting of the ways.
This, ¥ it came, would not be =m0
much the result of differsnces of
principle in the brand of Commu-
nism espoused In one or the other,
but rather the consequence of the
elemental physical fact that they
are two powers sharing the same
great land mass.

But, although American policy
has been aware that this might
happen, »ome day, it has not often
considered the possibility that the
day In question was moving
toward us so swiftly that it might
actually be upon us in our own
time. But that s the possibility
Washington now has to think
about. The cold war between Rus-
sia and China can't possibly grow
much more Intense and bitter be-
fore it becomes as big and as
threatening to world peace as the
existing cold war between Ruasia
and the United States, It can't
posaibly become much more seri-
ous before we begin gravitating
toward a relationship with one
which & much more cordial than
our uhﬂqnnhlp with the other.
Apparently, our instinctual favo-
rite between the two would be
Russia; we might, in our desire to
have Russia maintain and develop
strength against China, oconspire
with Ruesia %o put our own cold
war on the shelf. Or we might, if
We became as Machiavelllan as
most big powers manage to be-
some pooner or Iater, quite cynical-
 try to play one against the
other, & procedures which might in
Jurn invite them to reunite them-
stlves againat ua.
