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HTnith Comes In Cycles Too
Ttliere are frequently Ions pe- 

rioda In the afalra of nationa when 
the truth haa little currency; it 
doesn’t happen to fit .in with the 
mood or the popular aaaumptions 
o f the moment; it makes no dif­
ference, in such times, how oftan it 
Is repeated; it never takes hold.

Then mood and scene change, 
•qd things that reaHy happened 

some credence again, even 
though the admowledgment of the 
truth complicates analysis gnd tut' 
deistanding.

A t the moment, one of the weird­
est che^iteis in the history of world 
Commimism is, et lest, being ac­
cepted as factual, even if not i 
Oy understood. It tells the story 
o f  that curious period when Stalin, 
the undisputed leader of the Oom- 
munist movement, was continually 
sellhig short and eiqireaslng his 
contempt for the potentialities of 
the present leaders of Oonununist 
China.

Ironically, it is the present qtUt 
between Russia and CoAununist 
China, with China at the moment 
a c c u ^ g  Russia o f having desert­
ed the ideals and princi{des o f Sta­
lin, whkdt revives and gives factual 
reqiectability to the <dd story of 
how Stalin, when he waa unchal­
lenged in Russia, was quite willing 
to stil the Chinese Communists 
6om  the river to Chianfr Kal-shric 
and reftiped to jdace any bets of his 
own on the future o f their brand 
o f  Oonununiam in China.

That the Chinese Communists fi­
nally succeeded in taking over 
fTiina was due more to their own 
belief in themselvea, and to the re­
action of the Chinese people and 
the Cfaineae armies to the rule of. 
^ ia n g  Kai-shek than It was due to 
any help Stalin gave.

The reason for the long period of 
refusal to admit this aomewhat 
confusing truth about Stalin and 
the Chinese Oominunlsta has been 
the numbing effect of the Chihese 
Communist takeover on Western 
thought, which, dismayed, and 
frightened by such a large Com­
munist triumph, rushed to accept 
the theory that it waa all part of 
some gigantic, smoothly operating 
Communist master plan for taking 
over the .world. 'This waa all, our 
own alarmists told us, part of the 
classic and precise Commimist for­
mula' for an orderly conquest of 

. the earth. There waa no room, 
then, for such a confusing bit of 
truth as the fhet that Stalin bad 
Kpeatedly snubbed the Chinese 
Communists, or the fact that Rus­
sia had certain inevitable and his­
toric reasons for not wanting a. 
strong China of any kind, Cominu- 
Bist or not.

Today, we can read this portion 
o f history with some regard for 
what it was and the way it hap­
pened instead o f aa part of some 

' Irresistible Cknumunlst master 
plan. Is it In the master plan that, 
today, .the Chinese Communists 
should be rt^ng publicly against 
Xoscow because Moscow has re­
pudiated Stalin, who so often re­
pudiated the Chinese Communists? 
Is this present spate of vitriolic un- 
^easantness between the two Com­
munist giants of the world part of 
the planned formula by which 
Cbmmunism marches irresistibly 
to thb conquest of the world? Is 

' this that otenolithic .ideological 
. . ttfree so many of our owiT analysts 

have warned us against?
Or' is Idstory just a little bit 

Miore confused, a little leas pat and 
N sfm p^ than those who shout most 

loudly ahd insistently about its 
Rtgencies ever i êtiit to admit?

plot and fight two yean to recap­
ture 'eontrid of the Alleghany Cor- 
poTsUon from' his two ' erstwhile 
friends,.Clint and.John Murchison, 
the fabulous operatM's. from Tex­
ts.

Onec, when Kirby and his Alle­
ghany Corporation were engaged 
in one o f the great proxy battlee of 
the era, for coiitrol of the New 
York Central Ralroad, it Mur­
chison reinforcement which clinch­
ed his victory.

All this, as we have related it 
so far. la just so much more feud­
ing and fighting, among a wax mu­
seum set of financier-operators 
who always seem to he pla>dng 
some kind of game with some­
body else's money.

But this time, things were dif­
ferent, aa Mr. Kirby's own account 
of his motivation illustratea Per­
haps the key fact in the new epi­
sode which made the New York 
'Hmes anxious to interview him and 
get his explanation was the fact 
that a “key decision’ ' in the new 
battle “waa his contract to buy 
personally 1,000,000 shares of Alle­
ghany stock at 410.50 a share.'

