As the alt-in attempt was made, 
about aoo Negroes watching from 
across the street ran to the res-
taurant and police moved in and 
dispersed the mob.

In the evening, about 800. whites 
and Negro I n t e g r a ' ! i o n n s t s  
marched' from the Negro secUon 
of town to the courthouse sevej 
blocks away, while some 1 
white heqlUers Jeered and ..Uirew 
raw eggs at the demohstrators.

BUENOS AIRES, ArgenUna^ptossed

WASHINGTON (AP) Henry 

Cabot Lodge is walking into a 
mess, one of th e . most dismal 
since the United States tried to 
help Chiang Kai-shek save China 
from the Communists.

President Kennedy recently ap-
pointed him amtMisMdor td South 
Viet Nam.

From 1948 until 1951 the coloni-
alist French tried to smash the 
Reds in 'Indochina. By 1951 they 
were doing so badly, militarily 
and financially, the United States 
had to bail them out, or try to.

It put $2.5 billion into the fight. 
No good. The French quit In 1964. 
Ilie Communists got half of Indo-
china. Tlien the United States 
moved in and supported President 
Ngo Dinh Diem of South Viet Nam.

From 1954 until now this coun-
try has pumped in another $2.5 
billion, plus 12.000 troops to help 
Diem and train his troops. So far 
84 Americans have been killed in 
action or in non-combatant activi-
ties. What's the result?

No end to the war is in sight. 
Communist guerrillas are not only 
still fighting but now Diem is up 
to his neck with South Vietnamese 
Buddhists, who make up 80 per 
cent of the population and are 
growing Increasingly angry.

It was recognized in Washington 
years ago that Diem needed to 
put in many reforms to give the 
people social, economic and polit-
ical Justice if they were to be per-
suaded to prefer his regime to the 
Communists.

(The United States faced the 
same problem after World War H 
with Chiang, who operated aa a 
war lord while flghtlng Commun-
ists who prom ts^ reforms. De-
spite all the American help poured 
into hlhi, the Communists drove 
him out.)

In the fall of 1961 President Ken-
nedy’s military adviser, Gen. Max-
well Taylor, went to South Viet 
Nam, looked around, came back. 
Then on Dec. 16, 1961, so-called 
"informed sources” in the Kenne-
dy administration said:

The United States and South

Goldwater Hits 
New Frontier

By JOE HALL
WASHINGTON (AP)-Sen. Bar- 

ry Goldwater, R-Aris., said today 
“the New Fiixitler Is determliied 
to co-eidst with international com-
munism wherever It thrives—even 
in the Western Hemlqirtiere.”

In a  speech p rep a id  for the 
Human Etoents PriiUcal Action 
Conference, Goldwater said this 
was the Ihterpretetion he placed 
on President Kennedy’s American 
University speech last month.

Europeans readhig that speech, 
he said, "must have wondered at 
his promises that the United States 
lyguld pot hesltete to defend Eu-
rope from Communist attack.” 

Goldwater singled out a Kenne-
dy phrase' In the 8peecli7- ”make 
the wmld safe for diversity”—for 
special attack.

He called it "the kind of rhetor 
leal expression we have learned 
to.eiq)ect from the Prealdant” but 
declared Americans should think 
long and hard about it.

Gridwater said he considered 
the President’s new policy '‘merer 
ly an extension of the liberal fal-
lacy which can never seem to re-
alise that there can be a  serious 
threat to the security of the United 
States and the freedom of the 
world^comlng from the left of the 
political spectrum."

The* Arizonan said It was hia 
view that today’a liberals have 
"perverted the real meaning qf 
the word Ubeml” and "taken us 
too far to the left for the good of 
the nation."

"A true liberal today ahould be 
In the forefront of the fig^it for In-
dividual liberty," he declared. 
"They ahould be opposing, at 
every turn, the further extension 
of federal government power.” 

Goldwater said "today’s con-
servative, I am proud to say. Is 
standing for freedom In its 
.true meaning both at home and 
abroad.”

Goldwater was the third Repub-
lican to attack Kennedy’s Ameri-
can University speech within 24 
hours. Senate Republican Leader 
Elverett M. Dirksen of Illinois-and 
House Republican Leader diaries 
A. Halleck of Indiana told w news 
conference Thursday:

"Mr. Keimedy's speech approv-
ing coexistence puts the United 
States in the awkward poaition of 
endorsing one method of burial for 
the West over another, of chooS' 
ing between the undertakers."

