"It is too early to judge its full 
meaning.”

'The American Communist party 
said in an' editorial in the Dally 
Worker:

‘ "rhe shattering revelaUons 
made by Khruahehev show what a 
gigantic transformation ia taking 
place in the Soviet Union."

What waa shattered was the 
myth of the Rui^an leadershiji’s 
ijifalibUity. Around' the world 
f^mmunlirt parties suffered con­
vulsions. Smne were heretical 
enough to criticise the Kremlin.

Russia had to erush Hungary’s 
anU-Red revolt.

Age and volume seem to have, 
an adverse effect on the quality 
of the stuff the postman brings.

When young, you don’t usually 
get much mail. So scarcity makes 
it equally Interesting —whether 
it is a scented envelope from a 
pretty stenographer you met on a 
vacation visit to Lake Ho-Ho-Ho- 
in-the Pines, or a rejection of 
your enlistment in the Peace 
Corps.

But as the years p'ile on, the 
mail piles up—and you find that 
the law of diminishing returns 
sets in. The more mall you get, 
the le.s.s worthwhile Is in it.

Instead of ripping each en­
velope apart with eager cries of 
excitement, you peer into them 
l^umly. hoping against hope that 
this one will have better news 
than the one before did.

One of the things you find out 
about mail as you grow older i.s 
that after you leave college, very, 
very few people in this world 
send you money in a letter.

They will ask-you to send them 
money in a letter, but they won't 
send it to you. Now and then you 
might catch the government peo­
ple off guard and get them 
to send you a refund by mall 
more seldom as you grow older, 
too.

The nature of a man’s mail

seOms to be determined largely 
by his age bracket.

A young bu.sinessman at the 
start of his career is flooded with 
invitations to borrow from loan 
agencies, subscribe to naughty 
art magazine.*, and join keen 
groups of guys and gals in a gay, 
mad vacation by camel and 
water ski across the Sahara.

As his stomach thickens and his 
hair thins, he gets more “ family- 
type mall.”  This consists of invi­
tations to buy encyclopedias that 
will save his children from grow­
ing up dullards like himself, re­
tirement plans that will enable 
him to live in riotous orgies al­
ter 66, and notes from the bank 
saying that if he doesn’t make an­
other mortgage payment he’ll 
come Jhome some night frpm 
work and find his wife and kids 
sitting on the sofa in the sidewalk 
in the rain.

At 46 or 47 he gets a copy of 
his college alumni magazine 
showing that the average earn­
ings of his classmates, a quarter 
centuary after graduation,, are 
exactly *6,812.35 more than he 
was paid last year.

From 50 to 65, a man finds his 
mail bulging with invitations to 
invest in Abyssinian mining 
stocks, and appeals to Join a “ se­
lect group of your fellow-minded 
Americans” in a phllantrophic 
cru.sade to wipe out snail fever 
in the Middle Elast.

They figure that you’ve got 
so numb from paying your own 
bills you’ll pay theirs also — and 
never notice the difference.

After 65, the tide of mail slack­
ens off abruptly. Once you are off 
a regular payroll, it’s amazing 
how few people write to you.

About all you get is the chance 
to snap up a few bargains in cem- 
etary lots, a postcard from your 
favorite grandson saying the 
sheirff has moved him to a cell 
with better view—“ Please 
send me a carton of cigarettes, 
grandpop” — and an offer from 
a mail order drug firm to sell 
you vitamin pills at half-price.

After 70, you can sic your dog 
on the postman every times he 
walks by—-because his big leather 
pouch no longer bulges with any 
news for you. The ordeal of open­
ing the mail is over at last .

Thi? was the quandary which 
Governor Dempsey finally re­
solved by hi.s resort to his quest 
for the simple, unofficial truth, 
quite, apart from purported of­
ficial records. On the day the spe­
cial session met to pass toe edu­
cational grant allocation bill toe 
Senate never had passed. In Its 
final night preoccupation with 
more important .special matters. 
Governor Dempisey called in two 
of the leaders of the Senate and 
asked them the simple, direct, yes

or no question o f whether they 
hal indeed 'perpetrated a double 
adjournment maneuver. When 
they replied tost they had indeed 
dona such a thing, the Governor, 
for his part,,knew  oil he needed 
to know. So far as he was con­
cerned, a legislative body can ad- 
jq^irn witbout day only once, and 
no effort' to reconvene itself;

The assignment of Gromyko 
maintained Soviet participation on 
a high level. It .also indicated the 
meeting was getting down speed­
ily to the problems involved In 
working out any test ban agree­
ment.

Their business has suffered to an 
undetermined extent from Negro 
boycotts and slackened trade re­
sulting from the racial tensions.

The city government was 
caught in the middle since the is­
sues—sometimes obscured in the 
furor—Involve private businesses. 
Williams' group has been pushing 
for desegregation of restaurants, 
theaters, motels and other places 
serving the public.

The dilemma heightened when 
white residents, complaining 
about night marches, swore out 
peace warrants against Negro 
leaders. This newly found weapon 
put more than 30 integrationists, 

'including Williams, In Jail with 
bonds totaling $155,000.

With their leaders jailed, the 
militant Negroes kept marching 
— at night. Rioting erupted 
Wednesday and Thursday night. 
Several persons were Injured. 
There was widespread property 
damage. Resentment increased 
among white residents.

Peace was salvaged, at least 
for the moment, through .biracial 
talks which were jeopardized but 
did not succumb in the tension.

Even in jaiil, Williams took part 
In the talks through a Roman 
Catholic priest, the' Rt. Rev. John 
D. Toomey, who played a vital 
role In the restoration of order.

The mayor met with Negro lead­
ers and a high church prelate; 
more than SO white clergymen ap­
pealed for peace and reopening of 
negotiations; white businessmen 
moved to form a special commit­
tee on racial problems.

Gov, (Jarl B. Sanders, after 
alerting units of the National 
Guard on request of the mayor, 
sent two emissaries to the city. 
They tried without success to get 
the $3,0000 bond reduced for Wil­
liams.
