! will use the currencies to buy for- 
cign-held dollars that otherwise 
might to  used to purchase Ameri­
can gold.

Lester B. Pearson, Canadian 
prime minister, told the House of 
Commons the proposed taxes 
could have widespread implica­
tions on Canada’s economy.

Others in his Liberal govern- 
medt and in the (Conservative op­
position voiced fears of a slower 
growth rate in Canada, higher un­
employment, higher interest 
rates, new pressures on Canada’s 
fore i^  exchange reserves and an 
increase in the amount of Canadian 
industry under American control.

Despite complaints of American 
domination of Canadian industry, 
tha flow of American capital into 
Canada haa been, the chief means 
by wUch Cbnada lias offset a big 
deficit in its international balance 
of pajrments.

Eric Kierans, president of the 
Montreal and (Canadian Stock Ex­
changes, said "it would appear 
that the Canadian govemmmt will 
have to stimulate the economy by 
increased expenditures and an 
easier monetary policy.”  He add­
ed . that the government might 
have to free the Canadian dollar 
from its prMent pegged rate of 
92% U.S. cents.

Syria Kills 
Ten Rebels 
Hafez Says

B E IR U T , Lebanon ( A P ) —  
M aj. Gen. Am in Rafez, the 
Syrian army strong man, an­
nounced today 10 persons im ­
plicated in an uprising Thurs­
day against Syria’s Ba’athist 
Socialist government have 
been tried and executed.

Radio Damascus broadcast Ha­
fez’s statement after a new cur­
few was clamped on the entire 
country and Syrians were warned 
to stay Inside or be shot.

A colonel identified as Hi.sham 
Shabib, five noncommissioned of­
ficers and four civilians were 
tried by a court-martial formed 1 
by the national revolutionary; 
council and quickly executed, the ! 
radio said. All the soldiers were 
from the army, signal corps. |

Hafez, who is deputy military i 
governor, Interior minister, dep­
uty premier, defense minister 
and army chief of staff, warned! 
that disturbers of the peace must 
be punished. He said the court 
was still in session.

The executions were the fir.st 
such in Damascus to follow a 
coup or attempted coup in more 
than 10 years. Syria’s eight post­
war revolutions have been al­
most bloodless.

Shortly after the curfew was 
lifted for daylight hours early this 
morning, it was reimposed. Hafez 
reminded Syrians of the ban 
against demonstrations or carry-: 
ing arms. International telephone; 
lines were cut again. Syria’s bor­
ders remained closed.

In the absence of direct news

DAMASCDS, Syria fAP) — A 

new figure bas dipped onto the 
Arab stage and he looks like a 
strong man.

Maj. Gen. Amin Hales has done 
it so quietly, however, that no 
one 1s quite sure what role he 
intends to play.

Here in Etomascus, ancient cap­
ital ot Syria, few know what 
looks like, fewer still have heard 
him apsak and no one knows 
what Iw ia thinking.

"Ton can . talk to him for an 
hour." one officer said, "and 
suddenly realise he hasn't said 10 
words to you. He ia very deep."

Hales. 93. Is, nsverthfdeas. the 
most powerful man today in Sy­
ria. With a clever and forceful 
maneuver early this month, he 
thorougly defeated bia chief rival ' 
for eminence. Maj. Gen. Ziad El 
Hariri, and sent him off to pleasr 
ant stole in Paris.

Hales then took on Hariri's two 
big jobs, minister of defense and 
chief of staff of the army. He 
kept Iris old posts of deputy pre­
mier. minister st the interlw and 
marUal governor.

He is reputed to be a devoted.

This ({uetoion was anewnered by

Town Atty. Eklwln Lassman said 
that the only Itraits are the zoning 
regulations of the town— reebrie- 
tlons on house and lot size, while 
still being “reasanatole.

The "miaater plan’’ adopted to 
1959 raised the minimum bouse 
size from 1,000 sq. ft. to 1,200 sq 
ft. Previous to 1959, all residential 
areas were A-20. This also was 
changed to range from A-20 to 
AA-30. Sub-divialtm regulations 
were rewritten and r e c e n t l y  
changed to include sidewalk re­
quirements, more stringent re­
quirements reg(ar(ling draining of 
w d and the like.

Paine noted that South Windsor 
has no sewers or utilities—only a 
lower tax rate.

HaUowell answered that the 
commission had been advised that 
they should not have such a zone 
unless there was a need for it.

“Any good business creates the 
need,” Paine said. 'Hie land should 
be zoned flrst. imd the need would 
arise, he felt.

(10) What are the duties of the 
zoning board of appeals ? '

’The zoning board of appeals is a 
judicial body, ruling on appeals 
from the decisions of the building 
Inspector; and it eliminates hard­
ship for specific cases. It does not 
make or change zones.

