Similar tries have been made by
the same union twice in 1953, once
in 1955 and again in 1967, The
first eolection foliowed a heated
campaign, and was voided by the
NLRB after the union claimed the
company had violated provisions of
the Taft-Hartley Act.

A revole in October 1953 saw
the union lose by nine votes. In
1055 workers voled against the
union 153 to 118, and in 1857 the
vole was 99 against to 87 in favor.

The most recent attempt began
with a union test leaflet, which
ILGWU Director of Organizing
Harry Lopatin says brought “a
fiood of replias.”

There followed a quiet personal
contact campaign, during which,
Laopatin says, almost all plant em-
ployes were contacted.

The information campaign was
conducted by shop workers in-
terested in oblaining cc:’l:’cn;e
bargaini in the plant, by
vnl\fnteerrf from New Britain,
Lopatin says.

Subaequently, the union sought
to reach an sgreement with the
Manchester Modes management,
setting the ILGWU up as bar-
gaining agent, but were turned
down.

‘Moons’ -May Make

By DR. L. M. LEVITT

After = manned landing on the
moon there will be & tremendous
emphasis on Mars as the next ob-
jective for manned space flight.
And with this objective, the focus
of sclentific studies has become

the moons of Mars which may in
turn become a beachhead to the
planet. Because of their strategic

poaition, Phobos and Deimos, the

two moons of Mars, are destined
to figure prominently in our head-
lines.

The avallability of two small
Martian satellites an natural space
stations means that at relatively
little cost a tremendous booat
could be given to an expedition

to the planet, The moons

serve as a fertile mource of

raw materials in sddma; t:q act-

ing as a r ore

ce mnm“ on o the
:Emet surface.

Phobos, the larger and closer of
the two moons of Mars, Is no big-

r than an oversized mountain:
t-is about ten miles in diameter
compared to bul five milea for
Delmos. - What must be realized
is that Mars is so distant and the
moons s0 tiny that there s con-
siderable uncertainty in thelr di.
ameters. Phobos Is about 3,700
milea above the Martian surface
and It circles the planet once in
about seven hours and 40 minutes.
For the amount of material it con.
taing, it is infinitesimally small—
astronomically speaking — econ-
sisting of but 10 trillion tons of
material which astronomers as-
sume to be primarily rock.

The tiny size of Phobos and the
small mass mean that the gravi-
tational pull of the satellite for
something on its surface Is almo
very small, Dr. Ernat A. Stein-
hoff, writing in ‘'Astronautical
Engineering and Science'’, a book

the 50th birthday of Dr,
Wernher von Braun, indicates that
the pull of gravity on Phobos is
less than the pull of the sun at a
distance of 140,000,000 miles and
Mars for the same object. The
pull of gravity on the surface of
the Phobos is about 1-100,000th
that of the earth. To put it another
way, if you weigh 200 pounds on
the earth you would weigh but
1-30th of an ounce on Phobos!

Advantages OClitled -

This low gravitational pull pre-
nents a tremendous advantage to
the astronauts, for It would take
practically no energy to land or
take off from the surface of Pho-
bos. And if man should use Pho-
bos as a base, he must be very
careful how he moves around
and jumps, for the velocity of es-
cape from Phobos is about 40 feet
per second, or about 2T miles per
hour, while orbital velocity is
about 29 feet per second or 20
miles per hour. As a fast runner
can move at about 20 miles per
hour, runners would have a most
interesting experience on Phobon.

If you have & spot that needs a
trée or shrub, before you start
digging, plan.

The first rule of good land:
scaping is to make: your house look
attractive, not hide it from view.
That's an important rule when
you select trees and shrubs for the
front of your home. Too often
they can outgrow your home.

The type of trees you should
use will depend largely ‘upon
where you live, ‘your soil con-|
ditions, and paturally, your per-
sonal opinion.
