The refusal of France — the
world's fourth atomic power—to
join In a nuclear test ban was
restated by B Minister
Maurice Couve de urville last
week just before the United
States, Britain and the Soviet
Union initialed an agreement to
stop testing in the atmosphere, in
outer space and under water,

Couve de Murville sald that un-
til the major powers agree on
general nuclear  disarmament,
France will continue to bulld a
nuclear striking force. This s
certain to require test exploslons
in the atmosphere as well as
underground.

The French long have em-
phasized that the dellvery sys-
tems are a key to real disarma-
ment on the that rockets,
missiles and su o8 are
easicr to spot than relatively
small nuclear warheads. They
think international tora
could find the vehiclea while the
warheads might easily be hidden.

Since both east and west are
apprehensive that Red China will
emerge as a fifth nuclear power,
the Big Three are unlikely to
seriously consider destroying nu-
clear stockplles,

De Gaulle must give some heed
to public opinion, especially in
areas of Africa where he has at-
tempted to spread French In-
fluence. Most African leaders
strongly oppose further atomlc
testing. They are expected to
urge France to sign the Moscow
agreement.

The United States and France
are at odds on g:!:y within the
North Atlantic ty Organiza-
tion and the United Nations and
on European unification. Kennedy
made a point in his
eches of stressing that the
United States wants a “truly co-
hesive' BEurope.

He sees no inconsistency be-
tween haying an affection for Ne-
groes and at the same time de-
fending a system that denies them
full equality. “The Negroes as a
whole just aren't ready yet,” he
says. “It's not their fault, but
that's the way it is'at this point.”

A key point in his reasoning is
that the great majority of Ne-
groes are like children and that,
for the time being, they must be
treated as such.

‘‘drive her to the slore."”

For some reason, she had
brought no food to the fields that
moming. ""Maybe she hasn’t got
any money,'’ the planter says, “‘or
maybe she just plain forgot. But
I sure can't see her go without
eating."

In the winter, when the fields
are bare, he finds other work an
the oplantation for his "hoe
hands.”” They have to eat in the
winter, too.

The integrationist calls this “Un-
cle Tom-.ism.”” and the militant
Negro says it is ‘“‘paternaliam,’
archaic, degrading the “~Negro,
numbing his effort to develop him-
self.

The planter frequently works in
the flelds beside the "‘hoe hands ™
The velationship appears com-
pletely comfortable Little jokes
in language largely unintelligible
to a Yankee—pass between them.
They agree that the cotton looks
good.

““Way 1 ftigure,' says the Negro
foreman, ‘‘the better the boss
does, the better we do.”" There
will be a bonus for them
at Christmas.
