WASHINGTON (AP) —
President Kennedy's an-
nouncement the United States
will continue underground
weapons testing may aid his
drive for Senate ratification
of the limited nuclear treaty.

Kennady told his news confer
ence Thursday that subterranean
tests will continue, They are ex-
cluded from the agreement
reached with the Soviet Union
and Britain prohibiting testing in
the atmosphere, space and under-
water.

This may alleviate the fears of

States will keep on striving.

Rusk Leaving

For Moscow

WASHINGTON (AP) — BSecre-
tary of 8tate Dean Rusk leaves
for Moscow tonight to sign the
Hmited nuclear test ban treaty
and to explore the chances of
further Hast-West understanding.

The signing of the treaty, in
which the United States, the Bo-
viet Union and Britain pledge to
abstain from testing in the atmos-
phere, in outer space and under
water, will be a ceremonial affair
Monday.

The pact was initialed last
