Treatment must aim at break-

First of all It is important for
the victim to know that there Is
no connection between this disease
‘u\d uicerative colitis or cancer,
It may, however, be necessary to
lmnke sure that there isn't =&
chronic dysentery due to ameba
that will keep the trouble go
until all the amebas are clean
out.

Every effort must then be
| made to resolve any astressful sit-
| uations that may be aggravaling
|l.he trouble, This is often the
hardest part of the lreatment.
Meanwhile, you cannot neglect
the bowel (tself. All Jaxatives
must be avoided and for & while
at least laxative foods such as
| vegetables, fruits, nuts, pickles,
jams, and splces must be omit-
| ted from the diet, Skimmed milk,
lcheese. well-cooked meat, eggs,
crackers, and bread or toast
should constitute the main ele-
menis of the diet. Weak tea should
be substituted for coffee.

Some drugs such as barbitu-
mies may help to sooths both
the nerves and the bowel. They
should be taken for a short peri-
od only and not without strict
medical supervision becnuse they
are habit-forming.

If, as & resull of treatment, you
find that you have become consti-
pated you should use an enema of
eight ounces of plain warm ‘Wwa-
ter held for at least five minutes
before passing. In addition you
should cautiously add a small por-
tion of cooked green vegetable or
cooked fruit to your daily diet.

The amount can be gradually
increased .as you continue to im-
prove but at the first sign of a
recurrence of spasms go back to
a2 bland diet. .

Some people have had to fol-
low a rigid diet for years to keep
the spasms under control because
of a difficult situation at home
or at work that cannot be readily
resolved. That's why, if you can't

learn to control your emotions as
an adult, it i{s doubly 'important
that you seek help In teaching
your children to control theirs,
After all, you wouldn’t want them
to go through life with colitis, too.

Clarkson, a right-hander who
won 488 games from 1882 through
1884 in the National League, died
in 1809, Rixey, a towering left-
hander who won 266 games for
Philadelphia and Cincinnati from
1912 through 1833, died last Feb.
28, & month after learning of his
latest honor,
