BRAZZAVILLE, Congo Re­
public (A P )— President Ful- 
bert Youlou ”re«igned from 
office today in a dramatic an­
nouncement from the steps of 
his palace.

A chanting mob of Africans who 
bad swarmed around toe palaci 
shouting tor his resignation greet­
ed toe news with noisy Jubilation.

Congo troops and police under 
French command held back the 
crowd of at least 10,000. Units of 
toa S,000-man French army garri' 
son were held in reserve with 
tanks and half-tracks loaded with 
helmeted soldiers.

The mob was unarmed.
Unrest was reported in the 

city’s African townships, where 
anU-Youlou labor leaders were 
haranguing workmen.

The 46-year-old Roman Catholic 
priest turned president, bowing to 
the pressure of dissident labor 
leaders and rioting strikers, had 
promised Wednesday to form a 
new government and postpone in­
troduction of a single-party sys 
tern fusing the three established 
political parties.

He had planned toe political 
change to coincide with toe third 
um ivenary today of the repub­
lic’s independence from PYanee.

The erowd today cams from 
neighboring shanty towns. They 
filtered past troops. On reaching 
downtown Brazzaville, they 
massed before the palace.

Before toe locked gates they 
raised placards.

“ Give us work! Give us bread!”  
they shouted.

One demonstrator told a news­
man: " I  haven’t worked in six 
months. I  haven’t eaten in three 
days.”

Another said: "W e-are sUrving 
and out of work while Youlou's 
many ministers live in big hous­
es, have as many as five wives 
and take expensive trips to Par­
is.”

Thera was no threat to Euro­
peans. Some in the crowd shouted 
to three Journalists: "This is an 
internal affair—for Africans. It 
ha#-nothing to do with you.”

But three congressional leaders 
have SLlready raised doubts about 
the program’s future.

Sen. Harry F. Byrd, Virginia 
Democrat who heads the Senate 
Finance Committee, said today he 
doubts that Congress will approve 
tax reductiem this year.

Similar views were expressed 
Wednesday by Senate Republican 
Leader Everett M. Dirksen o f Illi­
nois and House Republican Leader 
Charles A. Halleck of Indiana.

Under the program approved by 
the House group, withholding 
rates would be trinuned to fit new 
tax schedules . that, typically, 
might reduce a J4,(KX)-a-year fam ­
ily m an's tax bill by $100. a 
$10,(K)0-a-year man’s by $200. 
Exact amounts would vary with 
individual cases, .but the Treasury 
estimated a general 20 per cent 
cut—about 15*4 per cent in the 
brackets including most tax­
payers.

The full effect of the reductions 
would not be felt until 1065, but 
two-thirds would go into effect 
next Jan. 1.

Income tax returns filed next 
April, or earlier, would not reflect 
the new rates because the returns 
cover 1963 Income.

Picking up speed after its 
months of deliberation over the 
com plex tax bill, the committee 
swiftly approved a corporate rate 
slash slightly more generous to 
small business than the Treasury 
had recommended.

Also approved was a new min­
imum standard deduction feature 
that sweetens the tax benefit for 
low-incom e taxpayers.

Such taxpayers could get a 
larger standard deduction than 
the present 10 per cent, up to 
$1,000 for husband and wife. The 
new provision would allow $3(X) 
for the taxpayer plus $100 for each 
dependent, including his spouse 
up to $1,000. Thus a small income 
and a big fam ily could add up to 
more than the old 10 per cent al­
lowance. Some low-income single 
taxpayers also would benefit.

The Treasury estimated that un­
der the new minimum standard 
deduction 1.5 million persons who 
now pay taxes on low incomes 
would be taken entirely off the 
income tax rolls and their .savings 
would aggregate $310 million a 
year.

The committee approved also a 
two-etap reduction of the cor]3o- 
rate Income tax from the present

52 per cent to 48 per cent and 
provided for a  rearrangement of 
normal and surtax rates within 
this rate so as to give a special 
break to small business.

Effective next Jan. 1, the tax 
would drop to SO per cent—22 per 
cent at normal rate applying to 
the first $25,000 of corporate in­
com e, and 28 per cent surtax. The 
present normal tax is 30 per cent.

A year later the surtsuc would 
drop to 26 per cent, for a total 
tax of 48 per cent.

The issue of dividend taxation la 
one of the last remaining inipor- 
tant questions to be resolved be­
fore the bill can be put In final 
shape for House action.

