Dr. Karlls Leyaameyer, Euro­

pean author, educator, editor and 
autoority on Ck>mmuniam, w i l l  
speak Sunday at 9:15 am . at 
Center Oongregrational Church.

’The speaker, now a citicen of 
toe United States, has lectured 
on the problems of Communism 
to more than 560,000 persons 
since his arrival in toe country in 
1949. He has spoken at colleges, 
universities, oonventiona, h i g h  
schools, churches and clube, both 
civic and hatem al. He was a 
personal observer, on events lead­
ing up to toe present International 
crisis.

Bom  in Liatvla, he Uved In 
Russia and saw the Communist 
revolution in 1917. Afterwards, he 
returned to Independent Latvia, 
studied in toe English InsUtuti 
at Riga, graduated from toe Uni­
versity of lAtvia in 1934, major­
ing in humanities, and received 
degrees of Ph.C. and PhJMag., 
Ph.D., there in philosophy and psy- 
chologry. He did post graduate 
work at Westhill College, Bimiing- 
ham, England, and later took ad­
vanced studies in toe School of 
Russian Humanities at Riga.

Since 1930 Dr. Leyawneyer has 
been editor of adueatioinal and 
scientific magazines, taught psy­
chology, philosophy and poUtioal 
science, has been a lecturer, and 
has written essays and aiiiclea 
for periodicals in E u r o p e  and 
America.

He waa arreMed by the Oommu- 
niats, tortured, sentenced to Ae 
and faced a firing squad but es­
caped death. He waa in forced la­
bor, under toe Nazi regime, and 
was liberated by Americans. He 
and his family came to America 
14 yeans ago.

Francis Green 
F ools  Doctors 
For Third Time

By SID HUBLBUBT
PROVIDENCE, R.I. (AP)—The­

odore Francis Green, the oldest 
man ever to serve in Congress, 
has fooled the doctors again and 
returned to his home overlooking 
downtown Providence.

Green, 96, retired from the Sen­
ate 2% years ago.

Since then, he has twice been 
rushed to the hospital in critical 
condition, lingered on the danger i 
list for weeks] then rallied and 
gone home.

Green doesn’t give interviews, 
but his longtime secretary and 
administrative assistEmt, Edward 
J. Higgins, says M's boss’ day is 
a busy one.

Green gets up around 8 a.m., 
Higgins said, and has breakfast 
in his room. Arouhd 10, he goes 
downstairs and starts reading the 
newspapers.

He also deals with a heavy load 
of correspondence, reads many 
books and magazines and watch­
es television—especially news and 
public affairs programs.

"The secret of longevity is mod­
eration,”  Green once said. ” I 
don't get worried and I don’t get 
excited. It would take more or 
less of a bomb to upset me.”

V^en he left the Senate, Green 
had served 24 years, and was the 
oldest man to serve in Congress. 
He was three months past his 
63rd birthday.

” I didn’t have my health given 
to me,”  Green once said. “ I ac­
quired it.”

As a child, Green suffered at­
tacks of pleurisy, malaria imd 
pneumonia wMch left Mm too 
weak to go to school.

’This fact is brought up to empha­
sise the Importance of sanitation. 
’Itoe heavy use of detergents in 
bomee, has aided in permittli^ 
baoteria to seep through s ^ c  
t a n k s  'in to the surrounding 
grounds.

’Tha department, therefore, urges 
the expanaiop of sanitary sewer 
service to wherever p o e ^ e , in 
Moncherter, and that the use of 
septic tanks be disoouraged.

As required by the adoption, in 
1962, of the Housing Code, s min­
imal inspection of lodging houses 
was made, utilizing inspectors 
from the town building depart­
ment, In^pecUom, as required by 
Federal regulations, would re­
quire a fuU-tione In jector.

‘The department suggests that the 
trucks be stored near the dump 
area.

with regulation oil-well type of 
equipment, but it has limits. U.S. 
Army Engineers now are experi­
menting in Greenland with a tube­
shaped drill that bums its way 
down but preserves intact inside 

core of snow and ice with its 
history to tell. It's hoped this can 
go down 3,000 ' meters or more, 
said Dr. Bader, a specialist in an­
alyzing the snow samples brought 
to the surface.

