Capital March 
For Rights Bias 
Long Heritage

WASHINGTON (AP) — Wednss- 
day’s civil rights march in Wash­
ington by perhaps 100,'(X)0 Negress 
and whites—to protest racial In­
justices and to try to pressure 
Congress Into passing a civil 
rights bill—baa an ancient heri­
tage.

From antiquity—by ones, twos, 
thousands, millions in Action, fact, 
nterature, mythology and religion 
—people through disobedience 
non-riolent resistance have ai 
ad themselves against what they 
consider unjust treatment, laws, 
or edicts.

Yet, the history Of their protests 
is full of contradictions and Iron­
ies.

Erich Fromm looks upon the 
first act of disobedience by Adam 
and Eve, In eating from the for­
bidden tree of knowledge, as on 
"original sin" which, instead of 
eorruptl^  man, "set hlm^free to 
become fully human.”

Four hundred years before 
Christ, Socrates defied the gov­
ernment of Athens by refusing to 
stop encoprngtng the youth to 
question the Ideas of their dders. 
While (It was wrong to disobey a 
superior, he said, he . would obey 
the gods rather than the govern­
ment. He w8s sentenced to death.

Then he refused to escape his 
death cell. To do that, he sa’ J, 
after he had been condemned, 
would injure the government.

It was civil disobedience, but 
non-vlolent, when Sophocles' An­
tigone defied King (3reon’s order 
not to bury her mother. He walled 
her In to die tor that.

And Aeschylus’ Prometheus at 
terrible cost to himself befriended 
mankind by stealing Are from the 
gods. For this Zeus chained him

Pair Lifted 
By Harness 
In 14th Day

HAZLETON, Pa. (AP)—  
Henry Throne and David Fel­
lin, lifted to the surface un­
harmed in a safety harness 
from more than 300 feet un­
derground, were pronounced 
in excellent shape today by 
physicians who examined 
them after their 14-day or­
deal.

Dr. Peter Saras, who examined 
Throne, and Dr. Anthony Fidulla, 
personal physician to Fellin for 10 
years, said they were amazed that 
the miners came out of their 
cramped quarters in such excel­
lent shape.

Fellin, 58, and Throne, 28, were 
trapped In a mine cave-ln at 9 
a.m. Aug. 13.

Saras said Throne’s blood pres­
sure when he was brought to the 
surface early today was 110-70, 
down a little from normal but con­
sidered very good. Fellin’s blood 
pressure was normal.

A t the end of the two-year 
course, students are given a com­
prehensive exam which they must 
pass in order to get a government 
job. The girls in mir hostel are 
presently studying very hard for 
this sxam—even enroute to class 
they read their notebooks and 
discuss chemical formulas. Curfsw 
for girls is 10 p.m. but many girls 
e ^ e  again at 2 or 8 a.m. to 
eontlnus their studies.

Students attend classes dally 
from 7;80 to 11:00 a.m. and 12:15 
to 8:15 p.m., with a half-hour 
break in the morning for tea. 
Chemistry, botany, animal hus­
bandry, veterinary seienoe, and 
agriculture theory classes are re­
quired for all students. In addition, 
girls study sewing, cookery, and 
child care; boys learp mechanics 
and engineering.

Practical or laboratory classes 
are held for nearly every subject. 
Btaich student has his own ^rden 
plot which he must weed and fer­
tilize. Students also learn to milk 
cows, make . not^ions about 
nowth and diseases'bf vegetables 
In large garden plots, and do na­
tive handicraft. Girls spend one 
and a half months in a homc-nuui- 
agement house, doing their own 
housekeeping.

There are two major languages 
and nationalities In Ceylon—Sin­
halese and Tamil. Until five years 
ago. classes at Kundasale were 
conducted In Bkigllsh. Now, how­
ever, Ceylon is stressing the use of 
its own languages. Yet, few text­
books are available at the higher 
education level in Sinhala and 
Tamil, even though cltMses are 
conducted in these two languages. 
Students must rely almost com­
pletely on notes given them bjr 
lecturers.

Co-education Is usually present 
only at the level of higher educa­
tion in Ceylon. At Kundasale, girls 
and boys have separate practical 
classes but attend lectures joint­
ly. Girls and boys may have one 
or two social events togsther in a 
term, but, othenvise. have little 
opportimity to meet, except on the 
way to class. Nevertheless, girls 
love to talk about their 'boy­
friends’—that special boy whom 
they admire in elaas.

If you remember all this, pi 
be Informed that, as of the mo- 
snent, the-iateet Kennedy admlnis- 
tetiosv figure for our rate of 
growth flkes it at 5.4 per cent in 
the year 1M7 as against a figure 
e f less than 4 per cent for Soviet 
Russia.