It is not often, in these affairs, 
that any o f these fancy operators 
h) proxy battles or attempted ac­
cumulations of stock gets down to 
the real drama of spending any of 
hU own money personally. Nor­
mally, the financier borrows 
egeinst the stock he is about to 
purriiaae, or borrows from some 
other company he controls, or gets 
the money from friends. Such an 
operator’s own money is his very 
last resort. In this instance, how­
ever, the operator ob'viously put 
some of his own money into his 
venture.

Quite naturally, the New York 
Times reporter wanted an explana­
tion. And, in the flush of pre­
cious and, as it turned out, senti­
mental victory, Mr. Kirby gra­
ciously pro'rided it.

‘’Pride," aiaid Mr. Kirby. "Fam­
ily pride. As nemtiy ss I can re- 
meniber until the proxy fight -with 
yie Murchisona in IM l, I never got 
licked. I 'was very upset. My 
Bbole family was t^ e t . I didn’t 
like the thought ot miscalculation.

*1 regarded the losing of the 
proxy fight aa the loss of a battle 
and set out immediately to win the 
war, which'we were sure we could 
do. After more than two years of 
hard work and many heartaches, 
many frustrating circumstances 
and diaappointroents, I am happy 
to say that we lurve at last, with 
the aid of a few good friends, 
reacher my objective—undisputed 
control of Alleghany."

The world of giant corporations, 
proxy-battles, and 10 million dollar 
transactiona will never again teem 
to us quite so c(dd and heartleas 
as we had oiice imagined it

Each Fourth of July, there come 

the same disturbing, monotonous, 
summer-is-beginning - to - be - over 
portents.

Sopne of the growth in “the land 
we tend has, in the big repeal of 
chill and drought which has taken 
place in the past few days, been 
much faster than thought. Some 
of it. as in a patch of corn, has 
been most delectsdile to the eye. It 
is reassuring to see a plant which 
has been standing still for the bet­
ter part of a month suddenly find 
its legs and run.

Unfortunately, there is no wray 
to filter or screen the w-armth and 
the wst so that they fall only on 
the friendly parts of the garden. 
The moment" the gardener begins 
Co feel good because things have 
begun to grow, he also begins to 
notice that, given an equal start 
from nothing fiat, weeds wdll tow­
er over and close in upon vege- 
tafclea every time. There is no 
tame plant more vigoroua than 
some rival nature maintains just 
for sport.

Comhig back from the driitoer 
ations of the General Assembly to 
a late June-early July garden like 
this, one finds certain rites of puri­
fication both beneficial and en­
joyable. One strips down to the 
sacrificial skin, until one ia almost 
as naked and unprotected as some 
orphaned good bill on the last 
night of a session, and one stays 
out in the humid glare of the 
noonday sun until, drop by drop, 
with the drops Soon mercifully 
coalescing into a veritable cascade 
of penance, all the evil thoughta 
and poisonous insinuations and 
petty ingratitudes of the world of 
politics have been drained and 
purged out of your being.

In such penance there is also 
reward. It is remarkable what the 
dMttllation of vapors b r o u g h t  
home from the world of politics 
will do for a garden, what won­
derful natural nourishment it 
sends down to the roots while, en 
route, it spreads its poisonous con­
tagion among the aphids, beetles 
and worms. It is the all purpose 
garden lotion, noth'xig better or 
more effective for a garden which 
has just begxm to run away with 
Rse^, nothing more remedial for 
a human M n g  just releaSM from 
the psychological miseries of the 
political game, and tn some mood, 
perhaps, to try to run away from 
himself. Here, in a hot garden row, 
in the noon sun, all things come 
back into their own places, and as 
always, if one manages never 
quite to surrender, some of the 
evmtual yield will be good. -

For Solar Probe

A preliminary program tO ntudy 

the sun at close ranges has been 
undertaken by the Nation^ Aero­
nautics 'and Space Administration 
as e-videnced by its aiuiounceihent 
that three aerosiMice ccunpanies 
have been Invited to submit pro­
posals fbr a solar probe.

The General Electric Oompniiy, 
Martin Company and Phllco have 
begun studies of the project whose 
goal is a more thora i^  under­
standing of the sun and its cflect 
on the intendanetary environ­
ment and the earth. However, so 
severe are the co^dltlana which a 
solar probe must meet that tUs 
t}rpe ot probe may well evolve aa 
one -of the most complex devel­
oped in the space agA 

While definitive experiments fbr 
the probe have not b m  detailed,