Anid by the nilea—which the 
consumer apparently hasn’t both-
ered to memorise—retail v sales 
should, have gone on risfiig, be-
cause personal Income hhve been 
climbing to consecutive record 
levels. With more money in their 
pockets many consumers' have 
found semethiiag else' to do with 
It than to nm down to the store 
or dealer.

This Is alnvost aa hard for the 
experte to .explain aa the consum-
er’s calm conUnuance of spending 
during the 1980 recession when he 
should have, been frightened and 
retrenching.

And this ,impredictab|e- element 
is tough oh the planners who 
would like to plot, and steer, a 
course for the economy.

Also upsetting to them Just now 
is that aoiitc of the seasonal pat-
terns aren’t being followed In oth-
er sectors of the economy.

The general' outlook remains 
good, bht some things are -lagging 
when they should be advancing.

One is the factory hiring rate. 
The Labor Department says this 
edged up to 39 per 1,000 employes 
in May from 38 In April. Tbis in-
crease is smaller than rsar'^-'il. 
And the lag came iriien many in-
dustries were Increasing 
tion and most business statistics 
were taking on a much healthier 
glow.

This helped drop the layoff rate 
to 14 per. 1,000 employes from 18 
in AprU. And this waq about in 
line with seasonal.. trenda. But 
many bad ho]>ed' for a greater dip 
because of increased Industrial 
activity.

More layoffs- are expected this 
summer, credited in large part to 
a  slump in steel output. This could 
be more than seasonal because 
many ateel consumers have jfienty 
of stMl on hand, due to a  buildup 
In stocks when they feared a pos-
sible steel strike.

Figufes Show More Inter 
In Cotir^s^ at Summer School

EkrroUmenta hi Mancbeeter’a^ 
aummer adwol program have in- 
oreaeed better than 50 per cent 
over last year, according to figures 
released by Robert J. Nearine, 
eummer schod director.

A total o f 732 students are tak-
ing one or more courses in the 
summer program at Manchester 
High. School, Nearine said, opposed 
to 422 last year, when the pit^^am 
was curtailed after a budget cut 
by the board of education.

The summer sdiool progrram, 
which requested 820,000 last year, 
got only $12,000, resulting in drop-
ping or reducing a number of 
courses. This year the request, 
again lor $20,000, was granted by 
the board.

Many students are taking two or 
more subjects, Nearine said. Total 
course enrollment is 1,224, dou-
ble that o f last year when the to-
tal was 612.

In courses for makeup, review, 
or improvement of grades. 11 sec-
tions show enrollment increases, 
ranging from four in Spanish I to 
21 in fhiglish 1, although two 
courses. Seventh Grade Math and 
French I show a combined loss of 
nine.

The most significant increases, 
however, come from the addition 
c f courses whicli are hew to the 
program or dropped last year. 
N e^ne indicated.

Courses previously offered but 
cut last year and the enrollments 
are UUin I (11). French n  (15), 
Earth Science (29).

New offerings and enrcUmenta 
include; Modem Probtema (IS ), 
•UA Histoiy (25), World Under- 
standingiK (34), Social Studies 7 
and 8 (U ), Elementary Arithme-
tic (164).

Also offered this year are four 
 ‘enrichment" coursea Typing and 
nfusic. dropped last year, )iave 
been restored. New to the pro-
gram are Creative Writing and 
Fundamentals pf Math Operations. 
Enrollments in these four courses 
account for 175 of the total in-
crease. Nearine said.

"These figures, I think, show the 
summer school program has really 
started to jell,”  he said. ‘The 
need for the program.” he added, 
"is shown by the fact that stu-
dents are coming from numerous 
area towns, including Elast Wind-
sor. South Windsor, East Hart-
ford. Windham, Bolton. Coventry. 
Hebron, and Mansfield.”

He said there are a few prep 
school and oo^sge students, one 
nursing studenCand one adult en-
rolled in the program, which is 
self-supporting and paid for 
through cSouioe fees.

A t the emi c t a week "filled^ 
with mruty new experiences,” Mlea 
Mary Anne Aronson, daughter of 
Mr. and IHn.

“For the eiders a ten-day shoot-
ing festi-val has just begim here 
in the -village. With small calibre 
shooting, all the marksmen from 
tbe small surroundiDg towns come 
each day to try their aim. Bach 
evening there are dancing, singing, 
group yodding, band concerts, 
films and the playing of the long 
Alpine horn.