Mayor John Madden exhibited 
graphs showing that South Wind­
sor’s pupil increase from 1956-57 
to 1960-61 was 104%; and, pro­
jecting to 1966-67, would then be 
328%. This Is compared to the 
20-60% of the surrounding towns 
in the 1956-61 period. He also 
showed on his graphs that the 
cost of education would Increase 
at twice the speed of the taxable 
grand list in this same amount of 
Ume.

In explaining the criteria for 
changing land from R to A, Hal- 
loweU noted that when more thsui 
10 dwellings are built on land, it 
must be changed to an A s(toe. 
When the town was originally 
planned, aU land except sub-dlvi- 
siona was placed In R zone. How­
ever, when there are more than 
10 houses, the area is considered 
congested, and a different set of 
regulations and restiictions must 
apply.

It is not mEUKiatory upon the 
oommtosian to change a aons 
when re(}uested. tt was said.

Somebody Will Go
It appears that, by British re­

port and Inteipretatlon of what 
Sit Bernard Lcn'eH, the British 
apace scientist, had to say aftsr 
his recent return from his privi­
leged and unprcccdentad inspec­
tion of Russian space advsnturs 
equipment. Sir Bernard may have 
been handed a delicate but amaz- 
Ing azsignment by hiz Ruzzian 
hosts.

He seems to consider himself un­
officially authorized and requested 
to sKpk>re the poesibllitiM call­
ing off the much-heralded race to 
the moon and substituUng for it 
some Joint venture which might 
gain all the scientific data possi­
ble without waiting to conquer all 
the rMca that would be involved 
In actually putting a human being 
on the surface of the moon Along 
with mstchines.

Sir Bernard even reporta his im­
pression that the Russians them- 
setves have given up the idea of 
putting a man on the moon. They 
are. In hla view, planning to train 
equipment on condiUonz on the 
moon, and perhaps place a man In 
space near the moon, but he thinks 
that we, with our announced In­
tention of landing a man on the 
moon, are racing Just ourselves.

At for the fact that Sir Bemard 
behaves ss If he had the unoffi­
cial assignment of trying to nego­
tiate a moon agreement between 
ourselvea and the Russlane, to 
take the race out of it and speed 
the attainment of the scientific 
knowledge that may be gained 
from a closer study of moon condi­
tions, he wiH, if he really has such 
a mloslon, have to submit credm- 
tials of some kind to the right 
party.

Quite obviously, no such creden­
tials or assurances had yet reach­
ed President Kennedy when, at his 
press conference Wednesday, ht 
eiqireased polite Interert in the 
idee of cooperating with Russia on 
moon data, but set up the frigid 
reservation that such cooperation 
hardly appeared likely or possible 
so long as Russia operated as a 
closed society and we operated as 
an open society.

But they may have a Jong wait 
for results because the s t u d y  
m i^ t take as long as a quarter 
century.

The three dootors have reoultod 
600 Colorado Springs high sthool 
boys to take part in the project.

'The physicians are Dr. Ralph 
W. Adams and Dr. John Hays, 
both heart specialists, and Dr. 
John Rice, a pathologist

The project is aimed at finding 
the cause of arterloecleroais — 
hardening of the arteries—which 
Interferes with the flow of blood 
axMl csLuses heart failure and coro­
nary heart attacks.

"We are convinced," mays Dr. 
Adams, "that arteriosolerosis and 
coronary heart dlsea-ve In middle- 
age men really starts when they're 
teen-agers.”

'What causes it? Flats, probshly. 
Dr. Adorns says that triglyceridM 
—or variovis types of fats includ- 

cholesterol -— are carried In 
the bloodstream.

As we grow older. Dr. Adams 
says, the arteries and other blood 
vessels begin to harden, crock and 
grow rougher. Then these fatty 
substances start to ollng to the 
oracks in the walls of the Mood 
vessels and Interfere with the flow 
of blood.

Adams believes that by middle 
age most Amerioans have some de­
gree of anterioscleroala. "But we'd 
like to be able to detect it before 
a heart attack occurs. Right now 
we're just treating the end results; 
we’re making no headway in pre­
vention.”

promptly on President Kennedy’s 
recommendations to avert a na­
tionwide railroad strike but few 
members think it can act In a 
week.

Congressional committee staffs 
have done considerable research 
and hearings are expected to start 
in both branches within a day or 
so alter Kennedy sends up his 
proposals on Monday.

Legislators said the length of 
time needed to pass a law will 
depend on the depth of the Presi­
dent’s recommendation^.

I through in one week before the 
July 29 deadline.

The five operating unions 
also agreed not to call a strike 
before then.

The President is expected to use 
the report as a basis for recom­
mending legislation to solve the 
dispute and avert or stop a nation­
wide strike.