At present, the law allows ex­
clusion from  incom e off the first 
$50 of dividends—$100 for stockk 
jointly owned by husband wife— 
and then a  direct credit against 
taxes of 4 per cent of Am re­
mainder.

This treatment o f dividend in­
com e was Institute by a Repub­
lican-controlled 
Republican President Dwight D. 
Eisenhower’s administration. Its

treatment is not changed, some 
of the tax reduction fai the higher 
In-ackets should be reduced.

Democrats contend they have 
the votes on the committee to 
make a  change. It would likely 
be a com prom ise, with the 4 per 
cent credit dropped but the deduc­
tion doubled, thus helping small 
dividend recipients.

In a  statement read to the sub­
com m ittee and given to newsmen, 
W heeler said, “ I subscribe fully”

“ While I  do b ^ e v e  there are 
m ilitary disadvantages ta the pro­
posed treaty, with tbe saf^;uiLrda 
enumerated ta the Joint Chiefs of 
Staff statement I perceive no 
risks or disadvantages of such 
magnitude as to endanger the se­
curity of tbe United States,”  
W heelsr said.

Taylor testified under question- 
tog  from  Sen. J . W. Fulbright, 
D-Ark., chataman o f the Senate 
Forrign Relatkms Committee, that 
the m ilitary command is cem- 
cerned that the United States and 
its allies may lose sight of the 
Communist aim  o f world domina­
tion. He emphasized that there 
rixmld to  no letiq> ta Western m il­
itary capabilities.

Taylor said that In the discus­
sions leading iq> to the negotiation 
o f the treaty by W . Averell Har- 
riman, undersecretary of state, 
tbe joint chiefs were consulted 
and kept abreast of adiat was go­
ing on.

As early aa last mid-June, he 
said, be directed a  review of the 
situation which might develop if 
a  treaty were devised. He said 
this review waa intensified ta July 
when Soviet Prem ier Starushchev 
indicated a  desire to sign some 
sort of treaty.

sunspot activity, the hdium belt 
may be 1,000 miles thick. When 
the sun Is quiet as it is now be­
coming, the helium belt riirinks 
to 100 to 200 miles m thickness, 
he said.

Before IGIT, the earth's atmos­
phere was known to stretch at 
least 600 miles high. Now. it is 
found that part of it extends 20,- 
000 miles in extremely tenuous 
form, Dr. Nicolet told a s\Tnpo- 
sium.

Dr. Herbert Friedman of the 
N a v a l  Research Laboratory. 
Washington, D.C.. outlined new 
understandings o f solar effects on 
the ionosphere, the electrified mir­
ror that ifends radio waves bounc­
ing over continents and oceans.

Ultraviolet light, coming fairly 
constantly from the sun. is re­
sponsible for creating the higher 
layers o f ions, or electrified irarti- 
dea, in the ionosphere, be said. 
X-rays born in localised regions

or disturhanca or the sun ertiatss 
the lower layera. Bhoweia of X- 
raya can be one cause o f radio 
fadeouts or blackouts.

A  few  ^>ectol sateUitss have 
kept taba the sun, he said, 
n a t e  now caU for future satd- 
litea to take and traM m it contin­
uous pictures o f the sun's chang­
ing output o f  -Xrays and ultra- 
vloiet radiatiems reaching Into the 
“ chemical kitohensl’ to ' iram  
more about what happens there.

Tax Cut Talk 
Stirs Hopes  
Of Investors

By SAM DAWSON 
AP Business News Analyst 

NEW YORK (A P )—Corpora­
tions may be soulless but the 
prospect of a tax cut can stir 
hope and wishful planning in their 
breasts as well as in yours.

So tine news that Qnngress In Us 
on-agaln-off-again tactics is now 
apparently giving the green light 
again to a tax cut. even though 
It will be next year Instead of 
this, has pepped corporate man­
agement up in the dragging days 
of late summer.

The stock market has Uiken 
note. And business planners" are 
talking of better days to come.

The corporate stake in ta* cut­
ting Is In three parts. First is the 
chance of getting the 52 per cent 
levy on corporate earnings down 
to 48 per cent In two ye^r.s. Sec­
ond ia the hope that top and mid­
dle individual income rates will 
be lowered enough to make more 
money available for investment. 
And third la their belief— and this 
they share with top union leaders 
—that personal incomes after tax­
es will be expanded enough to 
make more purchasing power for 
the consumer goods that many 
corporatlon.s turn out directly and 
others indirectly by furnishing the 
materials or distributing and re­
tailing the goods.