A deep hole at Byrd Station in 
Ajntarotlca. C9uld trace history, 
b ick  13,000 years, 'ind one at the 
South Pole Itself might turn the 
pages back 75,000 years, he said.

Ice corings .so far indicate a 
warm-up In the earth's climate in 
the la.st half century and a de­
crease In snowfall In the last few 
decades, Dr. Bader'^ added.

A 411-year snow tale at Byrd 
Station, lor example, gives this 
record: from the year 1558 to 
1713, precipitation waa three per 
cent below average, than lor the 
next 100 years was four per cent 
above average. From 1843 it was

five per cent below, then waa nor: 
mal until 1913, and since then has 
dropped draStlcally by 14 per 
cent compared with 1843. , j

The snows may tell of ancient 
cataclysms, such as volcanoes or | 
great showers of meteoritic dust, 7 
Dr. Bader said.

He melted down one sample 
brought up from 300-foot depth at 
Byrd Station—snow that had fall­
en In the year 1500. The snows 
had fallen through air remarkably 
clean of dirt or dust, and the 480- 
year-old water "was 100 times 
cleaner than the water that comes 
from your own tap," he said.

Francis Green 
Fools Doctors 
For Third Time

Senate gym and swam In the 
pool. He was in his mld-SOs when 
he bowed to doctor's orders and 
stopped diving off the liigh board.

"M y friends told me it was 
risky for me to swim, hike and 
go through a stiff workout in the 
gym at my sige,” he said. "But 
I worry about them—lounging in 
the club lapping up cocktails.

Golf didn't Interest him. "It's 
an old man’s gam e," he said.

Green was at an age when most 
people are thinking of retirement 
when he won his first statewide 
election. He had served a , one- 
year term in the Rhode Island 
Legislature in 1906, and was un­
successful in two bids for the 
governorship and one for a con- 
gresaiaiial . seat before being 
elected governor In 1982.

He was 66 at the time, and 
rolled up more votes than any 
candidate for statewide office m 
Rhode Island had ever received.

He moved on to the S«uite to 
1986, where he became known as 
a liberal Democrat and loyal Mp- 
porter of the New Deal.

When Green announced early to 
I960 that he would not seek a 
fifth term, faUlng eyesight and 
hearing were given as the prin­
cipal reasons for his decision.

He walks without a cane, but 
since his latest Illness is under 
orders not to cUmb the stairs 
more than once a day.

Green was the leader of the 
Rhode Island Democratic party 
for more than 26 years, and waa 
Democratic national committee­
man from the state for M years.

He was a member of the Sen' 
ate Foreign Relations Committee 
for all but two of his 34 years to 
Congress, and served as chair­
man from 1967 to 1969. In 1968, 
he celebrated his 88th birthday in 
Africa during one of hla frequent 
trips abroad.

to September 1961, Gre«n waa 
hospitalized in critical condition 
with what was described as a 
heart attack. But, one month later 
he left the hospital.

Back in action. Green waa 
hanging a picture at his home 
early last year when he fell and 
broke his wrist, necessitating an 
other hospital visit.

But, he added, ‘T didn’t totend 
to stay so long.”

DONT MUDDY 'WATER
Ftohermen who have a habit of 

getttag sikunked regularly have 
lost another aJlbi.

The old claim that outboerda 
“muddy tbe waters” to the detri­
ment of ftoh and fishing has been 
proved erroneous hiy scientific in­
vestigations in Illinois. ’ITils infor­
mation has been passed on by 
Mercury outboards’ fishing experts 
who are glad that the record has 
been set straight at last.

Under eJoee scrutiny was Lake 
Bloomington in the center of the 
state. Medium-fltzed. about 550 
surface acres, it was subjected to 
heavy fishing pressure, particular­
ly on weekends.

The General Fund Reserve Fund 
contained 8206,838.03 a t  the be­
ginning of the month, of which 
835,000 is allocated for board of 
education projects, leaving 8161,- 
838.03 unallocated.