We doubt that even the Kennedy 
administration is prepared to make 
any very serious claim that it had 
anything in partlcuisr’ to do with 
ISiia by somehow stimulating 
eiwnng ourselves the increar^ PF?*.

As for Russia, meanwhile, we 
ean be quite certain that the poor 
showing in rate ef eoonomic 
growth there was not part of any 
Communist master plan, by which 
Communism was imdertaking to 
"bury” capitalism! We can be sure, 
la fact that the comparatively 
poor showing on the part of Rus­
sia developed in spite of planning, 
and in spiU of real, urgent oon- 
sumer and nattcnal need for tai- 
aressed production o f all kinds.

pra have not seen, in the first two 
years of the Kennedy adminlstra 
tion, any great or ^ectacular use 
eit the power, the planning, and the 
money of the federal government 
to direct and stimulate production. 
And that absence of that kind of 
program—which Kennedy and 
Rockefeller were both advocating 
in IMO—has at least not kept the 
econmnic growth statistic from 
Improving.

In the Washington book, then, 
the Diem family has become the 
one thing in South Vietnam which 
mtsrt go, the army has become 
our hope for a quick coup which 
wlU di^laoe the Diems and head 
off the more serious revolution 
which might develop otherwUe;

themselvaa hold off the Communist 
guerrillas.

It seems strange Indeed to have 
to look to the mlUtary for some 
comparaUve degree of democracy, 
but this is not the first oountry in 
which rule by s«ne uniformed 
junta has seemed the lesser of two 
evils.

But the Joy was tempered with 
concern for the third trapped 
miner, Louis Bova, 42, who was 
last heard from a week ago to­
day. He was separated from them 
by 35 feet of debris, and four ef? 
forts to drill a small lifeline hole 
,to him'-— like the one which 
reached Throne and Fellln—have 
been unsuccessful.

Ihrone started up at l;50. a.m. 
ai)d reached the surface at 3:07 
a.m., a 17-minilte trip he de­
scribed as “ the best ride I ever 
had.’ ’ Fellln started at 3:88 a.m. 
and raached the surface at 3:41. 
His reacue took 8 minutes and 15 
seconds.

Although grimy, both men ap­
peared in good toape when they 
reached the surface.

H. B. Charmbury, Pennsylvania 
secretary of mines, reported that 
drilling of an escape hole to Bova 
similar to the is-inch shaft ussd 
to free Fellln and Throne, was 
started at 6:45 a.m. Only a hand­
ful of workers were at the scene 
when the drilling of the 17^-lnch 
hole began.

Charmburs ssdd a now three-inch 
lifeline drilling toward where 
Bova is believed to bo also would 
be started shortly.

The men were examined in a 
first aid tent, then quickly re­
moved by two helicopters to the 
Hazleton State Hospital nine miles 
away, where a special ward was 
prepared for them.

'Ine wives of both men were 
waiting for them at the hospital.

Mrs. Fellln, a Roman Catholid, 
made the sign of the croes, prayed 
and wept tears of joy when she 
received tho nows that the rescue 
had been accomplished.

At 4:08 a.m., Just five hours 
short of two weeks alter her hus­
band had disappeared in the 
mine, Mrs. FeUln was reunited

HARTFORD (A P)—ConnecUcut 

la now almost ready to launch its 
first statewide program to prevent 
phenylketonuria, or PKU, which 
causes severe mental retardation.

Starting date for the project, 
which will involve 87 hospitals and 
institutions, is Oct. 1.

The hope of Connecticut health 
offirials, reported Baric K, Bor­
man, head of the state laboratory, 
is to include ail hospitals and all 
mothers with new-born babies. 
The program is on a voluntary 
bails.

Treatment of PKU throiigh 
blood testa on babies some four 
days after birth, and follow-up 
urine testa after two wertes, has 
been under limited test here— 
starting with two Hartford hos­
pitals (Mt. Sinai and McCook) 
over a year ago, and now Including 
seven in Hartford County—wlU» 
federal funds. At least 5,000 of 
the 6.6 million mentally retarded 
In the United States are PKU vlc- 
Ums. Because of a defective gene 
Inherited from both parenU, a 
HCU baby cannot make use of 
phenylalanine, which Is found in 
most protein foods, and the poison 
thst accumulates in his system ea 
a result permanently damages the 
brain. But, if found early enough, a 
Q>eclsa diet wlU avert nearly all 
the damage.

Presence of the gas dimmed 
already slim hopes the men would 
be found alive. i

State Mine Inspector Steve Hat- 
sis said the gas was discovered 
nt the bottom of the 2,712-foot 
shaft, one of the deepest in North 
America.