Many business and financial 
leaders have stressed their fears 
of tax cutting without govern­
ment spending reductions. This 
might raise the Treasury deficit 
enougli to trigger new inflation 
or undermine either the value, of 
the dollar or its reputation' In In­
ternational money markets.

But even the.se agree that cuts 
in corporate taxes should be an 
immediate help to business In 
providing economic growth. Gov­
ernment economists stress this as 
neces.sary to lick unemployment 
and make the United States 
stronger competitively in foreign 
trade.

And some bankers are now say­
ing tlial • recent official moves to 
tighten credit and raise Interest 
rates should offset to a cons der- 
able extent any inflationary 
threats po.sed by tax cutting. They 
consider such moves as a brake 
on speculative trends that Iheir 
more conservative colleagues fear 
would be encouraged by tax cut­
ting that further raised the feder­
al deficit.

In urging a ' ‘significant ireduc- 
tion of corjKirate income tax 
rales, " economist.s of the First 
National City Bank of New York 
sum up much business thinking 
Thus:

A corporate tax cut now would 
"provide additional capital need­
ed lor faster growth, encourage 
the cost-reducing modernization 
of our plant and equipment need­
ed to make American exports 
more competitive with the rest of 
the world, and help restore full 
employment by stimulating pri­
vate demand for goods and serv­
ices."

Moving into more controversial 
ground, the.se bank economists 
also see a lower levy on corporal* 
Incomes a.s permitting lower ̂ 
product prices in many industries 
where present corporate taxe* 

re, at least in part, passed on to 
consumers."

They further argue that if cor­
porations could keep more of their 
gross earnings by paying lower 
hicome taxes on them this would 
“help reverse the present larg* 
net outflow of long-term invest­
ment from the United States by 
Improving investment yields in 
country.”

These are the arguments of 
men who have the Interests of 
business and industry at h*arl. 
But most other ideas of horn taxes 
should be cut are advanced by 
those who have Individual Inter­
ests at heart.

pean author, educator, editor and 
autoority on Ck>mmuniam, w i l l  
speak Sunday at 9:15 am . at 
Center Oongregrational Church.

’The speaker, now a citicen of 
toe United States, has lectured 
on the problems of Communism 
to more than 560,000 persons 
since his arrival in toe country in 
1949.

He did post graduate 
work at Westhill College, Bimiing- 
ham, England, and later took ad­
vanced studies in toe School of 
Russian Humanities at Riga.

Since 1930 Dr. Leyawneyer has 
been editor of adueatioinal and 
scientific magazines, taught psy­
chology, philosophy and poUtioal 
science, has been a lecturer, and 
has written essays and aiiiclea 
for periodicals in E u r o p e  and 
America.

He waa arreMed by the Oommu- 
niats, tortured, sentenced to Ae 
and faced a firing squad but es­
caped death. He waa in forced la­
bor, under toe Nazi regime, and 
was liberated by Americans. He 
and his family came to America 
14 yeans ago.

Francis Green 
F ools  Doctors 
For Third Time

PROVIDENCE, R.I. (AP)—The­

odore Francis Green, the oldest 
man ever to serve in Congress, 
has fooled the doctors again and 
returned to his home overlooking 
downtown Providence.

Green, 96, retired from the Sen­
ate 2% years ago.

Since then, he has twice been 
rushed to the hospital in critical 
condition, lingered on the danger i 
list for weeks] then rallied and 
gone home.

Green doesn’t give interviews, 
but his longtime secretary and 
administrative assistEmt, Edward 
J. Higgins, says M's boss’ day is 
a busy one.

Green gets up around 8 a.m., 
Higgins said, and has breakfast 
in his room. Arouhd 10, he goes 
downstairs and starts reading the 
newspapers.

He also deals with a heavy load 
of correspondence, reads many 
books and magazines and watch­
es television—especially news and 
public affairs programs.

"The secret of longevity is mod­
eration,”  Green once said. ” I 
don't get worried and I don’t get 
excited. It would take more or 
less of a bomb to upset me.”

V^en he left the Senate, Green 
had served 24 years, and was the 
oldest man to serve in Congress. 
He was three months past his 
63rd birthday.

” I didn’t have my health given 
to me,”  Green once said. “ I ac­
quired it.”

As a child, Green suffered at­
tacks of pleurisy, malaria imd 
pneumonia wMch left Mm too 
weak to go to school.