The missing men<ars scattered 
out somewhbre beyond and below 
that level In one of two, lateral 
tunnels extending from the base 
of the main shaft.

Before rescuers can go farther, 
Hatsls said, they must establish 
a new air supply in the main 
shaft, which goes straight down 
the distance of nearly 10 foptball 
fields.

He said this would Involye in­
stalling new tubing in the bottom 
of the shaft and pumping in fresh 
air. The old tu b l^  was destroyed 
by the explosion.

The Inspector said M would take

plete the new ventilating system 
and get on with tho search.

Hatsls held out hope the men 
might still be alive. He said they 
could have found air pockets In 
the two lateral tunnels in which 
they were working.

Frank Tipple, head of the potash 
division of Texas Gulf Sulphur 
Cjo., operator of the mine, said the 
rescue teams had not established 
contact with the trapped men.

Asked if there was any chance 
the men were alive, THpple said: 
■“ I wouldn’t even attempt a guess. 
I  think there’s a  chance.”

More than 80 men were directly 
involved in the rescue attempt. 
They were going down one crew 
of tiuree at a time, with crews ro­
tating every half hour or so.

Tipple said the first crews down 
encountered gases and intense 
heat, generated by the blast.

He said an effort would be 
made to restore the ventilation 
system before rescuers started 
the actual Job of searching for 
the missing men. There were 
hints it might take several days 
to find them.

WASHINGTON (AP)—Chanting freedom songs, Negroes 
and white sympathizers estimate at more than 100,000 
moved on Abraham Lincoln's shrine today in a civil rights 
march.

A small army of police. National Guardsmen and police 
reservists had little to do because— up to noon at least—the 
massive gathering was one of the most orderly on record.

At 11:20 a.m., Police Chief Robert V. Murray estimated 
the turnout at 100,000 but at that time buses were still roll­
ing in and throngs were still walking toward the Washing­
ton Monument grounds, staging area for the big parade.

The police estimate went to 110,000 at noon.
The march of less than a mile from the monument to the 

Lincoln Memorial, actually got under way in impromptu fash­
ion nearly half an hour before the 11:30 scheduled time.

Held aloft were placards:
"Before we’ll be a slave, we’ll be buried in our grave.”
"Segregation disunites the United Stetes.”
"No U.S. dough to help Jim Crow.”
"In freedom we were bom, in freedom we must live.”

Rail Bill Seen Passing 
In Time to Halt Strike

Foe of Rights, 
JFK, Gets Nod 
In Mississippi

JACKSON. Miss. (AP) — Lt. 

Gov. Paul Johnson Jr., militant 
anti-Kennedy segregationist, end­
ed 16 years of political frustration 
today, winning the Democratic 
nomination for governor of Mis­
sissippi by a record vote.

Johnson overwhelmed former 
Gov. J. P. Coleman after a bitter 
campaign which centered on op­
position to President Kennedy and 
his civil rights program.

Johnson reminded voters he still 
faces federal contempt of court 
charges for his part in temporari­
ly J|ocking Negro James H. Mere­
dith from enrolling in the Univer­
sity of Mississippi last September.

He called Coleman the "Kenne­
dy satellite candidate.”  Coleman 
supported the President in the 
1960 presidential race.

Coleman argued that he was 
anti-Kennedy, too, saying he erred 
In 1960.

With 1,861 of the state’s 1,877 
precincts reporting, Johnson had 
268,427 votes, most ever given a 
gubernatorial candidate, to 198,021 
for Coleman.

Johnson faces '  Republican Ru- 
bel Phillips Nov. 8 in what may 
be more than the usual token race 
in this overwhelmingly Democrats 
ic state.

WASHINGTON (AP)
government sources expressed 
confidence today that Congress 
will whip out legislation in time 
to avert a nationwide rail strike 
threatened for one minute after 
midnight.

Racing the clock, the House 
takes up legislation ground out 
Tuesday night by the Senate even 
as carriers and unions prepared 
lor the possibility of a massive 
walkout.

The measure would force arbi­
tration to settle the two big'issues 
In the work rules dispute; The 
elimination of 32,000 firemen’s
jobs and how many men are
needed to run a train.

Under the Senate measure,
there would be 180 days for arbi­
tration-negotiations before a strike 
could en.sue if the lesser is.sues 
were still' unsettled. Further con-

— High^ Rep. Oren Harris. D-Ark., chair­
man of the House (Commerce Com­
mittee, expressed belief the House 
can act on the measure in time 
to block the strike which would 
tie up 195 railroads, practically 
every major line in the country.

Five operating unions represent­
ing the engineers, firemen, con­
ductors, brakemen and switchmen 
have said they will strike the 
moment the railroads put into 
effect the job-cutting new work 
rules.
